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of a sworn statement setting forth the names, ages, tui­
tion charges, and school district Uable for t.uition of 
said inmates j a.nd a1,l money thus withheld ~hall be 
paid by him to the district entitled to receive the same. 
The d·istriot so charged with t1tition may file. an appeal 
w~th the Superintendent of P.1tblic Instruction, in which 
it shall be the complainant; and the instffution, the re­
spondent. 'Phe decision of the Superintendent of Pub­
lic Instruction as to which of sa.id parties ·is responsible 
for tuition shall be final. 

The cost of tuition in such cases shall be fixed as is 
now provided by law for tuUion costs in other cases, 
except where, for the a-ccomrnodation of such children, 
it shall be necessary to provide a separate school or to 
erect additional school buildings, in which cases the 
charge fo1· tuition for such children may include a pro­
portionate cost of the opera,ting expense, rental, _and 
interest on any investment required to be made in 
erecting suoh new school buil'.d-ings. 'l'he tuition herein 
provided for shall be paid annually by the Superin­
tendent of Public Instruction or the institution, as the 
ca_se may be. •
