The Superintendent of Public 1ln-
struction shall issue a permanent college certificate
to every graduate of a college or university approved
by the College and University Council of Pennsylvania,
and of such departments therein as are approved by
him, when such graduate furnishes satisfactory evi-
dence of good moral character and successful experience
of three years’ teaching in the public schools of this
Commonwealth, and has completed such work in educa-
tion as may be approved by the Stete Council of Educa-
tion, which certificate shall entitle its holder to teach
without further examination.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section two
hundred and seven of an act, approved the eighteenth
day of May, one thousand nine hundred and ecleven
(Pamphlet Laws, three hundred and nine), entitled

Any citizen of this Commonwealth,
having a good moral character, being twenty-one
(21) years of age or upwards, and having been a res-
ident of the district for at least one (1) year prior
to the date of his clection or appointment, shall be
eligible to the office of school director therein: Pro-
vided, That any person holding the office of mayor,
chief burgess, county commissioner, district attorney,
city, borough, or township treasurer, city councilman,
township commissioner, road supervisor, tax collectlor,
any comptroller, anditor, constable, county super-
intendent, or assistant county superintendent, shall
not be eligible as a school director in this Common-
wealth,” is hereby further a"mended to real as fol-
lows:—

Section 207. Any citizen of this Commonwealth
having a good moral character, being twenty-one (21)
years of age or upwards, and hav1ng been a resident
of the district for at least one (1) year prior to the
date of his election or appointment, shall be eligible
to the office of school director therein: Provided,
That any person holding the office of mayor, chief
burgess, county commissioner, district attorney, city,
borough, or township treasurer, city councilman, town-
ship commissioner, road supervisor, tax collector, any
comptroller, auditor, constable, county supermtendent,
or assistant county superintendent, supervisor, prin
cipal, teacher, or employe of any school district, shall
not be ehglble as a school dlrector in this Common-
wealth.
