AN ACT 
Authorizing a city of the third class to provide by ordinance for 

the irnyment for public work or improvements blretoforc made 
for and accevted by such city where no legal or valid contract 
was entered into us required by law. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That whenever hereto­
fore any public work or improvement has been done for 
any city of the third class at the request of the council 
of such city or the head of any department of such city, 
without the entering into of any legal or valid con­
tract as required by law, and such work or improve­
ment has been accepted and used by such tity, it shall 
be lawful for such city, by ordinance, to provide for 
payment of such work or improvement, out of any funds 
of sucli city, at tlie price agreed upon between the coun­
cil of such city or the head of rnch department and the 
contractor, together with interest from the date of the 
acceptance of such work or improvement ..
