Be it e11acted, &c., 'l'hat section one of the 
act, approved the twenty-third day of April, one thou­
sand nine h:.mdred and nine (l'amphlet Laws, one hun­
dred fifty-one), entitled "An act providing that the 
offices of justice of the peace and notary public shall 
not be incompatible," which reads as follows:-

"Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the offices of
