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volving engineering, unless the plans and specifications
and estimates have been approved by, and the con-
struction supervised by, a registered professional en-
gineer: Provided, That nothing in this section shall
be held to apply to any public work wherein the con-
templated expenditure for the completed project does
not exceed two thousand ($2,000) dollars.

Section 30. Penalties.—Any person who shall, after
the first day of June, one thousand nine hundred and
twenty-two, practice the profession of engineering or
practice land surveying in this Commonwealth with-
out being registered or exempted in accordance with
the provisions of this act, or any person. presenting
or attempting to use as his or her own the certificate
of registration of another, or any person who shall
give any false or forged evidence of any kind to the
board or to any member thereof in obtaining a certifi-
cate of registration, or any person who shall falsely
impersonate any other registrant of like or different
name, or any person who shall use or attempt to use
an expired or revoked certificate of registration, shall
be guilty of a misdemeanor, and shall, upon conviction,
be sentenced to pay a fine of not less than one hundred
($100) dollars nor more than five hundred ($500) dol
lars, or suffer imprisonment for a period not exceeding
three months, or both.

Section 31. Repeal.—All acts and parts of acts of
Assembly inconsistent with this act are hereby re-
pealed.
