thousand dollars ( $75,000), to be expended on the con­
struction of a road or roads leading to and through 
this property. Proof that such sum has been paid or se­
cured to be paid to the ·commission to be furnished to 
the Auditor General of Pennsylvania. 

APPROVED-The 27th day of May, A. D. 1921, in the 
sum of $50,000. I withhold my app~·oval from the re­
mainder of said appropriation because of insufficient 
State revenue.

A JOINT RESOLUTION 
Authonizing the appointment of a commission to arrnngc for nn 

international exhibition to be held in Philadelphia, in the year 
one thousn.nil nine hundred and twenty-six, in celebration of 
the one hundred and fiftieth anniversary of American inde­
pendence. 

Section 1. Be it re.solved by the Senate and House 
of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Pennsyl­
vania in General Assembly met, That the Governor 
shall appoint a commission, to be known a,s the "Inde­
pendence Celebration Commission." The commission 
shall consist of twenty-five persons, citizens of the 
Commonwealth. kmong the membership of said com­
mission shall be the Governor, three members of the 
Senate, and three members of the House of Represent-
atives. · 

Section 2. The commission shall organize by the 
election from among their number of a chairman and 
secretary. The members of the commission shall not 
receive any rompen,sation, but shall be allowed their 
actual expent:ies. The commission is authorized to 
appoint a clerk. 

Section 3. The commission shall work in conjunc­
tion with the Congress of the, United States, the coun. 
cils of the city of Philadelphia, the Legislatures of the 
several States, and the governments of foreign power!' 
toward conducting an international exhibition ·to cele­
brate in Philadelphia, in the year one thousand nine 
hundred and twenty-.six, the one hundred and fiftieth 
anniversary of American independence. 

Section 4. The sum of ten thousand ($10,000) dol­
lars, or so much thereof as may be necessary, is here­
by specifically appropriated for the u.se of the com-
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mission for the two fiscal years beginning June first 
one thousand nine hundred and twenty-one. Payment 
shall be made on order of the commission, accompa­
nied by itemized and verified voucher8, and Cln warrant 
of the Auditor General.

AN ACT 
Making an appropriation to carry into effect the provisions of an 

net, approved the tenth day of July, one thousand nine hundred 
and nineteen (Pamphlet Laws, eight hundred ninety-three), en­
titled "An act providing for assistance to certain mothers; pro­
viding for the appointment of boards of trustees for the several 
counties of the Commonwealth, and for the apri<>intment of a 
State Supervisor and assistants, and fixing the salaries of such 
State Supervisor and assistants; defining the powers and duties 
of boards of trustees, including the pow•··· of appointing assistants 
and investigators, and the distribution of funds at their dis­
posal; providing for the apportionment of the State appropria­
tion among the several counties, and requiring counties coming 
under the provisions of the act to appropriate certain moneys; 
and providing penalties." 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the. sum of one 
million two hundred thousand dollars ($1,200,000), to­
gether with the unexpended balance appropriated by the 
act of ,July tenth, one thousand nine hundred and nine­
teen (Pamphlet Laws, nine hundred seven), entitled 
"An act making an appropriation to carry out the pro­
visions of an act, approved the twenty-ninth day of 
April, one thousand·nine hundred and thirteen, entitled 
'An act applicable to all counties of rthis Common­
wealth, to provide monthly payments, as approved by 
the trustees, to indigent, widowed or abandoned 
mothers, for partial support of their children in their 
own homes; the manner of appointment of the trustees; 
the administration of the trust; amount of appropria­
tions, proportioning appropriations, coordinate appro­
priations; amounts to be paid, form of records, eligi­
,bility, penalties, and reports as set forth,' and the 
amendments thereto; and creating the office of Assis­
tant State Supervisor of the Mothers' Assistance
