million four hundred thousand inhabitants," approved the 
twentieth day of July, one thousand nine hun<lred and seven­
tePn (Pamphlet Laws, one thousand one hundred and thirty­
eight), by Pxtcnding said act tc counties of the second clas~, 
by increasing the minimum and maximum salaries of said tip­
staves, and making the president judge of the court of common 
pleas or orphans' court a member of the salary board when 
such salaries arc to be fixed. · 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section one of an 
act, entitled "An act to regulate the salaries of tip­
staves in the ('ourts of common pleas, oyer and terminer 
and general jail delivery, quarter sessions of the peace, 
and orphans' courts, in counties having a population 
of over eight hundred thousand and less than one mil­
lion fonr hnndred thousand inhabitants," approv('fl the

To further amend an act, approved the third duy of June, one 
thousand nine hundred and elevPn (Pamphlet Laws, six huu­
drPd thirty-nine), thP title of which, as amend!'d by an act, 
approved the twenty-fifth day of July, one thousand nine hun­
dred and thirteen (Pamphlet Laws, twelve hundred twenty), 
reads: "Relating to the right to practice medicine and surgery 
in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania; and providing a Bur!'an 
of Medical Education and Licensure as a bureau of the De­
partment of Public Instruction ; and means and methods whereby 
the right to practice medicine and surgery and any of its 
br:mches may be obtninrd, and exemptions therefrom; and pro­
viding for an appropriation to carry out the provisions of snid 
act, and providing for revocation and suspension of licenses by 
said bureau; and providing penalties for violation th<'reof, and 
r<'pPnling all nets or parts of acts inconsistent tbPrPwith," hy 
amending sections three (3) and four (4) and fivP (5) and six 
(6) and twelve (12), by providing certain equivalents for pre­
liminary education, by omitting ·certain l'Pl)uired published
