A JOINT RESOLUTION 

Proposing an amendment to article three (Ill) of the Constitntio:1 
of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. 

Section 1. Be it resolved by the Senate and House 
of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Pennsyl· 
vania in General Assembly met, That the following 
amendment to the Constitution of Pennsylvania be, and 
the same is hereby, proposed, in accordance with the 
eighteenth article thereof:-

That article three be amended by adding thereto the 
following: 

Section 34. The Legislature shall have power to 
classify counties, cities, boroughs, school districts, and 
townships according to population, and all laws passed 
relating to each class, and all laws passed relating to, 
and regulating procedure and proceedings in court with 
reference to, any class, shall he deemed general legisla­
tion w:ithi.n the meaning of this Con6'titution; but 
counties shall not be divided into more than eight 
classes, cities into not more than seven classes, school 
districts into not more than five cl&sses, and boroughs 
into not more tina.n three classes.
