EXECUTIVE CHAMBER 

A PROCLAMATION. 

I, vVilliam C. Sproul, Governor of the Commonwealth of Pennsyl­
,·ania, have ·caused this proclamation to issue, and in compliance with 
the provisions of article four, section fifteen of the Constitrrtion 
thereof, do hereby give notice, that I have filed in the Office of the 
Secretary of the Commonwealth, with my objections thereto, the fol" 
lowing bills passed by both Houses of the General Assembly, viz: 

Senate Bill No. 358, entitled "A.ii act providing for and regulating 
tile taking and appropriation of land and property by incorporated 
cemetery and burial aso;ociations not for profit, for the purpose of 
enlarging cemeteries and burial grounds." 

Senate Bill No. 427, entitled "An act providing for rebates and 
penalties in the payment of county taxes in cities of the third class.'' 

House Bill No. 346; entitled "An act imposing a State tax upon 
unnaturalized foreign born male and female persons, over the age of 
twenty-one years, resident within this Commonwealth; providing for 
the collection of such tax and the distribution thereof; and imposing 
renalties." 

House Bill No. 371, entitled "An act to amend section one of 'An • 
act to provide for the licensing of transient retail merchants in cities, 
uoroughs, and townships, and providing a penalty for failure to 
ohtain the same,' approved the second day of May, Anno Domini one 
thousand eight hundred and ninety-nine." 

House Bill No. 757, entitled "An act to amend an act, approved the

wealth; and provided' further that no bonus shall be required to be 
paid under the laws of this Commonwealth, in cases of reorganization, 
merger, or consolidation, in connection with whicn all certificates of 
capital stock with nominal or par value are fully surrendered by the 
shareholders of the corporation in process of reorganization, or of 
tl:e two or more corporations in process of merger or consolidation, 
and in exchange thqrefor the afort'sai<l share>holders i·eceivc, without 
other consideration or the paying in of additional capital assets, a 
~ike or a; les1ser or greater number of shares without nominal or par 
.. ·alue." 

House Bill No. 1331, entitled "An act relating to the payment of 
bonus upon the ·capital stock of corporations issued to acquire prop­
erties or stock of exi8ting corporations where the amount of corporate 
in·operty ,in the Commonwealth is not increas~d, but where al change 
of owners).iip is effected." 

Senate Bill No. 853, entitled "An act validating indebtedness here­
tofore created by scihool districts pursuant to the provisions of an act. 
approved the fifth day of ,Juno, one thousand nine hundred and fifteen 
~Pamphlet Laws, eight hundred and fortyrsix), entitled 'An act re­
lating to the indebtedness of municipalities, and providing for carry­
ing into operation section fifteen of article nine. of the Constitution of 
Pvnnsylvania, so far as it relates to municipalities'; providing that 
where school districts haYe heretofore actually issued bonds, and have 
receiYed, and retained the full consideration therefor, they shall be 
estopped from denying their authority to create the indebtedness :rep­
