AHTICLE I. 

SHORT TITLE AND GENERAL REORGANIZA­
TION PROVISIONS. 

Section 1. Short Title.-Re it enacted, &c., That 
this act shall be known and may be cited as "The 
Administrative Code."

Section 3. Transfer of Functions of Abolished Gov­
ernmental Agencies.-All rights, powers, and duties, 
which have heretofore been vested in, exercised by, 
or imposed upon any officer whose office is abolished 
by this act, or any board, commission, institution, 
bureau, division, or department abolished by this act, 
or any deputy, officer, agent, or other subordinate or 
employe thereof, and which are by this act transferred, 
either in whole or in part, to a department, board, or 
commission created by this act, shall be vested in, ex­
ercised by, and imposed upon the department, board, 
or commission to which the same are transferred by 
this act, and not otherwise; and every act done in the 
exercise of such rights or powers and the performance 
of such duties shall have the same legal effect as if 
done by the former officer, board, commission, institu­
tion, bureau, division, or department, or deputy, officer, 
agent, or other subordinate or employe thereof. Every 
person or corporation shall be subject to the same 
obligation and duties, and shall have the Rame rights 
arising from the exercise of su~h rights or powe1·s or 
in the performance of such duties, as if such rights or 
powers had been exercised or such duties performed 
by the officer, board, commission, :i,nstitution, bureau, 
division, or department, or deputy, officer, agent, or 
other subordinate or employe thereof, designated in 
the respective laws which are to be administerPd by 
departments, boards, or commissions created by this 
act. Every person and .<'orporatio,n shall be subjPct 
to the same penalty or penalties, civil or criminal, 
for failure to perform any such obligation or duty, or 
for doing a prohibited act, as if such obligation or 
duty arose from, or such act were prohibited in, the 
exercise of such rights, powers, or duties by the officer. 
board, commission, institutio.n, bureau, division, or 
department, deputy, officer, agent, or other subordi­
nate or pmploye thereof, designated in the respective 
laws whi ::h are to be administerPd by the departnwnts, 
boards, or commissions created by this act. 

Rection 4. DocumPnts.-WhPre an exfstin~ officl'. 
board, commission, institution, bureau, division, or 
departmPnt is abolishC'd by this act, all books, papers, 
maps, charts, plans, records, and all other equipnwnt 
in thf' possession of such office, board, commii:;sion, 
institution, lnll'C'au, division, or department, or of any 
mPmhf'I' or officer therpof, shall be deliverPd to the 
head of the administrative department or independent 
or departmental administrative board or comllllission 
to which its rights, powers, duties, and obligations 
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are transfrrrrd. If Sllch rights, powers, dllties, and 
ohligntions are not spPcifieally transfNrt><l to any snch 
departnwnt, board, or commission by this act, such 
books, doeunwnts, and rquipment shall be delivered 
to the Secretary of the Comm{)nwealth, who shall make 
such disposition of them as is appropriate. In case 
rights, powers, duties, and obligations are divided be­
hveen two or more departments, boards, or commis­
sfons, each of said departments, boards, or commis­
sions sha 11 receiYe such books, papers, maps, charts, 
plans, records, and other equipmPnt as pertain to the 
rights, powers, duties, and ohligqtions transferred to 
that dPpartmrnt, board, or commission. All qurstions 
arising under this section shall be determined by the 
Govrrnor. 

Section 5. Employes.-Where an existing office, 
board, commission, institution, bureau, division, or 
department is abolished by this act, all employes there­
of shall, as temporary appointees of the department, 
board, or commission to which the rights, powers, du­
tiei;, and obligations of su:'.h office, board, commission, 
institution, bureau, division, or department are trans­
frrrrd, continue to perform their usual duties upon 
the same terms and conditions as theretofore, until 
removed, appoi,ntf>d to positions in accordance with 
the provisions of this act rPlative to such department, 
board, or commission, or transferre<l to other depart­
ments, boards, or commi88ions. 'Vhere the rights, 
powers, dntie8 and obligatfons of any such office, board, 
comrni88ion, in8titution, b11re:rn, division, or departm<>nt 
are dividP<l between two or more drpartments, boards, 
or commi8sions, earb 0f said rlepartments, boards, or 
commissions 8lrnll re~riv<> on the above terms and con­
ditions 8nrh of the employes of said office. board, com­
miRsion, in8titntion, bnrPaU, division, or departmPnt as 
are rPgnlarly occupied in connection with the func­
tionR thPreof, which are bv thi8 art traiu:~frrred to Rnch 
department, board, or. r~mmission: Provided, That' 
PV<'r:V rmploye of snrh office, hoard, commission, insti­
tntion. bnrPan, division, or <lepartm<>nt shall be placed 
tPmporarily in one of Raid drp::irtments, boards, or 
commi88ion8. All qnestions arising 1inrler this sec­
tion Rhall be drtnmin<'d hv the Governor. 

Section 6. RetiremPnt Rights.-Persons who, at the 
time wlwn this net takes effect, are appointed to or 
<>mrloyed h~T ::iny office. board. commi8sion, institution, 
bnr<>an. division, or drpartment aboli8hed by this 
art, an<1 are appoint<>rl to positions in :rn:v other 
arlmini8tr::ith·e rlep::irtments, hoarrls, or commiRsions, 
shnll retain all rights to retirrmPnt with pemdon 
that shall havP arrrurd or wonld tliereaftn ac­
crue to them, and their services shall be deemed to 
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oove been continuou~ as if this act had not been 
passed. 

Section 7. Pending Proceedings.-All petitions, 
hearings, and other proceedings pending before any 
officer, board, commission, institution, bureau, divi­
sion, or department which is abolished by this act, and 
all prosecutions, legal or other proceedings, and in­
rnstiga tion begun b.Y surh officer, board, commission, 
institution, bureau, division, or department and not 
completed at the time of the taking effect of this act, 
shall continue and remain in full force and effect not­
withstanding the passage of this act, and may be 
completed before or by the department, .board, or com­
mission which succeeds to the rights, powers, duties, 
and obligations of such office, board, commission, in­
stitution, bureau, division, or department. All ques­
tions arising under this section shall be determined 
by the Governor. 

Section 8. Rules and Regulations.-All orders, rules, 
and regulations, made by any officer, board, commis­
sion, institution, bureau, division, or department 
which is abolished by this act, shall remain in full 
fo.rce and effect until revoked or modified by the de­
partment, board, or commission which succeeds to the 
rights, powers, duties, and obligations of such officer, 
board, commission, institution, bureau, division, o.r 
department. 

Section 9. Contracts and Obligations.-All existing 
contracts and obligations of the officers, boards, com­
missions, institutions, bureaus, divisions, or depart­
ments abolished by this act shall remain in full force 
and effect, and shall be performed by the departments, 
boards, or commissions, to which the rights, powers, 
duties, and obligations of such governmental officers, 
boards, commissions, institutions, bureaus, divisions 
or departments are transferred. 

Section 10. Service of Notices.-Wherever reports 
or notices are now required or given or papers or 
documents furnished or served· by any person to or 
upon any officer, board, commission, institution, bu­
reau, or department, or deputy, officer, agent, or other 
subordinate or employe thereof, abolished by this act, 
the same shall be made, giyen, furnished, or served in 
the same manner to or upon the department, board, or 
commission upon which are developed, by this act, the 
rights, powers, and duties now exercised or discharged 
by such officer, board, commission, institution, bureau, 
or department, or deputy, officer, agent, or other sub­
ordinate or employe thereof, and every penalty for 
failure so to do shall continue in effect.

S~ction 204. Executive · Board.-The Executive 
Board shall consist of the Governor, who snall be 
chairman thereof, and four other heads of administra­
tive departments to be designated from time to time 
by the Governor. 

Section 205. Department Heads.-Each adminis­
trative department shall have as its head an officer who 
shall either personally, by deputy, or by the duly au­
thorized agent or employe of the department, and wl>­
iect at all times to the provisions of this act, exercise 
the powers and perform the duties by law vested in 
and imposed upon the department. 

(a) The following officers shall be the heads of the 
adm:Lnistrative departments following their respective 
titles: 

'Auditor General, of th<: Drpartment of the Auditor 
General. 

State Treasurer, of the Treasury Department. 
Secretary of Internal Affairs, of the Department of 

Tnternal Affairs. 
Secretary of the Commonwealth, of the Department 

of State and Finance. 
Attorney General. of the Department of Jm1tic.e. 
Rnperintenrlent of Public Instruction, of the De­

pnrtment of Public Instruction. 
Adjutant General, of the Department of Military 

Affairs. 
Recretary of Agriculture, of the Department of Agri­

culture. 
CommisRioncr of Forestry, who shall hereafter be 

known as Secretary of Forests and Waters, of the De­
partment of ForeRts and ·waters. 

Commissioner of J,ahor and Tndnstry, who shall here, 
after he known as Recretary of Labor and Industry, pf 
the Department of Labor :rnd Industry. 

Commissioner of Health. who shall hereafter he 
known as Secretary of Health, of the Department of 
Health. 
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State Highway Commissioner, who shall hereafter 
be known as Secretary of Highways, of the Departmeut 
of Highways. 

Commissioner of Public \Yelfare, who shall l~ereafter 
be known as Secretary of Welfare, of the Department 
of Welfare. 

Commissioner of Banking, who shall hereafter be 
known as Secretary of Banking, of the Department o.f 
Banking. 

Insurance Commissioner, of the Department of Jn­
surauce. 

Chief of the Department of Mines, who shall here­
after be known as Secretary of Mines, of the Devart­
ment of l\fines. 

(b) The incumbent of the office knC\wn as Secretary 
of Property and Supplies, which is hereby created, 
shall be the head of the Department of Property and 
Supplie11. 

Section 206. Appointment.-The Governor shall nom­
inate, and by and with the advice and consent of two­
thirds of all the members of the Senate, appoint: 

(a) The Secretary of the Commonwealth, the Attor­
ney General, the Superintendent -of Public InstruC'tion, 
the Adjutant General, the SerJ'etary of Agriculture, 
the Secretary of Forests and Waters, the Secretary of 
Labor and fnrlustry, the Secretary of Health, the Sec­
retary of Highways, the Secretary of Welfare, the Sec­
retary of Banking, the Insurance Commissioner, the 
Secretary of Mines, the Secretary of Property and Sup­
plies, and the members of all independent administra­
tive boards and commissions; 

(b) Except as in this act otherwise provided, the 
members of all departmental administrative bodies, 
boards, and commissions, and the officers who shall 
fill the departmental administrative offices mentioned 
in this article; 

( c) Except as :Ln this act otherwise provided, the 
members of all advisory boards and commissions. 

Section 207. Terms of Office.-The terms of office of 
the persons appointed by the Governor under the pr<'­
ceding section shall be as follows: 

(a) The Secretary of the Commonwealth and the 
Attorney General shall serve during the pleasure of 
the Governor. 

(b) The term of the Rnperintendent of Public In­
struction shaH be four years. 

( c) ExcPpt as in this act otherwise provided, the 
hPads of other administrative departments, the mem­
bers of independent administrative boards and com­
missrnns, of departmental aflministrative bodies, 
boards, and commissions, and of advisory boards and 
commissions, an cl departmenta 1 administrative officers. 
shall hold office for terms of four years from the third 
Tuesday of Jamrnry 1wxt following the election gf a 
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Governor, and until their successors shall have been 
appointed and qualified: Provided, That the terms. of 
any persons whose terms of office are fixed by this 
subsection, wllo are appointed prior to the third Tues· 
day of January, one thousand nine hundred and twen· 
ty-seven, shall expire upon tllat date. 

Se('tion 208. Compensation of the Governor, Lieuten­
ant Governor, and Heads of Departments.-Annual sal· 
aries sliall be payable, in equal semimonthly im:tal­
ments, as follows: 

·To the Governor, eighteen thousand dollars. 
To the Lieutenant Governor, eigllt thousand dollars. 
To the Secretary of the Commonwealth, eight tbou-

salld dollarlil. 
To the Attorney General, twelve thousand dollaf$, 
To the Auditor General, ten thousand dollars. 
To the State Treasurer, ten thousand dollafli. 
To the Secretary of 1ntern11l Affairs, eight thom11rnd 

dollars. 
To the Superintendent of Public Instruction, twt!lve 

thousand do Ila rs. 
To the Adjutant General, eight thousand dollarR. 
To the Secretary of Agriculture, eight thousand dol­

lar!!. 
To thf' Secretary of Forests and Waters, eight thou· 

sand dollars. 
To the Secretary of Labor and Industry, ten thou­

sand dollars. 
'.l'o the Secretary of Health, ten thousand dollars. 
To the Secretary of Highways, twelve thousand dol-

lars. 
To the Secretary of Welfare, ten thousand dollar!':. 
To the Secretary of Banking, ten thousand dollars. 
To the Insurance Commissioner, seven thousand five 

hundred dollars. 
To the Secretary of Mines, six thousand doJlars. 
To the Secretary of Property and Supplies, eight 

thousand dollars. 
Neither the Governor, Lieutenant Governor, nor the 

head of any administrative department, hereafter 
elected or appointed, shall receive any additional com­
pensation for any services rendered to the Common­
wealth in any capacity. 

Section 209. Compensation of Members of Independ­
ent Administrative Boards and Commissions.-Aunual 
salaries shall be payable, in equal semimonthly instal-
ments, as follows:· . 

To the Commissioner of Fisheries, four thousand 
five hundred dollars. 

To the Chairman of the Public Service Commission 
of the Commonwealth of Penmyh·ania, ten thousand 
live hundred dollars. 

To the members of the Public Service Commission of 
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, other than the 
chairman, each, ten thousand dollar&, 
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The members of the Board of Game Commissioners 
and of the Board· of Fish Commissioners, other than 
the Commissioner of Fisheries, shall not receive any 
compensation. 

Section 210. Compensation of Departmental Admin­
istrative Bodies, Boards, and Commissions, and of Ad­
visory Boards and Commissions.-Except as in thi!I act 
otherwise provided, the members of departmental ad­
ministrative bodies, boards, and commissions, and of 
advisory boards and commissions, shall serve without 
compensation. · 

Section 211. Employes of the Governor's Office.-The 
Governor shall appoint, to serve at his pleasure, a 
secretary to the Governor, and such consultants, ex-

-- perts, accountants, investigators, clerks, stenogra­
phers, messengers, watchmen, and other employes as 
may be required for the proper conduct of the work of 
his office and of the Executive Board, and shall flx 
their salaries, wages, fees, or other compensation. 

Section 212. Bureaus and Divisions.-The heads of 
the several administrative depaifments, except the Au­
ditor General, State Treasurer, and Secretary of In­
ternal Affairs, and the several independent administra­
tive boards and commissions shall, subject to the ap­
proval of the Executive Board, establish such bureaus 
or divisions in their respective departments, boards, 
or commissions as may be required for the proper con­
duct of the work of such departments, boards, or com­
missions. 

Section 213. Deputies.-The head of any adminis­
trative department, except the Auditor General, State 
Treasurer, and Secretary of Internal Affairs, shaJl havr> 
the p<'wer, with the approval of the Govel'nor, to ap­
point and fix the compensation of a deputy or such 
number of deputies as the Executive Board shall ap­
prove, who shall, in the absence of the head of such 
department, have the right to exercise all the powers. 
and perform all the duties by law vested in and im­
posed upon the tead of such department, except the 
power to appoint deputies, bureau or divisiOiD chief8, 
or other assistants or employes, and who may at any 
time ~xercise such of the po\vers and perform i;;uch 
of the duties of the head of his department as may 
he pr<'s·cribed by the head of his department: Pro­
vided. however, That any such deputy shall not hav1~ 
the right to exercise any power or perform any duty 
which the Constitution of the CommQnwealth of Penn­
sylvania requires the head of his department person­
ally to exerciRe or perform. 

Section 214. Employment and Compensation of 
Directors. Bureau Chiefs, and Other Employes.-The 
heads of the several administrative departments ex­
cept tl1e Anditol' Oeneral1 State Treasurer, and Sec-
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retary of Internal Affairs, and the independent admi11-
iQtrative boards and commissions shall appoint and 
fix the compensation of such directors, imperintendents, 
bureau or division chiefs, assistant directors, assist­
ant superintendents, assistant chiefs, experts, scientists, 
engineers, surveyors, draftsmen, accountants, secreta­
ries, auditors, inspectors, examiners, statisticians, mar­
shals, clel'ks, stenographers, bookkeepers, me<>seugers. 
and other assistants and employes as may be required 
for the proper conduct of the work of their respective 
departments, boards, or com.missions. Except as other­
wise provided in this act, the heads of the respective 
administrative departments shall appoint and fix the 
compensation of such clerks, stenographers, and other 
assistants as may be required for the proper conduct 
of the work of any departmental administrative bodies, 
boards, commissions, or officers, and of any advisory 
boards or commissions established in their respective 
departments. 

'rhe number and compensation of all employes ap­
pointed under this sectioll"shall be subject to approval 
by the Govemor, and after the Executive Board shall 
have fixed the standard compensation for any kind, 
grade, or class of service or employment, the compen­
sation of all persons in that kind, grade, or class ap­
pointed hereunder shall be fixed in accordance with 
such standard. 

Section 215. Extra Compensation Prohibited.­
No employe in any administrative department or in­
dependent administrative board or commission, em­
ployed at a fixed comipensation, shall be paid for any 
extra services unless expressly authorized by the Ex­
ecutive Board prior to. the rendering of such services. 

Section 216. Expenses.-The heads of administra­
tive departments, the members of independent admin­
istrath·e boards and commissions, the members of de­
partmental administrative bodies, boards, and commis­
sions, the members of advisory ,boards and commis­
sions, all admlinistrative officers, and all persons em­
ployed under the provisions of this act, shall be en­
titled to receive their traveling and other necessary 
expenses, actually incurred in the performance Of their 
public duties, upon requisition of the head of the ap­
propriate admtnistrative department or of the appro­
priate independent administrative board or commis­
sion. 

Section 217. Qualifi.cations.-All deputies, direc­
tors, superintendents, and bureau or division chiefs, 
and other employes shall be persons especially qualified 
for their positions by training and experience in the 
particular kind of work which their official dutiQ!'I will 
require them to perform. "

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Section 218. Oath of Office.-All persons appoint­
ed by the Governor under the provisions of this act, amd 
all deputy heads of admtnistrative departmentR, shall 
before entering upon the duties of their offices, take 
and subscribe the constitutional oath of office, which 
shall be filed in the office of the Secretary of the Comr 
monwealth. 

Section 219. Fidelitv Bonds.-The heads of all 
administrative departments, and such deputies, direc­
tors, bureau or division chiefs, and sU;ch other offi­
cers or employes, and such members of depart.mental 
administrative bodies, boards, and commissions as tht• 
heads of the various departments shall, subject to the 
approval of the GoveriD.or, prescribe; the Secretary of 
the Hoard of Game Commissioners, the Commissioner 
of Fisheries, the members of The Public Service Com­
mission of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, the 
men~hers of the Pennsylvania State Board of Cens01·s, 
and such officers and employes of the tndependent ad­
mini::;trativc boa1·dR and comilllissions as the respective 
boards and commissions shall, subject to the approval 
of the G0Yer110r, prescribe,-shall, before entering up­
on the discharge of the duties of their respective of· 
fices or positions, give bond, with security to be ap­
proved by the Attorney General in such penal sums 
as shall be fixed by the Governor, conditioned for the 
faithful performance of their respective duties, which 
bonds shall be filed with the State Treasurer: Pro­
vided, 'Dhat the amount of such bond in the case of 
the head of any administrative. ;department or any 
of the officers specifically mentioned in this section 
shall not be less than twenty thousand dollars. 

Section 220. Departmental Ofli:ces.-Each adminis­
trative department and each independent administra­
tive board and commission shall maintain a central 
office at Harrisburg, in rooms assigned to them by the 
Board of Commissioners of Public Grounds and Build­
ings. The head of any department or any independent 
administrative board or commission may, with the 
approval of the Governor, establish and maLntain at 
places pther than Harrisburg, in quarters assigned 
by the Board of Commissioners of Public Grounds and 
Buildings, branch offices for the .conduct of any one 
or more functions of such department, board, or com­
mission, or of any departmental administrative or ad­
visory uoard or commissfon in such department. 

Section 221. Office Hours.-All administrative 
offices of the State government shall be open fotr the 
transactioo of public business at least eight hours 
each day, except Saturdays, Sundays, .and. legal holi­
days. On Saturdays, when not legal holidays, such 
offices shall be open for business for at least three 
hours. 'l'he hours when such offices shall open and 
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close shall, from time to time, be determined by the 
Executive Board. 

Section 222. Work-Hours and Vacations.-Each 
employe of an administrative department or of an 
in<!ependent administrative board or comllllission, if 
employec1 for continuous service, shall work during 
such hours as the head of the departmeint or the board 
or· commission shall require, but not less than thirty­
eight houri;' per week. Such employe shall be entitled 
during m1ch calendar year to fifteen days' leave of 
absence with full pay, and, in special and meritorious 
cases, where to limit the annual leave to fifteen days 
in any om• calendar year would work peculiar hard­
ships, the extent of such leave with pay may, in the 
discretion of the hea<i of the department or of the 
board or commission, be extended; but any such ex, 
ternrion shall not be for more than fifteen days except 
with the approval of the Executive Board. This sec­
tion shall be construed to mean that the pay of su,ch 
employe shall ceasl' upon the <'Xpiration· of the granted 
JeavP, rPgardlrss of his or her continuation thereafter 
upon the rolls of the department, board, or commis­
sion. 'rhe annual leave of absence with pay shall be 
exclusive of Sundays and legal holidays. 

Section 223. Pavme11t of Salaries.--All salaries and 
other comp•c>ml"atio'i:i~ payable under the provisions of 
this act, shall ,be paid out of the State Treasury upon 
the warrant of the Auditor General drawn upon the 
State Treasm'er. The Auditor General shall draw 
warrants for Ralaries or other compensation upon req­
uisition of the head of the proper departml'nt, or of 
the proper independent administrative board or com­
miEtsion. All warrants for the payment of saiaries, 
compensation. or other disbursements of or for de­
partmental administrative boards or commissions, or 
of advisory boards or commissions, shall be drawn 
upon requii;ition of the head of the department with 
which such dPpartmental adrnlinistrative boards or 
commissions, or advisory boards or commissions, are 
connected. Warrants for all -salaries, compensation, or 
other disbursements of or for the Governor's office and 
the Executive Board shall be drawn by the Auditor 
General upon requisition of the Governor. 

ARTICLE III. 

ORGANIZATION OF INDEPENDENT ADMTNIS­
'rRATIVE BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS. 

Section 301. Board of Game Commissioners.-The 
Board of Game Commissioners shall consist of six 
competent citizens of this Commonwealth, no two of 
whom shall be from the same senatorial district. The

board shall annually elect a president and a vice-vre2-
ident from among its members. It shall also appoibt 
to serve at its pleasure and, with the approval of th~ 
Governor, fix the compensation of an executive secre­
tary, who need not be a member of the board, and 
who shall attend to the administrative work of the 
board. 

1four members of the board shall coostitute a 
quorum. 

Members of the board shall be appointed to serve 
for terms of six years. 

Section 302. Board of Fish Commissioners.-The 
Board of Fish Ooonmissioners shall consist of a Com­
missioner of Fisheries and seven other citizens of the 
Commonwealth. 

Five members of the board shall constitute a 
quorum. 

'rhe Commissioner of Fisheries shall be the president 
and executive officer of the board, and chief superin­
tendent of all hatching stations and ft.sh cultural 
estabfoihments belonging to the State. 

Members of the board shall be appotnted to serve 
for terms of six years. 

Section 303. The Public Service Commission of the 
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.-The Public Service 
Commission of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania 
shall consist of seven members, who shall have the 
qualifications and be appointed as now provided by 
law. 

A member designated by the Governor, as now pro­
vided by law, shall be the chairman of the commission 
during such member's term of office. When present 
the chairman shall preside at all meetings, but in his 
absence the member whose term shall first expire shall 
preside. In addition to the auth'ority now conferred 
by law, the .chairman shall have power, as often as 
he may deem the work of the commission requires, 
(a) to designate the time and place for the conducting 
of investigations, inquiries, and hearings; (b) to assign 
cases to a commissio,ner or commissioners for hearing, 
investigation, inquiry, study, or other similar purpose; 
(c) to assign cases to special agents or examiners 

for the taktng and receiving of evidence; and ( d) to 
direct and designate officers and employes of the 
commission to make investigations, inspections, in­
quiries, studies. and other like assignments, for report 
to the commission. 

The commission may appoint a secretary to hold 
office at its pleasure. Such secretary, if appointed, 
shall have such powers and shall perform such duties. 
not contrary to law, as the commission shall prescribe. 
and shall receive such compensation as the- commis­
sion, with the approval of the Governor, shall deter-

mim1. Ile shall have power and authority to adrnin­
i,.,ter oaths in all parts of the Commonwealth in all 
proceedings by or before the commission or any com­
missioner and in all cases or matters appertaining to 
the duties of his office, and shall further have the 
JJOwer to designate, from time to time, one of the 
clerks appointed by the commission to perform the 
duties of the secretary <luring his absence; and the 
clerk so appointed shall possess, for the time so desig­
nated, the powers of the secretary of the Commission. 

Tlw terms of the members of the commission shall 
he ten years. 

The offices of counsel, ·Of ,marshal, and of investi­
gator of accidents,. as they exist under the Public 
Service Company Law, are hereby retained, appoint­
ments thereto to be made as now provided by law. 
The compensation of counsel, marshal, and investi­
gator of accidents shall be fixed !by tlhe commission 
with the approval of the Governor. 

ARTICLE IV. 

ORGANIZATION OF PENNSYLVANIA. STATE 
POLICE AND OF DEPARTMENTAL ADMINIS­
TRATIVE BODIES, BOARDS, AND COMMIS­
SIONS, AND ADVISORY BOARDS AND COM­
MISSIONS. 

Section 401. Pennsylvania State Police.-The Penn­
sylvania State Police shall consist of a superintendent, 
the State Police force as now or hereafter authorized 
by law, and such deputies, chiefs, statisticians, clerks, 
experts, and other assistants as the superintendent, 
with the approval of the Governor, shall deem nec­
essary for the work of the force. 

'l'he Superintendent of the Pennsylvania State Po­
lice ~hall receive a salary at the rate of six thousand 
dollars per annum. 

The State Police force shall receive such compensa­
! ion as is now or may hereafter be fixed by law. 

The deputies, chiefs, statisticians, clerks, experts, and 
other assistants engaged in the work of the Peilill.SJl­
vania State Police shall be appo!inted by the superin­
tendent, and shall receive such compensation as shall 
he fixed by the superintendent, with the approval of 
the Governor, which compensation shall, however, cpn­
form to the standards established by the ExecuUve 
Hoard. 

'rhe members of the State Police force shall be ap­
pointed by the superintendent. 

Section 402. Board of Finance and Revenue.-The 
Board of Finance and Revenue shall consist of the 
kretary of the Commonwealth, the Attorney General, 
the Auditor General, and the State Treasurer. 
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Three members of the board shall constitute a quo­
rum. The powers and duties vested in and imposed 
upon the board shall in all cases be exercised or per­
formed hy a majority '"'Of the boanl. 

'l'he board shall keep full and exact minutes of it:,; 
proceediugs, which shall at all times be open to the 
inspection of the Governor and the General Assembly. 

Section 403. Board of Property.-The Board of 
Property shall cousist of the Secretary of lnter·nal 
Affairs, the Secretary of the Commonwealth, and the 
Attorney General. Two members of the board shall 
constitute a quorum. 

Section 404. Board of Pardons.-The Board of 
Pardons shall consist of the Lieutenant Governor, Sec­
retary of the Commonwealth, Attorney General, and 
8ecretary of Internal Affairs. 

Three members of the board shall constitute a 
quorum. 

Section 405. Board of Commissioners on Uniform 
State Laws.--The Bvard of Commissioners on Uniform 
State Laws shall .consist of three persons learned in 
the law and the Attorney General ex-officio. 

Section 406. State Council of Education.-'rhe 
State Couucil of Education shall consist of the Sup€r­
intendent of Public Instruction, who shall be the pres­
ident and chief executive officer thereof, and nine 
other members. 

All appointmentE< shall be for terms of six years. 
'l'he Superintendent of Public Instruction and five 

other members shall constitute a quorum, 
Hection 4-07. Pennsylvania State Board of Censors.­

Tlw Pennsvlvania State Board of Censors shall co1n­
sist 1'f thr~e residents and citizens of Pennsylvania, 
two males and one female, well qualified by education 
and experience to act as censors of motion-picture 
film8 and stereopticon views or slides. One member 
of the boa.rd shall be designated as chairman, one 
nwmber as vice-chairma,n, and the other member as 
secretary thereof. 

'l'he chairman of the board shall receive a salary 
of three thousand six hundred dollars per annum; 
and the vice-chairman and secretar.Y shall each receive 
a salary of three thonsand three hundred dollars per 
aunum. 

Two members of the board shall constitute a quorum. 
Section 408. Public Sthool Employel3' Retirement 

Board.-The Public School Employes' Hetirement 
Board E:hall consist of the Superintendent of Public 
Instruction, who shall be chairman th'ereof, the State 
Treasurer, one member who shall be appointed by the 
Goveruor, three members of the School Employes' 
Association elected from among their number in a 
manner to be approved by the Superintendent of Pub-
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lie lw;:trnction, the State Treasurer, and the member of 
the Retirement Board appointed by the Governor, and 
oue rnemher, not an officer or employe of the State, 
who Rhall be elected by the board. 

A rncancy occurring during a term shall be filled 
for the unexpired term by the appointment or election 
of a successor in the same manner as his or her pred­
ecessor. 

Of the members of the Public School Employes'

Boards of Trustees of State Institu­
tions.-rrhe board of trustees of each of the State in­
stitutions hereinafter mentioned shall consist of nine 
members and the head of the department havLng su­
pervision over the institution ex-officio. 'rhe Auditor 
General shall he ex-officio a member of the Board of 
Trustees of Pennsylvania Soldiers' and Sailors' Home. 

·Of the first members of each su.ch board appointed 
under this act, three shall be appoLnted for two years, 
three for four years, and three for six years. There­
after all appointments shall be for terms of six years. 

Five members of any such board shall constitute a 
quorum;

Section 438. State Anthracite Mine Cave Commis 

sion.-The State Anthracite Mine Cave Commission 
shall consist of a chairman and two other members, 
one of whom shall be a practical min1ng engineer, and 
all of whom shall be citizens of the anthracite pro­
ducing counties of this Commonwealth. 

'l'he Governor shall designate one of the members as 
chairman of the commission. 

Every member of the collll11issi001 shall receive a 
salary of eight thousand dollars per annum: Provided, 
however, That all salaries and other expenses of the 
commission shall be payable only out of the funds re­
ceived by them from mine owners and operators who 
shall have accepted the pro.visions of section eight of 
the act, approved the twenty-seventh day of May, one 
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thousand nine hundred aud twenty-one, entitled "Ail1 
act affecting anthracite operations; establish1ng the 
Pennsylvania State Anthracite Mine Cave Commission; 
defining its jmisdictim1 and powers; imposing duties 
upon owners and operators of anthrn.cite coal mines; 
and imposing penalties." 

Secti1m 48!). AdYisorv Boards and Commissions.-
1'he advisor~' boards and commissions created by this 
article shall be constituted as follows: 

(a) The State Forest Commission ;Shall consist of 
four persons and the Secretary of Forests and Waters 
l'X·officio, who shall be chairman thereof. 

(b) 'l'he Fort Washington Park Commisi,:;ion shall 
consist of the Commii,:;sioncrs of Fairmount Park, Phila­
delphia, and the Secretary of Forests and Waters ex­
officio. · · 

'.rhe commission shall annually elect a chairman and 
a secretary. 

Seven members shall annually elect a chairman and 
quorum. 

(cJ rl'he Wyoming Valley Memo1'ial Park Commis­
sion shall consist of the Secretary of Forests and 
Waters ex-officio and ten citizens of this Oommoo­
wealth. 

'rhe commi<;sion shall anmially elect a chairman and 
secretary. 

Six memhers of the commission shall constitute a 
quorum. 

( d) The Industrial Board shall consist of the Sec­
retai~ of Labor and Industry and four additional mem­
bers, one of whom shall be an employer of labor, one 
a wage earner, and one a woman. 'l'he Secretary of 
Labor and Industry shall be the chairman of the 
board. 

Three members of the board shall be a quorum. 
The members of the Industrial Board, other than 

the chairman, shall receive ten doll;i.rs per day while 
tn the performance of their official duties. 

( e) The Advisory Health Board shall consist of 
the Secretary of Hea1th and six members, a majority of 
whom shall be physicians, graduates of legally con­
stituted medical collc.ges, ancl of at least ten years' ex­
perience in the practice of their profession, and one 
of whom shaU be a civil engineer. The Secretary of 
Health shall be chairman of the board. 

Three members of the board, together with the Sec· 
retary of Health, shall constitute a quorum. 

(f) The State Welfare Commission shall consist of 
nine members, three of whom, as ex-officio members, 
shall be the Secretary of Welfare, the Secretary of 
Labor and Industry, and the Secretary of Health. The 
Secretary of Welfare shall be chairman of the board. 
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Tile ~ecretary of \Yelfare and four otlrnr members t'lf 
1he hoard shall constitute a quorum. 

(g) The Gettysburg Battlefield Memorial Commis­
sion shall consist of five persons and the Secretary of 
Property and Supplies ex-officio. 

The commission shall annually elect a chairmap 
and a secretary. 

Three members shall constitute a quorum. 
(h) The General George Gordon Meade Statue Com­

mission shall consist of the Governor of the Common­
wealth and the Secretary of Property and Supplies ex 
officio, the Commander of the Grand Army of the 
Republic, Department of Pennsylvania, one member of 
the Senate and one member of the House of Represent­
atives to be designated by the Governor, and the Gen­
eral Chail'ma.n of the Committee on Meade Statue or 
the Philadelphia Brigade Association, and three other 
persons. 

The commission shall annually elect the chairman 
::ind a secretary. 

Five members of the commission shall constitute a 
quorum. 

(i) 'l'he Robert Morris Monument Commissicm shall 
consist of five persons and the Secretary of Property 
and Supplies ex-officio. · 

The commission shall annually ele.ct a chairman and 
a secretary. 

Three members of the commission shall constitute 
a quorum. 

(j) The General Galusha Pennypacker Monument 
Commission ·shall consist of the Secretary of Property 
and Supplies, the President of the Pennsylvania Acad­
emy of Fine Arts of Philadelphia, and three other 
persons. The commission shall annually elect a pres­
ident and secretary. 

Three members of the commission shall constitute 
a quorum. 

(k) The Camp Curtin l\Ionument Commission shall 
consist of seven persons and the Secretary of Prop­
erty and Supplies ex-officio. 

The commission shall annually elect a president :rnd 
secretary. 

Four members shall constitute a quorum. 
Section 440. Mine Insvectors.-There shall be as 

many anthracite mine inspectors and as many bitu­
minous mine inspectors as may now or hereafter be pro­
vided by law. All such mine inspectors shall be ap­
pointed, respectively, from among persons holding valid 
certificates of qunlification issued by the Anthracite 
Mine Inspectors' Examining Board or the Examining 
Board for the Bituminous Coal Mines of Pennsylvania. 

The manner of appointing mine inspectors, their 
qualifications, and their terms of office shall be as 
may now or hereafter be provided by law. 
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!!Jach mine inspector shall receive a salary at the 
1·ate of four thousand ~ight hundred dollars per 
annum. 

Section 441. Board to License Private 1Bankers.­
Thc Board to License l'rirnte Bankers shall consist of 
the Secretary· of Banking, who shall be ehairman there­
of, the Secretary of the Commonwealth, and the State 
'l'reasurer. 

Section 442. State \Vorkmen's I,nsurance Board.­
'l'he State \Vorkrnen's Insurance Board shall consist 
of the Secretary of Labor and Industry, who shall 
be the chairman thereof, the State Treasurer, and the 
I nsnrance Commissio.ner. 

ARTICLE V. 

1'0\VEHS AND DUTIES JN GENEHAL. 

Section 501. Coordination of Work.-The heads 
of the several administrative departments, except the 
Auditor General, State Treasurer, and Secretary of 
Internal Affairs, and the several i,ndependent admin­
istrative boards and commissions shall devise a prac­
tical and working basis for cooperation and coordina­
tion of work, eliminating duplication and overlapping 
of functiomi, and shaJl, so far as practical, cooperate 
with each other in the employment of assistance and 
use of quarters and equipment. 'l'he head of any ad­
ministrative department, board, or commission to 
which this section applies may empower or re­
quire an employe of another clepar.tment, board, or 
eon1mission to which this section applies, subject to 
the consent of the head of such department or of such 
hoard or commission, to perform any duty which he 
or it might require of the employes of bis or its ow,n 
department, board, or commission. 

Section 502. Cooperative Duties.-Whenever in 
this act power is vested in a departmelllt, board, or 
commission to inspect, examine, secure data or in­
formation, or to procure assistance from any other de­
partment, board, or commission, a duty is hereby im­
posed upon the department, board, or commissio,n up­
on which demand is tnade to rerider such power 
effective. 

Section 503. Departmental Administrative Boards 
and CommiRsions.-Except as otherwise provided in 
thi8 ::ict, departmental adm1nistrative bodies. boards, 
and commissions within the several administrative 
departments shall exercise their powers and perform 
their duties independently of the hea'ds or any other 
officers of the respective administrative departments 
with which they arc connected; but in all rnatter:il in­
volving the t•xpenditure of money all snch departmQ!it­
::il administrative boards and commissions sha11 be frnh-
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j\'ct and responsrble to the departments with which 
they are respectively conneded. 

Whenever the head of a department is by this act 
madP ex-officio a member of a departmental adminis­
trative board or comanission, such department head 
shu.11 have the privilege of attending meetings and 
participatiing in the deliberations of such board or 
cornmh;sion, but shall not have the right to vote upon 
any matter coming before su.ch board or commission. 

~eetiou 504. Departmental Repo1'ts.-The head of 
each administrative department and each independent 
administrative board and commission shall, nut later 
than October first of each even-numbered year, repo1t 
in writing to the Governor concerning the condition, 
mauagement, and financial transactions of the depa1·t­
ment, board, or commission. Such reports shalJ, except 
where impra,cticable, be for the two-year period ending 
)fay thirty-first of the year in which they arc made. 
Each departmental administrative body, board, and 
commission and each advisorv hoard and commission 
shall, not later than Septeii'1ber first of each even-
11urnbered yt>ar, report in writ1ng to the head of the 
department of which such body, board, or commission 
is a part. All such reports shall be attached as ex­
hibits to the report made by the head of the depart­
ment to the Governor. 

Section 505. Departmental Seals.-Each admin­
istrative department, each independent administrative 
board and commission shall, and any departmeutal 
administrative body, board, or commission may, adopt 
and use an official seal. A copy of any paper or docu­
ment on file with any such department, board, or com­
mission, authenticated by any such seal, shall be evi­
<lence equally and in like manner as the original. 

Sedion 1506. Rules and Regulations.-The heads of 
all administrative departments, the several independ­
ent administrative boards ~md commissions, the sev­
eral departmental atlministrative bodies, boards, and 
eommissions, and the Executive Board are hereby em­
powered to prescribe rules and i·egulations, not incon­
sistent with law, for the government of their respective 
departments, boards, or commissions, the conduct of 
their employes and clcrlrn, the distribution and per­
formance of their business, and the custody, use, and 
prese1Tation of the reco1·<ls, hooks, documents, and 
pt'operty pertaining thereto. 

Secti.on 507. Purchasps.-It sliall he unlawful for 
any administrative department, other than the De­
partment of Property and Rupplics, or for any in­
dependent adrninistrath·e lJOard or commission. or 
for any departmental administrntive body, board, or 
commission, or for any achisory board or commission. 
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to purchase any furniture, materials, or supplies 
except: 

(a) The Department of Health, which shall have 
the right to purchase medicines, medical and surgical 
supplies required by the department, and furniture, 
.materials, and supplies for the tuberculosis s:rnatoria 
maintainefl by the 1lepal'tment: 

(b) The Department of Highways, which shall 
have the right to purchase materials, supplies, and 
equipment necessary for the c0instruction and repair 
of highways; 

( c) Any departments, boards, or comm1ss10ns 
which by law are authorized to purchase materials or 
supplies and pay for the same out of fees or other 
moneys collected by them or out ·of moneys apprn­
priated to them by the General Assembly: Provide<1, 
That every such department, board, and commission 
shall make its purchases through the Department of 
Property and Supplies as its purchasing agency; and 

( d) Boards of trustees of State institutions: Pro­
vided, 'l'hat after the Department of Property and 
Supplies shall have established a standard specifi­
cation for any article required by any such fa1stitu­
tion, it shall be unlawful for any such institution to 
purchase such article under any other specification, 
unlm;s such institution shall forward to the Depart­
ment of Property and Supplies, at the time the plll'­
chas1~ is made, the modified specification, the- .Pl'ice 
paid thereunder, and the reason for the modification. 
and, whenever practicable, forward to the department 
for analysis a sample of the artitle purchased u1mler 
the nwdified specification. 

Section 508. Disposition of Unserviceable Personal 
l'roperty.·-Whenever any furnishings or other per­
sonal property of this Commonwealth shall be no 
longer of sel'Yice to the Commonwealth, it shall be the 
duty of the department, board, or commission, in 
whose possession such property shall be or come, to 
put such property :Lnto the custody of the Department 
of Property and Supplies: Provided, however, 'l'hat 
in the case of any perishable property which is not in 
the city of Harrisburg, the departmicnt, board, or com -
mission having possession of the same may sell it in 
such manner and upon snch terms as the head of the 
department or the board or commission may cletel'­
minc. 

Sectio,n 509. T,eg:ll. Advice arnl SerYi,ces.-\Vhen­
ever any department, board, commission, or offkl'r' 
of the State Government, shall reqnirc legal :ulvi;~t· 
concerning its conduct or operation, or when auy 
legal difficulty or dispute arises or litigation is com­
menced or to be cnrnrnenced in whiclr any dep:nt­
ment, board, cornmission, or officer is concerned, or 
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wheuever any taxes or other accounts of ainy kind 
whatever due the Conurnmwealth remain overdue and 
unpaid for a period of six months, it shall be the 
duty of such department, board, cotnm~ssion, or offi­
cer to refer the same to the Department of Justice, 
excrpt as provided for in the act, approve.d the 
twielfth day of April, one thousand nine hundred and 
twenty-three, entit!l1 d "An act to amend an act, ap­
proved June fifteenth, one thousand nine hundred and 
eleven (Pamphlet Laws, nine hundred and fifty-five), 
Pntitled 'An act making State taxes, unpaid bonus, 
interest, penalties, and all public accounts, a first 
lien npon the francbise and property of corporations, 
companies, associations, joint-stock associations, and 
limited partnerships against which the same may be 
settled; providing· for enforcing the payment thereof, 
a,nd for the furnishing of certificates as to the exist­
ence of such liens upon application thereof; and re­
pealing section four of the act, approved April six­
teenth, one tliousand eight hundred and twenty­
scven'; by providing for the employment of counsel, 
fixing such counsels' commissions, a,nd giving su'.'.h 
commissions and emits the same priority and liens as 
such taxes, bonus, interest, penalties, and public 
accounts." 
It shall be the duty of any department, board, com­

mission, or officer having requested and received 
legal advice from the Depn.rinnient of Justice regard· 
:iing the official duty of such depn.rtment, board, com­
mission, or officer, to follow the same; aiid when any 
officer shn.11 follow the advice given him by the Depart­
meut of Justice. he shall not be in any way liable for 
so doing, upon his official bond or otherw.ise. 

Except as heretofore i.n this section otherwise pro­
vided. it shall be unlawful for any department, board, 
commission. or officer of the Commonwealth to engage 
any attorney to represent snch department, board, 
commission. or officer in a,ny matter or thing relating 
to the public business of sn-ch department. board, corn· 
mission, or officer without the approval in writing of 
the Attorney General. 

Section 510. Contracts.-No member or officer of 
any departmemt of the government shall be in any 
way interested in any contract for furnishing- station­
ery, printing, paper, fuel, furniture. materials, or sup­
plies to the State Government, or for the printing, 
binding, and distributing of the laws, journale, de­
partment reports, or any other printing and 'bjnding. 
or for the repairing and fmnishing the halls and 
room>: nsrd for the meetings of tlie General Assembly 
and its committees. 

S~ction 511. Administering Oaths.-Tlu~ hQ(td of 
e\·er_v :Hlminii'!trative ifrp::irtment, all derrnt:v headti of 
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administrative departments, every member· of a de­
partmental administrative board or commission, the 
Superintendent of the Pennsylvania State Police, the 
Secretary of the vVorkmen's Compensation Board, 
every workmen's compensation referee, and such em­
ployes of the several administrative departments as 
their respective heads shall designate, shall have the 
power to administer oaths or affirmations with re­
gard to any matter or thing which may properly come 
before such head, deputy, member, superintendent, sec­
retary, or referee, as the case may be. 

Section •512. Meetings of Boards and Oommis­
sions.-Every departmental administrative board or 
comlIIlission and every advisory board or commission 
shall meet upon the call of the chairman thereof at 
such times and places as the chairman shall designate, 
and at such times and places as the board or commis­
sion may by rule designate. 

SectiOn 513. Geographic Names.-Every adminis­
trative department, board, or commission of the Co;m­
monwealth shall, in preparing or publishing maps, re­
ports, or other documents showing or referring to 
any mountain, river, creek, or other topographic fea­
ture within the Commonwealth, designate such moun­
tain, river, creek, or other topographic feature by, and 
only by, such name· as shall have been adopted there­
for by the Geographic Board created by this act. 

Section 514. Subpoenas.-Every administrative de­
partment, board, and commission, every departmf'ntal 
administrative board and commission, every advisory 
board and commission, and the several workmen's 
compensation referees shall have the power to issue 
subpoenas requiring the attendance of witnesses and 
the production ·of books and papers pertinent to any 
hearing before such department, board, commission, 
or officer, and to examine such witnesses, books, and 
papers. 

Any witness who refuses to obey a subpoena issued 
hereunder, or who refuses to be sworn or affirmed or 
to testify, or who is guilty of any contempt after sum· 
mons to appear, may be punished as for contempt of 
court; and for this purpose an application may be 
made to any court of common pleas within whose ter­
ritorial jurisdiction the offense was committed, for 
which purpose such court is hereby given jurisdiction. 

ARTICLE VI. 

BUDGETARY AND FINANCIAL POWERS AND 
DFTIES OF ADl\UNISTRA'l'IVE OFFICERS, DE­
PARTMENTS, BOARDS, AND COMMISSIONS. 

:iection 601. Preparation of Budget.-The SecJW-
tary of the Commonwealth shall, in each even-num­
bered year, obtain and prepare information neces!lary 
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for tlie preparation of a State budget for the biennium 
beginning June first of the following year. He shall. 
not later than the fifteenth day of August of s1F:h 
even-numbered year, distribute to the Governor, to the 
Lieutenant Governor, to each administrative depart­
ment, to each independent administrative board and 
commission, to the chief clerk of the Senate, to the 
chief clerk of the Honse of Representatives, to the 
prothonotaries of the various courts of the Common­
wealth, and to all institutions or other agencies which 
dPsire State appropriations to be made to them, the 
proper blanks necessary to the preparation of the 
budget estimates, with a request that such blanks be 
1·0turned, with the information desired, n0t later than 
the first day of November of the same year. Such 
blanks shall be in such form as shall be prescribed 
by the Secretary of the Commonwealth to procure any 
or all information pertaining to the revenuei;; and ex­
penditures for the preceding fiscal ye::trs and for the 
current fiscal year. the appropriations made by the 
previous General Assembly, the expenditures there­
from, encumbrances thereon, the amount unencum­
bered and unexpended, an itemized estimate of the 
reYPnues and expenditures of the current fiscal year 
and for the succeeding biennium, and an estimate of 
the revenues and amounts needed for the respective 
departments, boards, and coIDIIllissions, for expenses of 
the General Assembly, for the Judicial Department, 
and for any and all institutions or other agencies to 
which appropriations are likely to be made by the 
General Assembly for the two fiscal years next suc­
ceeding. Such blanks shall also request the person 
returning them to accompany them with a statement 
in writing giving the facts and an explanation of, and 
reasons for, the estimatrs of receipts and expenditures 
for the succeeding biennium contained upon the blanks 
returned. It shall be the duty of each admdnistrative 
department and each independent administrative board 
and commission to comply, not later than November 
first, with any and all requests made by the Secre­
tary of the Commonwealth in connection with the 
budget. 

The Secretary of the Commonwealth may, under 
the direction of the Governor, make further inquiries 
and investigations as to the financial needs, expendi­
tures, estimates, or revenues of any department, board, 
commission, instituti0in, or other agency. The Gover­
nor may, after giving to each department, board, com­
mission, institution, or other agency an opportunity to 
bf' heard, approve, disapprove, or alter the estimates. 
The Secretarv of the Commoowealth shall, on or be­
fore the first' day of January next succeeding, submit 
to thf' Governor in writing the above information and 
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any additional tnformatiou requested by tbe Governor 
as a basis for the Governor's estimates for appropria· 
tions for the 11ext snccee(ling biennium. 

Section 602. Submission of Budget to General As­
sembly.-As soo,n as possible, and not later than fom 
weeks after the organization of the General Assembly, 
the Governor shall submit a State budget, embracing 
therein the amounts rec:ornmended Ly him to be ap­
propriated to the General Assembly, the· Judicial De· 
partment, the Governor, a.nd the sevr>r::;J adminiRtra­
th'e departments, boards, and commissions of the State 
Government, and to institutions within the State, and 
for all other publie purposes, the estimated revenues 
or receipts from any and all sources, and an estimated 
amount to be raised bv taxation or otherwise. To· 
gether with such budget, the Governor shall transmH 
the estimates of receipts and expenditures as received 
by the Secretary of the Commonwealth from the elec· 
tive officers in the Executive and Judicial Departments. 

Section 603. List of Employes to be Furni..;;ited to 
the Auditor General.-The heads of all adm:Li1istrative 
departments, arnl the sen•ral indepp11d<>nt a.dmi11istra­
tive .boards and commissions, shall on the fifteenth day 
of June of each year transmit to the Auditor General 
and to the Secretary of the Commonwealth a complete 
list, as of June first preceding, of the names of all per­
sons, except day laborers, entitled to receive compen­
satio11 from the Commo:mvealth for servicPs rendered 
i,n or to the department, board, or commission, as the 
case may be. Such list shall show the position occnpie•l 
by each such person, the date of birth and voti.ng resi­
dence of such person, the salm.·y at which, or other 
basis upon whirh, such perrnn iR entitlerl to he paid, 
the date when such person entered the service of the 
Commonwealth, whether such person has been con­
. tinuously employed by the GommomvPalth since that 
date, and all periods of service and positions helrl as 
an employe of tlw Commonwealth. 

Each month thereafter the heads of the several ad­
ministrative departments and the several independent 
arlm1nistrative boards and commissions shall certHY 
to the Auditor General and to the Secretarv of the 
0omrnonwealth any changes in the annual list of em­
ploycs last transmitted to them which shall have oc­
cnrred during the preceding mQnth. 

The information received by the Auditor General 
and the Secretary of the Commonwealth nnder this 
section shall be public information. 

Section 604. Estimates of Current Exnenditures 
l>,y Departments, Boards. and Oommissions.-=-Each ad· 
ministrative department, board, and commisMi.on, ex­
cept the departments of which the Auditor General, 
tlw Si·ate Treasurer, and the Secretarv of Internal 
Affairs are, respectively, the heads, shall, from time 
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to time as requested by the Gover,nor, prepare 11,nd 
submit to the Governor for approval or disapproval 
an estimate of the amount of money required for each 
activity or· function to be carried on by such depart­
ment, board, or commission during the ensuing month, 
q1iarter, or su,d1 other period as the Governor shall 
prescribe. If such estimate does not meet with the 
approval of the Governor, it shall be revised in accord­
an.ce with the Governor's desires and resubmitted 
for approval. 

After the approval of any such estimate, it shall be 
unlawful for the department, board, or commission to 
expend any appropriation, or part thereof, except in 
accordance with such estimate, unless the same be 
revised with the approval of the Governor. 

If any department, board, or commission to which 
this section applies shall fail or refuse to submit to 
the Governor estimates of expenditures in accordance 
with the Governor's request, the Governor may notify 
the Auditor General in writing of such failure or re­
fusal; and after receipt of such notice the Auditor 
General shall not draw any warrant in favor of such 
department, boa:cd, or commission until the Governor 
shall have· notified the Auditor General, in writing, 
that the delinquent department, board, or commission 
has furnished him with, and he has approved, the es­
timate as required by this section. 

Section 605. Estimates of Current Expenditures 
by Departments of F.lective Officers.--'rhe Auditor 
General; State Treasurer, and Secret'lry of Internal 
Affairs shall, from time lO time as requested by the 

,'!Governor, prepare and submit to the GoYernor esti 
, 'J mates of the amounts of money required for each 
·,j activity or function to be carried on by their respec­

1 Section 606. Departmental Administrative Bomes, 
l Boards, and Commissions.-It shall be the duty of 
'each departmental administrative body, board) and 
·commission promptly to furnish to the head of the 
department of which it is a part such information as 
may be requested by the head of the department for 
the departmental budget estimates or the periodical 
estimates of the current expenditures of the depart­
ment. 

Section 607. Fiscal Year.-All books and aQCounts 
kept by the Auditor General, the State Treasurer, 
and every department, board, and commission shall 
be kept as of the fiscal year, which shall be the period 
beginning on ·the first day of June of each calendar 
~r and ending on the thirty-first day of May of the 
@e.}endar year next succeeding. The books and ac­
counts kept by the Auditor General and State Treas-
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urer which, under laws in force at the dat.e of the 
vas~age of this act. would be closed as of November 
thirtieth, one thousand nine hundred and twenty­
three, shall be closed as of the thirty-first day of 
May, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-three. 

Section 608. Collection of Moneys Authorizecl.­
Each executive officer, administrative department, 
independent administrative board and commission, 
and departmental administrative board and commis­
sion, shall collect such fees, licenses, fines, and costs 
as are or may be authorized by law in connection with 
the exercise of its powers and the performance of it<i 
duties. 

ARTICLE VII. 

POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE GOVERNOR 
AND OTHER CONS'l'ITUTIONAL OFFICERS, OF 
THE EXECU'rIVE BOARD, AND OF 'L'HE PENN­
SYLVANIA STA'l'E POI.ICE. 

Section 701. The Go,·ernor.-The Governor shalJ 
have power, and it shall be his duty: 

(a) To take care that the laws of the Common· 
wealth shall be faithfully executed; 

(b) To act as Commander-in-Chief of the Arm~ 
and Navy of the Commonwealth and of the ~ilitia, 
except when they shall be called into active service 
by the United Sta.tes Government; 

( c) To submit to the General Assembly a State 
budget; and 

( d) To do all other acts, make all appointments, 
fill all vacancies, exercise all the powers vested in 
him, and perform all the duties imposed upon him, 
as provided and required by the Constitution and 
laws of this Commonwealth. 

Section 702. Lieutenant Governor.-The Lieutenant 
Governor shall exercise such powers and perform suc1h 
duties as ma:v now or hereafter be vested in or im· 
pol".ed upon him by the Constitution and laws of this 
GommomYea!th. 

Section 703. Secretary of the Commonwealth.-Thc 
8ecretary of the Commonwealth_ shall: 

(a) Keep a record of all official acts and proceed­
ings of the Governor anfl, when required, lay the same, 
with all papers, minutes, and vouchers relating thcre­
fo, bpfor·c either branch of the General Assembly; 

(b) Recor(! and file in his office the recomnwnda­
tions of the Board of Pm·dons, together with the 
reasons therefor; 

( c) Keep the S(!al of the Commonwealth and affix 
it to all public instruments to which the attestation 
of the Governor's signature now is, or may hereafter 
be, required by law; 
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(cl) Have power and authority to admdnister to 
all officers of the State Government such oaths or 
affirmations as, by the Constitution or laws of the 
Commonwealth, such officel's are required to make in 
any and all matters pertaining to the administrative 
"-ork of the Commonwealth; 

(e) Procure the copyright of the State Reports in 
his .1iame, and IJe the custodian of the plates from 
whi;ch the State Reports are printed after the same 
are delivered to him as required by law; 

(fJ Procure and keep deposited in his department, 
as l'f~qnired by law, an official State flag; 

(g) pprform such other duties as may uow or 
lwreafter be imposed upon him by law. 

Section 704. · Attorney General.-The Attorney 
General shall be the legal advisor of the Governor in 
the performance of hi; official duties, and the chief 
law officer of the Commonwealth. 

He shall exercise such powers and perform such 
duties as may now or hereafter be vested in or im­
posed upon him by the Constitution of the Common­
wealth of Pennsylvania and by law. 

Section 705. Secretary of Internal Affairs.-The 
Secretary of Internal Affairs shall exercise all the 
powrrs and perform all the dnties vested in and im­
posed upon him by the Constitution of the Common 
wealth of Pennsylvania and, subject to any incon 
sistent provisions in this act contained, by law. 

8ection 706. Auditor General.-The Auditor Gen­
eral shall exercise such powers and perform such 
duties as are vested in and imposed upon him by the 
Constitution of the Commonwealth of Pennsvlvania 
and, subject to any inconsistent provisions in this act 
contained, by law. 

Section 707. State Tr0asurer.-The State 'l'reas­
urer shall exercise such powers and perform su ~h 
duties as are vested in and imposed upon him by the 
Constitution of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania 
and, subject to any inconsistent provisions in this act 
contained, by law. 

Section 708. Superintendent of Public Instruc­
tion.-'fhc SuprFintendent of Public Instruction 
shall: 

(a) Exercise all the powers and perform all the 
duties of the Superintendent of Common Schools in 
the manner pr<'Ftcribed by law: 

(h) Sign all orders on the State 'l'rcasurer for the 
payment of such moneys to the treasurers of the sev­
eral school districts as they may be entitled to I"C­

ceive from the Stafo and for all other mO"llen; to hP 
paid out of the appropriati0in for public sct~ool pur­
poses; 

( c) Fill all vacancies occurring in the office of 
county superintendent until the next regular election; 
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bnt in filling such vaicancies he shall give careful con· 
sideration to any recommendations concerning them 
made by the officers of the proper county school di­
rectors' associations, within ten days after the vacan­
cies occur; 

( d l Have charge of the seal of the Department 
of l'ublic Instruction, by which copies of papers de­
posited or filed therein and all official acts and deci­
sions may be authenticated, and, when so authenti­
cated, tlwy shall be evidence equally and in like man­
ner as the originals; 

(e) Perform such other duties as may now or here­
after be imposed upon him by law. 

Section 70!). Executive Board.-The Executive 
Board shall have the power: 

(a) To standardize all titles; salaries, and wages 
of persons emvloyed by the administrative depart­
ments, boards, and commissions, except the Depart­
ment of the Auditor General. the Treasury Depart­
ment, and the Department of Internal Affairs. In 
establishing such standards the board may: 

(1) Take into consideration the 10icatiotll of the 
work and the conditions under which the service is 
rendered, and 

(2) Establish different ·standards for different 
kinds, grades, and classes of similar work or service; 

(b) To approve or disapprove the establishment 
of bureaus and divisions by the administrative de­
partments, other than the Department of the Auditor 
General, the Treasury Department, and the Depart­
ment of Internal Affairs, and by the :Lndependent 
administrative boards and commissions, and to in- . 
vestigate duplication of work of the several adminis­
trative departments, boards, and commissions and 
the efficiency of the organization and administration 
thereof, and the better coordination of such depart­
ments, boards., and commissions; 

( c) To approve or disapprove, as provided by this 
act, the payment of extra compensation to employes 
of administrative departments, boards, or .commis­
sions who are employed at fixed compensation; 

( d) To determine froID/ time to time the hours 
when the administrative offices of the State Govern­
m~nt shall open and close; 

( e) To approve or disapprove extensions of leaves 
of absence with pay for employes of administrative 
<lepartmients, boards, or commissi0ins ; 

(f) After each biennial appropriati0in to the De­
partment of Property and Supplies for the purchase 
of stntioner~·, fuel, printing, paper, supplies, furni­
ture, furnishings, repairs, alterations, and improve­
ment<>, after making proper deductions for the needs 
of the legislative and judicial departments, to allo-
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cate to the several administrative departments, 
boards, and commissions such portions of such appro­
priation as will fairly represent the needs of the 
departments, boards, and commissions for the bien­
nium, taking into consideration the right of any such 
department, board, or commission to pay its ~cessary 
expenses or purchase furniture, materials, or sup­
plies out of fees or other moneys received by or 
moneys specifically appropriated to it. 

Every administrative department, board, or com­
mission shall be limited, in its right to make requisi­
tion upon the Departmrent of Property and Supplies·, 
to the amount allocated to it u.nless the Executive 0 

Board shall subsequently permit the Department of 
Property and Supplies to honor requisitions in excess 
of such amount. 

Section 710. Pennsylvania State Police.-The 
Pennsylvania State Police shall have the power, and 
its duty shall be: 

(a) Subject to any inconsistent provisions in this 
act contained, to 1continue to exercise the powers and 
perform the duties by law vested in and imposed upon 
the Department of State Police; 

(b) To assist the Governor in the administration 
and enforcement of the laws of the Commonwealth, 
in such manner, at such times, and in such places, as 
the Governor may from time to time request ; 

(c) With the approval of the Governor, to assist 
any administrative department, board, or commission 
of the State Government to enforce fhe laws appli­
cable or appertaiIDing to such department, board, or 
commission, or any organization thereof; 

( d) Whenever possible to cooperate with counties 
and munkipalities in the detection of crime, the ap­
prehension of crim1nals, and the preservation of law 
and order throughout the State; 

( e) To aid in the enforcement of all laws relating 
to game, fish, forests, and waters; 

(f) To collect and classify and keep at all times 
available complete information useful for the detec­
tion of crime and the identification and apprehen­
sion of criminals. Such information shall be avail­
able for all police officers within the Commonwealth, 
under such regulations as the Superintendent of State 
Police may prescribe. 

Section 711. Superintendent of State Police.-The 
Superintendent of State Police shall be the head and 
executive officer of the Pennsylvania. State Police. He 
shall provide for the members of the police force suit­
able uniforms, arms, equipment, and, where it is 
deemed necessary, horses or motor vehicles, and make 
such rules and regulations, subject to the approval of 
the Governor, as are deemed necessary for the control 
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and regulation of the police force. It shall also be the 
duty of the superintendent to establish local head­
quarters in various places so as best to distribute the 
force through the various sections of the Common­
wealth where they will be most efficient in carrying 
out the purposes of this act, to preserve the peace 
and prevent and detect crime. 

Section 712. The State Police Force.-The various 
mt>mbers of the State Police are hereby authorized 
and empowered: 

(a) To make arrests with.out warrant for all viola­
tions of the law whi~h they may witness, and to serve 
and execute warrants issued by the proper local 
anthorities. They· shall have all the powers and pre­
rogatives conferred by law upon members of the 
police force of cities of the first class and upon con­
stables of the Commonwealth; 

(b) To act as game protectors, and as forest, fish, 
or fire wardens, and for the better performance of such 
duties: 

(1) Seize all guns, boats, decoys, traps, dogs, 
game, fish, shooting paraplwrnalia, or hunting or fish­
ing appliances or devi~es, 'used, taken, or had in pos· 
session, contrary to the laws of this State. .Ainy 
article so seiilrd shall be helfl snhjPct to such disposi­
tion as tlw Commissioner of Fisheries, or the Secretary 
of the Board of Game Commissioners, or the Seere­
ta!'Y of Forests and Waters may, respectivPly, deter­
rninP: 

(21 Seize and take possrssion of all birds, animals, 
or fish which have hePn taken, cang-ht, or killed. or 
hnd in possession or under control, or whiol1 have 
been shipped or are about to be shippeu, contrary to 
any law of this Rtate; 

(3) Search without warrant any boat, conveyance, 
vehicle, or recept:icle, when there is good reason to 
believe that any law has been violated, the enforce­
nwnt or administration of which is imposed on or 
vested in the Board of Fish Corn1missionrrs. or the 
Bo'lrd of Game Commissioners, or in the Department 
of P01·e11ts and "'\Vaters; 

( 4) Serye subpoenas is!'merl for any exnmination, 
investigation, or trial had pursuant to any law as 
aforP!'laifl: 

(5) Pnrchase game or fish for the purpose of Se" 
curing evidence. 

AHTTCLE VITI. 

POWERS AND DU'l'TF.S OF THE DEPARTMENT 
01!' STA'l!E AND FINANCE. 

Section 801. Powers and Duties in General.-The 
Department of State and Finance ·shall, subject to 

35 Lawe. 
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any inconsistent provisions .Ln this act contained, 
contim1e to exe1·cise the powers and perform the du­
ties heretofore by law vested in and imposed upon 
the department of the Recretary of the Common­
wealth and the several bureaus thereof, and shall 
exercise such additional powers and perform such 
additional duties as are vested in and imposed upon 
it by this act. 

Section 802. General .Administration.-The De-
partment of State and Finance shall have the power, 
and its duty shall be: 

(a) 1'o publish, from time to time for the in­
formation of the public, bulletins of the work of the 
gove>rnment; 

(b) ~o permit any committee of either branch of 
the Genl'.'ral Assembly to inspect and examine the 
books, papers, re~ords, and accounts filed in the de­
partment, and to furnish such copies or abstracts 
therefrom as may, from time to time, be required: 

( c) To furnish to any person, upon request and 
the payment of such charge>s as may be required and 
fixed by law, certificates of matters of public record 
in the department, or certified copies of pnblic,papers 
or documents on file therein. 

Sc~tion 803. Accounts.-1'he Department of State 
and Finance shall have the power, and its duty shall 
be: 

(a) To presc1-H1e and require the im;tallation of a 
uniform system or systems of bookkeeping, account­
iing, and reporting for the several administrative de­
partments, boards, and commisRions, except the De­
partment of the Auditor General, the Treasury De­
partment, and the Department of Internal Affairs; 

(b) To prescribe forms for accounts a.nd financial 
records, reports, and statements for the several ad­
ministrative departments. boards, and com.missions, 
except the Department of the Auditor General, the 
Trea:;mry Department, and the Department of Inter­
nal Affairs. 

Section 804. Budget.-The Department of State and 
Finance shall prepare and submit to the Governor 
biennially, not later than the first day of January 
preceding the. convening of the General Assembly, 
snoh information as the Governor may require for 
the preparation by him of a State budget. 

Section 805. Elections.-The Department of State 
and Finance shall have the power, and its duty shall 
be, to care for, compile, publish. and certify returns 
of elections in all cases in which such duties shall 
heretofore have been imposed by law-upon the Depart­
ment of the Secretary of the Commonwealth or may 
hereafter be imposed upon the Department ,..f State 
and FinMlce. 
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Section 806. Legislation.-The Department of 
State and Finance shall have the power, and its duty 
shall .be: 

(a) To record all laws, resolutions, acts, a.nd pro­
ceedings of the General Assembly and perform all 
other duties with reference thereto, as required by 
law; 

( b) To punctuate the laws passed by the General 
Assembly and read the proof of and prepare an :iindex 
for the same; and carefully to examine all bills as 
soon aR printed for either house, directfog the atten­
tion of members to errors of typography and construc­
tion fa bills presented by them; 

( c) As soon as possible after the signing of any 
bill by the Governor whereby it becomes a law, to 
cause the Department of Property and gupplies to 
print advance sheets of the same, and transmit one 
copy thereof by mail to each department, board, and 
commission of the State Government, to ea,ch pro­
thonotary, ancl to each law judge of the courts, and 
to every county and public law library of this Com­
monwealth, and to each member of the ·General As­
sembly. Such copies shall be fmm.ished without 
charge. The department shall also cause the Depart­
ment of Property and Supplies to mail to any person 
who shall pay to the Department of State and Fi­
nance, for the use of the Commonwealth, the sum of 
five dollars one copy of each such law enacted dur­
ing any legislative session. 

Section 807. Corporations.-The Department of 
State and Finance shall have the power, and its duty 
shall be, to examine and file all applications for char­
ters of corporations, for the amendment of such char­
ters, for the merger and consolidation of such corpora­
tions, for the change of their corporate names, for 
reorganization after judicial sale of their franchises 
and property, for the increase of their capitalization 
or indebtedness or the decrease of their capitalization, 
for the change of the par value of the shares of their 
stock, for the change of the location of their prfoci­
pal office, and for any other proceeding by or with 
reference to such corporations as may be permitted or 
required by law, to transmit to the Governor such 
papers in connection therewith as may be required, 
and to perform all such other duties, acts, and things 
in ccmnection therewith, as are now or may hereafter 
be prc>scribed by law: Provided, however, That the 
department shall not b~ requirc>d to file any papers 
or documents except such a;, are by law required to 
be filed, nor any papers or documents which do not 
conform to law. 

Section 808. Registration.-The Department of 
State and Finance shall have the. power, and its duty 
sh'all be, to register foreign corporations desiring to 
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transact business in this Commonwealth and act as 
the attorney-in-fact and authorized agent of such cor­
porations for the service of process therron, and to 
registn the assumed or fi~titious names under which 
i,ndividuals car1y on or conduct business, upon applica­
tion duly made, trade-marks, trade-names, labels, bottle 
drsCl'iptions, union labels, and applications for license 
to mannfaeture or distill and sell ethyl alcohol, in ac­
cordance with the several acts of Assembly providing 
for such registrations, .and to register all other matters 
or thin~s for the registration of which, in the office of 
the Secretary of the Commonwealth, provision may 
now or hereafter be made by law. 

Section 809. 'Varrants.-'l'he Departrn~nt of State 
a.nd Finance shall have the power, and its duty shall 
be, to keep a record of all death warrants, respites, 
pardons, remittances of fines, forfeitures, and com­
mutations of sentences, and to pass upon and approve 
all proeeedings for extradition of fugitives from jus­
tiee before laying the same before the Governor, and 
to make report qua.rte1·ly to the Auditor General of all 
remissions of fines granted by the Governor. 

ARTICJ.JE IX. 

POWERS AND DUT !ES OF 'l'HE DEPARTMENT 
OF JUS'rICE, A"N°D l'l'S DEPARTMENTAL 
BODIES, BOARDS, AXD COl\OHSSLO.NS. 

Section 901. Powers and Duties in Genrral.-The 
Departm<:mt of Justice shall, subject to any inconsist­
ent pr•idsions in this act contained, continue to exer­
cise the powt:>rs ::md perform the duties by law vested 
in and imposed upon the Attorney General's Depart­
ment, and shall exercise such additional powers and 
perform such a<lditional duties as are vested in and 
impo1'1Pd upm1 it by this act. 

Section 902. Legal Addce.-The Department ·of 
Justice shall have the power, and its duty shall be: 

(a) To furnish legal adYice to the Governor and to 
all adrninistrntive d<'partments, boards, commissions, 

·and officers of the State Oovernmrnt, concerning any 
matter or thing arising in connection with the exer­
cise of tlw official power8 or the performance of the 
official duties of the Governor or su('..'h administrative 
departments, boards, commissions, or ofllcers; 

(b) To supervise, direct, and control all of the 
legal business of every administrative ·department, 
board, and rommission of the 8tate Government, ex· 
cept as otherwise providc>d in the act, approved the 

. °hvelft.h day of April, one thousand nine hnndred and 
twPnty-thrt>e, pntitlPd "An act to amPnd an act, ap­
proved June fifteenth, one thousand nine hundred and 
eleven (PamphlPt Laws, nine hundred and fifty-five), 
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entitled 'An act making State taxes, unpaid bonus, in­
terest, penalties, and all public: ac·~ounts, a first. lien 
upon the franchise and property of corporations, com­
panies, associations, joint-stuck associations, and limit­
ed partnerships against which the same may be settled; 
providing for enforcing the payment thereof, and for 
the furnishing of certificates as to the existence of su::h 
liens upon application thereof; and repealing section 
four of the act, approved April sixteenth, one thousand 
eigllt hundred and twenty-seven,' by providing for the 
employment of counsel, fixing such counsels' commis­
sions, and giving sucll commissions and costs the same 
priority and liens as such taxes, bonus, intetest, penal­
ties, and public accounts." 

Section 903. Litigation.-The Department of Jus· 
tice shall have the power, and its duty shall be: 

(a) To collect by suit or otherwise all debts, taxes, 
and accounts due the Commonwealth which sJrnll be 
placed with the department for collection by any de­
partment, board, or commission. The department shall 
keep a proper docket or dockets, duly indexed, in which 
it shall make and preserve memoranda of all such 
claims, showing whether they are in litigation, and 
their nature and condition. 

(.b) To represent the Commonwealth, or any depart­
ment, board, commission, or officer thereof, in any 
litigation to which the Commonwealth or such depart­
ment, board, commission, or officer may be a party. or 
in which the Commonwealth or such department, 
board, commission, or officer is permitted or required 
by law to intervene or interplead. 

S0~tion 9.04. Investigation and Law Enforcement.­
The Department of Justice shall have the power, and 
its duty shall be, with the approval of the Governor: 

(a) To investigate any violations or alleged viola· 
tions of the laws of the Commo,nwealth which may 
come to its notice; · 

(b) To take such steps and adopt such means as 
may be reasonably necessary to enforce the laws of the 
Common wealth. · 

Section 905. Codification of the Laws.-The De­
partment of Justice shall have the power, and its duty 
shall be, to prepare, for submission to the General 
Assembly from time to time, such revisions and codi­
fications of the laws of this Commonwealth, or any 
part therof, as may be deemed advisable. 

Section 906. Deputy Attorneys General.-In addi­
tion to such deputy attorneys general as may be ap· 
pointed to assist in the conduct of the regnlar work 
of the department, the Attorney General, with the ap· 
proval of the Governor, shall have power: 

(a) To appoint and fix the compensation of snch 
special deputy attorneys genPral as may be required 
to represent and advise the Workmen's Compensation 
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Ro.ard and any other departments, boards, and commis· 
sions. which may require the services of counsel to such 
an extent as to render it reasonably necessary to as­
sign deputy attorneys general exclusively to their 
work: Provided, That the office of counsel to The 
Public Servi:::e Commission of the Commonwealth of 
Pennsylvania sha11 be retained, such counsel to be 
appointed by the Atto;c·ney General. The Attorney 
General ma:v also from time to time, with the approval 
of the Governor, appo.Lnt such assistant counsel to the 
Public Service Commission as may be required for 
the proper conduct of its work. The compensation of 
the counsel and aRsistant counsel of the Public Ser· 
vice Commission shall be fixed by the commisRion, with 
the approval of the Governor; 

(b) From time to time to appo:Lnt and fix the com­
pensatio,n of special deputy attorneys general to rep­
resent the Commonwealth or any department, board, 
or commi8sion thereof in special work or in pal'ticular 
cases; 

( c) To appoint and fix the compensation ofl:leputy 
attorneys general to represent the Commonwealth and 
the sever·al departments, boards, and commissions there­
of in all legal matters arising in a.ny city or county 
other than the State Capital, except as otherwise pro­
vided in this act: Provided, That the same deputy 
attorney general may he assigned to two or more cities 
or counties, in the discretion of the AttoNley General. 

Section 907. Special Attorneys in Criminal Cases.­
When the president judge in the district having juris­
diction of a11y criminal proceedings, before any conrt 
of oyer and terminer, general jail delivery, .or quarter 
sessions, in this Commonwealth, shall request the At­
torney General to do so in writing, setting forth that 
:Ln his judgment the case is a proper one for the Com­
monwealth's intervention, the Attorney General is 
hereby authorized and empowered to retain a,nd em­
ploy a special attorney or attorneys as he may.. deem 
necessary, properly to represent the Commonwealth 
in such proceedings, and to investigate charges and 
prosecute the alleged offenders against the law. Any 
attorney so retained and employed shall supersede the 
district attorney of the county in which the case or 
cases may arise, and shall investigate, prepare, and 
bring to trial the case or cases to which he may be 
assigned. He shall take the oath of office rpquired 
by law to be taken by district attorneys, and shall be 
clothed with all the pbwers, and subject to all the 
liabilities imposed upon them by law. The compensa­
tion for services rendered and necessary expenses in­
curred by such attorney or attorne,,rs shall be fixed by 
the Attorney Genera I. · 
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Section 908. Access to Books and Papers.-The At· 
toruey Genera: shall have the right of access, at all 
times, to the bouks and papers of an_y administrative 
department, board, or commission of the State Govern­
ment.· 

Section !)09. Board of Pardons.-The Board of 
Pardons shall have the pnwer to hear applications for 
the remission of fines and forfeitures and the granting 
of reprieves, commutations of sentence, and pardons, 
except in cases of impeachment, and to make recom­
mendations in \Yriting to tlie Governor thereon, in the 
manner provided in, aind under and subject to, Article 
IV, Section 9 of the Constitution of the Common· 
wealth of Pennsylvania. 

Section 910. Board of Commissioners on Uniform 
State Laws.-Subject to any inconsistent provisions in 
this act contained, the Board of Oomh1issioners on 
Uniform State Laws shall have the . power, and its 
duty shall be: 

(a) To examine such subjects as it may deem nee· 
essary, and to ascertain the best means to effect an 
assilllilation and uniformity of State legislation 
throughout the United States relating to the subjects 
so examined ; 

(b) 'fo meet with the National Conference of Com­
missioners on Uniform State Laws, for ·che promotion 
of uniformity of legislation in the United States, at its 
a.11nual or other sessions, and join wlth it in such meas­
ures as may be deemed most expedient to advance the 
objects of its appointment. 

ARTICLE X. 

POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE DEPARTMENT

Section 1001. Powers and Duties Retained.--Sub­
ject to any inconsistent provisio,ns in this act contain­

. eel, the Department of the Auditor General shall exer­
cise its powers and perform its duties as now provided 

. by law. · 

AR'fICLE XL 

POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE TREASURY DE­
PARTMENT AND ITS DEPARTMENTAL ADMIN­
ISTRATIVE BOARD. 

Section 1101. Powers and Duties ~tained.-Sub­
ject to any inconsistent provisions in this act contain­
ed, the Treasury Department shall exerdse its powers 
and perform its duties as now provided by law. 

Section 1102. Board of Finance and Revenue.-Sub­
ject to any inconsiste.nt provisions in this act con­
tained, the Board of Finance and Revenue shall have 
the power, and its duty shall be: 
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(a) To continue to exercise the powers by law 
vested in and imposed upon the lJ-Oard created IJy the 
act, appl'Oved the eighth day of April, one thousand 
eight hundred and sixty-nine, entitled, "An act relat­
ing to tlH' settlement of public accounts," its amernl­
rnenh; and supplements, the Board of Public Accounts, 
the Board of Revenue Corullllissioners, and the Sinkii;ig 
Fund Commission; 

Re-Settlements. 

( b) To revise any settlement made with any per­
son or body politic by the Auditor General or any 
other ageucy of the ~ltate Government charged with 
the settlement of ~tate taxes, when it may apvear from 
tlw accounts or from other information that the same 
has been erroneously or illt:>gally made, and to resettle 
the sallie according to law and to credit or charge, as 
the case may be, the a~count of such person or hody 
politic; 

State Depositories. 

(c) To select and designate, as depositories for the 
State moneys, ba,nks, banking institutions, or trust 
companies which are subject to national or ~tate supe1·­
vision and each of which-

1. Has made written application to the State 
Treasurer for a deposit of 8tat~ moneys, designating 
the amount of deposit solicited and accompanying its 
application by a written statement showing the amount 
of its capital actually paid in, the amount of its.sur­
plus, the number of its stoekholdets, and whether its 
stock is well distributed or largely held by a few in­
dividuals, and the. length of time that said institution 
has been engaged in business under its charter. Each 
such statement shall be verified bv the oath or 
amrmation of the president, cashier, "or trust officer, 
as the case may be, a,nd the State Treasurer shall pre· 
sent the same to the board for its consideration withiu 
thirty days after the receipt thereof: Provided, That 
where the selection of an~' bank, banking institution, 
or trust company as a depository of State mo.11eys has 
bren made by the former Revemre Commissioners and 
the Banking Commissioner or a majority of them, as 
heretofore provided by law, such selection and the de­
posit made in accordance thermvith in such bank, 
banking institution, or trust company, shall in no way 
be affected by the failure of such bank, banking insti­
tution, or trust company to have made application 
in the manner herein provided; but it shall be the 
duty of the depository so selected to furnish, on re- . 
quest, the information aforesaid, verified in the man-

. ner stated ; 
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. 2. Shall, upon the receipt of notice of its selection 
as a depository of State moneys, furnish a bond, to se­
cure payment of deposits and interest to the Common 
wealth of Pennsylvania with a proper warl'ant of at­
torney to confess judgment in favor of the Common­
wealth, secured by a surety company or individual 
sureties, to be approved by" the board, in double the 
am~ount of the deposit to be made. If a corporate 
bond be given, ;no one surety company shall be ap­
proved in an aggregate amount in ex-'.'.ess of five times 
its capital, surplus, and reserve; and whenever in­
dividual sureties are presented for approval they shall 
qualify. in an aggregate over and above their indi­
vidual liabilities to three times the amount of the de­
posit. No one person may qualify for m{)re than one­
fourth of the total amount of the bond required: 
Provided, That in lieu of the surety bonds of surety 
companies or of individuals, ·as aforesaid, the deposit 
of State moneys may be secured by the deposit, with 
the State Treasurer, of United States, municipal,· 
or county bonds, to be approved by the board in an 
amount, measured by their actual imarket value, 
equal to the amount of deposit so secured and twenty 
per centum in additi0in thereto. Said bonds shall 
be accompanied by proper assignment or power of 
attorney to transfer the same, and said trust deposit 
of securities shall be maintained, on request, at the 
amount aforesaid i.n case of any depreciation in the 
value thereof; 

3. Agree t.o pay interest upon all State deposits 
at the rate of not less than two per centum per annum 
upon antive deposits and not less than three per cen­
tum per annuni upon nonactive deposits, and that all 
col1ections shall be made for the Commonwealth with­
out cost or compensati0in; 

( d) To select as depositories for State funds pri­
vate banking institutions located and doing business in 
this Commonwealth, if such private banki.ing institu­
tions shall file a statement in writing with the board 
and thP Department of Banking agreeing that they 
will subject themselves to the same su·pervision i.n all 
respects, including an examination by the bank examin 
ers of the Department of Bm1ldng at any time, as 
banks, banking institutions, or trust companies which 
are depositories of State funds, and if and after com• 
pliance with the conditions required of any other de­
pository; 

( e) To designate three banks or trust companies 
in Dauphin County, two banks or trust companies in 
A11Pghen.v County, and two banks or trust companies 
in Philadelp,hia County, to be known as active deposi­
tories, in whi~h 8hall be depo8ited a sufticient amount 
of the daily receipts of the State Treasury to transact 
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the current business of the Oo,mmonwealth. 'Dhe 
board may designate two other banks or trust com­
panies located Ln any of the counties above mentioned, 
or in any other conn ty of tl1e Common wealth, to be 
known as active depositories, and to be used for the 
purposes above mentioned; 

(f) To see that no bank, banking institution, or 
trust company shall receive a deposit of State moneys 
in excess of twenty-five per centum of its paid in 
capital and surplus, or have at any one time an aggre­
gate of dPposits in excess of three hundred thousand 
dollars. This section shall not apply to institutions 
to be desig.nated by the board as active dPpositories 
of State funds subject to daily check by the State 
Treasurer, but at no time shall the combined deposits 
in the active depositories exceed the total sum of six 
million dollars; 

(g) In case it is of the opinion that the credit of 
ainy depository is impaired, the safety of the State de­
posits impPrilPd, or for any other cause whatsoever, 
to. require the State Treasurer to reduce, change, or 
wholly withdraw, within thirty days, any deposit or 
deposits held by any such depository of State mn.neys; 

(h) "rhenever it is considering applications for 
State deposits, to invite the Secretary of Banking to 
sit with and advise the board. The secretary shall, 
however, not vote on any question coming before the 
board; 

Sinking Fund. 

( i) To supervise and direct the State Treasurer 
in receiving the incomes a.nd revenues payable in ac· -
cordance with the existing Jaws into the Sinking 
Fund and in applying the same, first, to payment of 
the accruing interest on the public debt, and, secon<l, 
to the principal thereof and not otherwise, except to 
repel invasion, suppreRs insurrection, or defend the 
State in war, i.n accordance with the provisions of the 
Constitution of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania: 

(j) To see that the State Treasurer, under its su­
pervision and direction, shall open books i,n his depart­
ment, keep separate and distinct accounts of all Sink­
ing Fund moneys re:'.eiYed and disburspfl lmdPr this 
act, specifying the source of revenue and when paid, 
nnd, from time to time as the funds paid in may justify. 
apply the same to the payment of the accruing i.nterest 
on the public debt and the principal at or before the 
semiannual payments thereof may become due; and at 
no time or in no manner shall any portion of the fund 
hereby created be otherwise applied; 

(k) On the first business day of each month. to 
prepare a statement of the total amount of money in 
said fund which, having been verified by oath or affir-
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mation, shall be published in two newspapers in Harris· 
burg for public information. The lward shall also, on 
the first business day in the months of January, April, 
July, and October in each and every year hereafter, 
apply all the moneys in the Sinking· Fund, in excess 
of tlte am01mt required to pay the interest on the pub­
liic debt, to the redemption or purchase, at not above 
par, of an equivalent amount of the public debt. They 
may purchase any evidence of the said debt in the open 
market if such purchase can .be made to advantage. If 
they shall determine to redeem any part of said debt, 
they shall forthwith give legal notice of the amount of 
said debt which they are prepared to redeem, that the 
said amount will ·be redeemed on presentation to the 
designated disbursing agent of the -State, and that the 
interest upo.n the certificates thereof shall cease from 
and after an interest due date to be designated by them, 
which shall not be more.than ninety days after the pub­
lication of the notice: Provided, That the loans of the 
Commonwealth shall be redeemed as far as practi­
cable in the order of their maturity; 

( 1) If, in the opinion of the board, the purchase or 
redemption of loans of the Cornllllonwealth cannot be 
made for the best interests of the Commonwealth, to 
purchase bonds of the United States at the then market 
prices. The State Treasurer, under the direction of 
the board, sihall enter on the "Sinking Fund Ledger'' 
the number, amount, and premium paid for each United 
States bQnd so purchased. The board shall have the 
right to dispose. of bonds purchased hereunder when­
ever the money shall be required for the extinguish­
ment of the public debt, or whenever the loans of the 
Commonwealth can be bought at such prices as they 
may deem for the best interests of the Commonwealth; 

(m) To report and certify to the Govemor, bien· 
nially for the preceding two calendar years, the amount 
received under and in accordance with existing law, 
the rumount of interest paid, the dates of the purchase 
of the public debt, the prices paid, the pla,':'.e where 1said 
sale was effected, the amount of the debt of the Com­
monwealth redeemed and held by them, and the .number 
and amiount of the bonds of the United States purchas­
ed and held in the Sinking Fund, and the amount and 
date of maturity of the respective loans of the Common­
wealth, together with a summary statement of the 
receipts from all sources aind the expenditures of said 
fund, and a complete statement of the total amount of 
bonds and moneys remaining in said fund, whereupon. 
the Govennor shall direct the certificates representing 
the said indebtedness to be cancelled, and, on such 
cancP11ation, issue his p::-oclarnation stating the fa<'t of 
the extinguishment and fi,nal discharge of so much of 
the principal of said debt; 
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( n) Within ten days after the organization of the 
General Assembly, to report thereto the amount of the 
public debt so as aforesaid liquidated and proclaimed 
bv the Gover.nor to have been cancelled, the amount 
then remaining due and· the annual int13rest thereon, 
and what increase or modification of tlhe Sinkiill.g Fund 
may be ·made, and what increase or redu.2tion of taxes 
may be required or made, in order that the Legisla­
ture may provide for such contingencies as may arise. 

ARTICLE XII. 

POWERS AND DUTIES OF 'l'HE DEPARTMENT 
OF INTERNAL AFl!"'AIRS AND ITS DEPART­
MENTAL AlH\1INISTHAT1VE BOARD. 

Section 1201. Powers and Duties Retained.-Sub­
jE:ct to any inconsistent provisions in this act contain­
ed. the Departm€nt of Internal Affairs shall exercise 
its powers and perform its duties as now provided by 
law: Pl'Ovicled, however, That the Department of In­
t<'rnal A ff airs shall not exercise the powers or perform 
the duties heretofore by law vested in and imposed up­
on the Bureau of Topographic and Geological Sui vey 
aholishcd bv this act. 

Section l202. Board of Propert~r.-The Board of 
Property shall, snbje2t to any inconsiste~1t provisions 
in this act contained, continue to exercise the powers 
and perform the duties by law vested in and imposed 
upon the said board. 

It shall hear and determine in all cases of contro­
versy on cayeats, in all matters of difficulty or irregu­
lari1y touching escheats, warrants on escheats. war­
rants to agree, rights of preemption, promises. im­
perf<'ct titles or otherwise, which heretofore have or 
hereaft<'r may arise in transacting the business of the 
Land Offic<' in the Department of Internal Affairs: 
Provided, however, That no determination of the Board 
of Propert~r shall be deemed, taken, and wnstrued to 
prev<'nt <'ithn of the parties from bringing their action 
at the common law, either for the recovery of posses­
sion or determfoing damages for waste or trespass. 

ARTICLE XIII. 

POWERS AND DTTTTES OF THE DEPART}fENT 
OF PUBLIC INSTRUCTION AND ITS DJ•;P AR'l'­
MT<~NT AT, AD.UINISTRATIVE BOARDS AND 
COMMISSIONS. 

SC\Ction 1301. Powers and Dnties in General.­
Snhject to any inconsistent provisions in this a<'t con­
tai.ned, the Drpartmrnt of Public Instruction s:halJ con­
tinn<' to PXrrcise the powers and perform the dntirs 
by law vestrd in and impos<'d upon the said depart­
ment, the Bureau of Vocational Education thereof~ 

' 
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and the Bureau of Professional Education thereof. 
The departrueint shall also exer~ise such additional 
powers and perform such additional duties as are 
vei:;ted in and imposerl upon it by tliis act. 

8ection 1002. l'ublic 8cliools.-'l'he Department of 
Public Instruction shall have the power, and its duty 
shall be: 

(a) To administer all of the laws of this Common­
wealth with regard to the establishment, maintenance, 
and conduct of the public schools and particularly the 
act, approved the eighteenth day of l\iay, one th.ousand 
nine hundred and elevon (Pamphlet Laws, three hun­
dred nine), entitled ''An act to establish a public l:lchool 
system in the ('ommonwealth of Pennsylvania, togethlr 
with the provisions by which it shall be administered, 
and prescribing penalties for the violation theieof; 
providing revenue to establish and maintain the same, 
and he method of collecting such revenue; and re­
pealing all laws, g1~neral, special, or local, or any parts 
thei-eof, that are or may be inconsisteut herewith," its 
amendments and supplements; 

(b) To prepare blank forms for the annu.al district 
reports, with suitable instructions and forms for con­
ducting the various proceedings and details of thP 
system in a uniform and efficient manner, and forward 
the same to the county and distri~t superintendents, 
for distribution to and among the proper district 
officers of their respective co1m t il's or school districts; 

( c) To prepare and furnish to the proper persons 
suitable blanks and all other papers required by law. 

(d) Whenever required, to gilre advL:e, explanations, 
· construction, or information to the district officers and 

to citizenl:l relative to the s.~hool laws, the duties of 
school .officers, the management of the schools, and all 
other questions and matters calculated to promote the 
cause of education; 

( e) To classify the high schocls of the Srnte upon 
the basis of the reports of the clirectors and the State 
inspectors of high schools, in compliance with the pro­
visions of the school laws; 

If) To issue all commissions to superintendents 
and assistant superi.ntendPnts of schools in this Com, 
mon wealth ; . 

(g) To prescribe minimum courses of study for the 
p11blic schoohi; 

(h) To prepare and furnish to boards of school di­
rectors sample blank forms for kPeping arnl reporting 
i;ichool accounts, and sample bonds for their treasurers, 
secrPtflriPs, tax collectors, and dPpositorieR, and sam­
ples of other bonds or forms req11irPd by law: 

(i) When reqnested, to give decisions and intPrpre­
tations of the school law, w.hich shall be valid and 
hindiing with like effect as law until reversed by proper 
judicial authority; 
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(j) Subject to such rules, not inconsistent with law, 
as it may prescribe, to endorse and make valid for 
teaching in l'enm;ylvania any permanent or life teach­
er's certificate from anv othc~r State; 

( k) To condemn as ·unf;it for use, on ac;count of un­
sanitary or other improper conditions, any schuol 
building, school site, or outbuildiing in this Common­
wealth, and, upon failure on the part of the board of 
school directors to remedy such conditio.n, to withhold 
and declare forfeited all or any part of the annual 
appropriation apportioned to any such school district. 

8ection 1303. Vocational Education.-The Depart­
ment of Public Lnstruction shall have the power, and 
its duty shall be: 

(a) To administer the laws of this Commonwealth 
relating to vocational education, industrial education. 
agricultural education, and household arts education, 
as defined iin said laws: 

(b) To investigate the need for, and aid in the 
establishmm1t of, supervise, inspect, and approve, for 
the purpose of reimbursement on the part of the State, 
schools, departments, and courses for manual train­
ing, domestic science, household arts, agricultural, in­
dustrial, and commercial education, as well as contin­
uation schools, when maintained as a parj:; of the pub­
lic school system of the Commonwealth; 

( c) Out of the funds appropriated to it by the 
General Assembly for the purpose, to pay for the. edu­
cation of deaf and dumb children, blind children, and 
deaf, dumb and blind children, residents of Pennsyl­
vania, in schools, located within the Commonwealth, 
which afford vocational training to such children, to 
make appropriate rules and regulations for the admis­
sion of State pupils to such schools, and to supervise 
the education of State pupils in any such schools. 

Sedion 1304. Professional Education and Licen­
sure.-The Department of Public Instruction shall 
have the power, and its duty shall be; 

1a) To determine, value, standardize, and regulate 
the preliminary education, both secondary and colle­
giate, of those to be hereafter admitted to the practice 
of medicine, dentistry, and pharmacy in this Common-
wealth; · 

(b) To prepare and distribute circulars of infor­
mation; 

( c) To prepare uniform blank forms : 
l d) To hold examinations, at suitahle times and 

plai'.'.es to be designated by the Superintendent of Pub­
lic T m;truction, for the dPtermination of the fitness of 
applicants unable to present satisfactory certificates, 
and to issue certificates to those found proficient; 

( e) To es tab Lish reciprocity with other States as 
regards preliminary education and professional li­
censes; 
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(f) To determine and pu~lish a stangard high 
school course, and compile a list of higih schools and 
other secondary schools in this State conformi.ing to 
the standards of the department~ and take such steps 
as may be appropriate to raise the standard of second­
ary education: Provided, That nothing tu this sec­
tion shall be construed to conflict with the prq_visions 
of the statutes of this Commonwealth regulating the 
practice of medicine, dentistry, or pharmacy, respect­
ively; 

( h J To keep the records of all of the professional 
examining hoards established in the department; 

(i) To issue all certificates and other official docu­
ments of the various professional examining boards in 
the department: Provided, however. That the officers 
and members, or any of them, of any such examining 
board may also JJign such certificates and other docu­
ments, if sur~h board shall have taken action author­
izing such signatures ; -

(j) To assist any professional examining board 
withtn the department if, as, and when, requested .by 
such board; 

( k) To cooperate with the several professions, 
whose examining bodies are within the department, in 
the determination and establishment of standards of 
professional education. 

Section 1305. Library and Museurn.-The Depart­
ment of Public Instruction shall have the power, a.nd 
its duty shall be, to exercise the powers and perform 
the duties heretofore by law vested in and in1posed 
upon the State Library and Museum and the several 
divisions thereof, namely: 

(a) To control, direct, supervise, and manage the 
State Library and Museum; 

(b) To edit the Pennsylvania Archives; 
( c) To maintain: as a part of the State Library 

and Museum, a law library; 
( d) To preserve all public records throughout the 

Commonwealth, and to give special attention to the 
preservation of all records of the State Go.vernment 
not in current use and of historical value; 

( e) To collect, classify, preserve, and make accept­
able for reference all records which may come into 
the possession of ·the library, with su;ch exceptions as 
may be indicated by the department, and to examine 
into the condition of the records, books, pamphlets, 
documents, mrmnscripts, archives, maps, and papers 
kept, filed, or recorded tn the several offices of the 
counties, cities, and boroughs of the State; 

(f) To recommend such action to be taken by the 
persons having the care and custody of public records 
as may. be necessary to secure their safety and preser­
vation, and to cause all laws relating to public records 
to be ~nforced; 
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(g) To furnish, to persons applying thel'efor, cer­
tificates relating to the public records or copies there­
of, upon the payment of such .cha.rges as shall be fixed 
by law; 

(ib.) To give advice and counsel to all free libraries 
in the State, and to all communities which may pro­
pose to establish free libraries, 1n the selection of 
books, cataloging, and other details of library manage­
ment, and as to the best means of establishing and 
administering such libraries; 

(i) Generally to supervise and inspect free libraries, 
to require reports in such manner as may be deemed 
proper, and to establish and maintain a system of 
traveling libraries, as far as possible, throughout the 
l ommonwealth; 

(j) To preserve objects illustrating the iiora and 
fauna of the State· and its mineralog:y, geology, ar~ 
chaeology, arts, history, and education, and, whenever 
deemed necessary, to illustrate the same with lantern 
slides or films, which may be circulated throughout 
the Commcmwealth under such rules and regulations 
as the department may adopt, which rules and regula­
tion<; may pro\'ide for a reasonable charge for the use 
of such slides and films. 

Section 1306. Pennsylvania State Board of Cen­
sors.-'l'he Pennsylva,nia State Board of Censors shall, 
subject to any inconsistent provisions in this act con­
tained, continue to exercise the powers and perform 
the duties by law vested in and imposed upon the said 
board. It shall enforce and administer such provi­
sions of the act, approved the fifteenth day of May, one 
thousand nine hundred and fifteen (Pamphlet Laws, 
five hundred and thitty-four J, entitled "An act relating 
to motion-picture films, reels, or stereopticon views, 
or sli<i.1•s; providing a system of examination, approval, 
and regulatio~ thereof; and of the banners, posters, 
MJ.d other like advertising matter used in connection 
therewith; creating a Board of Censors; and prov"ding 
penalties for the violation of the provisions of this act," 
as are not inconsistent with the provisions of this act. 

Section 1307. State Council of Education.-The 
State Council of Education shall have the power, and 
its duty shall be: 

(a) Subject to any 1nconsistent provisions in this 
act contained, to coutinne to exercise the powers and 
perform the duties by law vested in and imposed upon 
the said council; 

(b) To report and recommend to tlw Gover.nor and 
thP General Assembly legislation nef'ded to make the 
public srhools of this Commonwealth more P,filciPnt 
and useful; 
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I c 1 To equalize, through special appropriations for 
th is purpose or othenvise, the edueatiouat advantages 
of the different parts of .this Commonwealth; 

(d \ To inspt~ct aud require reports from the educa­
tional work ill the schools and institutions wholly or 
partly supported by the State, which al'e not supervised 
by the public school authorities: Prm·ided, That a 
copy of the report of the inspection of any such iin­
stitution whi:::h may be made to the State Council of 
11Mucation shall be sent to the head of such institution; 

(e.l To encourage and promote agricultural educa­
tion, manual training, domestic science. and such other 
vocational and practical education as the nePds of this 
Commonwr~alth may from time to time require; 

(f) To pres~ribe rules and regulations for the sani­
tary t>quipment anrl inspcctiQn of school buil<lings, and 
to takP such other action as it may deem necessary 

. and expedient to promote the physical and moral wel. 
fare of the children in the public schools of this Com­
monwealth: 

(g) To investigate and make recommendations 
pertn in i ng to the work of any schools of design, schools 
of industrial arts, or industrial schools, or other edu :a­
tional institutions within the Commonwealth to 'vhich 
the General Assembly may make an appropriation; 

( h) To exercise all the powers and perform all the 
duties formerly vested in the State Board of Bduea­
tion. 

Section 1308. Public School Employes' Retirement 
Board.-Subject to any inconsistent provisions in this 
act contained,· the Public School Employes' Hetire­
ment Board shall continue to exercise the powers and 
perform the duties by law vested in and iirnposed up-

. on the said Retirement Board under the act, approved 
the eighteenth day of July, one thousand nine hundred 
and seventeen (Pamphlet Laws, one thousand forty­
three), entitled "An act establishing a public school 
employ~s' retirement system, and creatiing a retire­
ment board for the administration thereof; f'Stahlish­
ing certain funds from contributions bv the Common­
wealth and co.ntributing employes, defining the uses 
and purposes therPof and the manner of payments 
therefrom, and providing for .the guaranty by thP Com­
monwealth of certain of said funds; imposiing powers 
and duties upon boards having the Pmployment of pub­
lic school employes; exempting annuities, allowances, 
returns, benefits, and rights from taxation and jndi­
dal pro~ess; and providing penalties." its amend­
ments and snpnlements. 

Section 1309. Pennsvlvania Historical Commis­
sfon.-Rnh.iPct to any in~omiistent provisions in this 
act containPd, the Pennsylvania Historical Commis­
sion shall have the power: 

36 Laws. 
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(a) To continue to exercise the powers by law 
vested in the said Historical Commission ; 

(b) Upon it:$ own initiative, or upon petition of 
municipalities or historical sodeties, to ml!rk, by prop­
er monuments, tablets, or markers, places or lmildings 
within this Commonwealth where historical events have 
transpired, and to a,rTange for the care or mainte­
nance of such markers or monUJments; 

( c) To. undertake, within the means at its com­
mand, the preservation or restoration of ·ancient or 
historical public buildings, military works, or monu -
ments connected with the history of Pennsylvania, and 
for this purpose to contract wi1Jh cities, boroughs, and 
townships for and on behalf of the Commonwealth, or 
with historical societies or other associations. with 
proper bond or security, for the maintenance o'f such 
buildings, works, or monuments, as a consideration 
for assistance in their erection, restoration, preserva­
tion, or marking by the commission ; 

(d) To publish or republish, with the approval of 
the Department of Property and Supplies, all matters 
of historkal or archaeological i,nterest, and to arrange 
for the compiling, heading, printing, and distribution 
of such publications; 

( e) Upon its own initiative, or in cooperation with 
reputable societies or organizations, to conduct in­
vestigations upon historical or archaeological matters 
relative to Pennsylvania, and report the same for pub-
lic information ; · 

(fl To assume the care and maintenance of his­
torical buildings, monuments, or antiquities, committed 
to its custody; 

(g) To receive, for and on behalf of the Common­
wealth, gifts, or bequests, or relics, or other articles 
of historical interest, which shall be deposited by it 
in the State Museum; 

(h) To accept for the Commonwealth gifts and 
bequests of or securities for the endowment of its work 
in accordance with the instructions of the donors, and, 
in conjunction with the Governor, Auditor General, 
and State Treasurer who shall, together with the mem-' 
hers of the commission, constitute a body of trustees 
for the care of such funds, invest the same in the bonds 
of this Commonwealth or of any political subdivision 
thereof, and to employ the interest and income from 
such investments for the purposes of the commission 
or to apply the same to sncb uses as may have been 
specified by the respective donors of such funds. 

Section 1310. Professional Examining Boards.­
The professional examining boards witMn the Dc>p:irt­
ment of Public Instru~tion shall, respectivt>1y, ext>rcise 
the rights and powers and perform the duties by law 
vested in and imposed upon them, subject. however, 
to the following provisions: · : 
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(a) The Department of l:'ublic Instruction sllall 
appoint and fix the compensation of all clerical, sten­
ographic, and other assistance required for the proper 
conduct of the work of any such examining board; 

\ b) All certificates and official · documents shall 
be issued by the Departirn~nt of Public Instruction, 
but may be signed by the memtbers of the appropriate 
examining board or any of them, as determined by such 
board; 

( c) · All warrants or requisitions, drawn by any 
such board as authorized by law, shall not be valid 
without the signature of the Superintendent of Public 
Instruction. 

Subject to the preceding provisions of this section 
and to any other inconsistent provisio.us in this act 
contained, the State Board of Medical Examination 
and Li censure shall cont1nue to exercise the powers· 
and perform the duties by law vested in the Bureau 
of Medical Examination and Licensure in the Depart 
ment of l'ublic Imitruction; 

The State Board of Pharmacy shall continue to ex­
ercise the powers aud perform the duties by law ve!'lted 
in and imposed upon the said board; 

'l'he State Dental Council and Examining Board 
shall continue to exercir;e the powers and perform the 
duties by law vested in and imposed upon the State 
Dental Council and the Board of Dental Examiners 
for the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania; · 

'!~he State Board of Optometrical Examiners shall 
continue to exercise the powers and perform the duties 
by .law vested 1n and imposed upon the Board of Opto­
mPtrical Education, Exa;mlination, and Licensure; 

The State Board of Osteopathic Examiners shall 
continue to exercise the powers and perform the duties 
by law vested in and imposed upon the State Board 
o.f Osteopathic Examiners of Pennsylvania; 

'rhe State Roard of Examiners for Registratiou of 
Nurses shall 1continue to exercise the powers and per· 
form the duties by law vested in and imposed upo.n 
the said board; 

The State Board of Undertakers shall continue to 
exercise the powers and perform the duties by law 
vested in and imposed upon the said board; 

The State Board of Veterinary Medical Examiners 
shall cont:Lnue to exercise the powers and perform 
the duties by law vested in and imposed upon the said 
board; 

The State Board of Examination of Public Account· 
ants shall continue to exercise the powers and per­
form the duties by law vested in and imposed upon 
the said board : 

The State Board for Registration of Professional 
Engineers and of Land Surveyors shall continue to 
exercise the powers and perform the duties by law 
vested in and imposed upo,n the said board;

School for the Deaf, The Board of '.1.'rustees of Home 
for Training in Rprech of 1'eaf Children before They 
are of Rchool Age, and the Hoa1·d of Trustees of Penn­
sylvania Soldiers' Orphan School shall have general 
direction and control of the property and managemeiIIt 
of their respective institutions. Each of the said 
boards of trustees shall have the power, and its duty 
shall be: 

(a) To elect a superinten<font of the institution 
who shall. subject to the authority of the board. ad­
minister the institution; 

(b) On nomination by the superintendent. from 
time to time, to appoint such officers and employes as 
may be necessary; 

( c) To fix the salaries of its emrpJoyes in conform­
ity with the standards established by the Executive 
Board; 

( d) Subject to the approval of the Superintendent 
of Public Instru ~tion, to make such by-laws, r11les. and 
regulations for the mana.gemeint of the institution as 
it may deem advisable. 

ARTICLE XIV. 

POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE DEPARTMFN'I' 
OF MILITARY AFF A TRS AND ITS DEPART-
1\H•JNTAL BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS. 

Section 1401. Powers and Duties in 0.Pn<'ral.-The 
DPpartment of Military Affairs shaJI, s11bject to nny 
inconsistent provisions in this act contained, continue 
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to exercise the powers and perform the duties by law 
vet-1ted in and imposed upon the Adjutant General's 
l>Ppartment, the several lmreaus thereof, and the Ad­
jutant Ucneral. 

Section 1402. Pennsylvania National Guard.-The 
Department of Military Affairs shall have the power, 
and its duty shall be: 

(a) To keep in its custody all books and accounts 
and military property of the Commonwealth issued 
by it pertaining to the Pennsylvania National Guard: 

( b 1 To distribute all orders from the Commander­
in-Chief and p~rform such other duties as the Com­
mander-in-Chief shall direct; 

( c) To make returns periodically, as required. of 
the Pennsylvania National Guard, and report of their 
arms, uniforms, accoutreme.nts, and ammunition, ac­
cording to such forms as may be prescribed by the 
~£>cretary of War of the United States, and to fol'ward 
a copy thereof to the Se~retary of War of the United 
States; 

( d l To pay the troops and make all other diR­
h11rsernents authoi·ized by law, by warrants drawn by 
the department upon the State Treasurer and cmmter­
signed by the Auditor General: 

( e) To supply to all officers of the Pennsylvania 
National Guard such copies of drill regulations. man­
uals of rifle practice, service mannals, and military 
1rnhlication forms and books prescribed for use of the 
United States Army, as the Governor as Commander­
in-Chief may designate; 

(fl To supply to all organizations of the Pennsyl­
vania National Guard all necessary military stores, 
a1·ms, and equipment; 

(g) With the approval of the Governor as Com­
mandel'-in-Chief, to sell or exi~hange, from time to time, 
Rneh military stores belonging to the Commonwealth 
as are fo11111l to be 1111~ervi(·1·a ble or in state of decay, 
or 'd1ith it may be deemed for the best interests of 
the Commonwealth to sell or exchange. All money•s 
rr><'.Pived for stores so sold shall be paid into the State 
Trr>asnry; 

(h I To audit and adjust all claims incident to thP 
organization, training, discipline, maintenance, a,nd 
sel'vice of the Pennsylvania National Guard, other than 
fixPrl ::i llowanC'.es, and to pay such claims when audited 
and adjusted; 

(i) Subject to the approval of the Governor as Com­
mand<>r-in-ChiPf, to procure and issue from time to 
thne to the Pennsylvania Nntional G11ard sneh fh11:rs. 
standnrds, and guidons as may be nece>;.s<1r:v, wh:ch 
shall, however, as far as practical, be similar in style 
to those of the United States Army. 
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Section 1404. .:Pensions and Relief.-1'he Depart­
ment of l\lilitary Affairs shall have the power, and its 
duty shall be: 

(a) To estabUsh rules governing the filing of claims 
for pensions made under and by virtue of the laws of 
this Common wealth ; 

(b) To investigate all 'circumstances connected 
with the death of a soldier whose death is the basis 
of a claim for a pension ; 

( c) To determine the amount of relief payable to 
any officer or enlisted man of the Pennsylvania Na­
tional nuard who is wounded or otherwise di&abled 
while doing duty in active service of the State: 

( d) On satisfactory evidence submitted or obtained, 
to grant such pensions as may now or hereafter be 
provided by law a.nd certify the same to the Auditor 
General, who shall draw such warrants upon the State 
Treasurer therefor, to the order of the pensioner, as 
may now or hereafter he provided by law 

Section 1405. Naval .Militia.-The Department of 
Militm·y Affairs f.:ha 11, sn hject in all respects to the 
Goyernor as Commander-tu-Chief, have general super­
,ri~ion over the Naval Militia of this Commonwealth. 

Section 1406. Soldiers' Bonus.-'rhe Department of 
Military Affairs shall have the power, and its duty 
shall be: 

(a) To investigate all claims and applications, :filed 
with it, of soldiers and sailors who served :Ln the mili­
tary or naval forces of the United States during the 
World War, and, if satisfied of the sufficiency of any 
such claim on application, to approve the same and 
arrange for the payment thereof out of any fundi;: 
available for the purpose; 

(b) To make such rules and regulations as shall 
seem necessary for the purpose of carrying into effect 
the provisions of the laws providing for ~he payment 
of soldiers' and sailors' compensation :for service in 
the World War. 

Section 1407. Loans of Arms and Accoutrements.­
The Department of Military Affairs shall have the 
power to issue arms and accoutrements which are the 
property of this Commonwealth to the cadets of any 
military school, or orga,nizations of veterans of any 
wars in which the United States has been engaged, 
under such terms and conditions as may now or here­
after be provided by law. 

Section 1408. State Military Cemetery.-The De­
partment of Military Affairs shall have the power: 

(a) To select a.nd make arrangements for ground 
to he set apart in some historic spot in the Common­
wealth as an appropriate spa!.'.e for use as a cemetery 
for the burial of the hodies of soldiers, sailors. marines, 
and war nurses, who servc><l in the Army o~ Navy of 
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the United States during times of war, who died while 
in active service or after an honoral.Jle discharge, and 
who entered such service while residents of Pennsyl­
vania, as well as the bodies of members of the Nati9nal 
Guard of Penusylvania who died while members of 
the National Guard or after a,n honorable discharge 
therefrom; 

(b) On behalf of the Commonwealth to accept the 
dedication of any lands in a historic spot for use as 
such a cemetery; 

(c) When any such cemetery shall be located and 
established, to maintain and regulate the same, and, 
for that purpose, to adopt rules and regulations to 
regulate burials therein of the bodies of persons en­
titled to be buried therein, as provided in this section. 

Section '1409. The Armory Board of the State of 
Pennsylvania.-The Armory Board of the State of 
Pennsylvania shall, subject to any inco.nsistent pro­
visions in this act contained, continue to exerCise the 
powers and perfor~llll the duties by law vested in the 
said board. It shall purchase land for, erect, provide, 
equip,· maintain, manage, and regulate armories with 
in the limits of this Commonwealth for the use of the 
National Guard of Pennsylvania, as may now· or here­
after be provided by law. 

ARTICLE XV. , 

l'lH,rERS AND DUTIES OF THE DEPARTMENT 
OF AGRTCUL'l'URE AND ITS DEPARTMENTAL 
ADMINISTRATIVE COMMISSION. 

Ser.tion 1501. Powers and Duties Iu General.­
The Department of Agri,culture shall, subject to any 
inconsistent provisions in this act contained, cootinue 
to exercise all the powers and pPrform all the duties 
by law vested in and imposed upon the D~partment 
of Agriculture, the several bureaus thereof, and the 
Secretary of Agriculture. 

Section 1502. Animal Industry.-The DepartmPnt 
of Agr~:culture shall have the power, and its duty shall 
be: 

(a) 'l'o promote the live stock industry, and to pre­
vent, suppress, control, and eradicate any transmissible 
di~t>ases of animals and poultry; 

(b) To establish and maintain general or special 
quar:mtines, as may now or hereafter be provided by 
law; 

( c) To prevent the spread of infedious and com­
municable dise:isel!I of animal!s and poultry, and, for 
this purpose, the officers, agents, or employes thereof, 
may at any time enter any prc-mises where domestic 
animals or products thereof are kept, confined. or 
stort>d; to take such measures as may seem advisable 
concerning methods of preventing, controlling, and 
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eradicat1ng disease of animals; to cause the disin­
fediou l>f. auy prernises, alid, when deemed necessary 
to prevent the spread of disease, to cause the destruc­
tion of animals, poultry, ~nd personal property; and 
to regulate and prohibit the movement or transporta-. 
tion of animals or poultry into this Commonwealth, 
or from one place to another \Vithin this Comm0in-
wealth; . 

( rl J To purchase such supplies and materials as 
may be deemed necessary; 
. ( e J To provide for the licensing of breeding ani­

mals kept for public serdce, and to prevent fraud and 
deception in the licensing of stallions kept for puLlie 
service; 

(f) To regulate the manufacture, use, and sale of 
biological products for use on domestic animals: 

(gl To make sn~h examinatim1s and tests as may 
be de.cmed necessary to determine the healthfulness 
of the domestic animals and poultry of the Common· 
wealth; 

(h) To organize and administer a service for the 
pnrpose of protecting the public against the use of 
unwholesome meat or meat food products. 

Section 1503. Plant Industry.-The Department 
of Agriculture shall have the power, and its duty shall 
be: 

(a) To inspect any nnrsery, orchard, farm, garilen. 
park, cemetery, or any 11rivate or puhlic place which 
may become infested or infected with harmful insects 
or plant disease,;; to establish and enforce quarantines; 
to issne and enforoe orders and regulations, and make 
inwsti~atiorn; for the confrol of said pests, wherever 
they may exist within the Commonwealth ; and to per­
form such other duties relating to "plants" and "plant 
proilnct!S" as may seem advisable and not contrary 
to law: · 

(h) To inRpect apiaries for diseases inimical to bees 
a.ml lwe>lweping anil e>nforce the laws relating thereto. 

RPction 1504. M:ukpts.-The Department of Agri­
cnltnr<> shall have the power, and its duty shall he: 

(a) To invPstigate the subject of markPting farm 
n1·oc111ds. incJnrling the costs of marketing, to pnh­
lish the resnlts of such investigations, and to furnish 
advice and assistance to the public with refi>rence to 
the nrnrkPting of farm products within this Common­
wN1.lth :rnd all mattPrS rPlevant thereto; 

(h) To gathPr and iliffuse timely information con· 
cPrning the snpply, dPmand, prevaiJi.ng prjcPs. and 
commpr<•ia 1 mm·pmpnt of fa rm products, including 
owintitiPs in common and cold storage; 

( c) To seen re, in the pPrf<1rniance of thP ilutieR 
hi>l'Pin prPRcrihPd, the cooperation and assistance of 
all other agencies; 
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( d) To assist and advise in the organjzation and 
condud of i1uul1c markets, of cooperacive and other 
assul:Httiom; fur impruviug mark.euug cu.udiL10us and 
activities among producers, distuuutors, and con­
sumers; 

( e) To investigate delays, embargoes, conditions, 
practices, charges, and rates in the transportation and 
storage of all farm products which appear to be det· 
rimeutal to a free, economical, and efficient marketing 
of sutl1 products; 

(f I 'l'o take such lawful steps as may be deemed 
advisable to prevent waste of perishable products: 

(g) 'fo establish standards for the g1 ading and 
other classification of farm products, as provided in 
the act, approved the nintll day of July, one thousµnd 
nine hunured _and nineteen (l'ampl11et Laws, eight 
hundred nine), entitled "An act prescribing the poweri'I 
and duties of tlle .Bureau of Markets in the Depart· 
ment of Agriculture; providing for cooperation with 
the Bureau of 8tandards of the Department or In­
ternal Affairs to establish standard receptacles for 
farm products, and to promulgate regulations for en­
fol'cement thereof; and prescribing penalties for the 
violating of provisions of this ac:t," and' in all other 
respects to enforce the provisions of said act. 

Section 1505. Foods.-The DPpartment of Agri­
culture shall have the power, and lts dutJ shall be· 

(al To enforce all the laws of the Commonwealth 
relating to the production, manufacture, transporta 
.tion, and sale of foods used for man, as well as every 
article entering into and intended for use as an ingre­
dient in the preparation of foods for man; 

(bl ·For the purpose of enforcing such laws, from· 
time to time, to purchase from wholei;;a]p or retail 
dealers i;;..implPs of any food or drink and have th<' 
same analyzed or examined, and prosecute the sale 
of adulterated, misbranded, or deld:eriom1 foods or· 
drink; 

( c) '1'o examine all cold storage war0l1011sPs, within 
the mt>aning of the laws of this Commonwealth, to 
ascertain whether they are kept in a saf!itary conrlition. 
the wholps--omenPss of the food therein, and the time 
with in which foods shall have been so kept; 

(d) To make such rules ani! r0gulatiom1 as l'llrnll 
be uer.essarv for the e.nfor2ement of the laws of this 
Commonwealth rPlating to oleomargarine, food, drink, 
and ('old storage ware1101rnes. · 

SPcti.on HJO(), Clwmistry.-The Dt>partment of Agri· 
cultnrP slrnll lrnYe the power. a.nd its rlnty F1l1all hP: 

(a) To p1irchase from wholpRale or rPh1i1 rlP:tlPrs. 
for the purpose of making chemical analyl'lPS, any 
fntifj;r,p1·A, Jim<' and lime prod11cts, fpeds, fPP<ling-Kt11tfs, 
in!'lPrticidPS, fungicidPs, paints, oilR, tul'flentine, pnttiPs, 
or materials or ingredients used in the manufacture 
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or compound of any such fertilizers, lime and lime 
products, feeds, feeding-stuffs, inse'-'.ticides, fungicides, 
paints, oils, turpentine, or putties, and to make ex­
aminations ~nd analyses thereof whenever the Secre­
tary of Agriculture shall deem advisable; 

( b) To keep correct records of all analy:,:0s made 
of each of the commodities received. 

Section 1507. Statistics.-The Department of Agri­
culture shall have the power, and its duty shall be, to 
collect, tabulate, and publish monthly crop and live 
stock reports, and such other 1nformation, from time 
to time, pertaining to the agricultural industries: and 
interests of the ·State, and such bulJetins and reports 
as may be deemed advisable. 

Section 1508. Quarantines.-The Department of 
· Agriculture shall have the powC'r to establish general 
quarantines relating to diseases of animals or plants 
and their products, and to make all nC'edful rules and 
regulations for the enforcement of the laws relating 
to animals and plants or the products thereof. 

When a general quarantine relating to plants or 
their products has been declared, or rules and regula­
tions for the enforcement of the laws relating to ani­
mals or plant.<> or their produ~ts have been adopted, 
such quarantine or rules and. regulations shall be en­
forced by the officers or agents of the department; 
and, for the purpose of enforcing such quarantines, 
rules, and regulations, such officers and agents shall 
have and possess all the po,wers of the department, in­
cluding the powers formerly by law vested in the State· 
J,frestock Sanitary Board arnl the Economic Zoologist. 
. Section 1509. State Fair Cornmission.-Subject to 
any inconsistent provisions in this act contained, the 
State Fair Commission shall ha,'e the power: 

(al To continue to exercise the powers by law vest­
ed in and imposed upon the said commission; 

( b) To formulate plans for the establishment, or­
ganfaation, conduct, and management of an annual 
State fair to embrace exhibits of all agricultural, in­
dustrial, and artistic products of the Commonwealth, 
including exhibits of all classes of farm products, em­
bracing live stock, dairying, horticulture, all classes of 
manufactures, industries, mining, mechanics and do­
meRtic arts, and Rnch other exhibits as will bC'st ad­
vance the interests of agriculture and the other in­
dustrles of the Commomyealth: 

( c) To examine sites, and, if possible, to SC'cnre a 
donation of a proper and convenient site for the an· 
nual State fair, and to exam1ne sites for purchase by 
the Commonwealth for the purpose of the State fair, 
and for this purpose to secure options; 

( d) To prepare plans for exhibits, together witl1 
their equipment, and formulate plans for advertising, 
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management, and exhibits, and generally to do and 
undertake all work necessary and appropriate for the 
establishment, maintenance, and operation of an an­
nual State fair. 

ARTICLE XVI. 

POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE DEPARTMENT 
OF FOR.ESTS AND W A'fERS, ITS OFFICERS, 
AND DEPART MENTAL ADMINISTRATIVE 
AND ADVISORY BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS. 

Section 1"01. Powcri:; and Duties in Genel'al.-'l'he 
Department of Fore~ts and ·watrrs shall, su\ljrct to 
any inconsistent provisions in this act contained, cou­
tinue to exercise the powers arnl perfOl'.lll the duties 
by law vested 1n and imposed upon the Department 
of Forestry, the various bureaus and officers thereof, 
including the Bureau of Forest Protection, the Com­
missioner of Forestl'y, and the State FOTest Commis­
sion. It shall also exe:ridse the powers and perform 
the duties heretofore exercised and pe1·formed by the 
Bureau of Topographic and Geological Survey in the 
Department of I,nternal Affairs, and such other powers 
and duties as are Yest.eel in and imposed upon the De­
partment of Forests and vVaters by this act. 

Section 1602. Forests-Powers and · Duties.-The 
Department of Forests and ·waters shall have the 
power, and its duty shal1 he: 

(a) With the approval of the State Forest Commis­
sion, to acquire, in the name of the Commonwealth, by 
purchase, gift, or condemnation, and hold as State 
forests, subject to such rm;ervations, if any, of mineral 
rights, stumpage rights_, rights of way, or other en­
cumbrances, as the department and the State Forest 
Commission deem fo be consistent ''ith sn~h holding, 
any lm1ds "·hich, .in the judgment of the departnwnt, 
the Commonwealth should hold, manage, control, pro­
tect, maintain, utilize, and regulate as Stn.te forel'lts: 
Provided, 'l'hat the purchase price of any such lands 
,;hall not exceed ten dollars per acre, and that the 
amount expended for the acquil'lition of lands for Sta~e 
forest purposes in any biennial appropriation period 
shall ,not exceed the appropriation for that purposP 
for such period; 

(b) To purchase and hold as State forests unseated, 
vacant, or unappropriated lands, lands advPrfo:wd for 
sale for taxes, and land sold for taxes, as may now or 
hereafter be provided by law; 

( c) To hold, manage, control, protect, maintaLn. 
utilize, drvelop, and regulate the qccupancy anrl use of 
all hinds heretofore or hrrrafter acquired, owned, and 
maintained as State forests, together with the resourcelil 
thereof; 
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( d) To divide the State into such convenient forest 
umLncts as it deell1s economical and effective to admin­
ister, protect, develop, utilize, and regulate the occu­
pan ~y and use of the lands and resources of the State 
forests, to protect all forest land in the State from 
forest fires, fungi, insects, and other enemies, to pro­
mote and develop forestry and knowledge of forestry 
througllout the State, to advise and assist landowners 
in the plant:Lng of forest and shade trees, to obtain 
}1nd publish information respecting forest lands and 
forei:;try in the State, to assist in Arbor Day wo1 k. and 
promote and advance any other activity in local for­
estry which the department may deem helpful to tlle 
puulic interest, and to execute the rules and regula­
tions of the departme.nt for the protection of forests 
from fire and depredation. It ma;\' ahio assign dis­
trict foresters to take active charge of such forest dis­
tri~ts, and also foresters, forest rangers, and other help 
for the administration of such forl'St districts. as the 
Secretary of Ji' ores ts and Waters may deem nece:;:sary 
for the accomplishment, throughout the State, of the 
purposes for which the department is established; 

( e) To cooperate with the authorities of tow·nships, 
boroughs, and cities of this Uommonwealth in the ac­
quisition and administration of municipal forests, as 
may now or hereaftPr be provided by law; 

(f) With the advice of the State Forest Commis­
,;ion, to establish such rules and regulations, ,not in­
consistent with law, for the control, management, pro­
tection, utilizati0n. development, o:~cupancy, and use 
of the lands and resources of the State forests as the 
department deems prope1· to conserve the interests of 
the Commonwealth. Such rules and regulations shaH 
be compatible with the purposes for which the State 
forests are created, namely, to provide a continuous 
supply of timber, lumber, wood, and other forest proil­
ncts, to protect the watersheds, conserve the watPrs 
and regulate the flow of rivers and streams of the 
State, and to furnish opportunities for healthful rec­
reation to the public. 

The net receipts al'ising out of the O·~cupancy and nse 
of the Stat"' forests herenmlpr shall lw paid into the 
State Treasury, and shall belong to and fovm part of 
the State School Fund; 

(g) Whenever it shall appear that the welfare of 
the Commonwealth, with reference to rPforesting and 
the betterment of the State forests, with respect to 
control, managPrnent, protertion, utilization, dPvelop 
ment. and regnlation of tl1Pir occupancy a.I1d use, will 
~ advancpd _by _selling or disposing of any of the tim­
hPr on the State forests, to dispose of Rnch timh~r on 
terms most advantagPous to the State: Provided, 'l'liat 
the department is authorized and directPd to set aside, 
within the State forests, unusual or historical groves 
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of trees or natural features especially worthy of per­
manent pre::iervation, to make tile same a~cessilJle and 
convenient for pulJlic use, and to dedicate them in 
perpetuity to the people of the State for their recrea­
tion and enjoyment. And the said department is here­
hy empowered, with the advice of the State Forest Com­
mission, to make and execute contracts or leases. in

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Section 1606. Parks.-The Department of Forests 
and Waters shall have the power, and its duty shall 
be:

\Vashington Crossing Park, and Valley Forge Park;

Advisorv Park Commissions.-The 
several advisory park com"missions, by this act created 
in the Department of Forests and Waters. shall havP.

they, respectively, have jurisdiction, and to make rec· 
ommendations and render advice to the department 
with reference to the conduct, improvement, and 
maintenance of such parks.

sons have committed, are committing, or are ::iho11t 
to commit, any offense or offenses against any of the 
laws, now enacted or hereafter to be enacted, for the 
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protection of forests and timber lands. Such officers 
shall likewise be vested with similar powers of arrest 
i,n the case of offenses against the laws or rules and 
regulations, enacted or established or· to be enacted 
or established, for the protection of the State forests 
or for the protection of the fish and game contained 
therein: Provided, That the above-mentioned rules 
and regulations shall have been previously conspicu­
ously posted upon the State forests. Said officers 
shall further be empower.ed, and it shall be their duty, 
immediately upon any such arrest, to take and con­
vey the offender or offenders before a justice of the 
peace or other magistrate having jurisdiction for hear­
ing and trial or other due process of law: Provided 
further, That this act shall extend only to the cmie of 
offenses committed upon the State forests and lands 
adjacent thereto ; and the pcwers herein conferred 
upon said officers shall not be exercised beyond the 
limits thereof, except 'Yhere necessary for the purposes 
of pursuing and arresting such offenders or of convey­
ing them into the proper legal custody for punish­
ment as aforesaid. 

Section 1617. Powers of Chief Forest Fire War­
den.-The Chi Pf :Forest Fire Warden shall, subject to 
the approval of the Secretary of Forests and Waters. 
have the power, and his duty 1shall be: 

(a) To take such measures for the prevention, con­
trol, and extinction of forest fires as will assure a 
reasonable protection from fire to woodlots, forest, and 
wild land, within the Commonwealth; 

(b) To supervise and manage the forest fire war· 
dens throughout the Commonwealth and, when neces­
sary, to appoint persons who shall serve, without com­
pensation, as special or as ex-officio fire wardens. Such 
special or ex-officio fire wardens shall have the same 
powers as local forest fire wardens, but their duties 
may be changed or extended by the chief forest fire 
warden. Any special or ex-officio forest fire warden, 
appointed as herein provided, shall be entitled to re­
ceive the necessary expenses incurred by him i,n the 
performance of his duties as fire warden; 

( c) To report to the Secretary of Forests; ant: 
Waters, at such times as the secretary shall require, 
covering all phases of the work done under his direc­
tion; 

( d) To collect, with the assistance of the fire war-
. dens under his supervision, data as to location, area, 
and fire hazards of woodlots, forest, and wild lands, 
within the State, as to forest fires and losses result­
ing therefrom, and such other data as he may desire 
to present to thc> department or to the public; 

( e) To plan and to put into operation and main­
tain a system of fire towers a,nd observation stations

which shall cover the regions subject to forest fires, 
· and to purC'llasc the necessary materials and equip­

ment and hire the necessary labor therefor; 
(fJ During dry seasons, whenever necessary, to ap­

point certain forest fire wardens as patrolmen for 
regions subject to great fire risk; 

(g) To enter into agreements with persons, as­
sociations, or corporations, upon satisfactory terms, 
for forest fire prevention or control; 

(h) To conduct educational work in relation to 
the protection of forests from fire ; 

(i) 'l'o appl'ove and transmit to the Secretary of 
Forests and Vfaters all correct bills for expenses in­
curred by him or under his supervision; 

(j) To declare a public nuisance any property 
which, by reason of its condition or operation, is a 
special forest fire hazard and as such endangers other 
property or human life. He shall notify che owner of 
the property or the person responsible for the condi­
tion declared a public nuisa,nce and advise him of the 
abatement of such public nuisance. In case of a rail­
road, sueh notice shall be served upon· the superintend­
ent of the division upon which the nuisance exism; 

(k) To collect and arrange information concerning 
violation of laws relating to the protection of forests 
from fire and present the same to the Secretary of 
Forests and Waters, who shall file it with the Depart­
ment of Justice for legal action; 

(1) To issue to persons appointeil forest fire war­
dens certificates of appointment and, when deemed 
advisable, to issue badges to such per!'ons. 

Section 1618. Powers of District Forest Fire War­
dens.-Each district fire warden shall have the power, 
and his duty shall be: 

(a) To establish headquarters at some advaillta 
geous place within his district; 

(b) To act as the field representative of the Chief 
Forest Fire Warden; 

( c) To collect and forward to the Chief Forest. 
Fire ·warden such data within his district as may be 
reqnired by the Chief Forest Fire WardPn; 

(d) To make recommendliiions to the Chief Forest 
Fire Warden for the apr<>rntment oi local fire wardens, 
the location of towers. tlte employment of patrolmen, 
the region to be patrolled, and such otlier matters as 
may come to his attention which would tend to im1-
prove the protective system; 

( e) To arrangr for annual meeti.ngs of fire wardens 
within 11is district for instruction in forest fire matters; 

If) To report to the Chief Forest Pire ·warden con" 
ditions existing within his district which are or may 
become forest fire hazards, and to serve notices for the 
correction or removal of snch conditions, after and 
when issued by the "Chief Forest Fire Warden; 
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(g) TG receive, audit, and, if correct, approve the 
i•eports and accounts of the local fire wardens, before 
submitting them to the Chief Forest Fire Warden ; 

(h) To act as an inspector of the work of the local 
fire wardens and render assistance to them; 

(i) To conduct educational work and develop co­
operation between local agencies and the Department 
of Forests and Waters for the prevention and suppres1-
sion of forest fires; 

(j) To perform such other duties as may be assign­
ed to him by the Secretary of Forests and Waters and 
the Cliief Forest Fire Warden. 

Section 1619. Powers of Local Forest Fire War­
dens.-It shall be the duty of each local forest fire 
"'arden: 

(a) Whenever fire is discovered in or approaching 
woodlots, forests, or wild lands, whether the same be 
owned by individual~, corporations, or by the Common­
wealth, immediately to take such mQasures as are 
necessary to extinguish the fire; 

(b) Whenever fires have been combated or extin­
guished, to prepare a correct statement of expenses. 
upon forms to be furnished by the department, which 
must be filed with the district forest fire warden and by 
him forwarded to the Chief Forest Fire Warden with­
Ln sixty days of the date of the fire; 

( c) Promptly to investigate the cause of each fire 
which comes to his knov.-Jedge, collect such evidence 
as may be discovered relating thereto, a,nd such other 
facts as he may be directed, and report the same to 
the Chief Forest Fire "\Varden ; 

(cl) To attend an annual meeting of forest fire war­
drns in his district when notified, or present a reason­
able excuse ; 

(e) When designated as a patrolman or watchman, 
to perform such duties as may be assigned him by the 
Chief Forest Fire Warden or by the district forest 
fire warden. 

Section 1G20. Powers of all Forest Fire "\Vardens.­
Every forest fire warden appointed asi provided in this 
act shall have the power: 

(a) To employ such other persons as, in his judg­
ment, may be necessary to render aS§istance in extin­
guishi·ng forest fires\ and to compel the attendance of 
persons and to require their assistance in the extin­
guishing of forest fires; 

(b) To administer an oath or affirmation in order 
to examine any person who, he believes, knows facts 
relating to any forest fire, or who claims compensa­
tion for services rendered; 

(c) To enter upon any land at any time for the 
purpose of performi.n_g duties in accordance with this 
act; 
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( d) To arrest on view, without first procuring a 
warrant, any person detected by him in the act of com­
mitting an offense against any of the laws for the pro­
tection of forests, woodlots, or wild la,nds, or when 
he shall have a reasonable suspicion that any person 
is committing or about to commit some sruch offense. 
Such forest warden shall have further power to take 
the offender before a justice of the peace, magistrate, 
or other officer having jurisdiction for hearing, trial, 
or other due process of law; 

( e) To exel'cise the foregoi.ng powers not only in 
the jurisdiction for or witllin which he may have 
been appointed, but also in adjacent or other boroughs, 
townships, or counties. 

ARTICLE XVII. 

POWERS AND DU'rIES OF THE DEPARTMENT 
OE' LABOR AND INDUSTRY AND ITS DEPART­
MEN'l'AL ADMINISTRATIVE AND ADVISORY 
BOARDS. 

Section 1701. Powers and Duties in General.-The 
Department of Labor and Industry shall, subject to 
any inconsistent provisions in this act contained, con­
tinue to exercise the powers and perform the duties by 
law vested in and imposed upon the said department, 
the several bureaus and divisions thereof, and the 
Industrial Board. It shall also exercise such addi­
tional powers and perform such additional duties as 
are vested in and imposed upon it by this ::i-ct. 

Section 1702. Inspection and Administration.­
The Department of Labor ancl Industry shall have the 
power, and its duty shall be: 

(a) To inspect, during reasonable hours and as 
often as practicable, every room, build:i,ng, or place, 
within this Commonwealth, where and when any labor 
is being performed which is affected by the provisions 
of any law of this Commonwealth, and all buildings 
in which public assemblies are held, and for this pur­
pose to enter any such room, building, or place; 

(b) To receive and examine plans for all buildings 
more than two stories high and all places of assembly 
outside of cities of the first and second classes and to 
approve the sa:me, as may now or hereafter be pro­
vided by law; 

( c) To receive and check plans for elevator in­
stallations outside of cities of the first and second 
classes, and to issue permits for the erection and re­
pair of elevators, as may now or hereafter be provided 
bv law; 
· ( d) To :file reports of inspection of elevators re­

ceived from :i,nspectors employed by the department or 
from inspectors holding certificates of competency is­
sued by the department; · 
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1.e) To inspelt boilers, and to receive and check 
reports of in1:1pection of boilers made by inspectors 
holding certiticates of competency issued by the de­
partment; 

(fJ 'l'o issue licenses, after examination, to motion 
picture projectionists and apprentices, as ma;y now or 
hereafter be provided by law ; 

{g) To receive reports of industrial accidents to 
persons, and to direct the investigation of such ac­
cidents and prescribe means for the prevention of 
similar accidents; 

(hJ 'l'o issue orders for removing or safeguarding 
against hazards that may cause ac.cidents to ernpluyes, 
as m·ay now or hereafter be provided by law. 

Section 1703. Investigatiuns.-'l'he Department of 
J ... abor and Industry shall have the power to make 
investigations and surveys upon any subject within 
the jmi~cliction of the department, either upon its own 
initiative or upon the request of the Industrial ~oard. 
~ection 1704. ~tatistics.-'l'he Depa1·tment of La­

bor a-nd Industry shall have the power to collect, com­
pile, and publish statistics relating to labor and in­
dustry, to organizations of empluyes, and to organ­
izations of employers. 

Section 1705. Rules and Regulations.-Subject to 
approval by the Industrial Board, the Department of 
Labor and Industry shall have the power to make rules 
and regulations for carrying into effect the laws reg­
ulating the labor of persons within this Uommonwealth, 
and the construction, ventilation, and equipment of 
the rocms. buildings, or places where such labor is 
performed or where public assemblies are held, and to 
enforce all such rules and regulations. 

Section 1706. Mediation anrl Arbitration.-The 
Department of Labor and Industry shall have the 
power, and its duty shall bf', whenever a difference 
arises between an employer and his employes with re­
gard to wages, hours, or conditions of employment, to 
send a representative of the department promptly to 
the localit:v in which such difference exists and en­
deavor, by· mediation, to dl'ect an :IJmicable settlement 
of the controversy. If such settlement cannot be 
effected and the dispute is submitted for arbitration, 
the department, in the event of the failure of repre­
sentatives of employer and employes to name an im­
partial chairman of the board of arbitration, shall 
seled such chairman to act as such third member. 

Section 1707. Women and Children.-'rhe Depart­
ment of Labor and Industry shall have the power, and 
its duty shall be: 

(a) To make studies and investigations of the r-;pe 
cial problems connected with the labor of women and 
children; 
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(b) To create the necessary organization and to 
appoint an adequate number of inspPc1,nrs to enforce 
the laws, and rules and regulations of the department, 
l'Pl::tting to tlw work of women and children. 

Section 1708. Workmen's Compensation.-The De 
partment of Lahor and Industry shall have the power, 
and its duty shall be: 

(a) To administer and enforce the l:nvs of this 
Commonwealth, as now existing or hereafter enacfod, 
relating to workmen's compensation: Provided, how· 
eyer; That the Workmen's Compensation Board and 
the Workmen's Compensation Referees shall perfor'ill 
tlwir respective duties independently of the Secretary 
of Labor and Industry or any other official of the de­
partment, except that all clerical, stenographic, and 
other assistance, required by the Workmen's Compen­
sation Board and the several Workmen's Compensa­
tion Referees, shall be appointed by the department 
as provifled in this act; 

(b) To receive and classify rPportA of a11 accii!PntA, 
and to receive and approve or disapprove agrePments 
ancl r<><'einti;: in workmen's compensation cases, as pro­
vided by law; 

( c) 'fo follow up all cases in which workm1m's com· 
pem;ation agreements shall have bPPn filPd and sPe that 
such agrePments are fulfilled in accorrlance with thC' 
provisions thereof and the laws of this Commonwenlth; 

( d) To advise injured workmen of their rights 
nndPr the workmen's compensation laws; 

( e) To receive and refer to the W orkmPn's Com­
pensation Board claims in contested cases and mail 
dPriAions of the Workmen's· Compensation Board and 
of Workmen's Compensation Referees, in all contested 
cases, to claimfmts and defendnnts: 

(f) To render to the Workmen's Compensation 
Board an:v reasonahlP assii;:ta.nce requested by the 
board in the conduct of its :work; 

(g) To prepare and issue to the Auditor 0Pneral 
cPrtificates or requisitions for the pa;vmP.nt of work­
men's compensation to injured employes of the Com­
monwealth. 

80ction 1709. Rt>hahilitation.-The Department of 
I.~,hor and Tndu!'ltry Rhall have tlw power: 

(a) To render aid to persons injured in inilnstrial 
pursuits, to arrange for medical treatment for such 
persons, and procure artificial limbs a;nd appliances 
to enablP th Pm to Pngage in remunPrative occupations; 

(b) To make surveys to ascertain the numhPr and 
pondition of physically handicapped persons within the 
Common wealth; 

( c) To cooperate with the Department of Public 
Jn~,trnction in· arranging for training courses in the 
public schools or other educational institutions for 
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persons injured in indnstrinl pursuits and to arrange 
for such courses in industrial or agricultural establish­
ments; and 

(d) To such extent as the department shall have 
funds an1ilahle for the p11rpose. to pNvide mainte­
nance for such injnreil persons, dnring snch training. 
in such amounts as may be provided by law. 

Sertion 1710. Employment aind Uneinplo,vment.­
'T'he Department of Labor and Industry shall have the 
power: 

(a) To endeavor to bring together employers seek­
ing employes anrl applicants for employment; 

(b) To supervise all public and private employ­
ment agencies ; 

( c) To report on the extent of unemployment, the 
remedy therefor, and the means for the prevention 
thereof; 

( d) To establish employment offic<'s or labor ex­
changes at convenient places throughout the Common­
wealth; 

( e) To promote the intelligent distribution of 
labor, and, when necessary, to assist in securing trans­

.portntion for emriloyes desiring to go to place8 where 
work is available. 

Section 1711. State Workmen's Insurance Board.­
Rubject to any inconsistent provisions in this act con 
tained, the State "\Vorkmen's Insurance Board shall 
continue to exnrise th0 powc>rs and iwrform the duties 
by law vested in anil imposed upon the said board. 

Sc>ction 1712. ·workmen's Compensation Board.­
Subject to any inconsistPnt provisions in this act con­
tained, the Workmen's Compensation Board shall con­
timrn to exncise the powers and perform .the duties 
by Jaw vested in aind imposed upon the said board. 

8Prtion 17rn. 'VorkmPn'R CompPnRation Referees.­
R11hject to any inconsistent provisions in this ad con­
tai·nf'd, each Workmen's Compensation Refpree shall 
have the powPr and his duty Rhall be to hPar such 
cJaims for compPnsation as shall be assigned to him 
hy the Workmen's CompenRation Board, anrl to per­
form surh other d11ties as shall be required of llim by 
the Workmen's Compensation Board or imposed up­
on him by law. 

Section 1714. Industrial Board.-The Industrial 
Board created by this act shall have the power, and 
its duty shall be: 

(a) To meet at least once each month for the pur­
pose of considering such matters as. are brought be­
fore it or the secretary shall request; 

(b) To hold hearings with reference to the appli· 
cation, by the department, of the laws affecting labor, 
npon appeal either of employes or employers or of the 
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public, and after such hearings to make recommenda­
tions to the department; 

( c) To approve or disapprove the rules and regula­
tions established by the Department of Labor and In­
dustry, and to make suggestions to the department for 
the formulation of such rules and regulations; 

( d) To consider, studs, and investigate the con­
duct of the work of the Department of Labor and In­
dustry. For this purpose the board shall have access 
at any time to all books, papers, documents, and rec­
ords pt•rtaining to or belonging to the Department, and 
may require oral or written information from any 
officer or employe th<>rcof. -

ARTICLE XVIII. 

POWBRS AND DUTIES OF THE DEPARTMENT 
OF HEAL'l'H AND ITS DEl'ARTMENTAJ, AD­
MINISTRATIVE AND ADVISORY BOARDS. 

Section 1801. Powers and Duties in General.-The 
Departnrne.nt of Health shall, subject to any inconsist­
ent provisions in this act contained, continue to ex­
ercise the powers and perform the duties by law vested 
kl and imposed upon the said Department of Health, 
the bureaus thereof, and the Conuuissioner of Health. 
1 t shall also exerdse such additional powers and per­
form1 such additional duties as are vested in and im­
posed upon it by law. 

Section 1802. General Health Administration.­
The Department of Health shall have the power, and 
its dnty shall be: 

(a) To protect the health of the people of this Com­
monwealth, and to determine and employ the most 
effident and practical meains for the prevention and 
suppression of disease; 

( b) To purchase such medicines, medical and sur­
gical supplies, and materials as may be necessary to 
carry on the work of the department; 

( c) To cause examination to be marle of ·nuisances 
or questions affecting the security of life and health 
in any locality, and for that purpose, without fee or 
hinrlrance, to enter, examine, and survey all grounds, 
vehicles, apartments, buildings, and places within the 
Commonwealth; and all persons authorized by the de­
partment to enter, examine, and survey such· grounds, 
vehicles, apartmenh1, buildings, and places shall have 
the powers and authority conferred by law upon 
constables; 

( d) To order nuisances, detrimental to the public 
health or the causes of disease and mortality, to be 
abated and removed, and to. enforce quarantine regu­
lations; 

( e) If tne owp~r or occupant of an;v :premiser:i, 
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whereon any nuisance detrimental to the public healtb 
exists, fails to comply with a.ny order of the tlepart­
ment for the abatement or removal thereof, to enter 
upon the premises to which such order relates and 
abate or remove such illUisance, as may now or here­
after be provided by law; 

(f) For the purpose of collecting or recovering the 
expense of the abatement or removal of a nuisance, 
to file a claim or maintain an action, in such manner 
as may now or hereafter be provided by law, against 
the owner or occupant of the premises upon or from 
which such nuisaince shall have ,been abated or removed 
by the department; 

(g) To revoke or modify any order, regulation, 
by-law, or ordinance of a local board of health con­
cerning a matter which, in the judgment of the depart­
ment, affects the public health beyond the territory 
over which such local board has jurisdiction; 

(h) To promulgate its rules and regulations by 
sending printed copies thereof to all local boards of 
health, school boards, or clerks of councils of cities 
and boroughs and by printing the same once in at least 
one daily newspaper of Philadelphia and Pittsburgh, 
and to print in circular form such rules and regula­
tions and give copies thereof to any person request1ng 
the same; and 

(i) Whenever, in the opinion of the department, 
conditions exist in any borough or any township of 
the first class within the Oommonwealth, which con· 
-;;titute a nwnace to the lives and health of the people 
living outside the corporate limits of such borough or 
towrrnhip, or after it be known to the department that 
any borough or any township of the first class is with­
out an existing or efficient board of health, to enter 
and take full charge of and administer the health laws, 
regulations, and ordinances of, such borough or town­
ship~ a12_d to cont1nue in charge thereof until the depart­
ment shall deieide that a competent and efficient board 
of henlth has been appointrd and qnalified for snch bor­
ough or township, and is ready, able, and willi.ng to as­
F:ume and carry into effe~t the duties imposed upon it 
by law, and to collect all expenses incurred by the de­
partment in performing its duties hereunder, as may 
now or h~reafter be provided by law; 

( j) To prescribe standard requirements for the con­
duct of the mrdical inspection of the pupils of the pub­
lic 8Chools throughout the Commonwealth, and to ap­
point medical inspectors to make such school inspec· 
tions, as may now or hereafter be provided by law. 

Srction 1803. Housing.-The Department of Health 
shall have the power, and its duty shall be, to investi­
gate the sanitary condition of tenements, lodging and 
boarding houses1 and1 when the same are found to be 
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a meuace to those occupyiug the same or employed 
therein or to be overcrowded, to condemn the lilame, 
iu such manner and subject to such limitations as may 
now or hereafter be provided by law, and to notify the 
owners or agents thereof in writing, setting forth the 
unsanitary or overcrowded condition thereof, specify­
ing the changes or alterations which shall be made 
thel·eto for the purpose of relieving such condition, 
and further specifying the t1nie within which such 
changes or alterations shall be completed or overcrowd­
ing relieved: Provided, That in making inspections 
as authorized by this section the Department of Health 
shall cooperate with the Department of Labor and In­
dustry for the purpose of avoiding any duplication of 
inspection or overlapping of functions. 

For the purpose of mak1ng investigations author­
ized by this section, the officers and agents of the de· 
partment shall at all times have the right of ingress 
into all tenement, lodging, and boarding houses. 

Section 1804. Vital :::;tatistics.-The Department 
of Health shall have the power, and its duty shall be: 

(a) To obtain, collect, compile, and preserve all 
statistics of •marriages, deaths, diseases, of praictition­
ers of medicine and surgery, of midwives, nurses, and 
uudertakers, and of all professions whose occupation 
is deemed to be of importance in obtaining a complete 
registration of births, deaths, marriages, and diseases, 
or other vital statistics. 

( b) To prepare the necessary methods, forms, and 
blanks for obta.1ning and preserving records of regis­
tration of births, deaths, marriages, and diseases, and 
to insure the faithful registration of the saine in the 
townships, boroughs, cities, and counties of the State 
and in the department; 

( c) To see that the laws requiring the registration 
of births, deaths, marriages, and diseases are uniform­
ly and thoroughly enforced throughout the State, and 
prompt returns of such registrations made to the de­
partment; 

(d) With the advice and concurrence of the Ad­
visory Health Board, to make appropriate regulations 
for the thorough organization and efficiency of the 
registration of the vital statistics throughout the 
Commonwealth, and to enforce such regulations; 

( e) To issue marriage, birth, and death certificates, 
and such burial or removal permits as may inow or 
hereafter be provided by law; 

(f) To e;;;tablish such districts for the registration 
of vital statistics, and appoint such registrars, depu­
ties, and sub-registrars as may be necessary properly 
to obtain, collect, compile, and preserve the statistics 
which the department is required to o:btain, collect, 
compile, and preserve. All local registrars, deputies, 
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and sub-registrars, appointed under this section, shall 
perform such uuties as shail ~e required of them Lly 
the department, arn.J. shall receive such corn]Jensation 
as may now or hereafter I.le tixed by law. 

~ection 1805. Health lJisuicts a.nd Oflicers.-1'lle 
Department of Health shall have the power, in order 
to enal.lle it more efficiently to manage the sanitary 
affairs of the Uommonwealth, to apportion the Uom­
monwealth into such nurnl.ler of health districts as 
the depai'tment, with the approval of the Uove.rnor, 
shall decide, and in each district to appoint a health 
officer who shall, under the direction of the depart­
ment, have supervision and control of the sanitary 
affafrs of the district. 

~ectlon 18UG. Qua.rantines.-The Department of 
Health shall have the power, and its duty shall I.le: 

(a) With the approval and concurrence of the Ad­
visory Health Board, to declare certain diseases to be 
communical>le in addition to those .by law declared 
so to be, and to estal>lish such regulations for the pre­
vention of the spread of such diseases as the depa.rt­
me11t and tile Advisory Health Hoa.rd shall deem nec­
essary and appropriate; 

( Ll) To establish and enforce q ua.rantines in such 
manner, for such period, and with such powers, as may 
,now or hereafter be provided by law, to prevent the 
spread of diseases declared by law or by the depart­
ment to be communicable diseases; 

(c) To administer and enfor.ce the laws of this 
Commonwealth with regard to vaccination and other 
means of preventing the spread of commu.nicable 
diseases; 

Section 1807. Tuberculosis Sanatoria.-The De, 
partment of Health shall have the power, and its duty 
shall be: 

(a) To maintain sanatoria or colonies for the re­
ception and treatment of indigent persons affected 
with tuberculosis, and for that purpose to acquire prop­
erty, erect buildings, equip the same, and do all other 
things necessary to ac1complish such work, as may now 
or hereafter be provided by law; 

(b) To approve or disapprove plans and specifica­
tions for county hospitals or sanatoria erected for the 
treatment therein of indigent persons suffering from 
tuberculosis, as may now or hereafter be provided by 
law. 

Section 1808. Narcotic Drugs.-The Department 
of Health shall have the power, and its duty shall be, 
to supervise the enforcement of and administer the 
act, approved the eleventh day of July, one thousand 
nine hundred and seventeen (Pamphlet Laws, seven 
hundred and fifty-eight), entitled "An act for the pro­
tection of the public health by regulating the posses-
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sion, control, dealing in, giving away, delivery, dispens­
ing, administering, prescribing, and use of certain 
drugs, and keeping records thereof; by regulating the 
use of drugs in the treatment of the drug habit; by 
providing for the revocation and suspension of li­
censes of physicians, dentists, veterinarians, pharma­
cists, dru,ggists, and registered .nurses for certain 
causes, and l,.ly proyiding for the enforcement of this 
act, and penalties." 

Section 1809. Water Pollution.-The Department 
of Health shall have the power, and its duty shall be: 

(a) To act as the enforcement agent for the Sani­
tary Water Board created by this act. 1'he nepart­
ment shall make such inspections, conduct such in­
vestigations, and do such other acts as the Sanitary 
Water Board shall, from time to time, direct; but the 
department sihall, in the exercise of its powers and 
the performance of its duties hereThllder, be subject at 
all times to the rules and regulations, orders, and di­
rections of the Sanitary ·water Board: Provided, how­
ever, That between sessions of the board, the depart­
ment shall have the power to issue such orders and 
take such action, within the powers of the board, as 
the circumsta,nceR may rcqnire; .but any order so is­
sued and any action so taken may be rescinded or re­
voked by the board at its next session; 

(b) To issue water workls permits and stipulate 
therein the conditions under which water may be sup­
plied to the public, and to administer sections one, 
two, and three of the act, approved the twenty-second 
day of April, one thousand nine hundred and five 
(Pamphlet Laws, two hundred sixty), entitled "An 
act to preserve the purity of the waters of the State 
for the protection of the public health." 

Section 1810. Sanitary Water Board.-Subject 
to any inconsistent provisions in this a.ct contained, 
the Sanitary Water Board shall have the power, and 
its duty shall be: 

(a) To exercise all the powers and perform all the 
duties vested in and imposed upon the Commissioner 
of Health, the Governor, and the Attorney General, or 
any of them, by sections four and five, and sections 
seven to eleven, inclusive, of the act, approved the 
twenty-second day of April, one thousand nine hun­
dred and five (Pamphlet Laws, two hundred and sixty), 
entitled "An act to preserve ihe purity of the waters 
of the State, for the protection of the public health," 
which readSI as follows: 

"Section 4. No person, corporation, or municipal­
ity shall place, or permit to be placed, or discharge, 
or permit to flow into any of the waters of the State, 
any sewage, except as hereinafter provided. But this 
act shall not apply to waters pumped or flowing from 
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coal illlines or tanneries, nor prevent the discharge of 
sewage from any public sewer system, owned and 
maintained by a mUillicipality, provided such sewer 
system was in operation and was discharging sewage 
into any of the waters of the State at the time of the 
passage of this act . .But this exception shall not permit 
the discharge of sewage from a sewer system which 
shall be extended subsequent to the passage of this act. 

"..l!'or the purpose of this act, sewage shall be de lined 
as any substance that contains any of the waste 
products, or excrementitious or other discharges from 
the bodies of hll!WU.U beings or animals. 

"l::!ection 5. Upon application duly made to the 
Commissioner of Health by the pul>lic authorities 
having by law the charge of the sewer system of any 
municipality, the Uovernor of the l::!tate, the Attorney 
General, and the Commissioner of Health shall con· 
sider the case of such a sewer system, otherwise pro­
hibited by this act from discharging sewage into any 
of the waters of the State, and, whenever it is their 
unanimous opinion that the general interests of the 
public health would be subserved thereby, the Cowmis­
sioner of Health may issue a permit for. the discharge 
of sewage from any such sewer system into any of the 
waters of the State, and may stipulate in the permit 
the conditions on which such discharge may be per­
mitted. l::!uch permit, before being operative, shall be 
reeorded in the oftlce of the recorder of deeds fur the 
county wherein the outlet of the said sewer system 
is located. Every such permit for the discharge of 
sewage from a sewer system shall be revo·cable, or 
subject to modification and change, by the Commis­
sioner of Health, on due notice, after an investigation 
and hearing, and an opportunity for all interested 
therein to be heard thereon, being served on the publk 
authorities of the municipality owning, maintaining, 
or using the sewage system. The length of time, after 
receipt of the notice, within which the discharge of 
sewage shall be discontinued may be stated in the per­
mit, but in no case shall it be less than one year or 
exceed two yeara, and if the length of time is not 
Elpecified in the permit it shall be one year. (Jn the 
expiration of the period of time pre~cribed, after. the 
service of a notice of revocation, modification or 
change, from the Commissioner of Health, the right to 
discharge sewage into any of the waters of the State 
shall cease and terminate; and tlie prohibition of this 
act against such disieharge shall be 1n full force as 
though no permit had been granted, but a new permit 
ma.v thereafter again be granted, as hereinbefore pro­
vided." 

"Section 7. 'l'he penalty for the discharge of sew­
age from any public sewer system into any of the 
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wat~s of the State, without a duly issued permit, in 
any case in which a permit is required by this act, 
sliall be five hundred dollars, and a further penalty 
of fifty dollars per day for each day the o!Iense is 
maintained, recoverable by the Uommonwealth, at the 
suit of the Commissioner of Health, as debts of like 
amount are recoverable by law. The penalty for the 
discharge of sewage from any puiJlic sewer system into 
any of the waters of the 8tate, without filing a report, 
in any case 1n which a report is required to be filed, 
shall be fifty dollars, recoverable .by a like suit. 

"8ection 8. All individuals, private corporations, 
and companies that, at the time of the passage of this 
act, m·e discharging sewage into any of the waters 
of the 8tate may continue to discharge such sewage, 
unless, in the opinion of the Commissioner of Health, 
tile discharge of such sewage may become injurious to 
the public 1walth. lf at any time the Commissioner 
of Health considers that the discharge of such st>wage 
into any of the waters of the 8tate may beeome 1n­
jnrious to the public health, he may oruer the discharge 
of such sewage discontinued. 

"8ection !:l. ~very individual, private corporation, 
or company shall diocontinue the discharge of sewage 
into any of the waters of the 8tate, within ten days 
after having been so ordered by the Commissioner of 
Health. 

"l::lection 10. Any individual, private corporation, 
or company that shall discharge sewage, or permit the 
same to tlow, into the waters of the 8tate, contrary 
to the provisions of this aet, shall be deemed guilty 
of a uli~demeanor, and shall, upon conviction, be pun­
ished by a fine of twenty-five dollars for each offense, 
and a furtlwr fine of five dollars per day for each day 
the offense is maintained, or by imprisonment not ex­
ceeding one month, or both, at the discretion of the 
court. 

''Hection 11. Any order or decision, under this act, 
of the Commissioner· of Health, or that of the Governor, 
Attorney General and Commissioner of Health, shall 
be subject to an appeal to any court of common pleas 
of the county wherein the outlet of such sewer or 
sewer system, otherwise prohibited by this act, is sit· 
uated; and said court shall have power to heal.' 
said appeal, and may affirm or set aside said order o;r 
deeision, or modify the same, or otherwise fix the terms 
upon which permission shall be granted. But the 
order or decision appealed from shall not be superseded 
by the appeal, but shall stand until the order of the 
court, as above:" . 

Provided, That it shall require the affirmative votes 
of three of the members of the board to authorize the 
granting of a permit for discharging sewa~ into any 
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of the waters of the State under section Jive of the 
said act; 

(b) To exercise all other powers, not contrary to 
law, heretofore exercised by the Department of Health 
or the Commissioner of llealth with regard to grant­
ing permits for the erection of sewage disposal works 
or plants and the construction of sewers or sewer 
systems; 

( c) 'l'o exercise all the powers, not contrary to law, 
heretofore exercised by the Department of .b'isheries, 
the Commissioner of Fisheries, and the Water Supply 
Commission of Pennsylvania, with regard to the pre­
vention of pollution of the waters of this Common­
wealth; : , · ;' 

( d) To investigate, hold hearings upon, and de­
termine any question of fact regarding the purity of 
water supplied to the public by any public service com­
pany over which the Public Service Commission of 
the Commonwpaltlt of Pennsylvania has jurisdiction, 
whenever said commission shall certify such question 
to the board. 

The :findings of the board upon any such questiop. 
shall be incorporated in, and made a part of, the de­
termination or decision by said commission of the con­
troversy or other proceeding in connectio,n "rith which 
the question arose, and shall be binding upon the 
parties to such controversy or other proceeding, un­
less either party shall take an appeal from the co:mr­
mission's determination or decision as may now or 
hereafter be provided by law; 

( e) To make rules and regulations for the effective 
administration and enforcement of the laws of this 
Commonwealth prohibiting the pollution of the waters 
thereof; 

(f) To study, investigate, and, from time to time, 
report ways and means of eliminating from the streams 
and waters of the Commonwealth, so far as practicable, 
all substances and materials which pollute or tend to 
pollute the same, and to determine and recommend 
methods of preventing pollution detrimental to the 
public health or to the health of animals, fish; or 
aquatic life, or detrimental to the use of waters for 
ra~reational purposes. The board shall have the power 
to investigate the character of all wastes discharged 
into, or deposited on the banks of, the streams or 
waters of the Commonwealth, and shall make similar 
investigations and recommendations with regard to 
the matter of preventing pollution of the waters of 
interstate streams which touch the .boundaries of the 
Commonwealth; 

(g) To call upoH the Department of Health to make 
such inspections, conduct such investigations, and do 
such other acts as may be necessary and proper in the 
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exerdse of the powers and the performance of the 
duties of the Loard. 

8ection 1811. Advisory Health Board.-'l'lte Ad­
visory Health Board shall have the power, and its 
dutv shall be: 

(a) To advise the Secretary of .Health on such 
matters as he may bring before it; 

( b) 'l'o make such reasonable rules and regulations, 
not contrary to law, as may be deemed by the board 
necessary for the prevention of disease and for the 
protection of the lives and health of the people of the 
Commonwealth and for the proper performance of the 
work of the Department of Health; and such rules and 
regulations, when made by the board, shall ,become 
the rules and regulations of the department. 

Section 1812. Anatomical Board.-The Anatom­
ical Board shall continue to cxereise the powers and 
perfoqn the duties by law vested in and imposed upon 
the said board. 

ARTICLE XIX. 

POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE DEPARTMENT 
OF I-IIGHW AYS. 

Section 1901. Powers and Duties in General.-The 
Department of Highways shall, subject to any incon­
sistent provisions in this act contained, continue to 
exercise the powers and perform the duties by law 
vested in and imposed upon the State Highway De­
partment and the State Highway Commissioner, and 
shall exercise such additional powers and perform 
such additional duties as are vested in and imposed 
upon it by this act. 

Section 1902. State and State-aid Highways.-The 
Department of Highways shall have the power, and· 
its duty shall be: 

(a) To mark, build, rebuild, relocate, fix the width 
of, c0iustruct, repair, and maintain such highways as 
ma~' now or hereafter .be designated by law as State 
highways; 

(b) To have exclus!ive authority and jurisdiction 
over all State highways; · 

( c) To superintend, supervise, and control the 
work of rebuilding, maintaining, and repairing State­
aid highways; 

( d) To enter into contracts for constructing, re­
pairing, or maintaining State highways, or any parts 
thereof, as may now or hereafter be provided by law. 

Section 1903. Machinery, Equipment, and Insur­
ance.-The Department of Highway.s shall have the 
power, and its duty shall be: , 

(a) To purchase and maintain all machinery, im­
plements, tools, and materials, and all other equip­
ment of every and any kind, incident to or n~ssary 
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iu the constructi0i11, building, rebuilding, and main­
taining of State highways, and to employ all labor 
necessary therefor; 

(b) lf necessary, in order to expedite and more 
efficiently to carry out the work of the department, 
to purchase and ma1ntain, at the expense of the de­
partment, wagons and other vehicles, and horses, mules, 
and harness, and provide for their keep and mainte­
nan;ce; 

l c) To purchase and acquire and lease lands, in 
the naime of the Commonwealth and situated anywhere 
therein, containing stone suitable for use in the con­
stn,~tion or matntenance of highways, and to quarry 
and prepare the stone therein for use in the construc­
tion and maintenance of the State highways or State­
aid highways, and to maiqufacture any other material 
used in the construction or maintenance thereof. and 
to use such stone and material so quarried, prepared, 
and manufactured for such c0instrnction and main­
tenance, or to f:'ell, furnish, and supply the same to 
contractors engaged in building or maintain1ng the 
State highways or State-aid highways, or to the town­
ships for the construction and maintenaince of roads 
and bridges, upon such terms and conditions and for 
such price as the department shall deem best for the 
iinterests of the Common wealth; 

( d) To erect such buildings and purchase such 
machinery as may be necessary or essential for the 
proper prosecution of the work of quarrying and pre­
paring stone and manufacturing materials for use in 
the construction and maintenance of State highways 
and State-aid highways, and to employ all Jahor re­
quired for the operation thereof; 

( e) If and when deemed necessary, to procure and 
pay for liability insurance cover1ng the vehicles op­
erated by the department or such part of them as 
mav be deemed advisable. Such insurance shall in all 
cas'es protect both the Common wealth and the employe 
of the department operating the vehicle against claims 
for damages for inj11ry to person or property within 
such amount as the department shall deem appro­
priate. 

Section 1904. Highway Districts.-The Depart­
ment of Highways shall have the power, and its duty 
shall be, to divide the State into suitable highway dis­
tricts or divisi0ins, or both, and place in charge of each 
such district or division, or both, such employe of the 
department as the Secretary of Highways shall deem 
addsable. Each such employe shall perform such 
duties in connection with bis district or division, or 
both, as the department shall prescribe. 

Section 1905. General Road Improvement.-The 
Department of Highways shall have the power, and 
its duty shall be: 



SESSION OF 1923. 

(a) To make a survey of all the roads of the State 
and a general highway plan of the State, and to com­
pile statistics and collect information relative to the 
mileage, character, and condition of the roads in the 
tow,nships and counties of the State; 

(b) To investigate and determine upon the various 
methods of road construction best adapted to the va­
rious sections of the State, and to establish standards 
for the constru1ction and ma1ntenance of highways in 
various sections, tak1ng into consideration the topog­
raphy· of the country, and the natural conditions, and 
the character and ability of the townships and coun­
ties to build and maintain roads as provided by law; 

( c.) In all reasooable ways to advise and give in· 
formation to county, city, borough, incorporated town, 
or township officers having authority over highways 
and bridges, relative to the construction, repairing, 
alteration, and m1aintenance of such highways and 
bridges; 

( d) To aid in promoting road improvement through­
out the State, and for that purpose to prepare and 
compile useful information relative to road building 
and maintenance, ·which may lie disseminated by means 
of printed bulletins; 

( e) To ca-use to be published maps :showing con11-
plete road surveys of each county, which shall be kept 
on sale in the department at the cost of publication; 

(f) To call such State, county or tow,nship road 
meetings or conventions at such times and at such 
places as the department shall deem wise, and to 
assist :Ln the formation of County Associations of 
Township Officers, and be represented at their con­
ventions. 

Section 1906. Township Roads.-The Department 
of Highways shall have the power, and its duty ~hall 
be: 

(a) To have general supervision over all township 
highways and bridges constructed, improved, or main­
tained in whole or in part by the aid of State moneys, 
and to. approve all agreements made by township su­
pervisors for the expenditure of moneys appropriated 
by the State for road purposes; 

(b) To approve plans and specifications and es­
timates for the erection and repair of township bridges 
and culverts, and for the constrUlcrtion and mainte­
nance of township highways; but such plans· and speci­
fications shall not be approved unless they c01nform 
to the standards of tl1e d<>partment, and no contract 
for the repair or construction of any township bridge 
or culvPrt. or for the reconstruction of a township 
road, shall be valid nnless such contract is in accord­
ance with plans prescribed, or unless plans, sp0 ri-
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fications, and estimates have .been prepared or approv­
ed, by the department; 

( c) To furnish, from time to time, bullet1ns of in­
struction to the boards of township supervisors 
throughout the State for the building, repairing, 
maintenance, and improvement of township roads and 
bridges, and to furnish any additional information 
when called upon to do so. The department may also 
furnish, from time to time, free of charge, st~dard 
plans and specifications for permanent improvements 
in the building of bridges and culverts, establish all 
grades, proper drainage, and such other matters as 
may be deemed essential; 

( d) To prescribe the method of keeping township 
accounts and records of moneys received and expended 
for highways, machinery, bridges, tools, and imple­
ments, and for miscellaneous purposes; from time to 
time to cause examination of all such accounts and 
records to be made, and to furnish and supply to the 
several township officers all .necessary books, hlanks, 
forms, and supplies which shall be necessary for the 
proper conduct of the road work of the townships. 

Section 1907. State R.eward Fund.-The Depart­
ment of Highways shall administer the State Reward 
Fund as may now or hereafter be provided by law. 

Section 19'08. Toll Roads and Bridges.-The De­
partment of Highways shall have the power to acquire, 
for and on behalf of the Commonwealth, by purchase 
or otherwise, turnpikes or toll roads, or any parts 
thereof, or toll bridges, in such manner and under 
a,nd subject to such tnms and conditions as may now 
or herPafter be provided by law. 

SPction 1909. Rebuilding County Bridges Destroy­
ed by Flood, Fire, and Other Casualty.-The Depart­
men-t of Highways shall have the power, and its duty 
shall be, to prepare plans for and rebuild county 
bridges over .navigable rivers and other streams where 
such bridges have been destroyed by flood, fire. or other 
casualty, as may now or hPrPafter he provid":d by law: 
Provided. however, That such bridges shall he rebuilt 
on lv if and when the Qpneral Assemblv shall have 
sp0.cifically anpropriated funds for such pnrpose. 

SPction 1910. Motor Vehicles.-The Department 
of Highways shall perform such dutiPs as may now 
or herea.fter be impos0d upon it by the laws of this 
l'ommonwealth regulating the operation of motor ve­
hic lPs and the registration and licensing of motor ve· 
hicles and the drivers thereof. 
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ARTICLE XX . . 
POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE DEPARTMENT 

OF WELFARE AND ITS DEPARTMENTAL AD­
MINISTRATIVE AND ADVISORY BOARDS 
AND COMMISSIONS. 

Se~tion 2001. Powers and Duties in General.-The 
Department of Welfare ::;hall, subject to any incon· 
sistent provisions in this act contained, continue to 
exercise the powers and perform the duties by law 
vested in and imposed upon the Department of Public 
,~Velfare and the Commissioner of Public Welfare. It 
shall also exercise such additional powers and per· 
form such additional duties as are imposed upon it 
bv this act. 
·Section 2002. Definitions.-As used i,n this article 

(a) "State Institutions" shall mean and inclnde 
all penal. reformatory or correctional institutions, 
hospitals for the insane, or any other institutions for 
feeble-minded or epi.leptic per~;;ons. for inebriates, or 
for juvenile delinquents and dependents, and all chari­
table institutions whatsoever within this Common­
wea11h, maintained in whnlP nr :n part h:v the Common­
wealth, and whose boards of inspectors. managers, 
trustees, or directors are respectively appointed bv 
the Governor; 

(b) "Semi,State Institutions" shall mean and in· 
inclurle all penal, reformatory or corrPctional institu­
tions, hospitals for the insane, or any other institu­
tiomi for feeble-minded or epileptic persons, for ine­
hrin tes, or for juvenile delinqnents and dPpendents. a,nd 
au charitable im;titutions whatso0ver within this Com­
monwealth, maintai,ned in whole or in part hy the Com­
monwealth, and whose boards of insnectors, manairers, 
trustees or directors are respectively appointed in 
part hy the Governor; 

( c) "Children's Institutions" shall mean any in­
corporated or nnincorporaterl organization. society, cor­
poration, or agenc:v. public or private, which may re­
ceiv<' or care for children or place them in foster fam­
ily homes, eithf'r at board, wages, or free, or any in­
dividual who for hire, gain, or reward receives for 
care a Child, nn]PSS he is related to SUCh child by blood 
or marriag<> within the second degree, or any individ­
ual not i,n the r<'gular employ of the court or of an 
or!!'anization, society, ,association, or agency. dul:v cer­
tified hv thn dPnartment, who in anv manner becomes 
a party to tlte placing of chilrlren i,n· foster homt's. un­
le!':~ he is related to s11ch children h:v blood or marriaire 
within the second degree, or is the duly appointed 
guardian thereof; 

( d) "Maternity Home and Hospital" shall mean 
an;v house, home, or placo in wliich, within a period 
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of six months, any person receives for care or treat­
ment, during pregnancy or during or immediately after 
parturition, more than one woman, except women re­
lated to such person by blood or marriage within the 
second degree ; 

( e) "Supervised Institution" shall mean- any 
charitahlf' institution within the Commonwealth 
which receives financial assistance from the Com­
m-0nwPalth, either dirf'etly or indirectly, and to which 
thi-l Govermor does not appoint any member of the 
board of inspectors, managers, trustees, or directors, 
all houses or places within the Commonwealth in 
which any person of unsound mind is detained, when­
ewi· the occupant or owner of the house or person 
having charge of such person of unsound mind re­
cciYes any compensation for custody, control, or 
atfondanee, other than as an attendant or nurse, and 
also all institutions, hon~es, or places in which more 
than onf' such person is detained with or without 
compensation paid for custody or attendance, all 
children's :Lnstitutions and matf'rnity homes and hos­
pitals within the Comilllonwealth, all homes or hos­
pitals for crippled childrrn within the Commonwealth, 
all prisons, jails, hospitals, almshouses, or poorhouses 
maintained by ai1y c0unty, cH;v, borough, towrnship, 
or poor district of this Commonwealth, and all insti­
ktions, associations, and societies within this Com­
momvealth into whose care the custody of delinquent, 
dependent, nr neglected children may be committed, 
and all houses and plruces maintained by such insti­
tutions, associations, or societies in which such chil­
dren may be kept or detained. 

:-iection 2003. Supervisory Powers.-The Depart· 
ment of ·welfare shall have supervision over: 

(a) All State and semi-State institutions; 
(b) All supervised institutions, as defined in this 

artide; 
( c) All chi1dren's institutions within this Com­

monwealth; 
( d) All maternity homes and hospitals within this 

Commonwealth; 
(e) The adminiRtration of any system provided by 

the Commonwealth for as&istance to mothers; 
(f) Anv labor or svstem of labor carriPd on in 

the penal, correctional, 
0

0r reformatory institutionR of 
the State; 

(g) Any system of reparation provided by the 
C0mmonwealth for relief from conditions caused by 
mine-caves, fire, flood, or other casualty, and consti­
tuting a menace to public safety and welfare. 

Section 2004. Visitations and Inspections.-The 
Department of "\Yelfare shall have the power, and its 
duty r;lmll be: 
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Iospital for Injured Persons of the Anthracite Goal 
Regions of Pennsylvania, Ashland; The Trustees of 
the Cottage State Hospital for Injured Persons of the 
Bituminous and Semi-Bituminous Coal Regions of 
Pennsylvania, at Blossburg; Board of Trustees State 
Hospital of Coaldale, Schuylkill County; The Trustees 
of the Cottage State Hospital for Injured Pers001s of 
the Bituminous and Semi-Bituminous Coal Regions of 
Pennsylvania, at Connellsville; The Trustees of the

Section 3. Transfer of Functions of Abolished Gov­
ernmental Agencies.-All rights, powers, and duties, 
which have heretofore been vested in, exercised by, 
or imposed upon any officer whose office is abolished 
by this act, or any board, commission, institution, 
bureau, division, or department abolished by this act, 
or any deputy, officer, agent, or other subordinate or 
employe thereof, and which are by this act transferred, 
either in whole or in part, to a department, board, or 
commission created by this act, shall be vested in, ex­
ercised by, and imposed upon the department, board, 
or commission to which the same are transferred by 
this act, and not otherwise; and every act done in the 
exercise of such rights or powers and the performance 
of such duties shall have the same legal effect as if 
done by the former officer, board, commission, institu­
tion, bureau, division, or department, or deputy, officer, 
agent, or other subordinate or employe thereof. Every 
person or corporation shall be subject to the same 
obligation and duties, and shall have the Rame rights 
arising from the exercise of su~h rights or powe1·s or 
in the performance of such duties, as if such rights or 
powers had been exercised or such duties performed 
by the officer, board, commission, :i,nstitution, bureau, 
division, or department, or deputy, officer, agent, or 
other subordinate or employe thereof, designated in 
the respective laws which are to be administerPd by 
departments, boards, or commissions created by this 
act. Every person and .<'orporatio,n shall be subjPct 
to the same penalty or penalties, civil or criminal, 
for failure to perform any such obligation or duty, or 
for doing a prohibited act, as if such obligation or 
duty arose from, or such act were prohibited in, the 
exercise of such rights, powers, or duties by the officer. 
board, commission, institutio.n, bureau, division, or 
department, deputy, officer, agent, or other subordi­
nate or pmploye thereof, designated in the respective 
laws whi ::h are to be administerPd by the departnwnts, 
boards, or commissions created by this act. 

Rection 4. DocumPnts.-WhPre an exfstin~ officl'. 
board, commission, institution, bureau, division, or 
departmPnt is abolishC'd by this act, all books, papers, 
maps, charts, plans, records, and all other equipnwnt 
in thf' possession of such office, board, commii:;sion, 
institution, lnll'C'au, division, or department, or of any 
mPmhf'I' or officer therpof, shall be deliverPd to the 
head of the administrative department or independent 
or departmental administrative board or comllllission 
to which its rights, powers, duties, and obligations 
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are transfrrrrd. If Sllch rights, powers, dllties, and 
ohligntions are not spPcifieally transfNrt><l to any snch 
departnwnt, board, or commission by this act, such 
books, doeunwnts, and rquipment shall be delivered 
to the Secretary of the Comm{)nwealth, who shall make 
such disposition of them as is appropriate. In case 
rights, powers, duties, and obligations are divided be­
hveen two or more departments, boards, or commis­
sfons, each of said departments, boards, or commis­
sions sha 11 receiYe such books, papers, maps, charts, 
plans, records, and other equipmPnt as pertain to the 
rights, powers, duties, and ohligqtions transferred to 
that dPpartmrnt, board, or commission. All qurstions 
arising under this section shall be determined by the 
Govrrnor. 

Section 5. Employes.-Where an existing office, 
board, commission, institution, bureau, division, or 
department is abolished by this act, all employes there­
of shall, as temporary appointees of the department, 
board, or commission to which the rights, powers, du­
tiei;, and obligations of su:'.h office, board, commission, 
institution, bureau, division, or department are trans­
frrrrd, continue to perform their usual duties upon 
the same terms and conditions as theretofore, until 
removed, appoi,ntf>d to positions in accordance with 
the provisions of this act rPlative to such department, 
board, or commission, or transferre<l to other depart­
ments, boards, or commi88ions. 'Vhere the rights, 
powers, dntie8 and obligatfons of any such office, board, 
comrni88ion, in8titution, b11re:rn, division, or departm<>nt 
are dividP<l between two or more drpartments, boards, 
or commi8sions, earb 0f said rlepartments, boards, or 
commissions 8lrnll re~riv<> on the above terms and con­

Section 6. RetiremPnt Rights.-Persons who, at the 
time wlwn this net takes effect, are appointed to or 
<>mrloyed h~T ::iny office. board. commi8sion, institution, 
bnr<>an. division, or drpartment aboli8hed by this 
art, an<1 are appoint<>rl to positions in :rn:v other 
arlmini8tr::ith·e rlep::irtments, hoarrls, or commiRsions, 
shnll retain all rights to retirrmPnt with pemdon 
that shall havP arrrurd or wonld tliereaftn ac­
crue to them, and their services shall be deemed to 
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oove been continuou~ as if this act had not been 
passed. 

Section 7. Pending Proceedings.-All petitions, 
hearings, and other proceedings pending before any 
officer, board, commission, institution, bureau, divi­
sion, or department which is abolished by this act, and 
all prosecutions, legal or other proceedings, and in­
rnstiga tion begun b.Y surh officer, board, commission, 
institution, bureau, division, or department and not 
completed at the time of the taking effect of this act, 
shall continue and remain in full force and effect not­
withstanding the passage of this act, and may be 
completed before or by the department, .board, or com­
mission which succeeds to the rights, powers, duties, 
and obligations of such office, board, commission, in­
stitution, bureau, division, or department. All ques­
tions arising under this section shall be determined 
by the Governor. 

Section 8. Rules and Regulations.-All orders, rules, 
and regulations, made by any officer, board, commis­
sion, institution, bureau, division, or department 
which is abolished by this act, shall remain in full 
fo.rce and effect until revoked or modified by the de­
partment, board, or commission which succeeds to the 
rights, powers, duties, and obligations of such officer, 
board, commission, institution, bureau, division, o.r 
department. 

Section 9. Contracts and Obligations.-All existing 
contracts and obligations of the officers, boards, com­
missions, institutions, bureaus, divisions, or depart­
ments abolished by this act shall remain in full force 
and effect, and shall be performed by the departments, 
boards, or commissions, to which the rights, powers, 
duties, and obligations of such governmental officers, 
boards, commissions, institutions, bureaus, divisions 
or departments are transferred. 

Section 10. Service of Notices.-Wherever reports 
or notices are now required or given or papers or 
documents furnished or served· by any person to or 
upon any officer, board, commission, institution, bu­
reau, or department, or deputy, officer, agent, or other 
subordinate or employe thereof, abolished by this act, 
the same shall be made, giyen, furnished, or served in 
the same manner to or upon the department, board, or 
commission upon which are developed, by this act, the 
rights, powers, and duties now exercised or discharged 
by such officer, board, commission, institution, bureau, 
or department, or deputy, officer, agent, or other sub­
ordinate or employe thereof, and every penalty for 
failure so to do shall continue in effect.

S~ction 204. Executive · Board.-The Executive 
Board shall consist of the Governor, who snall be 
chairman thereof, and four other heads of administra­
tive departments to be designated from time to time 
by the Governor. 

Section 205. Department Heads.-Each adminis­
trative department shall have as its head an officer who 
shall either personally, by deputy, or by the duly au­
thorized agent or employe of the department, and wl>­
iect at all times to the provisions of this act, exercise 
the powers and perform the duties by law vested in 
and imposed upon the department. 

(a) The following officers shall be the heads of the 
adm:Lnistrative departments following their respective 
titles:

(b) The incumbent of the office knC\wn as Secretary 
of Property and Supplies, which is hereby created, 
shall be the head of the Department of Property and 
Supplie11. 

Section 206. Appointment.-The Governor shall nom­
inate, and by and with the advice and consent of two­
thirds of all the members of the Senate, appoint: 

(a) The Secretary of the Commonwealth, the Attor­
ney General, the Superintendent -of Public InstruC'tion, 
the Adjutant General, the SerJ'etary of Agriculture, 
the Secretary of Forests and Waters, the Secretary of 
Labor and fnrlustry, the Secretary of Health, the Sec­
retary of Highways, the Secretary of Welfare, the Sec­
retary of Banking, the Insurance Commissioner, the 
Secretary of Mines, the Secretary of Property and Sup­
plies, and the members of all independent administra­
tive boards and commissions; 

(b) Except as in this act otherwise provided, the 
members of all departmental administrative bodies, 
boards, and commissions, and the officers who shall 
fill the departmental administrative offices mentioned 
in this article; 

( c) Except as :Ln this act otherwise provided, the 
members of all advisory boards and commissions. 

Section 207. Terms of Office.-The terms of office of 
the persons appointed by the Governor under the pr<'­
ceding section shall be as follows: 

(a) The Secretary of the Commonwealth and the 
Attorney General shall serve during the pleasure of 
the Governor. 

(b) The term of the Rnperintendent of Public In­
struction shaH be four years. 

( c) ExcPpt as in this act otherwise provided, the 
hPads of other administrative departments, the mem­
bers of independent administrative boards and com­
missrnns, of departmental aflministrative bodies, 
boards, and commissions, and of advisory boards and 
commissions, an cl departmenta 1 administrative officers. 
shall hold office for terms of four years from the third 
Tuesday of Jamrnry 1wxt following the election gf a 
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Governor, and until their successors shall have been 
appointed and qualified: Provided, That the terms. of 
any persons whose terms of office are fixed by this 
subsection, wllo are appointed prior to the third Tues· 
day of January, one thousand nine hundred and twen· 
ty-seven, shall expire upon tllat date. 

Se('tion 208. Compensation of the Governor, Lieuten­
ant Governor, and Heads of Departments.-Annual sal· 
aries sliall be payable, in equal semimonthly im:tal­
ments, as follows:

To the Lieutenant Governor, eigllt thousand dollars. 
To the Secretary of the Commonwealth, eight tbou-

Neither the Governor, Lieutenant Governor, nor the 

head of any administrative department, hereafter 
elected or appointed, shall receive any additional com­
pensation for any services rendered to the Common­
wealth in any capacity. 

Section 209. Compensation of Members of Independ­
ent Administrative Boards and Commissions.-Aunual 
salaries shall be payable, in equal semimonthly instal-
ments, as follows:· . 

To the Commissioner of Fisheries, four thousand 
five hundred dollars. 

To the Chairman of the Public Service Commission 
of the Commonwealth of Penmyh·ania, ten thousand 
live hundred dollars. 

To the members of the Public Service Commission of 
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, other than the 
chairman, each, ten thousand dollar&, 
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The members of the Board of Game Commissioners 
and of the Board· of Fish Commissioners, other than 
the Commissioner of Fisheries, shall not receive any 
compensation. 

Section 210. Compensation of Departmental Admin­
istrative Bodies, Boards, and Commissions, and of Ad­
visory Boards and Commissions.-Except as in thi!I act 
otherwise provided, the members of departmental ad­
ministrative bodies, boards, and commissions, and of 
advisory boards and commissions, shall serve without 
compensation. · 

Section 211. Employes of the Governor's Office.-The 
Governor shall appoint, to serve at his pleasure, a 
secretary to the Governor, and such consultants, ex-

-- perts, accountants, investigators, clerks, stenogra­
phers, messengers, watchmen, and other employes as 
may be required for the proper conduct of the work of 
his office and of the Executive Board, and shall flx 
their salaries, wages, fees, or other compensation. 

Section 212. Bureaus and Divisions.-The heads of 
the several administrative depaifments, except the Au­
ditor General, State Treasurer, and Secretary of In­
ternal Affairs, and the several independent administra­
tive boards and commissions shall, subject to the ap­
proval of the Executive Board, establish such bureaus 
or divisions in their respective departments, boards, 
or commissions as may be required for the proper con­
duct of the work of such departments, boards, or com­
missions. 

Section 213. Deputies.-The head of any adminis­
trative department, except the Auditor General, State 
Treasurer, and Secretary of Internal Affairs, shaJl havr> 
the p<'wer, with the approval of the Govel'nor, to ap­
point and fix the compensation of a deputy or such 
number of deputies as the Executive Board shall ap­
prove, who shall, in the absence of the head of such 
department, have the right to exercise all the powers. 
and perform all the duties by law vested in and im­
posed upon the tead of such department, except the 
power to appoint deputies, bureau or divisiOiD chief8, 
or other assistants or employes, and who may at any 
time ~xercise such of the po\vers and perform i;;uch 
of the duties of the head of his department as may 
he pr<'s·cribed by the head of his department: Pro­
vided. however, That any such deputy shall not hav1~ 
the right to exercise any power or perform any duty 
which the Constitution of the CommQnwealth of Penn­
sylvania requires the head of his department person­
ally to exerciRe or perform. 

Section 214. Employment and Compensation of 
Directors. Bureau Chiefs, and Other Employes.-The 
heads of the several administrative departments ex­
cept tl1e Anditol' Oeneral1 State Treasurer, and Sec-
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retary of Internal Affairs, and the independent admi11-
iQtrative boards and commissions shall appoint and 
fix the compensation of such directors, imperintendents, 
bureau or division chiefs, assistant directors, assist­
ant superintendents, assistant chiefs, experts, scientists, 
engineers, surveyors, draftsmen, accountants, secreta­
ries, auditors, inspectors, examiners, statisticians, mar­
shals, clel'ks, stenographers, bookkeepers, me<>seugers. 
and other assistants and employes as may be required 
for the proper conduct of the work of their respective 
departments, boards, or com.missions. Except as other­
wise provided in this act, the heads of the respective 
administrative departments shall appoint and fix the 
compensation of such clerks, stenographers, and other 
assistants as may be required for the proper conduct 
of the work of any departmental administrative bodies, 
boards, commissions, or officers, and of any advisory 
boards or commissions established in their respective 
departments. 

'rhe number and compensation of all employes ap­
pointed under this sectioll"shall be subject to approval 
by the Govemor, and after the Executive Board shall 
have fixed the standard compensation for any kind, 
grade, or class of service or employment, the compen­
sation of all persons in that kind, grade, or class ap­
pointed hereunder shall be fixed in accordance with 
such standard. 

Section 215. Extra Compensation Prohibited.­
No employe in any administrative department or in­
dependent administrative board or commission, em­
ployed at a fixed comipensation, shall be paid for any 
extra services unless expressly authorized by the Ex­
ecutive Board prior to. the rendering of such services. 

Section 216. Expenses.-The heads of administra­
tive departments, the members of independent admin­
istrath·e boards and commissions, the members of de­
partmental administrative bodies, boards, and commis­
sions, the members of advisory ,boards and commis­
sions, all admlinistrative officers, and all persons em­
ployed under the provisions of this act, shall be en­
titled to receive their traveling and other necessary 
expenses, actually incurred in the performance Of their 
public duties, upon requisition of the head of the ap­
propriate admtnistrative department or of the appro­
priate independent administrative board or commis­
sion. 

Section 217. Qualifi.cations.-All deputies, direc­
tors, superintendents, and bureau or division chiefs, 
and other employes shall be persons especially qualified 
for their positions by training and experience in the 
particular kind of work which their official dutiQ!'I will 
require them to perform. "

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Section 218. Oath of Office.-All persons appoint­
ed by the Governor under the provisions of this act, amd 
all deputy heads of admtnistrative departmentR, shall 
before entering upon the duties of their offices, take 
and subscribe the constitutional oath of office, which 
shall be filed in the office of the Secretary of the Comr 
monwealth. 

Section 219. Fidelitv Bonds.-The heads of all 
administrative departments, and such deputies, direc­
tors, bureau or division chiefs, and sU;ch other offi­
cers or employes, and such members of depart.mental 
administrative bodies, boards, and commissions as tht• 
heads of the various departments shall, subject to the 
approval of the GoveriD.or, prescribe; the Secretary of 
the Hoard of Game Commissioners, the Commissioner 
of Fisheries, the members of The Public Service Com­
mission of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, the 
men~hers of the Pennsylvania State Board of Cens01·s, 
and such officers and employes of the tndependent ad­
mini::;trativc boa1·dR and comilllissions as the respective 
boards and commissions shall, subject to the approval 
of the G0Yer110r, prescribe,-shall, before entering up­
on the discharge of the duties of their respective of· 
fices or positions, give bond, with security to be ap­
proved by the Attorney General in such penal sums 
as shall be fixed by the Governor, conditioned for the 
faithful performance of their respective duties, which 
bonds shall be filed with the State Treasurer: Pro­
vided, 'Dhat the amount of such bond in the case of 
the head of any administrative. ;department or any 
of the officers specifically mentioned in this section 
shall not be less than twenty thousand dollars. 

Section 220. Departmental Ofli:ces.-Each adminis­
trative department and each independent administra­
tive board and commission shall maintain a central 
office at Harrisburg, in rooms assigned to them by the 
Board of Commissioners of Public Grounds and Build­
ings. The head of any department or any independent 
administrative board or commission may, with the 
approval of the Governor, establish and maLntain at 
places pther than Harrisburg, in quarters assigned 
by the Board of Commissioners of Public Grounds and 
Buildings, branch offices for the .conduct of any one 
or more functions of such department, board, or com­
mission, or of any departmental administrative or ad­
visory uoard or commissfon in such department. 

Section 221. Office Hours.-All administrative 
offices of the State government shall be open fotr the 
transactioo of public business at least eight hours 
each day, except Saturdays, Sundays, .and. legal holi­
days. On Saturdays, when not legal holidays, such 
offices shall be open for business for at least three 
hours. 'l'he hours when such offices shall open and 
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close shall, from time to time, be determined by the 
Executive Board. 

Section 222. Work-Hours and Vacations.-Each 
employe of an administrative department or of an 
in<!ependent administrative board or comllllission, if 
employec1 for continuous service, shall work during 
such hours as the head of the departmeint or the board 
or· commission shall require, but not less than thirty­
eight houri;' per week. Such employe shall be entitled 
during m1ch calendar year to fifteen days' leave of 
absence with full pay, and, in special and meritorious 
cases, where to limit the annual leave to fifteen days 
in any om• calendar year would work peculiar hard­
ships, the extent of such leave with pay may, in the 
discretion of the hea<i of the department or of the 
board or commission, be extended; but any such ex, 
ternrion shall not be for more than fifteen days except 
with the approval of the Executive Board. This sec­
tion shall be construed to mean that the pay of su,ch 
employe shall ceasl' upon the <'Xpiration· of the granted 
JeavP, rPgardlrss of his or her continuation thereafter 
upon the rolls of the department, board, or commis­
sion. 'rhe annual leave of absence with pay shall be 
exclusive of Sundays and legal holidays. 

Section 223. Pavme11t of Salaries.--All salaries and 
other comp•c>ml"atio'i:i~ payable under the provisions of 
this act, shall ,be paid out of the State Treasury upon 
the warrant of the Auditor General drawn upon the 
State Treasm'er. The Auditor General shall draw 
warrants for Ralaries or other compensation upon req­
uisition of the head of the proper departml'nt, or of 
the proper independent administrative board or com­
miEtsion. All warrants for the payment of saiaries, 
compensation. or other disbursements of or for de­
partmental administrative boards or commissions, or 
of advisory boards or commissions, shall be drawn 
upon requii;ition of the head of the department with 
which such dPpartmental adrnlinistrative boards or 
commissions, or advisory boards or commissions, are 
connected. Warrants for all -salaries, compensation, or 
other disbursements of or for the Governor's office and 
the Executive Board shall be drawn by the Auditor 
General upon requisition of the Governor. 

ARTICLE III. 

ORGANIZATION OF INDEPENDENT ADMTNIS­
'rRATIVE BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS. 

Section 301. Board of Game Commissioners.-The 
Board of Game Commissioners shall consist of six 
competent citizens of this Commonwealth, no two of 
whom shall be from the same senatorial district. The 
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board shall annually elect a president and a vice-vre2-
ident from among its members. It shall also appoibt 
to serve at its pleasure and, with the approval of th~ 
Governor, fix the compensation of an executive secre­
tary, who need not be a member of the board, and 
who shall attend to the administrative work of the 
board. 

1four members of the board shall coostitute a 
quorum. 

Members of the board shall be appointed to serve 
for terms of six years. 

Section 302. Board of Fish Commissioners.-The 
Board of Fish Ooonmissioners shall consist of a Com­
missioner of Fisheries and seven other citizens of the 
Commonwealth. 

Five members of the board shall constitute a 
quorum. 

'rhe Commissioner of Fisheries shall be the president 
and executive officer of the board, and chief superin­
tendent of all hatching stations and ft.sh cultural 
estabfoihments belonging to the State. 

Members of the board shall be appotnted to serve 
for terms of six years. 

Section 303. The Public Service Commission of the 
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.-The Public Service 
Commission of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania 
shall consist of seven members, who shall have the 
qualifications and be appointed as now provided by 
law. 

A member designated by the Governor, as now pro­
vided by law, shall be the chairman of the commission 
during such member's term of office. When present 
the chairman shall preside at all meetings, but in his 
absence the member whose term shall first expire shall 
preside. In addition to the auth'ority now conferred 
by law, the .chairman shall have power, as often as 
he may deem the work of the commission requires, 
(a) to designate the time and place for the conducting 
of investigations, inquiries, and hearings; (b) to assign 
cases to a commissio,ner or commissioners for hearing, 
investigation, inquiry, study, or other similar purpose; 
(c) to assign cases to special agents or examiners 

for the taktng and receiving of evidence; and ( d) to 
direct and designate officers and employes of the 
commission to make investigations, inspections, in­
quiries, studies. and other like assignments, for report 
to the commission. 

The commission may appoint a secretary to hold 
office at its pleasure. Such secretary, if appointed, 
shall have such powers and shall perform such duties. 
not contrary to law, as the commission shall prescribe. 
and shall receive such compensation as the- commis­
sion, with the approval of the Governor, shall deter-
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mim1. Ile shall have power and authority to adrnin­
i,.,ter oaths in all parts of the Commonwealth in all 
proceedings by or before the commission or any com­
missioner and in all cases or matters appertaining to 
the duties of his office, and shall further have the 
JJOwer to designate, from time to time, one of the 
clerks appointed by the commission to perform the 
duties of the secretary <luring his absence; and the 
clerk so appointed shall possess, for the time so desig­
nated, the powers of the secretary of the Commission. 

Tlw terms of the members of the commission shall 
he ten years. 

The offices of counsel, ·Of ,marshal, and of investi­
gator of accidents,. as they exist under the Public 
Service Company Law, are hereby retained, appoint­
ments thereto to be made as now provided by law. 
The compensation of counsel, marshal, and investi­
gator of accidents shall be fixed !by tlhe commission 
with the approval of the Governor. 

ARTICLE IV. 

ORGANIZATION OF PENNSYLVANIA. STATE 
POLICE AND OF DEPARTMENTAL ADMINIS­
TRATIVE BODIES, BOARDS, AND COMMIS­
SIONS, AND ADVISORY BOARDS AND COM­
MISSIONS. 

Section 401. Pennsylvania State Police.-The Penn­
sylvania State Police shall consist of a superintendent, 
the State Police force as now or hereafter authorized 
by law, and such deputies, chiefs, statisticians, clerks, 
experts, and other assistants as the superintendent, 
with the approval of the Governor, shall deem nec­
essary for the work of the force. 

'l'he Superintendent of the Pennsylvania State Po­
lice ~hall receive a salary at the rate of six thousand 
dollars per annum. 

The State Police force shall receive such compensa­
! ion as is now or may hereafter be fixed by law. 

The deputies, chiefs, statisticians, clerks, experts, and 
other assistants engaged in the work of the Peilill.SJl­
vania State Police shall be appo!inted by the superin­
tendent, and shall receive such compensation as shall 
he fixed by the superintendent, with the approval of 
the Governor, which compensation shall, however, cpn­
form to the standards established by the ExecuUve 
Hoard. 

'rhe members of the State Police force shall be ap­
pointed by the superintendent. 

Section 402. Board of Finance and Revenue.-The 
Board of Finance and Revenue shall consist of the 
kretary of the Commonwealth, the Attorney General, 
the Auditor General, and the State Treasurer. 
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Three members of the board shall constitute a quo­
rum. The powers and duties vested in and imposed 
upon the board shall in all cases be exercised or per­
formed hy a majority '"'Of the boanl. 

'l'he board shall keep full and exact minutes of it:,; 
proceediugs, which shall at all times be open to the 
inspection of the Governor and the General Assembly. 

Section 403. Board of Property.-The Board of 
Property shall cousist of the Secretary of lnter·nal 
Affairs, the Secretary of the Commonwealth, and the 
Attorney General. Two members of the board shall 
constitute a quorum. 

Section 404. Board of Pardons.-The Board of 
Pardons shall consist of the Lieutenant Governor, Sec­
retary of the Commonwealth, Attorney General, and 
8ecretary of Internal Affairs. 

Three members of the board shall constitute a 
quorum. 

Section 405. Board of Commissioners on Uniform 
State Laws.--The Bvard of Commissioners on Uniform 
State Laws shall .consist of three persons learned in 
the law and the Attorney General ex-officio. 

Section 406. State Council of Education.-'rhe 
State Couucil of Education shall consist of the Sup€r­
intendent of Public Instruction, who shall be the pres­
ident and chief executive officer thereof, and nine 
other members. 

All appointmentE< shall be for terms of six years. 
'l'he Superintendent of Public Instruction and five 

other members shall constitute a quorum, 
Hection 4-07. Pennsylvania State Board of Censors.­

Tlw Pennsvlvania State Board of Censors shall co1n­
sist 1'f thr~e residents and citizens of Pennsylvania, 
two males and one female, well qualified by education 
and experience to act as censors of motion-picture 
film8 and stereopticon views or slides. One member 
of the boa.rd shall be designated as chairman, one 
nwmber as vice-chairma,n, and the other member as 
secretary thereof. 

'l'he chairman of the board shall receive a salary 
of three thousand six hundred dollars per annum; 
and the vice-chairman and secretar.Y shall each receive 
a salary of three thonsand three hundred dollars per 
aunum. 

Two members of the board shall constitute a quorum. 
Section 408. Public Sthool Employel3' Retirement 

Board.-The Public School Employes' Hetirement 
Board E:hall consist of the Superintendent of Public 
Instruction, who shall be chairman th'ereof, the State 
Treasurer, one member who shall be appointed by the 
Goveruor, three members of the School Employes' 
Association elected from among their number in a 
manner to be approved by the Superintendent of Pub-
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lie lw;:trnction, the State Treasurer, and the member of 
the Retirement Board appointed by the Governor, and 
oue rnemher, not an officer or employe of the State, 
who Rhall be elected by the board. 

A rncancy occurring during a term shall be filled 
for the unexpired term by the appointment or election 
of a successor in the same manner as his or her pred­
ecessor. 

Of the members of the Public School Employes' 
Re1ir1)ment Board, the member who is appointed by 
the GoYernor shall serve until his successor is appoint­
ed. 'J'hp nwrnhers elected by the School Employes' 
A"sociation shall be elected for terms of three years. 
'fhe member elected bv the board shall be elected an­
mrnlly to serve for a term of one year. 

The members of the lioard elected by the Sehool Em­
pJ oycs' Association shall not snffer any loss of salary 
or wage~ tlll'onglt St'rving on the board. 

Section 4mi. Pennsvlvania Historical Commis· 
sion.-'rl10 Pennsylvania· Historical Commission shall 
consist of the Superintendent of Public Instruction ex­
of'jicio and five citizens of the Commonwealth. 

Three memberR of the commission shall c001stitute a 
quorum. 
· Tlw commission shall select from their number a 

chairman, and shall elect a secretary who need not be 
a member of the commission. 

The ~cctetary sl1all receive such compensation as 
the 1:ornrnission shall, with the approval of the Superin­
tendent of Public Instruction, determine; but such 
salary shall not exceed eighteen hundred dollars per 
annum. 

>Sedfon ·110. State Board of Medical Education 
and Uc:rnsure.-The State Board of Medical Educa· 
tion and Licensure shall consist of seven members, 
two of whom shall he the Superintendent of Public 
J nstruction and the Secretary of Health ex-officio. 
Of tlw five remaining members, one shall be appoLnt­
ed from the l\Iedical Society of the State of Pennsyl­
rnnia, one from the Homeopathic Medical Society of · 
the State of Pennsylvania. and one from the Eclectic 
;\fedical Society of the State of Pennsylvania. The 
two 1·emaining members shall not he of the same 
school or system of practice. 

Each of the five memhers appointed shall, at the 
time of his appointment, be licensed and qualified 
nnder the existing laws of this Commonwealth to 
1m1ctfre medicine and surgery, and shall have prac­
ticed the same in this Commonwealth for a period 
of not less than ten years prior to his appointment. 
No member of the board shall be a member of the 
faculty of any undergraduate s<;_hool or college or 
1mivt>rsity teaching mrdiri.ll(~ and !'mrgery. 
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'L'llc tcl'ms of members of the board shall be four 
years from the respective dates of their appointment. 

Four members of the board shall constitute a 
quorum. 

The board shall select from among their number a 
chairman, and shall elect a secretary who need not be 
a member of the board. 

Each member of the board, other than the SuperLn­
tendent of Public Instruction and the Secretary of 
Health, shall receive fifteen dollars per diem while 

. a.ctually engaged in the work of the board. The sec­
retary shall receive such reasonable compensation as 
slrnll be determined h~r the board, with the approval 
of the Superintendent of Public Instruction. 

Section 411. State Board of Pharmacy.-The State 
Boaru of Pharmacy shall consist of the Superintendent 
of Public Instruction ex-officio and five persons, who 
shall be appointed for terms of six years from among 
the most skillful pharmacists in Pennsylvania, who are 
not teachers or instructors in any educational insti­
tution teaching pharmacy. Each appointee must have 
teen registered as a pharmacist in Pennsylvania at 
least ten years previous to his appointment, and he 
must be actually engaged in conducting a pharmacy. 

Three members of the board shall constitute a 
quorum. The board shall sele;ct from1 their number a 
chairman, and shall elect a secretary who need not be 
a member of the board. 

The members of the board, other than the Superin­
tendent of Public Instruction, shall be paid fifteen 
dollars per diem when actually engaged in the perform­
:rnce of their official duties, and the se<;,retary shall 
receive such reasonable compensation as the board 
shall determine, with the approval of the Superintend­
ent of Public Instruction. 

Section 412. State Dental Council and Examining 
Board.-The State Dental Council and Examining 
Board shall consist of the President of the Pennsyl­
va,nia State Dental Society, the Superintendent of 
Public Instruction, the Secretary of Health, and six 
persons whose term of office shall be six years from 
the first day of September of the year Lii which they 
may be appointed. 

The Pennsylvania State Dental Society shall have 
power to nominate from its membership at least double 
the number of candidates required to fill the vacancies 
occurring annually in the membership of the State 
Dental Council and Examining Board. Such candi­
dates shall have been engaged in the actual practice 
of dentistry in this Commonwealth during a period of 
not less than ten years. The Governor shall appoint 
I!J.QIDbers to fill all vacancies occurring from any caulilc 
unly from the candidates nominated as aforeRniil. No 
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member of the faculty of a dental college shall be 
.C.igible to appointment as a member of the State 
Dental Council and Examining Board. In the event 
of failure of the Pennsylvania State Dental Society 
to nominate candidates as aforesaid, the Governor 
shall appoint members in good standing of the said 
society without other restriction. 

The members of the State Dental Council and Ex­
ami,ning Board shall annually select one of their 
number to act as chairman, and shall elect a secretary 
who need not be a member of the board. 

Each of the members of the State Dental Council 
and Examining Board, other than the Superintemleut 
of Public Instruction, the Secreta1·y of Health, and 
the President of the Pennsylvania State Dental So­
ciety, shall receive fifteen dollars per diem while ac­
tually engaged in the work of the board. and the secre­
tary shall receive such reasonable compensation ns 
the hoaTd shall determine, with the approval of the 
Rnpc·1·1nh•mlent of Public Instruction. 

'J'he terms of the present members of the Dental 
Council and of the noard of Dental Examiners for the 
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania slrnll cx1iil'e upon the 
date when this act becopics effective. Of the tirst 
members of the State Dental Council and Examining 
Board appointed under this act, two shall be appoint­
ed for two years, 6rn for four years, and two for six 
years. 

Section 413. State Board of Optometrical Examin­
ers.-The State Board of Optometrical Examillers shall 
consist of the Superintendent of Public Instruction ex­
officio and seven members, all of whom shall .be 
optometrists, citizens of PennsylYania, who possess the 
requisite qualifications to practice Optometry UJnder 
the laws of this Commonwealth and who shall have 
been so practicing in this Commonwealth during the 
five years next previous to their appointment. 

The terms of members of the board shall be four 
years from the respective dates of their appointment. 

No mPrnher of the hoard shall be a member of the 
faculty of any undergraduate school or college teach­
ing optometry . 

.Four members of the board shall constitute a 
quorum; and the board shall select from its member­
ship a chairman, and shall elect a secretary who need 
not be a member of the b~rd. 

The members of the board, other than the Superin­
tPindent of Public Instruction, shall receive fifteen dol­
lars per diem for each day actually devoted to the work 
of the hoard, and the secretary shall r~ceive such 
reasonable compensation as shall be determined by the 
board, with the approval of the inperintendent of 
Pu9•i ~uatrn•tion. 

l!H 
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Section 414:. State Board of Osteopathic Examin­
crs.-Thc State Board of Osteopathic Examiners shall 
consist of the Superintendent of Public Instruction 
ex-officio and five members, each of whom shall be a 
graduate of a legally incorporated and reputable col­
lege of osteopathy, and shall have been licensed to 
practice osteopathy u,nder the laws of this Common­
wealth, and shall not be in any manner financially in­
terested in o.r connected with the faculty or manage­
ment of any osteopathic school or college, and shall 
have been engaged in the practice of osteopathy in 
this Commonwealth for a period of at least three years. 

The mmnbers of the .board, qualified as aforesaid, 
shall be appointed from a full list of the members in 
good standing of the Pennsylvania Osteopathic As­
sociation, which list shall be furnished to the Governor 
by the president and secretary of such association an­
nually. In the :case of the failure of the Pennsylvania 
Osteopathic Association to submit such a list to the 
Governor, the Governor shall appoint members in 
good standing of such association without restriction. 

'!'he terms of members o.f the board shall be fOur 
years from the respective dates of their appointment. 

Three members of the board shall constitute a quo­
rum; and the board shall annually select from among 
its number a chairman, and shall elect a secretary 
who need not be a member of the board. 

'rhe members of the board, other than the Superin­
tendent of Public Instruction, shall receive fifteen dol­
lars per diem when actually engaged in the perform­
ance of their official duties, a.nd the s~cretaryi shall 
receive such reasonable compensation as the board 
shall determine, with the approval of the Superintend­
ent of Public 1nstruction. 

Section 415. State Board of Examiners for Reg­
istration of Nurses.-The State Board of Examiners 
for Registration of Nurses shall consist of the Su­
perintendent of Public Instruction ex-officio and five 
members who shall be registered nurses, graduated 
from training schools connected with hospitals where 
practical and theoretical instruction is given £n general 
surgical and medical nursing, and who shall have been 
engaged in nurs1ng in the Commonwealth of Pennsyl­
vania for at least fivf' years since graduation. 

'l'be Governor shall appoint the original memberi;; 
of the board from a list of not less than twenty names 
submitted to him by the Board of Direcfors of the 
Graduate Nurses' Association of Pennsylvania. One 
member shall be appointed for six years, two mem­
bers_ for four years, and two for two years ; and, upon 
the expiration of the term of office of any membe1·, 
the Governor shall appoint a person with the above 
specified qualifications from a list of not less than 
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ten names, subimlitted to him ,by the Board of Directors 
of the Graduate Nurses' Association of Pennsylvania, 
for a terpi of six years a,nd until a :successor is_ ap­
pointed and qualified. Vacancies. shall be filled in 
like manner. 

'l'hree members of the board shall constitute a 
quorum; and the ,board shall select from among its 
members a chairman, and shall elect a secretary who 
need not be a member of the board. 

The board, with the approval of the Superintendent 
of Public Instructi0in, shall a1so appoint and fix the 
cOlilllpensation of a State Educational Director of 
Training Schools for Nurses, who shall have the same 
qualifications as the members of the board. 

The ID€mbers of the board, other than the Superin­
tendent of Public Lnstructi<m, shall receive fifteen dol­
lars per diem when actually engaged in the .transac­
tion of official business, and the secretary shall receive 
sueh reasonable compensation as shall be determined by 
the board, with the approval of the Superintendent of 
Public Instruction. 

The terms of the present members of the board 
shall expire upon the date when this act becomes 
effective. 

Section 416. State Board of U,ndertakers._:_The 
State Board of Undertakers shall consist of the Su­
perintendent of Public In!!,truction ex-officio and five 
persons who shall be practiciing undertakers. The 
b:>rms of members of the board sha11 be six years. 

Three members of the board shall constitute a quo­
rum. The board shall select from among their number 
a chairman, and shall elect a secretary who need not 
be a m1ember of the board. 

Each member of the board, other than the Superin­
tendent of Public Instruction, shall receive fifteen dol-
1ars per diem when actually engaged in the transac­
tion of official business. 

The secretarv of the board shall receive such rea­
sonable compeiisation as the board may determine. 
with the approval of the Superintendent of Public 
Instruction. 

Section 417. State Board of Veterinary Medical 
I~xaminers.-The State Board of Veterinary Medical 
Examiners shall consist of the Superintendent of Pub­
lic Instrnetion ex-officio and five members who shall 
be of good standing in the veterinary profession, and 
!'>hall be graduates of a legally incorporated and repu­
table veterinary school. 'rhcy shall have practiced 
veterinary medicine for at least five years immediately 
preceding their appointment. 

Three members of the boaru shall ..:onstitute a quo­
rum. 
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The board shall select from among their nember a 
chairman, and shall elect a secretary who need not be 
:i member of the board. 

Each member of the board, other than the Superinten­
dent of Public Instruction, shall receive fifteen dol­
lars per diem while actually engaged in the transac­
tion of official business, and the secretary shall receive 
such reasonable compensation as the board shall de­
termine, with the approval of the Superintendent of 
Public Instruction. 

Section 418. State Board of Examiners of Pub­
lic Accountants.-The State Board of Examiners of 
Pnblic Accountants shall cor.sist of the Superintendent 
of Public Instruction ex-officio and five members, two 
of whom shall be appointed from the eastern part of 
the State, two from the western part, and one from the 
central part. Three of them shall be certified public 
accountants holding degrees of the saim~ from the 
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. The other two shall 
be practicing attorneys in good standing in any of the 
courts of the Commonwealth. 

The terms of members of the board shall be four 
years from the respective dates of their appointment. 

Three members oi the board shall constitute a quo­
rum. 

The board shall select from among their number a 
chairman, and shall elect a secretary who need not 
be a member of the board. 

Each member of the board, other than the Superin­
tendent of Public Instruction, shall receive fifteen dol­
lars per diem when actually engaged in the work of 
the board, and the secretary shall receive such rea­
sonable compensation as the board shall determine .• 
with the approval of the Superintendent of Public 
Lnstruction. 

Section 419. State Board of Registration of Pro­
fessional Engineers and of Land Surveyo,rs.-The State 
Board of Registration of Professioinal Engineers an-d 
of Land Surveyors shall consist of the Superintendent 
of Public Instruction ex-.officio and five members, all 
of whom Rhall be registered professional engineers 
and full corporate members, in good standing, in at 
least one of the following societies: American Society 
of Civil Engineers, Americam Institute of Mining and 
Metallurgical Engineers, American Society of Me­
chanical Engineers, or American Institute of Electrical 
EngincP.n:. 'rhe members of the board shall be so 
selected that not more than two of them shall be mem~ 
hers o~ the same society. Ea.ch member of the boaJ'd 
"hnll be a citizen of the United States a,nd a resident 
of this Commonwealth, shall have been engaged in the 
practice of the profession of eingineering for at lQfl.lilt 
ten years, and shall have been in responsible charge 
of engiineering work for at least five years. 
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'l'he term of members of the board shall be six years. 
Three members of the board shall constitute a quo-

rum. . 
The board shall select from their number annually 

a president, and shall elect a secretary who illeed not 
be a memeber of the board. • 

Each member of the board, ex:cept the Superintend­
ent of Public Instruction, shall i·eceive fifteen dollars 
pe:r diem when actually attending to the work of the 
boarq, and the secretary shall receive such reasOillable 
compensation as shall be determined by the board, with 
the approval of the Superintendent of Public lill­
struction. 

Section 420. State Board of Examiners of Archi­
te<>ts.-The State Board of Examiners of .Architects 
shall cQnsist of the Superintendent of Public Instruc­
tion ex-officio and five members, all of whom shall be 
architects who have been in active practice in this 
Commonwealth for not less tha.n ten years prior to 
their appointment. 

The terms of members of the board shall b_e six years. 
Three members of the board shall constifote a..quo­

rum. 
The board shall annually select from amOillg their 

number a president, and shall elect a secretary who 
need not be a member of the board. 

Each member of the board, except the Superintend­
ent of Pubic Instruction, shall receive fifteen dollars 
per diem while actually engaged in the work of the 
board, and the secretary shall receive such reas<>inable 
compensation as shall be determined by the board, 
with the approval of the Superintendent of Public 
Instruction. 

Section 421. Mine Inspectors' Examining Board 
for the Bituminous Coal Mines of Pennsylvania.-The 
Mine Inspectors' Examining Board for the Bitumi­
nous Coal Mines of Pennsylvania shall consist of the 
Superintendent of Public Instruction ex-officio, the 
Secretary of Mines, two mining engineers who shall 
have had at least five years' experience in the bitumi­
nous mines of Pennsylvania, and three memberR who 
shall have passed successfully examinations qualifying

Six n~ernbers of the commission shall constitute a 
quorum. 

Section 425. ·water and l'ower Resources Board.­
'l'he ·water and Power Resources Board shaH consist 
of fh·e members, four of whom shall be the Secretary 
of Forests and Waters, the Secretary of Health, the 
Commissioner of .B'ishel'ies, aud the Chairman of The 
Publi~ Service Commission of the Commonwealth of 
Pennsylvania. The fifth member shall be an engineer, 
and shall receive compensation for his services at such 
rate per diem as shall be fixed by the other members 
of the board, but such compensation shall ,not exceed 
three thousand dollars per annum. 

The terms of the present members of the Water 
Supply Commission of Pennsylvania shall expire upon 
the date when this act becomes effective. 

'fhe Secretary of Forests and Waters shall be chair­
man of the board. 

Section 42fi. Geographtc Board.-The Geographic 
Board shall consist of the Secretary of Forests and 
·waters, who shaH be the chairman thereof, the Secre­
tary of Highways, the President of tlie Pennsylvania 
Historical Commission, and the Chief of the Land 
Office Bureau :Ln the Department of Internal Affairs.

Section 431. Workmen's Compensation Board.­

'l'he Workmen's Comperilsation Board shfill consist of 
three members, of whom the Governor shall designate 
one as chairman. The Secretary of Labor and In­
dnshy shall be ex-officio a member of the board. Two 
members of the board shall be a quorum; and mo action 
of the board shall be valid unless it shall have the 
concurrence of at least two members. A vacancy on 
the board shall not impair the right !Jf a quorum to 
exercise all the rights and perform all the duties of 
the board. 

The Secretary of Labor and Industry, with the ap­
proval of the Governor, shall appoint a secretary to 
the 'Vorkmen's Compensation Board, who shall receive 
such salary as the Secretary of Labor and Industry, 
with the approval of the Governor, shall determine. 

The Chairman of the Workmen's Compensation 
Board shall receive a salary at the rate of nine thou­
sand dollars per annum. The other members of the 
board, exC'ept the Secretary of Labor and Industry, 
shall receive salaries at the rate of eight thousand five 
hundred dollars per annum. 

Section· 432. Workmen's Compensation Referees.­
There shall be in the Department of Labor a,nd In­
dustry as many Workmen's Compensation Referees as, 
in the judgment of the Governor and of the Secretary 
of Labor and Industry, shall be ,necessary properly to 
administer the workmen's compensation laws of the 
Commonwealth. Such referees shall be 1subject to the 
direction and control of the Workmen's Compensation 
Board. The board shall assign them to the various 
workmen's compensation districts, and shall prescribe 
from timie to time the duties to be performed by them. 

Each Workmen's Compensation_Referee shall r~eivc> 
a salar~r at the rate of five thousand dollars per annum. 

Section 433. Sanitary Water Board.-The Sanitary 
·water Board shall consist of the Secretary of Health, 
who shall be chairman thereof, the Secretary of Forests 
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and vVa.ters, the Attorney General, the Commis1:Jioue1· 
of Fisheries, and the Chairman of the I'uhlic Sen-ice 
Commh;sion of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. 

Three members of the board shall constitute a quo­
rum. 

Section 434. Anatomical Board.-The Anatomical 
Board of the State of Pennsylvania shall ccmsist of the 
professors of anatomy, the professors of surgery, the 
demonstrators of anatomy, and the lilemonstrators of 
surgery of the medical and dental schools ~nd colleges 
of this Commonwealth which are now or may hereafter 
become incorporated, together with one representative 
from each of the unincorporated schools of anatomy or 
practical surgery with1n this Commonwealth in which 
there are, or from time to time at the time of the ap­
pointment of such representatives shall ,be, not less 
than five scholars. 

The Secretary of Health shall be a member of the 
hoard ex-officio. 

The boa1·d shall effect such organization and elect 
such officers as it shall from time to time determine_ 

Section 435. Boards of Trustees of State Institu­
tions.-rrhe board of trustees of each of the State in­
stitutions hereinafter mentioned shall consist of nine 
members and the head of the department havLng su­
pervision over the institution ex-officio. 'rhe Auditor 
General shall he ex-officio a member of the Board of 
Trustees of Pennsylvania Soldiers' and Sailors' Home. 

·Of the first members of each su.ch board appointed 
under this act, three shall be appoLnted for two years, 
three for four years, and three for six years. There­
after all appointments shall be for terms of six years. 

Five members of any such board shall constitute a 
quorum; 

Each such board shall ann:ually elect a president 
and vice-president from among its members, and a 
secretary and treasurer who need not be members of 
the board. The secretary and treasurer may be the 
same person.

(a) The State Forest Commission ;Shall consist of 
four persons and the Secretary of Forests and Waters 
l'X·officio, who shall be chairman thereof. 

(b) 'l'he Fort Washington Park Commisi,:;ion shall 
consist of the Commii,:;sioncrs of Fairmount Park, Phila­
delphia, and the Secretary of Forests and Waters ex­
officio. · · 

'.rhe commission shall annually elect a chairman and 
a secretary. 

Seven members shall annually elect a chairman and 
quorum. 

(cJ rl'he Wyoming Valley Memo1'ial Park Commis­
sion shall consist of the Secretary of Forests and 
Waters ex-officio and ten citizens of this Oommoo­
wealth. 

'rhe commi<;sion shall anmially elect a chairman and 
secretary. 

Six memhers of the commission shall constitute a 
quorum. 

( d) The Industrial Board shall consist of the Sec­
retai~ of Labor and Industry and four additional mem­
bers, one of whom shall be an employer of labor, one 
a wage earner, and one a woman. 'l'he Secretary of 
Labor and Industry shall be the chairman of the 
board. 

Three members of the board shall be a quorum. 
The members of the Industrial Board, other than 

the chairman, shall receive ten doll;i.rs per day while 
tn the performance of their official duties. 

( e) The Advisory Health Board shall consist of 
the Secretary of Hea1th and six members, a majority of 
whom shall be physicians, graduates of legally con­
stituted medical collc.ges, ancl of at least ten years' ex­
perience in the practice of their profession, and one 
of whom shaU be a civil engineer. The Secretary of 
Health shall be chairman of the board. 

Three members of the board, together with the Sec· 
retary of Health, shall constitute a quorum. 

(f) The State Welfare Commission shall consist of 
nine members, three of whom, as ex-officio members, 
shall be the Secretary of Welfare, the Secretary of 
Labor and Industry, and the Secretary of Health. The 
Secretary of Welfare shall be chairman of the board. 
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Tile ~ecretary of \Yelfare and four otlrnr members t'lf 
1he hoard shall constitute a quorum. 

(g) The Gettysburg Battlefield Memorial Commis­
sion shall consist of five persons and the Secretary of 
Property and Supplies ex-officio. 

The commission shall annually elect a chairmap 
and a secretary. 

Three members shall constitute a quorum. 
(h) The General George Gordon Meade Statue Com­

mission shall consist of the Governor of the Common­
wealth and the Secretary of Property and Supplies ex 
officio, the Commander of the Grand Army of the 
Republic, Department of Pennsylvania, one member of 
the Senate and one member of the House of Represent­
atives to be designated by the Governor, and the Gen­
eral Chail'ma.n of the Committee on Meade Statue or 
the Philadelphia Brigade Association, and three other 
persons. 

The commission shall annually elect the chairman 
::ind a secretary. 

Five members of the commission shall constitute a 
quorum. 

(i) 'l'he Robert Morris Monument Commissicm shall 
consist of five persons and the Secretary of Property 
and Supplies ex-officio. · 

The commission shall annually ele.ct a chairman and 
a secretary. 

Three members of the commission shall constitute 
a quorum. 

(j) The General Galusha Pennypacker Monument 
Commission ·shall consist of the Secretary of Property 
and Supplies, the President of the Pennsylvania Acad­
emy of Fine Arts of Philadelphia, and three other 
persons. The commission shall annually elect a pres­
ident and secretary. 

Three members of the commission shall constitute 
a quorum. 

(k) The Camp Curtin l\Ionument Commission shall 
consist of seven persons and the Secretary of Prop­
erty and Supplies ex-officio. 

The commission shall annually elect a president :rnd 
secretary. 

Four members shall constitute a quorum. 
Section 440. Mine Insvectors.-There shall be as 

many anthracite mine inspectors and as many bitu­
minous mine inspectors as may now or hereafter be pro­
vided by law. All such mine inspectors shall be ap­
pointed, respectively, from among persons holding valid 
certificates of qunlification issued by the Anthracite 
Mine Inspectors' Examining Board or the Examining 
Board for the Bituminous Coal Mines of Pennsylvania. 

The manner of appointing mine inspectors, their 
qualifications, and their terms of office shall be as 
may now or hereafter be provided by law. 
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!!Jach mine inspector shall receive a salary at the 
1·ate of four thousand ~ight hundred dollars per 
annum. 

Section 441. Board to License Private 1Bankers.­
Thc Board to License l'rirnte Bankers shall consist of 
the Secretary· of Banking, who shall be ehairman there­
of, the Secretary of the Commonwealth, and the State 
'l'reasurer. 

Section 442. State \Vorkmen's I,nsurance Board.­
'l'he State \Vorkrnen's Insurance Board shall consist 
of the Secretary of Labor and Industry, who shall 
be the chairman thereof, the State Treasurer, and the 
I nsnrance Commissio.ner. 

ARTICLE V. 

1'0\VEHS AND DUTIES JN GENEHAL. 

Section 501. Coordination of Work.-The heads 
of the several administrative departments, except the 
Auditor General, State Treasurer, and Secretary of 
Internal Affairs, and the several i,ndependent admin­
istrative boards and commissions shall devise a prac­
tical and working basis for cooperation and coordina­
tion of work, eliminating duplication and overlapping 
of functiomi, and shaJl, so far as practical, cooperate 
with each other in the employment of assistance and 
use of quarters and equipment. 'l'he head of any ad­
ministrative department, board, or commission to 
which this section applies may empower or re­
quire an employe of another clepar.tment, board, or 
eon1mission to which this section applies, subject to 
the consent of the head of such department or of such 
hoard or commission, to perform any duty which he 
or it might require of the employes of bis or its ow,n 
department, board, or commission. 

Section 502. Cooperative Duties.-Whenever in 
this act power is vested in a departmelllt, board, or 
commission to inspect, examine, secure data or in­
formation, or to procure assistance from any other de­
partment, board, or commission, a duty is hereby im­
posed upon the department, board, or commissio,n up­
on which demand is tnade to rerider such power 
effective. 

Section 503. Departmental Administrative Boards 
and CommiRsions.-Except as otherwise provided in 
thi8 ::ict, departmental adm1nistrative bodies. boards, 
and commissions within the several administrative 
departments shall exercise their powers and perform 
their duties independently of the hea'ds or any other 
officers of the respective administrative departments 
with which they arc connected; but in all rnatter:il in­
volving the t•xpenditure of money all snch departmQ!it­
::il administrative boards and commissions sha11 be frnh-
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j\'ct and responsrble to the departments with which 
they are respectively conneded. 

Whenever the head of a department is by this act 
madP ex-officio a member of a departmental adminis­
trative board or comanission, such department head 
shu.11 have the privilege of attending meetings and 
participatiing in the deliberations of such board or 
cornmh;sion, but shall not have the right to vote upon 
any matter coming before su.ch board or commission. 

~eetiou 504. Departmental Repo1'ts.-The head of 
each administrative department and each independent 
administrative board and commission shall, nut later 
than October first of each even-numbered year, repo1t 
in writing to the Governor concerning the condition, 
mauagement, and financial transactions of the depa1·t­
ment, board, or commission. Such reports shalJ, except 
where impra,cticable, be for the two-year period ending 
)fay thirty-first of the year in which they arc made. 
Each departmental administrative body, board, and 
commission and each advisorv hoard and commission 
shall, not later than Septeii'1ber first of each even-
11urnbered yt>ar, report in writ1ng to the head of the 
department of which such body, board, or commission 
is a part. All such reports shall be attached as ex­
hibits to the report made by the head of the depart­
ment to the Governor. 

Section 505. Departmental Seals.-Each admin­
istrative department, each independent administrative 
board and commission shall, and any departmeutal 
administrative body, board, or commission may, adopt 
and use an official seal. A copy of any paper or docu­
ment on file with any such department, board, or com­
mission, authenticated by any such seal, shall be evi­
<lence equally and in like manner as the original. 

Sedion 1506. Rules and Regulations.-The heads of 
all administrative departments, the several independ­
ent administrative boards ~md commissions, the sev­
eral departmental atlministrative bodies, boards, and 
eommissions, and the Executive Board are hereby em­
powered to prescribe rules and i·egulations, not incon­
sistent with law, for the government of their respective 
departments, boards, or commissions, the conduct of 
their employes and clcrlrn, the distribution and per­
formance of their business, and the custody, use, and 
prese1Tation of the reco1·<ls, hooks, documents, and 
pt'operty pertaining thereto. 

Secti.on 507. Purchasps.-It sliall he unlawful for 
any administrative department, other than the De­
partment of Property and Rupplics, or for any in­
dependent adrninistrath·e lJOard or commission. or 
for any departmental administrntive body, board, or 
commission, or for any achisory board or commission. 
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to purchase any furniture, materials, or supplies 
except: 

(a) The Department of Health, which shall have 
the right to purchase medicines, medical and surgical 
supplies required by the department, and furniture, 
.materials, and supplies for the tuberculosis s:rnatoria 
maintainefl by the 1lepal'tment: 

(b) The Department of Highways, which shall 
have the right to purchase materials, supplies, and 
equipment necessary for the c0instruction and repair 
of highways; 

( c) Any departments, boards, or comm1ss10ns 
which by law are authorized to purchase materials or 
supplies and pay for the same out of fees or other 
moneys collected by them or out ·of moneys apprn­
priated to them by the General Assembly: Provide<1, 
That every such department, board, and commission 
shall make its purchases through the Department of 
Property and Supplies as its purchasing agency; and 

( d) Boards of trustees of State institutions: Pro­
vided, 'l'hat after the Department of Property and 
Supplies shall have established a standard specifi­
cation for any article required by any such fa1stitu­
tion, it shall be unlawful for any such institution to 
purchase such article under any other specification, 
unlm;s such institution shall forward to the Depart­
ment of Property and Supplies, at the time the plll'­
chas1~ is made, the modified specification, the- .Pl'ice 
paid thereunder, and the reason for the modification. 
and, whenever practicable, forward to the department 
for analysis a sample of the artitle purchased u1mler 
the nwdified specification. 

Section 508. Disposition of Unserviceable Personal 
l'roperty.·-Whenever any furnishings or other per­
sonal property of this Commonwealth shall be no 
longer of sel'Yice to the Commonwealth, it shall be the 
duty of the department, board, or commission, in 
whose possession such property shall be or come, to 
put such property :Lnto the custody of the Department 
of Property and Supplies: Provided, however, 'l'hat 
in the case of any perishable property which is not in 
the city of Harrisburg, the departmicnt, board, or com -
mission having possession of the same may sell it in 
such manner and upon snch terms as the head of the 
department or the board or commission may cletel'­
minc. 

Sectio,n 509. T,eg:ll. Advice arnl SerYi,ces.-\Vhen­
ever any department, board, commission, or offkl'r' 
of the State Government, shall reqnirc legal :ulvi;~t· 
concerning its conduct or operation, or when auy 
legal difficulty or dispute arises or litigation is com­
menced or to be cnrnrnenced in whiclr any dep:nt­
ment, board, cornmission, or officer is concerned, or 
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wheuever any taxes or other accounts of ainy kind 
whatever due the Conurnmwealth remain overdue and 
unpaid for a period of six months, it shall be the 
duty of such department, board, cotnm~ssion, or offi­
cer to refer the same to the Department of Justice, 
excrpt as provided for in the act, approve.d the 
twielfth day of April, one thousand nine hundred and 
twenty-three, entit!l1 d "An act to amend an act, ap­
proved June fifteenth, one thousand nine hundred and 
eleven (Pamphlet Laws, nine hundred and fifty-five), 
Pntitled 'An act making State taxes, unpaid bonus, 
interest, penalties, and all public accounts, a first 
lien npon the francbise and property of corporations, 
companies, associations, joint-stock associations, and 
limited partnerships against which the same may be 
settled; providing· for enforcing the payment thereof, 
a,nd for the furnishing of certificates as to the exist­
ence of such liens upon application thereof; and re­
pealing section four of the act, approved April six­
teenth, one tliousand eight hundred and twenty­
scven'; by providing for the employment of counsel, 
fixing such counsels' commissions, a,nd giving su'.'.h 
commissions and emits the same priority and liens as 
such taxes, bonus, interest, penalties, and public 
accounts." 
It shall be the duty of any department, board, com­

mission, or officer having requested and received 
legal advice from the Depn.rinnient of Justice regard· 
:iing the official duty of such depn.rtment, board, com­
mission, or officer, to follow the same; aiid when any 
officer shn.11 follow the advice given him by the Depart­
meut of Justice. he shall not be in any way liable for 
so doing, upon his official bond or otherw.ise. 

Except as heretofore i.n this section otherwise pro­
vided. it shall be unlawful for any department, board, 
commission. or officer of the Commonwealth to engage 
any attorney to represent snch department, board, 
commission. or officer in a,ny matter or thing relating 
to the public business of sn-ch department. board, corn· 
mission, or officer without the approval in writing of 
the Attorney General. 

Section 510. Contracts.-No member or officer of 
any departmemt of the government shall be in any 
way interested in any contract for furnishing- station­
ery, printing, paper, fuel, furniture. materials, or sup­
plies to the State Government, or for the printing, 
binding, and distributing of the laws, journale, de­
partment reports, or any other printing and 'bjnding. 
or for the repairing and fmnishing the halls and 
room>: nsrd for the meetings of tlie General Assembly 
and its committees. 

S~ction 511. Administering Oaths.-Tlu~ hQ(td of 
e\·er_v :Hlminii'!trative ifrp::irtment, all derrnt:v headti of 
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administrative departments, every member· of a de­
partmental administrative board or commission, the 
Superintendent of the Pennsylvania State Police, the 
Secretary of the vVorkmen's Compensation Board, 
every workmen's compensation referee, and such em­
ployes of the several administrative departments as 
their respective heads shall designate, shall have the 
power to administer oaths or affirmations with re­
gard to any matter or thing which may properly come 
before such head, deputy, member, superintendent, sec­
retary, or referee, as the case may be. 

Section •512. Meetings of Boards and Oommis­
sions.-Every departmental administrative board or 
comlIIlission and every advisory board or commission 
shall meet upon the call of the chairman thereof at 
such times and places as the chairman shall designate, 
and at such times and places as the board or commis­
sion may by rule designate. 

SectiOn 513. Geographic Names.-Every adminis­
trative department, board, or commission of the Co;m­
monwealth shall, in preparing or publishing maps, re­
ports, or other documents showing or referring to 
any mountain, river, creek, or other topographic fea­
ture within the Commonwealth, designate such moun­
tain, river, creek, or other topographic feature by, and 
only by, such name· as shall have been adopted there­
for by the Geographic Board created by this act. 

Section 514. Subpoenas.-Every administrative de­
partment, board, and commission, every departmf'ntal 
administrative board and commission, every advisory 
board and commission, and the several workmen's 
compensation referees shall have the power to issue 
subpoenas requiring the attendance of witnesses and 
the production ·of books and papers pertinent to any 
hearing before such department, board, commission, 
or officer, and to examine such witnesses, books, and 
papers. 

Any witness who refuses to obey a subpoena issued 
hereunder, or who refuses to be sworn or affirmed or 
to testify, or who is guilty of any contempt after sum· 
mons to appear, may be punished as for contempt of 
court; and for this purpose an application may be 
made to any court of common pleas within whose ter­
ritorial jurisdiction the offense was committed, for 
which purpose such court is hereby given jurisdiction. 

ARTICLE VI. 

BUDGETARY AND FINANCIAL POWERS AND 
DFTIES OF ADl\UNISTRA'l'IVE OFFICERS, DE­
PARTMENTS, BOARDS, AND COMMISSIONS. 

:iection 601. Preparation of Budget.-The SecJW-
tary of the Commonwealth shall, in each even-num­
bered year, obtain and prepare information neces!lary 
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for tlie preparation of a State budget for the biennium 
beginning June first of the following year. He shall. 
not later than the fifteenth day of August of s1F:h 
even-numbered year, distribute to the Governor, to the 
Lieutenant Governor, to each administrative depart­
ment, to each independent administrative board and 
commission, to the chief clerk of the Senate, to the 
chief clerk of the Honse of Representatives, to the 
prothonotaries of the various courts of the Common­
wealth, and to all institutions or other agencies which 
dPsire State appropriations to be made to them, the 
proper blanks necessary to the preparation of the 
budget estimates, with a request that such blanks be 
1·0turned, with the information desired, n0t later than 
the first day of November of the same year. Such 
blanks shall be in such form as shall be prescribed 
by the Secretary of the Commonwealth to procure any 
or all information pertaining to the revenuei;; and ex­
penditures for the preceding fiscal ye::trs and for the 
current fiscal year. the appropriations made by the 
previous General Assembly, the expenditures there­
from, encumbrances thereon, the amount unencum­
bered and unexpended, an itemized estimate of the 
reYPnues and expenditures of the current fiscal year 
and for the succeeding biennium, and an estimate of 
the revenues and amounts needed for the respective 
departments, boards, and coIDIIllissions, for expenses of 
the General Assembly, for the Judicial Department, 
and for any and all institutions or other agencies to 
which appropriations are likely to be made by the 
General Assembly for the two fiscal years next suc­
ceeding. Such blanks shall also request the person 
returning them to accompany them with a statement 
in writing giving the facts and an explanation of, and 
reasons for, the estimatrs of receipts and expenditures 
for the succeeding biennium contained upon the blanks 
returned. It shall be the duty of each admdnistrative 
department and each independent administrative board 
and commission to comply, not later than November 
first, with any and all requests made by the Secre­
tary of the Commonwealth in connection with the 
budget. 

The Secretary of the Commonwealth may, under 
the direction of the Governor, make further inquiries 
and investigations as to the financial needs, expendi­
tures, estimates, or revenues of any department, board, 
commission, instituti0in, or other agency. The Gover­
nor may, after giving to each department, board, com­
mission, institution, or other agency an opportunity to 
bf' heard, approve, disapprove, or alter the estimates. 
The Secretarv of the Commoowealth shall, on or be­
fore the first' day of January next succeeding, submit 
to thf' Governor in writing the above information and 
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any additional tnformatiou requested by tbe Governor 
as a basis for the Governor's estimates for appropria· 
tions for the 11ext snccee(ling biennium. 

Section 602. Submission of Budget to General As­
sembly.-As soo,n as possible, and not later than fom 
weeks after the organization of the General Assembly, 
the Governor shall submit a State budget, embracing 
therein the amounts rec:ornmended Ly him to be ap­
propriated to the General Assembly, the· Judicial De· 
partment, the Governor, a.nd the sevr>r::;J adminiRtra­
th'e departments, boards, and commissions of the State 
Government, and to institutions within the State, and 
for all other publie purposes, the estimated revenues 
or receipts from any and all sources, and an estimated 
amount to be raised bv taxation or otherwise. To· 
gether with such budget, the Governor shall transmH 
the estimates of receipts and expenditures as received 
by the Secretary of the Commonwealth from the elec· 
tive officers in the Executive and Judicial Departments. 

Section 603. List of Employes to be Furni..;;ited to 
the Auditor General.-The heads of all adm:Li1istrative 
departments, arnl the sen•ral indepp11d<>nt a.dmi11istra­
tive .boards and commissions, shall on the fifteenth day 
of June of each year transmit to the Auditor General 
and to the Secretary of the Commonwealth a complete 
list, as of June first preceding, of the names of all per­
sons, except day laborers, entitled to receive compen­
satio11 from the Commo:mvealth for servicPs rendered 
i,n or to the department, board, or commission, as the 
case may be. Such list shall show the position occnpie•l 
by each such person, the date of birth and voti.ng resi­
dence of such person, the salm.·y at which, or other 
basis upon whirh, such perrnn iR entitlerl to he paid, 
the date when such person entered the service of the 
Commonwealth, whether such person has been con­
. tinuously employed by the GommomvPalth since that 
date, and all periods of service and positions helrl as 
an employe of tlw Commonwealth. 

Each month thereafter the heads of the several ad­
ministrative departments and the several independent 
arlm1nistrative boards and commissions shall certHY 
to the Auditor General and to the Secretarv of the 
0omrnonwealth any changes in the annual list of em­
ploycs last transmitted to them which shall have oc­
cnrred during the preceding mQnth. 

The information received by the Auditor General 
and the Secretary of the Commonwealth nnder this 
section shall be public information. 

Section 604. Estimates of Current Exnenditures 
l>,y Departments, Boards. and Oommissions.-=-Each ad· 
ministrative department, board, and commisMi.on, ex­
cept the departments of which the Auditor General, 
tlw Si·ate Treasurer, and the Secretarv of Internal 
Affairs are, respectively, the heads, shall, from time 
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to time as requested by the Gover,nor, prepare 11,nd 
submit to the Governor for approval or disapproval 
an estimate of the amount of money required for each 
activity or· function to be carried on by such depart­
ment, board, or commission during the ensuing month, 
q1iarter, or su,d1 other period as the Governor shall 
prescribe. If such estimate does not meet with the 
approval of the Governor, it shall be revised in accord­
an.ce with the Governor's desires and resubmitted 
for approval. 

After the approval of any such estimate, it shall be 
unlawful for the department, board, or commission to 
expend any appropriation, or part thereof, except in 
accordance with such estimate, unless the same be 
revised with the approval of the Governor. 

If any department, board, or commission to which 
this section applies shall fail or refuse to submit to 
the Governor estimates of expenditures in accordance 
with the Governor's request, the Governor may notify 
the Auditor General in writing of such failure or re­
fusal; and after receipt of such notice the Auditor 
General shall not draw any warrant in favor of such 
department, boa:cd, or commission until the Governor 
shall have· notified the Auditor General, in writing, 
that the delinquent department, board, or commission 
has furnished him with, and he has approved, the es­
timate as required by this section. 

Section 605. Estimates of Current Expenditures 
by Departments of F.lective Officers.--'rhe Auditor 
General; State Treasurer, and Secret'lry of Internal 
Affairs shall, from time lO time as requested by the 

,'!Governor, prepare and submit to the GoYernor esti 
, 'J mates of the amounts of money required for each 
·,j activity or function to be carried on by their respec­
, tive departments during the ensuiing month, quarter, 

~I or such oth'er period as the Governor shall prescribe. 
1 Section 606. Departmental Administrative Bomes, 
l Boards, and Commissions.-It shall be the duty of 
'each departmental administrative body, board) and 
·commission promptly to furnish to the head of the 
department of which it is a part such information as 
may be requested by the head of the department for 
the departmental budget estimates or the periodical 
estimates of the current expenditures of the depart­
ment. 

Section 607. Fiscal Year.-All books and aQCounts 
kept by the Auditor General, the State Treasurer, 
and every department, board, and commission shall 
be kept as of the fiscal year, which shall be the period 
beginning on ·the first day of June of each calendar 
~r and ending on the thirty-first day of May of the 
@e.}endar year next succeeding. The books and ac­
counts kept by the Auditor General and State Treas-
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urer which, under laws in force at the dat.e of the 
vas~age of this act. would be closed as of November 
thirtieth, one thousand nine hundred and twenty­
three, shall be closed as of the thirty-first day of 
May, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-three. 

Section 608. Collection of Moneys Authorizecl.­
Each executive officer, administrative department, 
independent administrative board and commission, 
and departmental administrative board and commis­
sion, shall collect such fees, licenses, fines, and costs 
as are or may be authorized by law in connection with 
the exercise of its powers and the performance of it<i 
duties. 

ARTICLE VII. 

POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE GOVERNOR 
AND OTHER CONS'l'ITUTIONAL OFFICERS, OF 
THE EXECU'rIVE BOARD, AND OF 'L'HE PENN­
SYLVANIA STA'l'E POI.ICE. 

Section 701. The Go,·ernor.-The Governor shalJ 
have power, and it shall be his duty: 

(a) To take care that the laws of the Common· 
wealth shall be faithfully executed; 

(b) To act as Commander-in-Chief of the Arm~ 
and Navy of the Commonwealth and of the ~ilitia, 
except when they shall be called into active service 
by the United Sta.tes Government; 

( c) To submit to the General Assembly a State 
budget; and 

( d) To do all other acts, make all appointments, 
fill all vacancies, exercise all the powers vested in 
him, and perform all the duties imposed upon him, 
as provided and required by the Constitution and 
laws of this Commonwealth. 

Section 702. Lieutenant Governor.-The Lieutenant 
Governor shall exercise such powers and perform suc1h 
duties as ma:v now or hereafter be vested in or im· 
pol".ed upon him by the Constitution and laws of this 
GommomYea!th. 

Section 703. Secretary of the Commonwealth.-Thc 
8ecretary of the Commonwealth_ shall: 

(a) Keep a record of all official acts and proceed­
ings of the Governor anfl, when required, lay the same, 
with all papers, minutes, and vouchers relating thcre­
fo, bpfor·c either branch of the General Assembly; 

(b) Recor(! and file in his office the recomnwnda­
tions of the Board of Pm·dons, together with the 
reasons therefor; 

( c) Keep the S(!al of the Commonwealth and affix 
it to all public instruments to which the attestation 
of the Governor's signature now is, or may hereafter 
be, required by law; 
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(cl) Have power and authority to admdnister to 
all officers of the State Government such oaths or 
affirmations as, by the Constitution or laws of the 
Commonwealth, such officel's are required to make in 
any and all matters pertaining to the administrative 
"-ork of the Commonwealth; 

(e) Procure the copyright of the State Reports in 
his .1iame, and IJe the custodian of the plates from 
whi;ch the State Reports are printed after the same 
are delivered to him as required by law; 

(fJ Procure and keep deposited in his department, 
as l'f~qnired by law, an official State flag; 

(g) pprform such other duties as may uow or 
lwreafter be imposed upon him by law. 

Section 704. · Attorney General.-The Attorney 
General shall be the legal advisor of the Governor in 
the performance of hi; official duties, and the chief 
law officer of the Commonwealth. 

He shall exercise such powers and perform such 
duties as may now or hereafter be vested in or im­
posed upon him by the Constitution of the Common­
wealth of Pennsylvania and by law. 

Section 705. Secretary of Internal Affairs.-The 
Secretary of Internal Affairs shall exercise all the 
powrrs and perform all the dnties vested in and im­
posed upon him by the Constitution of the Common 
wealth of Pennsylvania and, subject to any incon 
sistent provisions in this act contained, by law. 

8ection 706. Auditor General.-The Auditor Gen­
eral shall exercise such powers and perform such 
duties as are vested in and imposed upon him by the 
Constitution of the Commonwealth of Pennsvlvania 
and, subject to any inconsistent provisions in this act 
contained, by law. 

Section 707. State Tr0asurer.-The State 'l'reas­
urer shall exercise such powers and perform su ~h 
duties as are vested in and imposed upon him by the 
Constitution of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania 
and, subject to any inconsistent provisions in this act 
contained, by law. 

Section 708. Superintendent of Public Instruc­
tion.-'fhc SuprFintendent of Public Instruction 
shall: 

(a) Exercise all the powers and perform all the 
duties of the Superintendent of Common Schools in 
the manner pr<'Ftcribed by law: 

(h) Sign all orders on the State 'l'rcasurer for the 
payment of such moneys to the treasurers of the sev­
eral school districts as they may be entitled to I"C­

ceive from the Stafo and for all other mO"llen; to hP 
paid out of the appropriati0in for public sct~ool pur­
poses; 

( c) Fill all vacancies occurring in the office of 
county superintendent until the next regular election; 
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bnt in filling such vaicancies he shall give careful con· 
sideration to any recommendations concerning them 
made by the officers of the proper county school di­
rectors' associations, within ten days after the vacan­
cies occur; 

( d l Have charge of the seal of the Department 
of l'ublic Instruction, by which copies of papers de­
posited or filed therein and all official acts and deci­
sions may be authenticated, and, when so authenti­
cated, tlwy shall be evidence equally and in like man­
ner as the originals; 

(e) Perform such other duties as may now or here­
after be imposed upon him by law. 

Section 70!). Executive Board.-The Executive 
Board shall have the power: 

(a) To standardize all titles; salaries, and wages 
of persons emvloyed by the administrative depart­
ments, boards, and commissions, except the Depart­
ment of the Auditor General. the Treasury Depart­
ment, and the Department of Internal Affairs. In 
establishing such standards the board may: 

(1) Take into consideration the 10icatiotll of the 
work and the conditions under which the service is 
rendered, and 

(2) Establish different ·standards for different 
kinds, grades, and classes of similar work or service; 

(b) To approve or disapprove the establishment 
of bureaus and divisions by the administrative de­
partments, other than the Department of the Auditor 
General, the Treasury Department, and the Depart­
ment of Internal Affairs, and by the :Lndependent 
administrative boards and commissions, and to in- . 
vestigate duplication of work of the several adminis­
trative departments, boards, and commissions and 
the efficiency of the organization and administration 
thereof, and the better coordination of such depart­
ments, boards., and commissions; 

( c) To approve or disapprove, as provided by this 
act, the payment of extra compensation to employes 
of administrative departments, boards, or .commis­
sions who are employed at fixed compensation; 

( d) To determine froID/ time to time the hours 
when the administrative offices of the State Govern­
m~nt shall open and close; 

( e) To approve or disapprove extensions of leaves 
of absence with pay for employes of administrative 
<lepartmients, boards, or commissi0ins ; 

(f) After each biennial appropriati0in to the De­
partment of Property and Supplies for the purchase 
of stntioner~·, fuel, printing, paper, supplies, furni­
ture, furnishings, repairs, alterations, and improve­
ment<>, after making proper deductions for the needs 
of the legislative and judicial departments, to allo-
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cate to the several administrative departments, 
boards, and commissions such portions of such appro­
priation as will fairly represent the needs of the 
departments, boards, and commissions for the bien­
nium, taking into consideration the right of any such 
department, board, or commission to pay its ~cessary 
expenses or purchase furniture, materials, or sup­
plies out of fees or other moneys received by or 
moneys specifically appropriated to it. 

Every administrative department, board, or com­
mission shall be limited, in its right to make requisi­
tion upon the Departmrent of Property and Supplies·, 
to the amount allocated to it u.nless the Executive 0 

Board shall subsequently permit the Department of 
Property and Supplies to honor requisitions in excess 
of such amount. 

Section 710. Pennsylvania State Police.-The 
Pennsylvania State Police shall have the power, and 
its duty shall be: 

(a) Subject to any inconsistent provisions in this 
act contained, to 1continue to exercise the powers and 
perform the duties by law vested in and imposed upon 
the Department of State Police; 

(b) To assist the Governor in the administration 
and enforcement of the laws of the Commonwealth, 
in such manner, at such times, and in such places, as 
the Governor may from time to time request ; 

(c) With the approval of the Governor, to assist 
any administrative department, board, or commission 
of the State Government to enforce fhe laws appli­
cable or appertaiIDing to such department, board, or 
commission, or any organization thereof; 

( d) Whenever possible to cooperate with counties 
and munkipalities in the detection of crime, the ap­
prehension of crim1nals, and the preservation of law 
and order throughout the State; 

( e) To aid in the enforcement of all laws relating 
to game, fish, forests, and waters; 

(f) To collect and classify and keep at all times 
available complete information useful for the detec­
tion of crime and the identification and apprehen­
sion of criminals. Such information shall be avail­
able for all police officers within the Commonwealth, 
under such regulations as the Superintendent of State 
Police may prescribe. 

Section 711. Superintendent of State Police.-The 
Superintendent of State Police shall be the head and 
executive officer of the Pennsylvania. State Police. He 
shall provide for the members of the police force suit­
able uniforms, arms, equipment, and, where it is 
deemed necessary, horses or motor vehicles, and make 
such rules and regulations, subject to the approval of 
the Governor, as are deemed necessary for the control 
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and regulation of the police force. It shall also be the 
duty of the superintendent to establish local head­
quarters in various places so as best to distribute the 
force through the various sections of the Common­
wealth where they will be most efficient in carrying 
out the purposes of this act, to preserve the peace 
and prevent and detect crime. 

Section 712. The State Police Force.-The various 
mt>mbers of the State Police are hereby authorized 
and empowered: 

(a) To make arrests with.out warrant for all viola­
tions of the law whi~h they may witness, and to serve 
and execute warrants issued by the proper local 
anthorities. They· shall have all the powers and pre­
rogatives conferred by law upon members of the 
police force of cities of the first class and upon con­
stables of the Commonwealth; 

(b) To act as game protectors, and as forest, fish, 
or fire wardens, and for the better performance of such 
duties: 

(1) Seize all guns, boats, decoys, traps, dogs, 
game, fish, shooting paraplwrnalia, or hunting or fish­
ing appliances or devi~es, 'used, taken, or had in pos· 
session, contrary to the laws of this State. .Ainy 
article so seiilrd shall be helfl snhjPct to such disposi­
tion as tlw Commissioner of Fisheries, or the Secretary 
of the Board of Game Commissioners, or the Seere­
ta!'Y of Forests and Waters may, respectivPly, deter­
rninP: 

(21 Seize and take possrssion of all birds, animals, 
or fish which have hePn taken, cang-ht, or killed. or 
hnd in possession or under control, or whiol1 have 
been shipped or are about to be shippeu, contrary to 
any law of this Rtate; 

(3) Search without warrant any boat, conveyance, 
vehicle, or recept:icle, when there is good reason to 
believe that any law has been violated, the enforce­
nwnt or administration of which is imposed on or 
vested in the Board of Fish Corn1missionrrs. or the 
Bo'lrd of Game Commissioners, or in the Department 
of P01·e11ts and "'\Vaters; 

( 4) Serye subpoenas is!'merl for any exnmination, 
investigation, or trial had pursuant to any law as 
aforP!'laifl: 

(5) Pnrchase game or fish for the purpose of Se" 
curing evidence. 

AHTTCLE VITI. 

POWERS AND DU'l'TF.S OF THE DEPARTMENT 
01!' STA'l!E AND FINANCE. 

Section 801. Powers and Duties in General.-The 
Department of State and Finance ·shall, subject to 

35 Lawe. 
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any inconsistent provisions .Ln this act contained, 
contim1e to exe1·cise the powers and perform the du­
ties heretofore by law vested in and imposed upon 
the department of the Recretary of the Common­
wealth and the several bureaus thereof, and shall 
exercise such additional powers and perform such 
additional duties as are vested in and imposed upon 
it by this act. 

Section 802. General .Administration.-The De-
partment of State and Finance shall have the power, 
and its duty shall be: 

(a) 1'o publish, from time to time for the in­
formation of the public, bulletins of the work of the 
gove>rnment; 

(b) ~o permit any committee of either branch of 
the Genl'.'ral Assembly to inspect and examine the 
books, papers, re~ords, and accounts filed in the de­
partment, and to furnish such copies or abstracts 
therefrom as may, from time to time, be required: 

( c) To furnish to any person, upon request and 
the payment of such charge>s as may be required and 
fixed by law, certificates of matters of public record 
in the department, or certified copies of pnblic,papers 
or documents on file therein. 

Sc~tion 803. Accounts.-1'he Department of State 
and Finance shall have the power, and its duty shall 
be: 

(a) To presc1-H1e and require the im;tallation of a 
uniform system or systems of bookkeeping, account­
iing, and reporting for the several administrative de­
partments, boards, and commisRions, except the De­
partment of the Auditor General, the Treasury De­
partment, and the Department of Internal Affairs; 

(b) To prescribe forms for accounts a.nd financial 
records, reports, and statements for the several ad­
ministrative departments. boards, and com.missions, 
except the Department of the Auditor General, the 
Trea:;mry Department, and the Department of Inter­
nal Affairs. 

Section 804. Budget.-The Department of State and 
Finance shall prepare and submit to the Governor 
biennially, not later than the first day of January 
preceding the. convening of the General Assembly, 
snoh information as the Governor may require for 
the preparation by him of a State budget. 

Section 805. Elections.-The Department of State 
and Finance shall have the power, and its duty shall 
be, to care for, compile, publish. and certify returns 
of elections in all cases in which such duties shall 
heretofore have been imposed by law-upon the Depart­
ment of the Secretary of the Commonwealth or may 
hereafter be imposed upon the Department ,..f State 
and FinMlce. 
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Section 806. Legislation.-The Department of 
State and Finance shall have the power, and its duty 
shall .be: 

(a) To record all laws, resolutions, acts, a.nd pro­
ceedings of the General Assembly and perform all 
other duties with reference thereto, as required by 
law; 

( b) To punctuate the laws passed by the General 
Assembly and read the proof of and prepare an :iindex 
for the same; and carefully to examine all bills as 
soon aR printed for either house, directfog the atten­
tion of members to errors of typography and construc­
tion fa bills presented by them; 

( c) As soon as possible after the signing of any 
bill by the Governor whereby it becomes a law, to 
cause the Department of Property and gupplies to 
print advance sheets of the same, and transmit one 
copy thereof by mail to each department, board, and 
commission of the State Government, to ea,ch pro­
thonotary, ancl to each law judge of the courts, and 
to every county and public law library of this Com­
monwealth, and to each member of the ·General As­
sembly. Such copies shall be fmm.ished without 
charge. The department shall also cause the Depart­
ment of Property and Supplies to mail to any person 
who shall pay to the Department of State and Fi­
nance, for the use of the Commonwealth, the sum of 
five dollars one copy of each such law enacted dur­
ing any legislative session. 

Section 807. Corporations.-The Department of 
State and Finance shall have the power, and its duty 
shall be, to examine and file all applications for char­
ters of corporations, for the amendment of such char­
ters, for the merger and consolidation of such corpora­
tions, for the change of their corporate names, for 
reorganization after judicial sale of their franchises 
and property, for the increase of their capitalization 
or indebtedness or the decrease of their capitalization, 
for the change of the par value of the shares of their 
stock, for the change of the location of their prfoci­
pal office, and for any other proceeding by or with 
reference to such corporations as may be permitted or 
required by law, to transmit to the Governor such 
papers in connection therewith as may be required, 
and to perform all such other duties, acts, and things 
in ccmnection therewith, as are now or may hereafter 
be prc>scribed by law: Provided, however, That the 
department shall not b~ requirc>d to file any papers 
or documents except such a;, are by law required to 
be filed, nor any papers or documents which do not 
conform to law. 

Section 808. Registration.-The Department of 
State and Finance shall have the. power, and its duty 
sh'all be, to register foreign corporations desiring to 
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transact business in this Commonwealth and act as 
the attorney-in-fact and authorized agent of such cor­
porations for the service of process therron, and to 
registn the assumed or fi~titious names under which 
i,ndividuals car1y on or conduct business, upon applica­
tion duly made, trade-marks, trade-names, labels, bottle 
drsCl'iptions, union labels, and applications for license 
to mannfaeture or distill and sell ethyl alcohol, in ac­
cordance with the several acts of Assembly providing 
for such registrations, .and to register all other matters 
or thin~s for the registration of which, in the office of 
the Secretary of the Commonwealth, provision may 
now or hereafter be made by law. 

Section 809. 'Varrants.-'l'he Departrn~nt of State 
a.nd Finance shall have the power, and its duty shall 
be, to keep a record of all death warrants, respites, 
pardons, remittances of fines, forfeitures, and com­
mutations of sentences, and to pass upon and approve 
all proeeedings for extradition of fugitives from jus­
tiee before laying the same before the Governor, and 
to make report qua.rte1·ly to the Auditor General of all 
remissions of fines granted by the Governor. 

ARTICJ.JE IX. 

POWERS AND DUT !ES OF 'l'HE DEPARTMENT 
OF JUS'rICE, A"N°D l'l'S DEPARTMENTAL 
BODIES, BOARDS, AXD COl\OHSSLO.NS. 

Section 901. Powers and Duties in Genrral.-The 
Departm<:mt of Justice shall, subject to any inconsist­
ent pr•idsions in this act contained, continue to exer­
cise the powt:>rs ::md perform the duties by law vested 
in and imposed upon the Attorney General's Depart­
ment, and shall exercise such additional powers and 
perform such a<lditional duties as are vested in and 
impo1'1Pd upm1 it by this act. 

Section 902. Legal Addce.-The Department ·of 
Justice shall have the power, and its duty shall be: 

(a) To furnish legal adYice to the Governor and to 
all adrninistrntive d<'partments, boards, commissions, 

·and officers of the State Oovernmrnt, concerning any 
matter or thing arising in connection with the exer­
cise of tlw official power8 or the performance of the 
official duties of the Governor or su('..'h administrative 
departments, boards, commissions, or ofllcers; 

(b) To supervise, direct, and control all of the 
legal business of every administrative ·department, 
board, and rommission of the 8tate Government, ex· 
cept as otherwise providc>d in the act, approved the 

. °hvelft.h day of April, one thousand nine hnndred and 
twPnty-thrt>e, pntitlPd "An act to amPnd an act, ap­
proved June fifteenth, one thousand nine hundred and 
eleven (PamphlPt Laws, nine hundred and fifty-five), 
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entitled 'An act making State taxes, unpaid bonus, in­
terest, penalties, and all public: ac·~ounts, a first. lien 
upon the franchise and property of corporations, com­
panies, associations, joint-stuck associations, and limit­
ed partnerships against which the same may be settled; 
providing for enforcing the payment thereof, and for 
the furnishing of certificates as to the existence of su::h 
liens upon application thereof; and repealing section 
four of the act, approved April sixteenth, one thousand 
eigllt hundred and twenty-seven,' by providing for the 
employment of counsel, fixing such counsels' commis­
sions, and giving sucll commissions and costs the same 
priority and liens as such taxes, bonus, intetest, penal­
ties, and public accounts." 

Section 903. Litigation.-The Department of Jus· 
tice shall have the power, and its duty shall be: 

(a) To collect by suit or otherwise all debts, taxes, 
and accounts due the Commonwealth which sJrnll be 
placed with the department for collection by any de­
partment, board, or commission. The department shall 
keep a proper docket or dockets, duly indexed, in which 
it shall make and preserve memoranda of all such 
claims, showing whether they are in litigation, and 
their nature and condition. 

(.b) To represent the Commonwealth, or any depart­
ment, board, commission, or officer thereof, in any 
litigation to which the Commonwealth or such depart­
ment, board, commission, or officer may be a party. or 
in which the Commonwealth or such department, 
board, commission, or officer is permitted or required 
by law to intervene or interplead. 

S0~tion 9.04. Investigation and Law Enforcement.­
The Department of Justice shall have the power, and 
its duty shall be, with the approval of the Governor: 

(a) To investigate any violations or alleged viola· 
tions of the laws of the Commo,nwealth which may 
come to its notice; · 

(b) To take such steps and adopt such means as 
may be reasonably necessary to enforce the laws of the 
Common wealth. · 

Section 905. Codification of the Laws.-The De­
partment of Justice shall have the power, and its duty 
shall be, to prepare, for submission to the General 
Assembly from time to time, such revisions and codi­
fications of the laws of this Commonwealth, or any 
part therof, as may be deemed advisable. 

Section 906. Deputy Attorneys General.-In addi­
tion to such deputy attorneys general as may be ap· 
pointed to assist in the conduct of the regnlar work 
of the department, the Attorney General, with the ap· 
proval of the Governor, shall have power: 

(a) To appoint and fix the compensation of snch 
special deputy attorneys genPral as may be required 
to represent and advise the Workmen's Compensation 
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Ro.ard and any other departments, boards, and commis· 
sions. which may require the services of counsel to such 
an extent as to render it reasonably necessary to as­
sign deputy attorneys general exclusively to their 
work: Provided, That the office of counsel to The 
Public Servi:::e Commission of the Commonwealth of 
Pennsylvania sha11 be retained, such counsel to be 
appointed by the Atto;c·ney General. The Attorney 
General ma:v also from time to time, with the approval 
of the Governor, appo.Lnt such assistant counsel to the 
Public Service Commission as may be required for 
the proper conduct of its work. The compensation of 
the counsel and aRsistant counsel of the Public Ser· 
vice Commission shall be fixed by the commisRion, with 
the approval of the Governor; 

(b) From time to time to appo:Lnt and fix the com­
pensatio,n of special deputy attorneys general to rep­
resent the Commonwealth or any department, board, 
or commi8sion thereof in special work or in pal'ticular 
cases; 

( c) To appoint and fix the compensation ofl:leputy 
attorneys general to represent the Commonwealth and 
the sever·al departments, boards, and commissions there­
of in all legal matters arising in a.ny city or county 
other than the State Capital, except as otherwise pro­
vided in this act: Provided, That the same deputy 
attorney general may he assigned to two or more cities 
or counties, in the discretion of the AttoNley General. 

Section 907. Special Attorneys in Criminal Cases.­
When the president judge in the district having juris­
diction of a11y criminal proceedings, before any conrt 
of oyer and terminer, general jail delivery, .or quarter 
sessions, in this Commonwealth, shall request the At­
torney General to do so in writing, setting forth that 
:Ln his judgment the case is a proper one for the Com­
monwealth's intervention, the Attorney General is 
hereby authorized and empowered to retain a,nd em­
ploy a special attorney or attorneys as he may.. deem 
necessary, properly to represent the Commonwealth 
in such proceedings, and to investigate charges and 
prosecute the alleged offenders against the law. Any 
attorney so retained and employed shall supersede the 
district attorney of the county in which the case or 
cases may arise, and shall investigate, prepare, and 
bring to trial the case or cases to which he may be 
assigned. He shall take the oath of office rpquired 
by law to be taken by district attorneys, and shall be 
clothed with all the pbwers, and subject to all the 
liabilities imposed upon them by law. The compensa­
tion for services rendered and necessary expenses in­
curred by such attorney or attorne,,rs shall be fixed by 
the Attorney Genera I. · 
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Section 908. Access to Books and Papers.-The At· 
toruey Genera: shall have the right of access, at all 
times, to the bouks and papers of an_y administrative 
department, board, or commission of the State Govern­
ment.· 

Section !)09. Board of Pardons.-The Board of 
Pardons shall have the pnwer to hear applications for 
the remission of fines and forfeitures and the granting 
of reprieves, commutations of sentence, and pardons, 
except in cases of impeachment, and to make recom­
mendations in \Yriting to tlie Governor thereon, in the 
manner provided in, aind under and subject to, Article 
IV, Section 9 of the Constitution of the Common· 
wealth of Pennsylvania. 

Section 910. Board of Commissioners on Uniform 
State Laws.-Subject to any inconsistent provisions in 
this act contained, the Board of Oomh1issioners on 
Uniform State Laws shall have the . power, and its 
duty shall be: 

(a) To examine such subjects as it may deem nee· 
essary, and to ascertain the best means to effect an 
assilllilation and uniformity of State legislation 
throughout the United States relating to the subjects 
so examined ; 

(b) 'fo meet with the National Conference of Com­
missioners on Uniform State Laws, for ·che promotion 
of uniformity of legislation in the United States, at its 
a.11nual or other sessions, and join wlth it in such meas­
ures as may be deemed most expedient to advance the 
objects of its appointment. 

ARTICLE X. 

POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE DEPARTMENT 
OF THE AUDITOR GENERAT,. 

Section 1001. Powers and Duties Retained.--Sub­
ject to any inconsistent provisio,ns in this act contain­

. eel, the Department of the Auditor General shall exer­
cise its powers and perform its duties as now provided 

. by law. · 

AR'fICLE XL 

POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE TREASURY DE­
PARTMENT AND ITS DEPARTMENTAL ADMIN­
ISTRATIVE BOARD. 

Section 1101. Powers and Duties ~tained.-Sub­
ject to any inconsistent provisions in this act contain­
ed, the Treasury Department shall exerdse its powers 
and perform its duties as now provided by law. 

Section 1102. Board of Finance and Revenue.-Sub­
ject to any inconsiste.nt provisions in this act con­
tained, the Board of Finance and Revenue shall have 
the power, and its duty shall be: 
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(a) To continue to exercise the powers by law 
vested in and imposed upon the lJ-Oard created IJy the 
act, appl'Oved the eighth day of April, one thousand 
eight hundred and sixty-nine, entitled, "An act relat­
ing to tlH' settlement of public accounts," its amernl­
rnenh; and supplements, the Board of Public Accounts, 
the Board of Revenue Corullllissioners, and the Sinkii;ig 
Fund Commission; 

Re-Settlements. 

( b) To revise any settlement made with any per­
son or body politic by the Auditor General or any 
other ageucy of the ~ltate Government charged with 
the settlement of ~tate taxes, when it may apvear from 
tlw accounts or from other information that the same 
has been erroneously or illt:>gally made, and to resettle 
the sallie according to law and to credit or charge, as 
the case may be, the a~count of such person or hody 
politic; 

State Depositories. 

(c) To select and designate, as depositories for the 
State moneys, ba,nks, banking institutions, or trust 
companies which are subject to national or ~tate supe1·­
vision and each of which-

1. Has made written application to the State 
Treasurer for a deposit of 8tat~ moneys, designating 
the amount of deposit solicited and accompanying its 
application by a written statement showing the amount 
of its capital actually paid in, the amount of its.sur­
plus, the number of its stoekholdets, and whether its 
stock is well distributed or largely held by a few in­
dividuals, and the. length of time that said institution 
has been engaged in business under its charter. Each 
such statement shall be verified bv the oath or 
amrmation of the president, cashier, "or trust officer, 
as the case may be, a,nd the State Treasurer shall pre· 
sent the same to the board for its consideration withiu 
thirty days after the receipt thereof: Provided, That 
where the selection of an~' bank, banking institution, 
or trust company as a depository of State mo.11eys has 
bren made by the former Revemre Commissioners and 
the Banking Commissioner or a majority of them, as 
heretofore provided by law, such selection and the de­
posit made in accordance thermvith in such bank, 
banking institution, or trust company, shall in no way 
be affected by the failure of such bank, banking insti­
tution, or trust company to have made application 
in the manner herein provided; but it shall be the 
duty of the depository so selected to furnish, on re- . 
quest, the information aforesaid, verified in the man-

. ner stated ; 
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. 2. Shall, upon the receipt of notice of its selection 
as a depository of State moneys, furnish a bond, to se­
cure payment of deposits and interest to the Common 
wealth of Pennsylvania with a proper warl'ant of at­
torney to confess judgment in favor of the Common­
wealth, secured by a surety company or individual 
sureties, to be approved by" the board, in double the 
am~ount of the deposit to be made. If a corporate 
bond be given, ;no one surety company shall be ap­
proved in an aggregate amount in ex-'.'.ess of five times 
its capital, surplus, and reserve; and whenever in­
dividual sureties are presented for approval they shall 
qualify. in an aggregate over and above their indi­
vidual liabilities to three times the amount of the de­
posit. No one person may qualify for m{)re than one­
fourth of the total amount of the bond required: 
Provided, That in lieu of the surety bonds of surety 
companies or of individuals, ·as aforesaid, the deposit 
of State moneys may be secured by the deposit, with 
the State Treasurer, of United States, municipal,· 
or county bonds, to be approved by the board in an 
amount, measured by their actual imarket value, 
equal to the amount of deposit so secured and twenty 
per centum in additi0in thereto. Said bonds shall 
be accompanied by proper assignment or power of 
attorney to transfer the same, and said trust deposit 
of securities shall be maintained, on request, at the 
amount aforesaid i.n case of any depreciation in the 
value thereof; 

3. Agree t.o pay interest upon all State deposits 
at the rate of not less than two per centum per annum 
upon antive deposits and not less than three per cen­
tum per annuni upon nonactive deposits, and that all 
col1ections shall be made for the Commonwealth with­
out cost or compensati0in; 

( d) To select as depositories for State funds pri­
vate banking institutions located and doing business in 
this Commonwealth, if such private banki.ing institu­
tions shall file a statement in writing with the board 
and thP Department of Banking agreeing that they 
will subject themselves to the same su·pervision i.n all 
respects, including an examination by the bank examin 
ers of the Department of Bm1ldng at any time, as 
banks, banking institutions, or trust companies which 
are depositories of State funds, and if and after com• 
pliance with the conditions required of any other de­
pository; 

( e) To designate three banks or trust companies 
in Dauphin County, two banks or trust companies in 
A11Pghen.v County, and two banks or trust companies 
in Philadelp,hia County, to be known as active deposi­
tories, in whi~h 8hall be depo8ited a sufticient amount 
of the daily receipts of the State Treasury to transact 
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the current business of the Oo,mmonwealth. 'Dhe 
board may designate two other banks or trust com­
panies located Ln any of the counties above mentioned, 
or in any other conn ty of tl1e Common wealth, to be 
known as active depositories, and to be used for the 
purposes above mentioned; 

(f) To see that no bank, banking institution, or 
trust company shall receive a deposit of State moneys 
in excess of twenty-five per centum of its paid in 
capital and surplus, or have at any one time an aggre­
gate of dPposits in excess of three hundred thousand 
dollars. This section shall not apply to institutions 
to be desig.nated by the board as active dPpositories 
of State funds subject to daily check by the State 
Treasurer, but at no time shall the combined deposits 
in the active depositories exceed the total sum of six 
million dollars; 

(g) In case it is of the opinion that the credit of 
ainy depository is impaired, the safety of the State de­
posits impPrilPd, or for any other cause whatsoever, 
to. require the State Treasurer to reduce, change, or 
wholly withdraw, within thirty days, any deposit or 
deposits held by any such depository of State mn.neys; 

(h) "rhenever it is considering applications for 
State deposits, to invite the Secretary of Banking to 
sit with and advise the board. The secretary shall, 
however, not vote on any question coming before the 
board; 

Sinking Fund. 

( i) To supervise and direct the State Treasurer 
in receiving the incomes a.nd revenues payable in ac· -
cordance with the existing Jaws into the Sinking 
Fund and in applying the same, first, to payment of 
the accruing interest on the public debt, and, secon<l, 
to the principal thereof and not otherwise, except to 
repel invasion, suppreRs insurrection, or defend the 
State in war, i.n accordance with the provisions of the 
Constitution of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania: 

(j) To see that the State Treasurer, under its su­
pervision and direction, shall open books i,n his depart­
ment, keep separate and distinct accounts of all Sink­
ing Fund moneys re:'.eiYed and disburspfl lmdPr this 
act, specifying the source of revenue and when paid, 
nnd, from time to time as the funds paid in may justify. 
apply the same to the payment of the accruing i.nterest 
on the public debt and the principal at or before the 
semiannual payments thereof may become due; and at 
no time or in no manner shall any portion of the fund 
hereby created be otherwise applied; 

(k) On the first business day of each month. to 
prepare a statement of the total amount of money in 
said fund which, having been verified by oath or affir-
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mation, shall be published in two newspapers in Harris· 
burg for public information. The lward shall also, on 
the first business day in the months of January, April, 
July, and October in each and every year hereafter, 
apply all the moneys in the Sinking· Fund, in excess 
of tlte am01mt required to pay the interest on the pub­
liic debt, to the redemption or purchase, at not above 
par, of an equivalent amount of the public debt. They 
may purchase any evidence of the said debt in the open 
market if such purchase can .be made to advantage. If 
they shall determine to redeem any part of said debt, 
they shall forthwith give legal notice of the amount of 
said debt which they are prepared to redeem, that the 
said amount will ·be redeemed on presentation to the 
designated disbursing agent of the -State, and that the 
interest upo.n the certificates thereof shall cease from 
and after an interest due date to be designated by them, 
which shall not be more.than ninety days after the pub­
lication of the notice: Provided, That the loans of the 
Commonwealth shall be redeemed as far as practi­
cable in the order of their maturity; 

( 1) If, in the opinion of the board, the purchase or 
redemption of loans of the Cornllllonwealth cannot be 
made for the best interests of the Commonwealth, to 
purchase bonds of the United States at the then market 
prices. The State Treasurer, under the direction of 
the board, sihall enter on the "Sinking Fund Ledger'' 
the number, amount, and premium paid for each United 
States bQnd so purchased. The board shall have the 
right to dispose. of bonds purchased hereunder when­
ever the money shall be required for the extinguish­
ment of the public debt, or whenever the loans of the 
Commonwealth can be bought at such prices as they 
may deem for the best interests of the Commonwealth; 

(m) To report and certify to the Govemor, bien· 
nially for the preceding two calendar years, the amount 
received under and in accordance with existing law, 
the rumount of interest paid, the dates of the purchase 
of the public debt, the prices paid, the pla,':'.e where 1said 
sale was effected, the amount of the debt of the Com­
monwealth redeemed and held by them, and the .number 
and amiount of the bonds of the United States purchas­
ed and held in the Sinking Fund, and the amount and 
date of maturity of the respective loans of the Common­
wealth, together with a summary statement of the 
receipts from all sources aind the expenditures of said 
fund, and a complete statement of the total amount of 
bonds and moneys remaining in said fund, whereupon. 
the Govennor shall direct the certificates representing 
the said indebtedness to be cancelled, and, on such 
cancP11ation, issue his p::-oclarnation stating the fa<'t of 
the extinguishment and fi,nal discharge of so much of 
the principal of said debt; 
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( n) Within ten days after the organization of the 
General Assembly, to report thereto the amount of the 
public debt so as aforesaid liquidated and proclaimed 
bv the Gover.nor to have been cancelled, the amount 
then remaining due and· the annual int13rest thereon, 
and what increase or modification of tlhe Sinkiill.g Fund 
may be ·made, and what increase or redu.2tion of taxes 
may be required or made, in order that the Legisla­
ture may provide for such contingencies as may arise. 

ARTICLE XII. 

POWERS AND DUTIES OF 'l'HE DEPARTMENT 
OF INTERNAL AFl!"'AIRS AND ITS DEPART­
MENTAL AlH\1INISTHAT1VE BOARD. 

Section 1201. Powers and Duties Retained.-Sub­
jE:ct to any inconsistent provisions in this act contain­
ed. the Departm€nt of Internal Affairs shall exercise 
its powers and perform its duties as now provided by 
law: Pl'Ovicled, however, That the Department of In­
t<'rnal A ff airs shall not exercise the powers or perform 
the duties heretofore by law vested in and imposed up­
on the Bureau of Topographic and Geological Sui vey 
aholishcd bv this act. 

Section l202. Board of Propert~r.-The Board of 
Property shall, snbje2t to any inconsiste~1t provisions 
in this act contained, continue to exercise the powers 
and perform the duties by law vested in and imposed 
upon the said board. 

It shall hear and determine in all cases of contro­
versy on cayeats, in all matters of difficulty or irregu­
lari1y touching escheats, warrants on escheats. war­
rants to agree, rights of preemption, promises. im­
perf<'ct titles or otherwise, which heretofore have or 
hereaft<'r may arise in transacting the business of the 
Land Offic<' in the Department of Internal Affairs: 
Provided, however, That no determination of the Board 
of Propert~r shall be deemed, taken, and wnstrued to 
prev<'nt <'ithn of the parties from bringing their action 
at the common law, either for the recovery of posses­
sion or determfoing damages for waste or trespass. 

ARTICLE XIII.

by law vestrd in and impos<'d upon the said depart­
ment, the Bureau of Vocational Education thereof~

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and the Bureau of Professional Education thereof. 
The departrueint shall also exer~ise such additional 
powers and perform such additional duties as are 
vei:;ted in and imposerl upon it by tliis act. 

8ection 1002. l'ublic 8cliools.-'l'he Department of 
Public Instruction shall have the power, and its duty 
shall be: 

(a) To administer all of the laws of this Common­
wealth with regard to the establishment, maintenance, 
and conduct of the public schools and particularly the 
act, approved the eighteenth day of l\iay, one th.ousand 
nine hundred and elevon (Pamphlet Laws, three hun­
dred nine), entitled ''An act to establish a public l:lchool 
system in the ('ommonwealth of Pennsylvania, togethlr 
with the provisions by which it shall be administered, 
and prescribing penalties for the violation theieof; 
providing revenue to establish and maintain the same, 
and he method of collecting such revenue; and re­
pealing all laws, g1~neral, special, or local, or any parts 
thei-eof, that are or may be inconsisteut herewith," its 
amendments and supplements; 

(b) To prepare blank forms for the annu.al district 
reports, with suitable instructions and forms for con­
ducting the various proceedings and details of thP 
system in a uniform and efficient manner, and forward 
the same to the county and distri~t superintendents, 
for distribution to and among the proper district 
officers of their respective co1m t il's or school districts; 

( c) To prepare and furnish to the proper persons 
suitable blanks and all other papers required by law. 

(d) Whenever required, to gilre advL:e, explanations, 
· construction, or information to the district officers and 

to citizenl:l relative to the s.~hool laws, the duties of 
school .officers, the management of the schools, and all 
other questions and matters calculated to promote the 
cause of education; 

( e) To classify the high schocls of the Srnte upon 
the basis of the reports of the clirectors and the State 
inspectors of high schools, in compliance with the pro­
visions of the school laws; 

If) To issue all commissions to superintendents 
and assistant superi.ntendPnts of schools in this Com, 
mon wealth ; . 

(g) To prescribe minimum courses of study for the 
p11blic schoohi; 

(h) To prepare and furnish to boards of school di­
rectors sample blank forms for kPeping arnl reporting 
i;ichool accounts, and sample bonds for their treasurers, 
secrPtflriPs, tax collectors, and dPpositorieR, and sam­
ples of other bonds or forms req11irPd by law: 

(i) When reqnested, to give decisions and intPrpre­
tations of the school law, w.hich shall be valid and 
hindiing with like effect as law until reversed by proper 
judicial authority;

(j) Subject to such rules, not inconsistent with law, 
as it may prescribe, to endorse and make valid for 
teaching in l'enm;ylvania any permanent or life teach­
er's certificate from anv othc~r State; 

( k) To condemn as ·unf;it for use, on ac;count of un­
sanitary or other improper conditions, any schuol 
building, school site, or outbuildiing in this Common­
wealth, and, upon failure on the part of the board of 
school directors to remedy such conditio.n, to withhold 
and declare forfeited all or any part of the annual 
appropriation apportioned to any such school district. 

8ection 1303. Vocational Education.-The Depart­
ment of Public Lnstruction shall have the power, and 
its duty shall be: 

(a) To administer the laws of this Commonwealth 
relating to vocational education, industrial education. 
agricultural education, and household arts education, 
as defined iin said laws: 

(b) To investigate the need for, and aid in the 
establishmm1t of, supervise, inspect, and approve, for 
the purpose of reimbursement on the part of the State, 
schools, departments, and courses for manual train­
ing, domestic science, household arts, agricultural, in­
dustrial, and commercial education, as well as contin­
uation schools, when maintained as a parj:; of the pub­
lic school system of the Commonwealth; 

( c) Out of the funds appropriated to it by the 
General Assembly for the purpose, to pay for the. edu­
cation of deaf and dumb children, blind children, and 
deaf, dumb and blind children, residents of Pennsyl­
vania, in schools, located within the Commonwealth, 
which afford vocational training to such children, to 
make appropriate rules and regulations for the admis­
sion of State pupils to such schools, and to supervise 
the education of State pupils in any such schools. 

Sedion 1304. Professional Education and Licen­
sure.-The Department of Public Instruction shall 
have the power, and its duty shall be; 

1a) To determine, value, standardize, and regulate 
the preliminary education, both secondary and colle­
giate, of those to be hereafter admitted to the practice 
of medicine, dentistry, and pharmacy in this Common-
wealth; · 

(b) To prepare and distribute circulars of infor­
mation; 

( c) To prepare uniform blank forms : 
l d) To hold examinations, at suitahle times and 

plai'.'.es to be designated by the Superintendent of Pub­
lic T m;truction, for the dPtermination of the fitness of 
applicants unable to present satisfactory certificates, 
and to issue certificates to those found proficient; 

( e) To es tab Lish reciprocity with other States as 
regards preliminary education and professional li­
censes; 
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(f) To determine and pu~lish a stangard high 
school course, and compile a list of higih schools and 
other secondary schools in this State conformi.ing to 
the standards of the department~ and take such steps 
as may be appropriate to raise the standard of second­
ary education: Provided, That nothing tu this sec­
tion shall be construed to conflict with the prq_visions 
of the statutes of this Commonwealth regulating the 
practice of medicine, dentistry, or pharmacy, respect­
ively; 

( h J To keep the records of all of the professional 
examining hoards established in the department; 

(i) To issue all certificates and other official docu­
ments of the various professional examining boards in 
the department: Provided, however. That the officers 
and members, or any of them, of any such examining 
board may also JJign such certificates and other docu­
ments, if sur~h board shall have taken action author­
izing such signatures ; -

(j) To assist any professional examining board 
withtn the department if, as, and when, requested .by 
such board; 

( k) To cooperate with the several professions, 
whose examining bodies are within the department, in 
the determination and establishment of standards of 
professional education. 

Section 1305. Library and Museurn.-The Depart­
ment of Public Instruction shall have the power, a.nd 
its duty shall be, to exercise the powers and perform 
the duties heretofore by law vested in and in1posed 
upon the State Library and Museum and the several 
divisions thereof, namely: 

(a) To control, direct, supervise, and manage the 
State Library and Museum; 

(b) To edit the Pennsylvania Archives; 
( c) To maintain: as a part of the State Library 

and Museum, a law library; 
( d) To preserve all public records throughout the 

Commonwealth, and to give special attention to the 
preservation of all records of the State Go.vernment 
not in current use and of historical value; 

( e) To collect, classify, preserve, and make accept­
able for reference all records which may come into 
the possession of ·the library, with su;ch exceptions as 
may be indicated by the department, and to examine 
into the condition of the records, books, pamphlets, 
documents, mrmnscripts, archives, maps, and papers 
kept, filed, or recorded tn the several offices of the 
counties, cities, and boroughs of the State; 

(f) To recommend such action to be taken by the 
persons having the care and custody of public records 
as may. be necessary to secure their safety and preser­
vation, and to cause all laws relating to public records 
to be ~nforced;

(g) To furnish, to persons applying thel'efor, cer­
tificates relating to the public records or copies there­
of, upon the payment of such .cha.rges as shall be fixed 
by law; 

(ib.) To give advice and counsel to all free libraries 
in the State, and to all communities which may pro­
pose to establish free libraries, 1n the selection of 
books, cataloging, and other details of library manage­
ment, and as to the best means of establishing and 
administering such libraries; 

(i) Generally to supervise and inspect free libraries, 
to require reports in such manner as may be deemed 
proper, and to establish and maintain a system of 
traveling libraries, as far as possible, throughout the 
l ommonwealth; 

(j) To preserve objects illustrating the iiora and 
fauna of the State· and its mineralog:y, geology, ar~ 
chaeology, arts, history, and education, and, whenever 
deemed necessary, to illustrate the same with lantern 
slides or films, which may be circulated throughout 
the Commcmwealth under such rules and regulations 
as the department may adopt, which rules and regula­
tion<; may pro\'ide for a reasonable charge for the use 
of such slides and films. 

Section 1306. Pennsylvania State Board of Cen­
sors.-'l'he Pennsylva,nia State Board of Censors shall, 
subject to any inconsistent provisions in this act con­
tained, continue to exercise the powers and perform 
the duties by law vested in and imposed upon the said 
board. It shall enforce and administer such provi­
sions of the act, approved the fifteenth day of May, one 
thousand nine hundred and fifteen (Pamphlet Laws, 
five hundred and thitty-four J, entitled "An act relating 
to motion-picture films, reels, or stereopticon views, 
or sli<i.1•s; providing a system of examination, approval, 
and regulatio~ thereof; and of the banners, posters, 
MJ.d other like advertising matter used in connection 
therewith; creating a Board of Censors; and prov"ding 
penalties for the violation of the provisions of this act," 
as are not inconsistent with the provisions of this act. 

Section 1307. State Council of Education.-The 
State Council of Education shall have the power, and 
its duty shall be: 

(a) Subject to any 1nconsistent provisions in this 
act contained, to coutinne to exercise the powers and 
perform the duties by law vested in and imposed upon 
the said council; 

(b) To report and recommend to tlw Gover.nor and 
thP General Assembly legislation nef'ded to make the 
public srhools of this Commonwealth more P,filciPnt 
and useful; 
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I c 1 To equalize, through special appropriations for 
th is purpose or othenvise, the edueatiouat advantages 
of the different parts of .this Commonwealth; 

(d \ To inspt~ct aud require reports from the educa­
tional work ill the schools and institutions wholly or 
partly supported by the State, which al'e not supervised 
by the public school authorities: Prm·ided, That a 
copy of the report of the inspection of any such iin­
stitution whi:::h may be made to the State Council of 
11Mucation shall be sent to the head of such institution; 

(e.l To encourage and promote agricultural educa­
tion, manual training, domestic science. and such other 
vocational and practical education as the nePds of this 
Commonwr~alth may from time to time require; 

(f) To pres~ribe rules and regulations for the sani­
tary t>quipment anrl inspcctiQn of school buil<lings, and 
to takP such other action as it may deem necessary 

. and expedient to promote the physical and moral wel. 
fare of the children in the public schools of this Com­
monwealth: 

(g) To investigate and make recommendations 
pertn in i ng to the work of any schools of design, schools 
of industrial arts, or industrial schools, or other edu :a­
tional institutions within the Commonwealth to 'vhich 
the General Assembly may make an appropriation; 

( h) To exercise all the powers and perform all the 
duties formerly vested in the State Board of Bduea­
tion. 

Section 1308. Public School Employes' Retirement 
Board.-Subject to any inconsistent provisions in this 
act contained,· the Public School Employes' Hetire­
ment Board shall continue to exercise the powers and 
perform the duties by law vested in and iirnposed up-

. on the said Retirement Board under the act, approved 
the eighteenth day of July, one thousand nine hundred 
and seventeen (Pamphlet Laws, one thousand forty­
three), entitled "An act establishing a public school 
employ~s' retirement system, and creatiing a retire­
ment board for the administration thereof; f'Stahlish­
ing certain funds from contributions bv the Common­
wealth and co.ntributing employes, defining the uses 
and purposes therPof and the manner of payments 
therefrom, and providing for .the guaranty by thP Com­
monwealth of certain of said funds; imposiing powers 
and duties upon boards having the Pmployment of pub­
lic school employes; exempting annuities, allowances, 
returns, benefits, and rights from taxation and jndi­
dal pro~ess; and providing penalties." its amend­
ments and snpnlements. 

Section 1309. Pennsvlvania Historical Commis­
sfon.-Rnh.iPct to any in~omiistent provisions in this 
act containPd, the Pennsylvania Historical Commis­
sion shall have the power:

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(a) To continue to exercise the powers by law 
vested in the said Historical Commission ; 

(b) Upon it:$ own initiative, or upon petition of 
municipalities or historical sodeties, to ml!rk, by prop­
er monuments, tablets, or markers, places or lmildings 
within this Commonwealth where historical events have 
transpired, and to a,rTange for the care or mainte­
nance of such markers or monUJments; 

( c) To. undertake, within the means at its com­
mand, the preservation or restoration of ·ancient or 
historical public buildings, military works, or monu -
ments connected with the history of Pennsylvania, and 
for this purpose to contract wi1Jh cities, boroughs, and 
townships for and on behalf of the Commonwealth, or 
with historical societies or other associations. with 
proper bond or security, for the maintenance o'f such 
buildings, works, or monuments, as a consideration 
for assistance in their erection, restoration, preserva­
tion, or marking by the commission ; 

(d) To publish or republish, with the approval of 
the Department of Property and Supplies, all matters 
of historkal or archaeological i,nterest, and to arrange 
for the compiling, heading, printing, and distribution 
of such publications; 

( e) Upon its own initiative, or in cooperation with 
reputable societies or organizations, to conduct in­
vestigations upon historical or archaeological matters 
relative to Pennsylvania, and report the same for pub-
lic information ; · 

(fl To assume the care and maintenance of his­
torical buildings, monuments, or antiquities, committed 
to its custody; 

(g) To receive, for and on behalf of the Common­
wealth, gifts, or bequests, or relics, or other articles 
of historical interest, which shall be deposited by it 
in the State Museum; 

(h) To accept for the Commonwealth gifts and 
bequests of or securities for the endowment of its work 
in accordance with the instructions of the donors, and, 
in conjunction with the Governor, Auditor General, 
and State Treasurer who shall, together with the mem-' 
hers of the commission, constitute a body of trustees 
for the care of such funds, invest the same in the bonds 
of this Commonwealth or of any political subdivision 
thereof, and to employ the interest and income from 
such investments for the purposes of the commission 
or to apply the same to sncb uses as may have been 
specified by the respective donors of such funds. 

Section 1310. Professional Examining Boards.­
The professional examining boards witMn the Dc>p:irt­
ment of Public Instru~tion shall, respectivt>1y, ext>rcise 
the rights and powers and perform the duties by law 
vested in and imposed upon them, subject. however, 
to the following provisions: · : 
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(a) The Department of l:'ublic Instruction sllall 
appoint and fix the compensation of all clerical, sten­
ographic, and other assistance required for the proper 
conduct of the work of any such examining board; 

\ b) All certificates and official · documents shall 
be issued by the Departirn~nt of Public Instruction, 
but may be signed by the memtbers of the appropriate 
examining board or any of them, as determined by such 
board; 

( c) · All warrants or requisitions, drawn by any 
such board as authorized by law, shall not be valid 
without the signature of the Superintendent of Public 
Instruction. 

Subject to the preceding provisions of this section 
and to any other inconsistent provisio.us in this act 
contained, the State Board of Medical Examination 
and Li censure shall cont1nue to exercise the powers· 
and perform the duties by law vested in the Bureau 
of Medical Examination and Licensure in the Depart 
ment of l'ublic Imitruction; 

The State Board of Pharmacy shall continue to ex­
ercise the powers aud perform the duties by law ve!'lted 
in and imposed upon the said board; 

'l'he State Dental Council and Examining Board 
shall continue to exercir;e the powers and perform the 
duties by law vested in and imposed upon the State 
Dental Council and the Board of Dental Examiners 
for the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania; · 

'!~he State Board of Optometrical Examiners shall 
continue to exercise the powers and perform the duties 
by .law vested 1n and imposed upon the Board of Opto­
mPtrical Education, Exa;mlination, and Licensure; 

The State Board of Osteopathic Examiners shall 
continue to exercise the powers and perform the duties 
by law vested in and imposed upon the State Board 
o.f Osteopathic Examiners of Pennsylvania; 

'rhe State Roard of Examiners for Registratiou of 
Nurses shall 1continue to exercise the powers and per· 
form the duties by law vested in and imposed upo.n 
the said board; 

The State Board of Undertakers shall continue to 
exercise the powers and perform the duties by law 
vested in and imposed upon the said board; 

The State Board of Veterinary Medical Examiners 
shall cont:Lnue to exercise the powers and perform 
the duties by law vested in and imposed upon the said 
board; 

The State Board of Examination of Public Account· 
ants shall continue to exercise the powers and per­
form the duties by law vested in and imposed upon 
the said board : 

The State Board for Registration of Professional 
Engineers and of Land Surveyors shall continue to 
exercise the powers and perform the duties by law 
vested in and imposed upo,n the said board; 
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The State Board of Examiners of Architects shall 
continue to exer<:ise the powt>rs and perform the duties 

. by law vestt<d in and imposed upon the said uoard; 
The Anthracite Mine Inspectors' Exam1ning Board 

shall continue to exercise the powers and perform the 
dutie>l U.Y law H•StNl fa and irnpo.;cd upon the said 
board; 

'.1.'he Mine Inspectors' Examin:iing Board for the Bitu­
minuous Coal Mines of Pennsylvania shall contiuue 
to exercise the powers and pprform the duties by law 
vested in a.nd imposed upon the l\iine Inspectors' Ex­
amining Hoard, created by the act, approved the ninth 
day of June, one thousand nine hundred and eleven 
(1'umphlet 1.aws, seven hundred and tifty-six), entitled 
"An a~t to providP for the health and safety o{ per­
sons employed in and about the bituminous coal mines 
of l'ennsylvania, and for the protection and preserva· 
tio.n of property connected therewith," and the amend­
ments and supplements thereto. 

Section 131 t. Boards of Trustees of State Institu­
tions for the Deaf, and of SoldiPrs' Orphan School.­
The Board of Trustees of Pcnnsvlvania State 01al 
School for the Deaf, The Board of '.1.'rustees of Home 
for Training in Rprech of 1'eaf Children before They 
are of Rchool Age, and the Hoa1·d of Trustees of Penn­
sylvania Soldiers' Orphan School shall have general 
direction and control of the property and managemeiIIt 
of their respective institutions. Each of the said 
boards of trustees shall have the power, and its duty 
shall be: 

(a) To elect a superinten<font of the institution 
who shall. subject to the authority of the board. ad­
minister the institution; 

(b) On nomination by the superintendent. from 
time to time, to appoint such officers and employes as 
may be necessary; 

( c) To fix the salaries of its emrpJoyes in conform­
ity with the standards established by the Executive 
Board; 

( d) Subject to the approval of the Superintendent 
of Public Instru ~tion, to make such by-laws, r11les. and 
regulations for the mana.gemeint of the institution as 
it may deem advisable. 

ARTICLE XIV. 

POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE DEPARTMFN'I' 
OF MILITARY AFF A TRS AND ITS DEPART-
1\H•JNTAL BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS. 

Section 1401. Powers and Duties in 0.Pn<'ral.-The 
DPpartment of Military Affairs shaJI, s11bject to nny 
inconsistent provisions in this act contained, continue 
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to exercise the powers and perform the duties by law 
vet-1ted in and imposed upon the Adjutant General's 
l>Ppartment, the several lmreaus thereof, and the Ad­
jutant Ucneral. 

Section 1402. Pennsylvania National Guard.-The 
Department of Military Affairs shall have the power, 
and its duty shall be: 

(a) To keep in its custody all books and accounts 
and military property of the Commonwealth issued 
by it pertaining to the Pennsylvania National Guard: 

( b 1 To distribute all orders from the Commander­
in-Chief and p~rform such other duties as the Com­
mander-in-Chief shall direct; 

( c) To make returns periodically, as required. of 
the Pennsylvania National Guard, and report of their 
arms, uniforms, accoutreme.nts, and ammunition, ac­
cording to such forms as may be prescribed by the 
~£>cretary of War of the United States, and to fol'ward 
a copy thereof to the Se~retary of War of the United 
States; 

( d l To pay the troops and make all other diR­
h11rsernents authoi·ized by law, by warrants drawn by 
the department upon the State Treasurer and cmmter­
signed by the Auditor General: 

( e) To supply to all officers of the Pennsylvania 
National Guard such copies of drill regulations. man­
uals of rifle practice, service mannals, and military 
1rnhlication forms and books prescribed for use of the 
United States Army, as the Governor as Commander­
in-Chief may designate; 

(fl To supply to all organizations of the Pennsyl­
vania National Guard all necessary military stores, 
a1·ms, and equipment; 

(g) With the approval of the Governor as Com­
mandel'-in-Chief, to sell or exi~hange, from time to time, 
Rneh military stores belonging to the Commonwealth 
as are fo11111l to be 1111~ervi(·1·a ble or in state of decay, 
or 'd1ith it may be deemed for the best interests of 
the Commonwealth to sell or exchange. All money•s 
rr><'.Pived for stores so sold shall be paid into the State 
Trr>asnry; 

(h I To audit and adjust all claims incident to thP 
organization, training, discipline, maintenance, a,nd 
sel'vice of the Pennsylvania National Guard, other than 
fixPrl ::i llowanC'.es, and to pay such claims when audited 
and adjusted; 

(i) Subject to the approval of the Governor as Com­
mand<>r-in-ChiPf, to procure and issue from time to 
thne to the Pennsylvania Nntional G11ard sneh fh11:rs. 
standnrds, and guidons as may be nece>;.s<1r:v, wh:ch 
shall, however, as far as practical, be similar in style 
to those of the United States Army. 
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Section 1404. .:Pensions and Relief.-1'he Depart­
ment of l\lilitary Affairs shall have the power, and its 
duty shall be: 

(a) To estabUsh rules governing the filing of claims 
for pensions made under and by virtue of the laws of 
this Common wealth ; 

(b) To investigate all 'circumstances connected 
with the death of a soldier whose death is the basis 
of a claim for a pension ; 

( c) To determine the amount of relief payable to 
any officer or enlisted man of the Pennsylvania Na­
tional nuard who is wounded or otherwise di&abled 
while doing duty in active service of the State: 

( d) On satisfactory evidence submitted or obtained, 
to grant such pensions as may now or hereafter be 
provided by law a.nd certify the same to the Auditor 
General, who shall draw such warrants upon the State 
Treasurer therefor, to the order of the pensioner, as 
may now or hereafter he provided by law 

Section 1405. Naval .Militia.-The Department of 
Militm·y Affairs f.:ha 11, sn hject in all respects to the 
Goyernor as Commander-tu-Chief, have general super­
,ri~ion over the Naval Militia of this Commonwealth. 

Section 1406. Soldiers' Bonus.-'rhe Department of 
Military Affairs shall have the power, and its duty 
shall be: 

(a) To investigate all claims and applications, :filed 
with it, of soldiers and sailors who served :Ln the mili­
tary or naval forces of the United States during the 
World War, and, if satisfied of the sufficiency of any 
such claim on application, to approve the same and 
arrange for the payment thereof out of any fundi;: 
available for the purpose; 

(b) To make such rules and regulations as shall 
seem necessary for the purpose of carrying into effect 
the provisions of the laws providing for ~he payment 
of soldiers' and sailors' compensation :for service in 
the World War. 

Section 1407. Loans of Arms and Accoutrements.­
The Department of Military Affairs shall have the 
power to issue arms and accoutrements which are the 
property of this Commonwealth to the cadets of any 
military school, or orga,nizations of veterans of any 
wars in which the United States has been engaged, 
under such terms and conditions as may now or here­
after be provided by law. 

Section 1408. State Military Cemetery.-The De­
partment of Military Affairs shall have the power: 

(a) To select a.nd make arrangements for ground 
to he set apart in some historic spot in the Common­
wealth as an appropriate spa!.'.e for use as a cemetery 
for the burial of the hodies of soldiers, sailors. marines, 
and war nurses, who servc><l in the Army o~ Navy of 
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the United States during times of war, who died while 
in active service or after an honoral.Jle discharge, and 
who entered such service while residents of Pennsyl­
vania, as well as the bodies of members of the Nati9nal 
Guard of Penusylvania who died while members of 
the National Guard or after a,n honorable discharge 
therefrom; 

(b) On behalf of the Commonwealth to accept the 
dedication of any lands in a historic spot for use as 
such a cemetery; 

(c) When any such cemetery shall be located and 
established, to maintain and regulate the same, and, 
for that purpose, to adopt rules and regulations to 
regulate burials therein of the bodies of persons en­
titled to be buried therein, as provided in this section. 

Section '1409. The Armory Board of the State of 
Pennsylvania.-The Armory Board of the State of 
Pennsylvania shall, subject to any inco.nsistent pro­
visions in this act contained, continue to exerCise the 
powers and perfor~llll the duties by law vested in the 
said board. It shall purchase land for, erect, provide, 
equip,· maintain, manage, and regulate armories with 
in the limits of this Commonwealth for the use of the 
National Guard of Pennsylvania, as may now· or here­
after be provided by law. 

ARTICLE XV. , 

l'lH,rERS AND DUTIES OF THE DEPARTMENT 
OF AGRTCUL'l'URE AND ITS DEPARTMENTAL 
ADMINISTRATIVE COMMISSION. 

Ser.tion 1501. Powers and Duties Iu General.­
The Department of Agri,culture shall, subject to any 
inconsistent provisions in this act contained, cootinue 
to exercise all the powers and pPrform all the duties 
by law vested in and imposed upon the D~partment 
of Agriculture, the several bureaus thereof, and the 
Secretary of Agriculture. 

Section 1502. Animal Industry.-The DepartmPnt 
of Agr~:culture shall have the power, and its duty shall 
be: 

(a) 'l'o promote the live stock industry, and to pre­
vent, suppress, control, and eradicate any transmissible 
di~t>ases of animals and poultry; 

(b) To establish and maintain general or special 
quar:mtines, as may now or hereafter be provided by 
law; 

( c) To prevent the spread of infedious and com­
municable dise:isel!I of animal!s and poultry, and, for 
this purpose, the officers, agents, or employes thereof, 
may at any time enter any prc-mises where domestic 
animals or products thereof are kept, confined. or 
stort>d; to take such measures as may seem advisable 
concerning methods of preventing, controlling, and 
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eradicat1ng disease of animals; to cause the disin­
fediou l>f. auy prernises, alid, when deemed necessary 
to prevent the spread of disease, to cause the destruc­
tion of animals, poultry, ~nd personal property; and 
to regulate and prohibit the movement or transporta-. 
tion of animals or poultry into this Commonwealth, 
or from one place to another \Vithin this Comm0in-
wealth; . 

( rl J To purchase such supplies and materials as 
may be deemed necessary; 
. ( e J To provide for the licensing of breeding ani­

mals kept for public serdce, and to prevent fraud and 
deception in the licensing of stallions kept for puLlie 
service; 

(f) To regulate the manufacture, use, and sale of 
biological products for use on domestic animals: 

(gl To make sn~h examinatim1s and tests as may 
be de.cmed necessary to determine the healthfulness 
of the domestic animals and poultry of the Common· 
wealth; 

(h) To organize and administer a service for the 
pnrpose of protecting the public against the use of 
unwholesome meat or meat food products. 

Section 1503. Plant Industry.-The Department 
of Agriculture shall have the power, and its duty shall 
be: 

(a) To inspect any nnrsery, orchard, farm, garilen. 
park, cemetery, or any 11rivate or puhlic place which 
may become infested or infected with harmful insects 
or plant disease,;; to establish and enforce quarantines; 
to issne and enforoe orders and regulations, and make 
inwsti~atiorn; for the confrol of said pests, wherever 
they may exist within the Commonwealth ; and to per­
form such other duties relating to "plants" and "plant 
proilnct!S" as may seem advisable and not contrary 
to law: · 

(h) To inRpect apiaries for diseases inimical to bees 
a.ml lwe>lweping anil e>nforce the laws relating thereto. 

RPction 1504. M:ukpts.-The Department of Agri­
cnltnr<> shall have the power, and its duty shall he: 

(a) To invPstigate the subject of markPting farm 
n1·oc111ds. incJnrling the costs of marketing, to pnh­
lish the resnlts of such investigations, and to furnish 
advice and assistance to the public with refi>rence to 
the nrnrkPting of farm products within this Common­
wN1.lth :rnd all mattPrS rPlevant thereto;

( e) To investigate delays, embargoes, conditions, 
practices, charges, and rates in the transportation and 
storage of all farm products which appear to be det· 
rimeutal to a free, economical, and efficient marketing 
of sutl1 products; 

(f I 'l'o take such lawful steps as may be deemed 
advisable to prevent waste of perishable products: 

(g) 'fo establish standards for the g1 ading and 
other classification of farm products, as provided in 
the act, approved the nintll day of July, one thousµnd 
nine hunured _and nineteen (l'ampl11et Laws, eight 
hundred nine), entitled "An act prescribing the poweri'I

(bl ·For the purpose of enforcing such laws, from· 
time to time, to purchase from wholei;;a]p or retail 
dealers i;;..implPs of any food or drink and have th<' 
same analyzed or examined, and prosecute the sale 
of adulterated, misbranded, or deld:eriom1 foods or· 
drink; 

( c) '1'o examine all cold storage war0l1011sPs, within 
the mt>aning of the laws of this Commonwealth, to 
ascertain whether they are kept in a saf!itary conrlition. 
the wholps--omenPss of the food therein, and the time 
with in which foods shall have been so kept; 

(d) To make such rules ani! r0gulatiom1 as l'llrnll 
be uer.essarv for the e.nfor2ement of the laws of this 
Commonwealth rPlating to oleomargarine, food, drink, 
and ('old storage ware1101rnes. · 

SPcti.on HJO(), Clwmistry.-The Dt>partment of Agri· 
cultnrP slrnll lrnYe the power. a.nd its rlnty F1l1all hP: 

(a) To p1irchase from wholpRale or rPh1i1 rlP:tlPrs. 
for the purpose of making chemical analyl'lPS, any 
fntifj;r,p1·A, Jim<' and lime prod11cts, fpeds, fPP<ling-Kt11tfs, 
in!'lPrticidPS, fungicidPs, paints, oilR, tul'flentine, pnttiPs, 
or materials or ingredients used in the manufacture 
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or compound of any such fertilizers, lime and lime 
products, feeds, feeding-stuffs, inse'-'.ticides, fungicides, 
paints, oils, turpentine, or putties, and to make ex­
aminations ~nd analyses thereof whenever the Secre­
tary of Agriculture shall deem advisable; 

( b) To keep correct records of all analy:,:0s made 
of each of the commodities received. 

Section 1507. Statistics.-The Department of Agri­
culture shall have the power, and its duty shall be, to 
collect, tabulate, and publish monthly crop and live 
stock reports, and such other 1nformation, from time 
to time, pertaining to the agricultural industries: and 
interests of the ·State, and such bulJetins and reports 
as may be deemed advisable. 

Section 1508. Quarantines.-The Department of 
· Agriculture shall have the powC'r to establish general 
quarantines relating to diseases of animals or plants 
and their products, and to make all nC'edful rules and 
regulations for the enforcement of the laws relating 
to animals and plants or the products thereof. 

When a general quarantine relating to plants or 
their products has been declared, or rules and regula­
tions for the enforcement of the laws relating to ani­
mals or plant.<> or their produ~ts have been adopted, 
such quarantine or rules and. regulations shall be en­
forced by the officers or agents of the department; 
and, for the purpose of enforcing such quarantines, 
rules, and regulations, such officers and agents shall

. Section 1509. State Fair Cornmission.-Subject to 
any inconsistent provisions in this act contained, the 
State Fair Commission shall ha,'e the power: 

(al To continue to exercise the powers by law vest­
ed in and imposed upon the said commission; 

( b) To formulate plans for the establishment, or­
ganfaation, conduct, and management of an annual 
State fair to embrace exhibits of all agricultural, in­
dustrial, and artistic products of the Commonwealth, 
including exhibits of all classes of farm products, em­
bracing live stock, dairying, horticulture, all classes of 
manufactures, industries, mining, mechanics and do­
meRtic arts, and Rnch other exhibits as will bC'st ad­
vance the interests of agriculture and the other in­
dustrles of the Commomyealth: 

( c) To examine sites, and, if possible, to SC'cnre a 
donation of a proper and convenient site for the an· 
nual State fair, and to exam1ne sites for purchase by 
the Commonwealth for the purpose of the State fair, 
and for this purpose to secure options; 

( d) To prepare plans for exhibits, together witl1 
their equipment, and formulate plans for advertising, 
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management, and exhibits, and generally to do and 
undertake all work necessary and appropriate for the 
establishment, maintenance, and operation of an an­
nual State fair. 

ARTICLE XVI. 

POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE DEPARTMENT 
OF FOR.ESTS AND W A'fERS, ITS OFFICERS, 
AND DEPART MENTAL ADMINISTRATIVE 
AND ADVISORY BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS. 

Section 1"01. Powcri:; and Duties in Genel'al.-'l'he 
Department of Fore~ts and ·watrrs shall, su\ljrct to 
any inconsistent provisions in this act contained, cou­
tinue to exercise the powers arnl perfOl'.lll the duties 
by law vested 1n and imposed upon the Department 
of Forestry, the various bureaus and officers thereof, 
including the Bureau of Forest Protection, the Com­
missioner of Forestl'y, and the State FOTest Commis­
sion. It shall also exe:ridse the powers and perform 
the duties heretofore exercised and pe1·formed by the 
Bureau of Topographic and Geological Survey in the 
Department of I,nternal Affairs, and such other powers 
and duties as are Yest.eel in and imposed upon the De­
partment of Forests and vVaters by this act. 

Section 1602. Forests-Powers and · Duties.-The 
Department of Forests and ·waters shall have the 
power, and its duty shal1 he: 

(a) With the approval of the State Forest Commis­
sion, to acquire, in the name of the Commonwealth, by 
purchase, gift, or condemnation, and hold as State 
forests, subject to such rm;ervations, if any, of mineral 
rights, stumpage rights_, rights of way, or other en­
cumbrances, as the department and the State Forest 
Commission deem fo be consistent ''ith sn~h holding, 
any lm1ds "·hich, .in the judgment of the departnwnt, 
the Commonwealth should hold, manage, control, pro­
tect, maintain, utilize, and regulate as Stn.te forel'lts: 
Provided, 'l'hat the purchase price of any such lands 
,;hall not exceed ten dollars per acre, and that the 
amount expended for the acquil'lition of lands for Sta~e 
forest purposes in any biennial appropriation period 
shall ,not exceed the appropriation for that purposP 
for such period; 

(b) To purchase and hold as State forests unseated, 
vacant, or unappropriated lands, lands advPrfo:wd for 
sale for taxes, and land sold for taxes, as may now or 
hereafter be provided by law; 

( c) To hold, manage, control, protect, maintaLn. 
utilize, drvelop, and regulate the qccupancy anrl use of 
all hinds heretofore or hrrrafter acquired, owned, and 
maintained as State forests, together with the resourcelil 
thereof; 
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( d) To divide the State into such convenient forest 
umLncts as it deell1s economical and effective to admin­
ister, protect, develop, utilize, and regulate the occu­
pan ~y and use of the lands and resources of the State 
forests, to protect all forest land in the State from 
forest fires, fungi, insects, and other enemies, to pro­
mote and develop forestry and knowledge of forestry 
througllout the State, to advise and assist landowners 
in the plant:Lng of forest and shade trees, to obtain 
}1nd publish information respecting forest lands and 
forei:;try in the State, to assist in Arbor Day wo1 k. and 
promote and advance any other activity in local for­
estry which the department may deem helpful to tlle 
puulic interest, and to execute the rules and regula­
tions of the departme.nt for the protection of forests 
from fire and depredation. It ma;\' ahio assign dis­
trict foresters to take active charge of such forest dis­
tri~ts, and also foresters, forest rangers, and other help 
for the administration of such forl'St districts. as the 
Secretary of Ji' ores ts and Waters may deem nece:;:sary 
for the accomplishment, throughout the State, of the 
purposes for which the department is established; 

( e) To cooperate with the authorities of tow·nships, 
boroughs, and cities of this Uommonwealth in the ac­
quisition and administration of municipal forests, as 
may now or hereaftPr be provided by law; 

(f) With the advice of the State Forest Commis­
,;ion, to establish such rules and regulations, ,not in­
consistent with law, for the control, management, pro­
tection, utilizati0n. development, o:~cupancy, and use 
of the lands and resources of the State forests as the 
department deems prope1· to conserve the interests of 
the Commonwealth. Such rules and regulations shaH 
be compatible with the purposes for which the State 
forests are created, namely, to provide a continuous 
supply of timber, lumber, wood, and other forest proil­
ncts, to protect the watersheds, conserve the watPrs 
and regulate the flow of rivers and streams of the 
State, and to furnish opportunities for healthful rec­
reation to the public. 

The net receipts al'ising out of the O·~cupancy and nse 
of the Stat"' forests herenmlpr shall lw paid into the 
State Treasury, and shall belong to and fovm part of 
the State School Fund; 

(g) Whenever it shall appear that the welfare of 
the Commonwealth, with reference to rPforesting and 
the betterment of the State forests, with respect to 
control, managPrnent, protertion, utilization, dPvelop 
ment. and regnlation of tl1Pir occupancy a.I1d use, will 
~ advancpd _by _selling or disposing of any of the tim­
hPr on the State forests, to dispose of Rnch timh~r on 
terms most advantagPous to the State: Provided, 'l'liat 
the department is authorized and directPd to set aside, 
within the State forests, unusual or historical groves 
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of trees or natural features especially worthy of per­
manent pre::iervation, to make tile same a~cessilJle and 
convenient for pulJlic use, and to dedicate them in 
perpetuity to the people of the State for their recrea­
tion and enjoyment. And the said department is here­
hy empowered, with the advice of the State Forest Com­
mission, to make and execute contracts or leases. in 
the name of the Commonwealth, for the mining or re­
moval of any valualJle minerals that may be found in 
said State forests, whenever it shall appear, to the sat­
isfaction of the departme.nt, that it would be for the 
lwst interests of the State to make such dispusi tion 
of said minerals: And provided further, 'l'hat any 
proposed eontracts or leases bf valuable minerals, ex­
CPPding three hundred dollars in value, shall have been 
advertised once a week for three weeks, in at least two 
newspapers published nearest the lo·~ality indicate1l, 
in advance of awarding such contract or lease. Raid 
contracts or leases may then be awarded to the high­
est anu best bidder, who shall give bond for the proper 
performance of the contract as the departrrn~nt shall 
de::;iguatc; 

(h) 'l'o appoint and, with the approval of the Gov­
ernor, fix the compensation of a cl~id forest fire war­
rlt>n, and such district forest fire wardens. and to ap­
point and fix the comprnsation of such local forPst fire 
wardf>ns and other assistants, as shall be rPquired for 
the prevention, control, and extinction of forest fires; 

(i l To establish and administer auxiliary torPst 
reserves in the manner and undPr snch tel'ms and con­
ditions as may now or hereafter be provided by h w: 

fj) To distribute young forest trPPS, as provided 
by law, to those desiring to plant th•em; 

(k) T0 fornish informatinn and issue certificates 
and warrants necessary for the pnym!1nt of such fixed 
<'hargPs, in lieu of taxes, on State forpsfa anil anxil­
iarv forf>st reserves, to school districts, road rlh~trfrts. 
and counties as may now or hereafter be provided by 
law; 

(l) To sell or exchange State forest land, as pro­
virlPd h:v Jaw, whPnPV<'r it shall be to the adva.ntage 
of th<' State forest intPrests: ProvirlPd. 'l'lrnt s11ch ar· 
Hon hai;:i been authorized by resolution of thf> Flta.tP 
Forf'st Commission, unanimously adopted at a meetirig 
at which a majority of its members are prf'sent and 
voting, and has been approved by the Govnnor. 

Section 1 fiOR. For<'sts-Powers.-The Department of 
ForPstR anrl nraters shall have the rowPr:
