countecl l>y tbe court as is now providecl by laws gov­
t'rniHg muilicipal eleetions. All penalties of the said 
Plection laws for violation thereof shall apply to the 
voters, irn;pectors, juclges, and clerks voting at, and in 
atteudanee upon, elections held under the provisions 
of t!Jis act. 

Section 7. 'l'he prothonotary shall make a return of 
the rnte east upon such questions, as filed in l1is office, 
to the eorporate authorities of such city, and the same 
Rhall be placed on record among or upon the minutes 
thereof. 

Section 8. If at suclt election a majority of the elee­
tors voting thereon shall rnte in favor of using said 
nwney so borrowed, or authorized to be borrowed, for 
the new purpose as stated in the said notice, or shall 
such majority vote in favor of the cancellation of the 
authority to borrow the same, the said money may be 
used for such new purpose as if it had originally been 
authorized or borrowed therefor, or may remain un­
borrowed in accordan;:e with such vote of the electors. 
And whenever it shall be made lawful to refrain from 
borrowing snch money, either by action of the council 
alone or with the assent of the electors as hereinbefore 
provided, the original authority to borrow the same 
shall thereupon be of no effect. 

Section 9. All acts or parts of acts inconsistent here­
with be and the sam2 are hereby repealed.

AN ACT 

To nmend section two of an act. appro>ed the twentieth dny of 
May, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-one (Pamphlet 
Laws, nine hundred and forty-four), entitled "An act authorizing 
the establishment by counties of hospitals for the treatment 
of persons afflicted with tuberculosis; providing for the mnnage­
ment and maintenanee thereof; and authorizing the incurring 
of indebtedness and the levy of taxes therefor." 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section two of an 
act, approved the twentieth day o.f May, one thousand 
nine lrnndred and twenty-one (Pamphlet Laws, nine 
hundred and forty-four), entitled "An act authorizing 
the establishment by counties of hospitals for the treat­
ment of persons afflicted with tuberculosis; providing 
for the managemrnt and maintenance thereof; and au­
thorizing the incurring of indebtedness and the levy 
of taxes therefor," is hereby amended to read as fol­
lows:-

Section 2. If a majority of the voters, vot1ng· upon 
such question at such election, shall be in favor of the 
establishment of the hospital, the county commission­
ers, connty controller, where siich office ca:ists, and 
board of trustees, hereafter provided for, shall have 
plans and specifications prepared, and shall select and 
(purchase] acqitire a site for such hospital by purchase 
or condemnation, with the same power and w·ith the 
like procedure as larnd is now acqwi;red under existing 
laws by school distri.cts, for school purposes,-the 
county commissioners exercising the aiithority exer­
cised by school directors for that purpose. Such plans 
and specifications and the location of such site shall be 
approved by the Commissioner of Health before the 
construction of any building is commenced. 

Upon the approval by the Commissioner of Health of 
the plans and specifications and the location of such 
hospital, the hospital shall be constructed and equipped 
under the direction and supervision of the board of 
trustees, the county comrnissioners, the connty control­
ler, where siwh office exists, a1icl in the same manner 
as other county buildings are constructed and equip­
ped.

AN ACT 

Fixing the per diem compensation of registry or assistant assessors 
in townships of the first class for the performance of election 
duties~ and the method of ascertaining the number of days em­
ployeu. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., 'J'hat it shall he the 
duty of each registry or assistant assessor in each 
township of the first class, performing duties relating 
to elections, to keep an account of the several days 
he or she was actually employed in the performance 
of his or her duties, and to make return of the same to 
the county commissioners verified by oath or affirma­
tion, and for each day so employed he or she shall 
receive the sum of five dollars to be parn by the county. 

Section 2. All acts and parts of acts inconsistent 
with this act are hereby repealed.
