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to the county and shall be paid into the county treas­
ury (except where required to be paid by the Com­
monwealth) as provided in this act, but the necessary 
traveling expenses of the officers incurred in the ad­
ministration of their offices shall be paid by the county. 

Section 7. This act shall take effect on the first 
Monday of January, one thousand nine hundred and 
twenty-four, but shall not be construed to apply to 
any officer in office at the date of the approval of this 
act, but all such officers shall be e.ntitled to re~eive 
and collect the fees and salaries now provided by law 
for such office. 

Section 8. All laws or parts of laws, general, 
local, or special, inconsistent with this act, are hereby 
repealed.

AN ACT 

To amend an act, approved June fifteenth, one thousand nine 
hundred and eleven (Pamphlet Lnws, nine hundred and fifty­
five), entitled "An act making State taxes, unpaid bonus, in­
terest, penalties, and all public accounts, a first lien upon the 
franchise and pror>erty of corporations, companies, associations, 
joint-stock associations, and limited partnerships against which 
the same may be settled ; providing for enforcing the 11ayment 
thereof, and for the furnishing of certificates as to the existence 
of such liens upon application thereof; and repealing section 
four of the act, approved April sixteenth, one thousand eight 
hundred and twenty-seven," by providing for the employment 
of counsel, fixing such counsels' commissions, and giving such 
commissions and costs the same priority and liens as sucll taxes, 
bonus, interest, penalties, and public accounts. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section one of 
an act, approved June fifteenth, one thousand nine 
hundred and eleven (Pamphlet Laws, nine hundred 
and fifty-five), entitled "An act making State taxes, 
unpaid bonus, interest, penalties, and all public ac­
counts, a first lien upon the franchise and property of 
corporations, companies, associations, joint-stock as­
sociations, and limited partnerships against which the 
same may be settled; providing for enforc:iing. the pay­
ment thereof, and for the furnishing of certificates as 
to the existence of such liens upon application thereof; 
and repealing section four of the act, approved April 
sixteenth, one thousand eight hundred twe.nty-seven." 
is hereby amended to read as follows:-

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That from and after 
the passage of this act, all State taxes imposed under 
the authority of any law of this Commonwealth now 
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existing or that may hereafter be enacted, and unpaid 
bonus, i.nterest, penalties, and all public accounts 
settled against any corporation, company, association, 
joint·stock association, or limited partnership, shall 
be {l. first lien upon the franchise and property, both 
!real and personal, of such corporation, ·~ornpany, as­
·sociation, joint-stock association, or limited partner­
ship, from the date when they are settled by the An­
ditor General and approYed by the State Treasurer, 
or in the cases where the Amlitor Genernl alone makes 
the settlement, from the date when they cire so sett!ed 
by lllini; and whenever the franchise or property of a 
corporation, company, association, joint-stock associa­
tion, or limited partnership shall be sold at a judicial 
sale, all ta.'\:es, i.nterest, bonus, penalties, and public ac­
counts due the Commonwealth, shall first be allowed 
and paid out of the proceeds of su.:'.h sale, bC>for·p any 
judgment, mortgage, or any other claim or lien against 
such corporation, company, association, [joint] stock 
association, or limHed partnership. 

lVhenever such ta:x;es, bonus, interest, penalt-ies, amd 
public accounts are not pnicl 'Within sixty (60) days 
from, the date of their settlement by the Auditor Gen­
eral as approvedJ by the State 'l.'reasllrer, or, in the 
Cases where the Auditor Geneml lllone 11wkes the set­
tlement, sixty (60) days from the date of such settle­
ment by hi1n llS aforr:said, and no appeal has been tak­
en from, such settlement 'in the method provided.by law, 
and! in all cases of judicial sales, llssignments, or bank­
rttptcies, the Auditor G encral 11wy employ counsel> 
without the approval of the Attorney General to col­
lect the same; and such counsel is mtthorir.:ed llnd 
directed to add to such settlements for taxes, bo1ms, 
interest, penalties, and 1mblic accounts and to collect 
from such corporation, company, association, joint­
stock association, or limited partnership for the pnr­
pose of c01npensllting such counsel so employed, a 
counsels' commission based on the amount of siich col­
lection at the following rate, viz: ten per centum on 
the first five h'Ulndred dollllrs ($500); five per centum 
on the next two thousand dollars ($2,000); cind two 
and one-hlllf per ce11tum on a1171 amount in excess of 
two thousand five hundred dollars ($2,500) ,-which 
co1nmissions, together 'Kith costs, shllll be paid by such 
corporation, company, ll8SOCilltion, joint-stock llssoeia­
tion, or limited ]Ht1·t11ership, and slmll have the same 
priority and lien a,q such taxes, bonns, interest, pen­
alties, llnd pnbli.c accounts as hcreinbefore vrovided: 
Provide(!., 'Phat the A 1tditor General slwll not so em­
ploy counsel lls aforesaid, until nfter he shall first have 
given ten (10) days' notice, in w1·itin,q, of his intention 
so to do to such corporation, company, associatian, 
joint-stork association; or limited partnership: Provid-
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ed further, however, That when such cournsel is employ­
ed by the Auditor General as aforesaid, and, in the col­
lection of such taxes, bowus, interest, penalties .• and 
piiblic accounts, any litigation nriscs or it is neces8ary 
to commence nny l.itigation in behalf of the. Commo11-
wealth, such litigation shall be ·under the supervision, 
direction, and control of the Attorney General of the 
Connnonwealth.

To amend sections one and two of the act, approved the twenty­
third day of June, one thousand nine hundred and seventeen 
(Pamphlet Laws, six hundred and thirty-nine), entitled "An 
act authorizing cities of the first class to make appropriations 
for the support of destitute families of persons se11tenced to im­
prisonment, and providing a system of control and administration 
for the distribution thereof," extending snid act to cities of the 
second class. 

Section 1. Be it e11acted, &;;., That section one of 
the act, approved the twenty-third day of June, one 
thousand nine hundred and seventeen (Pct.mphlet Laws, 
six hundred and thirt,y,nine), entitled "An act au­
thorizing cities of the first class to make appropria­
tions fur the support of destitute·families of persons 
sentenced to imprisonment, and providing a system 
of control and administration for the distrihntion 
thereof," is hereby amended to read as follows:-

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., 'l'hat cities of the 
first and! second class may appropriate moneys for the 
maintenance and care of destitute families of persons 
sentenced in su,~h city to imprisonment, whose families 
are, and "·en• at the time of the conviction of such 
person, domiciled within snch cities of the first ancl 
second class. 

- Section 2 That section two of said act is hereby 
n mended to rPad as follows:-

Section 2. The councils of such cities of the first 
nn<l second class shall designate a department of the 
city government to have the control and dishursement 
of any such appropriation, and may provide such em­
ployes, and fix their salaries, as may be necessary to 
carry this act into effect.
