AN ACT

To amend paragraph one of section eight pf an act, approved the
twenty-fourth day of June, one thousand eight hundred and
ninety-five (Pamphlet Laws, two hundred and twelve), entitled
“An aet to establish an mtermedmte coutt of appeal; rt.gulatlh"
its constitutiom, officers, jurisdiction, powers, pl‘actlce, and its
relation to the Supreme Court and other courts; providing for
the reports of its decisions, the compensation of the ]udges and
other oihcers and the practice and costs on appeals from its
judgments,” eliminating the exception 'prohibiting said court
from enforeing any short or hour list.

Section 1. Ile it enacted, &c., That paragraph one
of section eight of an act, approved the twenty-fourth
day of June, one thousand eight hundred and ninety-
five (Pamphlet Laws, two hundred and twelve),. en-
titled “An act to establish an intermediate court of
appeal; regulating its constitution, officers, jurisdic-
tion, powers, practice, and its relation to the Supreme
Court and other courts; providing for the reports of
its decisions, the compensation of the judges and other
officers and the practice and costs on appeals from its
judgments,” is hereby amended to read as follows:

Section 8. The practice in the spid Superior Court
shall be governed by the rules which do now or may
hereafter govern the practice in the Supreme Court, so
far as the same may be applicable, except [that no
short list or hour list as provided by said rules shall
be enforced, and except also] that the Superior Court
may, in its discretion, make such other or different
rules as it may consider to be necessary or desirable
upon any subject connected with its jurisdiction or
its procedure.
