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LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA, 

No. 20. 

AN ACT 

Regulating the sale of oysters at retail. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That it shall be nn~ 
lawful for any person, copartnership, association, or 
corporation, or his, her, or its servants, agents, or 
employees, to sell oysters a-t: retail, in any manner 
whatsoever, except by numerical count: Provided, how­
ever, That this act shall not apply to oysters sold at 
retail when in unopened, sealed, original eontainers 
in which they are shipped in inter-state commerce. 

Section 2. Any person, copartnership, association. 
or corporation violating any of the provisions of this 
act shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon con­
viction thereof shall be 13entenced to pay a fine of not 
less than twenty-five ($25) dollars, nor more than one 
hundred ($100) dollars, or, in the case of individuals. 
to undergo an imprisonment of not less than thirty 
(30) days, nor more than sixty (60) days, or both. 

Section 3. The Department of Agriculture shall be 
charged with the enforcement of this act. 

Section 4. All fines imposed and recovered for the 
violation of any of the provisions of this act shall be 
paid to the Department of Agriculture or its agent, 
and when so collected and paid shall thereafter be, by 
the Department of Agrieulture, paid into the State 
Treasury for the use of the Commonwealth. 

Section 5. All acts and parts of acts inconsistent 
with this act are hereby repealed. 

Section 6. ·This act shall take effect and lbe in 
force sixty days after the date of its approval.

AN ACT 

Authorizing counties to engage in health work, and to appropriate 
moneys for such purposes. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the Board of 
County Commissioners may provide and appropriate 
from any moneys in the county treasury not otherwise 
appropriated, annually, such sum or sums a:s they 
deem necessary for the protection of the health, cleai-
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li.ness, convenience, comfort, and safety of the ipeople 
of the county; and said Board of County Commission-

. ers, upon their appropriating money for health work 
as provided for herein, shall cooperate with the State 
Department of Health and boroughs and first-class 
townships, within their respective counties, in the pro­
motion of health work. 

Section 2. In case any health officer~s are appointed 
under section one of this act, such appoJ,ntees shall be 
approved by the State Department of :aealth, and such 
appointees shall have the same powers and duties as 
are now prescribed for the same officers in boroughs 
and first-class townships.

AN ACT 

Relating to the allocation of moneys to the d[fferent counties by 
the Department of Highways for the constr11-ction of highways; 
providing a method to compel the count.¥ commissioners to 
apply for such moneys; and extending the dme for filing appli­
cations for money allocated but unexpendef] prior to the ap: 
proval of this act. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., .That whenever the 
county commissioners of the various counties of this 
Commonwealth are authorized and required to file ap­
plication with the Department of Highways in order 
to secure for their respective countie$ any money or 
a proportionate share of any money, allocated by the 
Department of Highways for the ~onstruction of 
highways within such counties, and any such county 
commissioners shall refuse or fail to file such appli­
cation thirty days before the last day :fixed for the fil­
ing thereof, a petition, signed by a )llajority of the 
township commissioners or supervisors in a majority 
of the townships of such county, may be presented to 
the court of quarter sessions of such cotmty, requesting 
the court to order the county commjssioners to file 
their application for the county's shar<I of such money. 
If, after dne hearing had before such court, it shall 
appear that the truth of the matters alleged in the pe­
tition are sustained, the court shall make an order 
directing the county commissioners to forthwith file 
their application for the moneys allocated to such 
county. 

Section 2. The provisions of this a<!t shall apply in 
all cases where money has ·been allocated by the De­
partment of Highways to the various counties prior to 
the approval of this act, but not expended in such 
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
