AN ACT

To amend section three of the act, approved the thirteenth day
of July, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-three (Pam-
phlet Laws, one thousand ninety), entitled “A Supplement to
an act, approved the twenty-seventh day of May, one thousand
nine hundred and twenty-one (Pamphlet Laws, one thousand
one hundred and seventy-three), euntitled 'An act constituting a
commission to make an investigation of the battlefields of France
and Belgium, and to select points for the erection of monu-
ments and markers of appropriate design to commemorate the
achievements of Pennsylvania soldicrs duling the World War;
defining the powers and duties of the commission; and making
an appropriation’; continuing said commission; providing for
the erection of certain memorials in France and Belgium; and
making an appropriation.”

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section three of
the act approved the thirteenth day of July, one thou-
sand nine hundred and twenty-three (Pamphlet Laws,
one thousand ninety), entitled “A Supplement to an
act, approved the twenty-seventh day of May, one
thousand nine hundred and twenty-one (Pamphlet
Laws, one thousand one hundred and seventy-three),
entitled ‘An act constituting a commission to make
an investigation of the battlefields of I'rance and Bel-
gium, and to select points for the érection of monu-
ments and markers of appropriate design to commem-
orate the achievements of Pennsylvania soldiers dur-
ing the World War; defining the powers and duties
of the commission; and making an appropriation;
continuing said commission; providing for the erec
tion of certain memorials in France gnd Belgium ; and
making an appropriation” is hereby amended to read
as follows:

Section 3. The sum of three hundred thousand dol-
lars ($300,000), or so much thereof ps may be neces-
sary, is hereby specifically appropriated to the com-
mission for the purposes of the erection, construction,
and dedication of said memorials, and the expenses
of the commission, incident thereto. [and in the ex-
penditure of said appropriation, including all expen-
ses approximately, the following sums from gaid ap-
propriation shall be set aside for the said memorials:

(1) State Memorial at Varennes, pne hundred and
eighty thousand dollars ($180,000). 7

(2) Twenty-eighth Division Memorlal Bridge at Fis-
mes-Fismettes, thirty thousand dollars ($30,000).

(83) Seventy-ninth Division Memprial Monument
at Montfaucon, fifty-five thousand dollars ($55,000).

(4) Eightieth Division Memorial Monument at Na-
tillois, France, twenty thousand dollars (%20,000);
and,
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(5) TFifty-third Field Artillery Brigade Memorial
Monument at Audenarde, Belgium, fifteen thousand
dollars ($15,000)1].
