isting laws by entering bail or recognizance with suf,; 
ficient surety or sureties approved lby the said court. 

Section 2. That section two of said act is hereby 
amended to read as follows: 

Section 2. That the clerk of the said court with 
whom any such deposit in lieu of surety or sureties 
shall be made shall f'wrnish a receipt for the same to 
the person O'r persons making such deposit, and shall 
deposit said funds in some national bank or trust com­
pany approved by the court for the use of the party 
or parties who may thereafter recover the same or be­
come entitled thereto by reason of the forfeiture or 
other breach of the condition of the hail or recogni­
zance in the prosecution or proceeding in which the 
said deposit was made: Provided, however, That, upon 
the proper order of the said court, the clerk aforesaid 
shall ibe required to pay, to the party or parties en­
titled thereto, the said money deposited with him 
less his commission for receipting and paying out said 
moneys, which commission is hereby fixed at one-half 
of one per centum on all such moneys paid out, with 
a minimum commission of three dollars. A record of 
said money receipted for and paid out, the commis­
sions retained, the name of parties from whom re­
ceived and to whom paid, shall be entered, at the num­
ber and term of said prosecution or proceeding, upon 
the record of the court by the derk thereof. In case 
there is no forfeiture or breach of condition of the 
bail or recognizance entered by the defendant or de­
fendants in the prosecution or proceeding, and the 
same is terminated, then, upon the order of the court, 
the clerk shall pay said money deposited to the de­
fendant or defendants, or to the person or persons 
depositing the same in their behalf, after the deduc­
tion of his commission as hereinlbefore provided.

Authorizing cities of the second class to regulate, by ordinance, 
sales of merchandise at public auction ; and to fix penalties for 
the violation. of the provisions thereof. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That hereafter cities 
of the second class shall have power and authority to 
regulate, by ordinance, sales of merchandise at public 
auction, and to fix and enforce penalties for the viola­
tion of the provisions of such ordinances: Provided, 
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however, That this authority shall not apply to judi­
cial sales, sales by executors or administrators, or to 
sales by or in behalf of licensed pawnbrokers, or un­
redeemed pledges, in the manner provided by law.

Making an appropriation to the Board of Fin!lllce and Revenue, 
out of the Motor Licell'.Se Fund, for paying Uie interest on, 11.nd 
redeeming at maturity, the bonds of this Coll).monwealth hereto­
fore or hereafter issued for the purpose of improving and. re­
building highways, and for the payment of compensation to the 
Commonwealth's loan and transfer agent. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the sum of ten 
million three hundred seven thousaRd eight hundred 
dollars ($10,307,800), or so much thereof as may be 
necessary, is hereby appropriated to the Board of Fi­
nance and Revenue, out of the Motor License Fund, 
for the two fiscal years beginning June :first, one thou­
