Section 2. That the service of any such city of 
the third class in the territory outside of the limits 
of the city acting hereu.nder shall be subject to regula­
tion and control by the Public Service Commission as 
to character of service, extensions, and rates, with the 
same force and in like manner as though the city 
serving in such territory were in fact a water corpo­
ration, and, with respect to such te~ritory outside of 
the limits of the city, shall have all the powers and be 
subject to all the duties of a water corporation. 

Section 3. Inasmuch as the city may be serving 
its inhabitants at less than the actual cost of service, 
including capital charges and depreciation, because 
the plant may have been or may be built and operated 
in part out of the funds raised by mllnicipal taxation, 
no rate, classification, rule, regulation, or practice, put 
in operation by the city in the portio:n of its territory 
supplied, located beyond the city limits shall be con­
sidered as unjustly discriminatory solely by reason of 
the fact that a different rate, classific:ation, rule, regu­
lation, or practice is in operation within the bound­
aries of the municipality with respect to a similar 
service rendered.

AN ACT 

Authorizing and regulating the establishmel)t and operation by 
counties of hospitals for the treatment of persons afflicted with 
tuberculosis ; providing for the acquisition <0f property for such 
hospitals by tlie power of eminent domain;! the incurring of in­
debtedness and the levying of taxes ; the· appointment of an 
advisory board; authorizing counties to Pl1Y for patients cared 
for in hospitals of other counties; authorizing counties to re­
ceive gifts or trust funds for the erection and maintenance of 
such hospitals; validating proceedings, eleetions. and erections 
under existing laws repealed by this act, :and all indebtedness 
incurred in connection therewith. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That whenever one 
hundred or more citizens, residents <>f a county, peti­
tion the county commissioners for 1Jhe establishment 
of a county hospital for the treatment of persons af­
flicted with tuberculosis, the county commissioners 
shall, at the next general or municipal election, sub­
mit to the voters of the county the question whether 
or not . the county shall establish such a hospital. 
Such question shall be printed at the foot of the ballot, 
and shall be in the form provided by the general laws 
for the submission of such question. The vote on such 
question shall <>be counted, returned, :and computed in 
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LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA, 

the manner prescribed by the general election laws of 
the Commonwenlth. 

Section 2. If a majority of the electors voting upon 
such quf>stion at such election shaH vote in favor of 
the establishment of such a hospital, the c,111nty com­
missioners shall acquire a site for such hos11;tn1 either 
by purchase or condemnation; in case such site shall 
be acquired by condemnation, the procedure for the 
assessment of damages for thr pronerty taken shall 
be the same as is now provided hy law for the acqui­
sition of land under the power of eminent domain by 
any school district for school purposes; the power to 
acouire such a Rite for a hospital by eminent domain 
is hereby vested in the county,-the same being exer­
cised through the county commissioners to the same 
extent and in the same manner that the power of em­
inent domafo is exercised through school directors in 
the acquisition of property for school purposes. 

Rpction ~- Tf a maiorit;v of the electors voting up­
on such 011eRtion at surh election shall he in favor of 
the establishment of a hospital. the court of common 
pleas of the county shall immediately appoint an ad­
visory honrd of five mrmhers, all of whom shall be 
electors of the county and one of whom shall be a 
licensed physician. The members of said board shall 
be appointed, one for a term of five years, one for a 
term of four years. one for a term of three years. one 
for a tf>rm of two years, and one for a term of one year. 
or until their successors are appointed and have quali­
fied. All appointments at the expiration of any term 
shall be for a term of five years. 

The board shall meet monthly and at such other 
times as it may be deemed necessary. The board shall 
visit and inspect and keep in close touch with the 
management and operation of said hospital, and slrnll 
from time to time make such recommendations and 
suggestions to the county commissioners for changeR 
or improvementR in Raid management and' operation as 
may be deemed advisable. It shall also make an an­
nual report to the county commissioners concerning 
the management and operation of said hospital. 

The county commissionerR shall, at the expense of 
the county, provide a meeting place for said board 
and furnish all supplies and materials necessary to 
carry on its work. 

The members of the board shall not receive am­
compensation for th<:>ir services, but shall be allowed 
all actual and necesi;mry expenses incurred in the dis­
charge of their duties, which shall be paid by the 
conntv. 

Section 4. If a majority of the electors voting 
upon sucl1 oneRtion at such election Ahn 11 be in favor 
of the establishment of the hospital, the county com­
missioners shall, after consultation with the advisory 
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board, select a site for such hospital, iand shall have 
plans and specifications prepared for such hospital, 
but no such hospital shall be erected until such plans 
and specifications and the site therefor have been first 
approved by the Secretary of Health and the county 
controller, if. there be a controller in said county. 

Section 5. Any such hospital shall be constructed 
by contract or contracts let by the oounty commis­
sioners to the lowest responsible and best bidder, after 
dne advertisement in at least three newspapers, one 
of which shall be published in the county once a 
week for four consecutive weeks; and when so con­
Rtructed the hospital shall be equipped by the county 
commissio1wrs. at the coRt of the county, in the same 
controller, if tlH1 re h0 a controlle1' in snid county. 

Section 6. The county commissioners may, after 
consultation with the advisory board, employ a su­
perintendent and such physicians, nurses, and other 
employes as may be necessary to properly conduct and 
manage such hospital, and shall fix their compensa­
tion, except in counties having a salary board, where 
such compensation shall be fixed by th¢ salary board, 
which shal1 consist of the co.unty comtnissioners and 
the county controller. All such sa1arie!l shall be paid 
from the county treasury in the usual manner. 

