biwsement of school districts, the amounts due by 
such districts to such schools or institutions for the 
blind or the dea,f, and amounts so withheld shall be 
paid to such schools or institutions by warrant of the 
Aitditor General upon the State. Treasurer, after requi­
sition of the Superintendent of Public Instructi'on, for 
which purpose all amounts so withheld are hereby spe­
cifically appropriated to the Department of Public In-· 
struction. Payments of the Commonwealth's propdrtion 
of the cost of tuition and maintenance of blind or deaf 
pitpils enrolled in schools or institutions for the blind 
or for the deaf, as hereinbefore provided, shq,ll be made 
quarterly out of moneys appropriated to the Depart­
ment of Public Instruction for special education, by 
warrant of the Auditor General upon the State Treas­
urer, after requisition by the Superintendent of Publi'c 
Instruction. For the pWrpose of enabling the Depart­
ment of Public Instruction to determine from time to 
time what amounts are due to schools for the blind 
or for the deaf hereunder, such schools shall forward 
to the department, at such times and in sttch form 
as the department shall prescribe, sworn statements 
setting forth the names, ages, and residences of a-ll 
p1ipils enrolled hereunder, specifying the school dis­
tricts liable fo-r a part of the cost of tuition and main­
tenance of any such pitpils, the per capita, cost of and 
maintenance of pupils, and such other informa_tion as 
the department shall require.

AN ACT 

To amend section one thousand four ,hundred and forty of an act, 
approved the eighteenth day of May, one thousand nine hundred 
and eleven (Pamphlet Laws, three hundred and nine), entitled 
"An act to establish a public school system in the Common­
wealth .of Pennsylvania, together with the provisions by which 
it shall be administered, and prescribing penalties for the viola­
tion thereof; providing revenue to establish and maintain the 
same, and the method of collecting such revenue; and repealing 
all Jaws, general, special or local. or any parts thereof. that 
are or may be inconsistent therewith"; making provisions for as­
sistance to blind and to rleaf students in certain schools and 
institutions. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section one thou­
sand four hundred a.nd forty of an act, approved the 
eighteenth day of May, one thousand nine hundred 
and eleven (Pamphlet Laws, three hundred and nine), 
entitled "An act to establish a public school system in 
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, together with 
the pl'ovisio11s by which it shall be administered, and

prescribing penalties for the violation thereof; pro­
viding revenue to establish and maintain the same, 
and the method of collecting such revenue; and repeal­
ing all laws, general, special or local, or any parts 
thereof, that are or may be inconsistent therewith,'' 
which section was added to the said act by the act 
approved the seventeenth day of May, one thousand 
nine hundred and seventeen (Pamphlet Laws, two 
hundred and six), entitled "An act to ,amend section 
one thousand four hundred thirty-nin¢ of an aict, ap­
proved the eighteenth day of May, one thousand nine 
hundred and eleven, entitled 'An act to establish a 
public school system in the Commonwealth of Pennsyl­
vania, together with the provisions by which it shall 
be administered, and prescribing penalties for the 
violation thereof; providing revenue to establish and 
maintain the same, and the method of eollecting such 
revenue; and repealing all laws, general, special or 
local, or any parts thereof, that are or may be incon­
sistent therewith; as amended, and adding thereto 
section one thousand four hundred forty," is hereby 
amended to read as follows: 

Section 1440. The [State Board 1>f Educati;on] 
Depalrtment of Public Instruction is authorized to 
make provision for [readers for] defraying the neces­
sary empense of any students who are blind CYr deaf 
and [in attendance upon higher institutions of learn­
ing] are regularly en,rolled students pursuing any 
cowrse of study, profession, art, or $cience in any 
university, college, conservatCYry of music, normal, 
professional, o.r vocational school appr<JVed by the De­
partment of Public Instruction, and who are residents 
of the Commonwealth. Before any contract is enter­
ed into, the [State Board of Education] DepaJ.rtment 
of Public Instruction shall make a careful investiga­
tion of all the circumstances surroun<lling the case; 
and if, ,after such investigation, it appears that any 
blind or deaf student who desires to attend [a higher J 
any such school or institution [of learning], or who is 
attending such school or institution, [and] seems to 
be fitted for special work, the [State B<>ard of Educa­
tion] Department of Public Instruction is authorized 
to expend [an] the necessary amount, out of the gen­
eral sum appropriated for this purpose, not to exceed 
[three] five hundred dollars per year for each such 
blind ~r deaf student.
