LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA,

AN ACT

To amend an act, approved the sixteenth day of May, one thou-
sand nipne hundred and nineteen (Pamphlet Laws, one hundred
and ninety-six), entitled “An act providing for the time during
which pupils may be taught in institutions for the instruction
of the blind in this Commonwealth”; extending the provisions
of the act to pupils in institutions or schools for the deaf as
well as for the blind: and authorizing the Department of Public
Instruction to determine the number of years during which such
pupils may be educated, in whole or in part, at State expense.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That an act, approved
the sixteenth day of May, one thousand nine hundred
and nineteen (Pamphlet Laws, one hundred and nine-
ty-six), entitled “An act providing for the time during
which puplls may be taught in institutions for the
instruction of the blind in this Commonwealth,” is
hereby amended to read as follows:

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the time for
which pupils of this Commonwealth may be taught in
institutions or schools for the instruction of the blind
or for the deaf, [under appropriations made by the
Legislature] in whole or in part at the expense of the
Commonwealth, shall extend to such number of years
from the time of entering said institutions or schools
as [the respective board of managers of such institu-
tions may determine to be advantageons for such
pupils] may be approved by the Department of Public
Instruction. ,

son, in this Commonwealth, having control or charge
of any ckild or children, between the ages of eight and
sixteen years, is required to send such child or chil-
dren to a day school in which the common English
branches are taught in the English language; and such
child or children shall attend such schopl continuously
through the entire term, during which the public ele-
mentary schools in their respective districts shall be
in session: Provided, That the certificate of any prin-
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cipal or teacher of a private school, or of any institu-
tion for the education of children, in which the com-
mon English branches are taught in the BEnglish lan-
guage, setting forth that the work of said school is
in compliance with the provisions of this act, shall
be sufficient and satisfactory evidence thereof. Regu-
lar daily instruction in the English language, for the
time herein required, by a properly qualified private
tutor, shall be considered as complying with the pro-
visions of this section, if such instruction is satis-
factory to the proper county or district superinten-
dent of schools.

Bvery parent, guordian, or other person in this
Commonwealth having control or churge of any child
between the ages of siw and sizteen years who is deaf
or blind, or is so crippled, or whose hearing or vision
18 80 defective as to make it impructicable to have
such child educated in the public schools of the dis-
trict in which he is a resident, shall allow such child
to be sent to some school where proper provision is
made fon the education of the deaf, or of the blind, or
of crippled children, or shall provide for the tuition
of such child by a legally certified private tutor.

Provided further, That the board of school direc-
tors in any district of the fourth class may, at a meet-
ing held at any time before the opening of the school
term, reduce the period of compulsory attendance for
pupils twelve years of age or more to not less than
seventy per centum of the school term as fixed in such
district, in which case, however, the board of school
directors must, at the same time, fix the period for the
compulsory attendance to begin.