Section 7. The county commissioners shall have 
power. nfter consulting- with the advi$ory board, to 
make gene1·a1 i·ules :rnd regulations fw the manage­
ment of the hospital, and shall have power to do all 
acts deemed necessary to promote the usefulness of 
the hos,piita1 in the prpyention of tuberculosis. 

Section 8. EYery . hospital established under the 
provisions of this act shall he used for the benefit of 
all inhabitants afflicted with tuberculosis, resident 
within the county in which the hospital is located. 
and all such persons shall' be entitled to occupancy. 
nursing, care, treatm0nt, and maintenauce, accordinir 
to the rules and regulations prescribed by the county 
commissioners. The conntv -commissi<>ners may ex­
clude from the use of the· hospital an;y person' who 
wilfully violates any rnle or regulation adopted for 
the hospital by said c01rnty cornmiflsionerR. The 
countv commissioners mav chnrge and collect. from 
perso~.s a.dmitted to the ho>ipital, or persons legally 
responsible for their maintenance, reasmrn.ble compen-

. sation for the care, treatment. and maintenance of 
such persons: but free treatment shall be given to all 
such persons who are, after reasonable inyestigation, 
found to be unable to pay. 

Section 9. The county commissione~·s may admit 
patients to said hospital who are residept within any 
other county of the Commonwealth, provided Rnch 
othe1· county agrees to reimburse the county in which 
the hospital is located for all charges in connection 
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with the admission, maintenance, care, and treatment 
of such patients. Authority is hereby conferred upon 
all counties in the State to pay to any other county 
in which such hospital is located reasonable charges 
for patients cared for by said hospital, resident in the 
county paying such charges. All money _received from 
the care and maintenance of patients, or from gifts 
or donations, shall be paid into the county treasury, 
and shall be used only for the maintenance of such 
hospitals. County commissioners are authorized and 
empowered to receive contributions, donations, prop­
erty, and trust funds for the erection and maintenance 
of hospitals, as provided in this act. 

Section 10. The advisory board herein provided 
for shall, by December thirty-first of each year, furnish 
to the county commissioners and the county control­
ler, if any, a schedule of expenses deemed necessary 
for the maintenance and operation of the hospital for 
the ensuing year, and the county commissioners shall, 
after considering the schedule submitted by the ad­
visory board, annually make appropriations deemed 
by them sufficient to properly manage and operate 
said hospital. The county commissioners shall levy 
a special tax sufficient to produce the moneys appro­
priated to said hospital, which tax shall be collected 
in the same manner as other count:v taxes and shall 
be paid into the county treasury. All payments from 
the county treasury shall be made by warrant of the 
county commissioners, countersigned by the county 
controller, if any, i-q the usual manner. 

Section 11. The county commissioners of every 
county establishing a hospital as provided for in this 
act may incur or increase th·e indebtedness of the 
county, in the manner now provided by law, to an 
amount sufficient to pay the cost of acquiring a site 
and of erecting, constructing, and equipping the said 
hospital, hy issuing coupon bonds at a rate of interest 
not exceeding six per centum and payable within 
thirty years from the date of issue.· The ronnty com­
missioners shall levv an annual tax in an amonni. 
necessary to pay interest and sinking fnnd chnrges 
upon such bonds. 

Section 1~. All proeeedings heretofore had or in­
stituted, all elections heretofore held, all purchases of 
land, all proceedings for the acquisition of land -by 
the right of Pminent domain, all moneys expended, and 
all bonds or other securities issued under thP pro­
visions of the act. aprrovf'd tlw hventieth fla)r of May, 
one thousand nine hunclr«:>d and twenty-one (Pmn­
phlct Laws, ninP lrnndrcd and forty-four), entitled 
"An act authorizing the establishment by c:onntif>s of 
hospitals for the trratment of persons afflielP<l ,,·ith 
tuberculosis; providing for the management mid mn in. 
1Pnance ther~~of; and authorizing the incurring of in-
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de,btedness and the levy of taxes therefor," and its 
amendments and supplements, by any county or by 
any board of trustees in behalf of any county, are 
hereby i·atified, confirmed, validated, and made legal, 
and in any county where any such ho$pital has been 
or is now being erected, or where proceedings have 
been instituted iinder the provisions of' said act, such 
proceedings and hospital may be completed, and the 
said hospital may thereafter be managed and oper­
ated in accordance with the provisions of this act. 

Section 13. The provisions of this act are sever­
able, and if any of its provisions are held unconstitu­
tional, the decision shall not affect the remaining pro­
visions of this act. It is hereby declared as a legis­
lative intent that this law would have been enacted 

• had such unconstitutional provisions not been in­
cluded therein. 

Section 14. That the act, approved the twentieth 
day of May, one thousand nine hundred and twenty­
one (Pamphlet Laws, nine hundred and forty-four), 
entitled "An act authorizing. the establishment by 
counties of hospitals for the treatment of persons 
afflicted with tuberculosis; providing f<)r the manage­
ment and maintenance thereof; and authorizing the 
incurring of indebtedness and the levy of taxes there­
for," and its amendments and supplel)lents, and all 
laws or parts of laws inconsistent herewith, are here­
by repealed.

AN A.CT 

To provide for an additional system for the cgllection of State 
and county taxes in cities of the third class. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That li.n lieu of the 
system for the collection of State and c<)unty taxes in 
cities of the third class now provided for by law, the 
county commissioners of any county of the third, 
fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh, and eighth classes, con­
taining any city or citieG of the third qlass, may ap­
point one person as collector of State and county 
taxes in each of such cities of the third class situate 
in their respective counties. Any tax c<11llector so ap­
pointed shall be a resident of the city for which he 
was appointed. He shall have full. power to collect 
State and county taxes in any of the wards of said 
city, and shall receive as colllJPensation f(lr his services 
either a fixed aunt.al salary or commiss).ons on taxes 
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
