Be it enacted, &c., That the Department 
of Forests and Waters is hereby authorized to receive 
gifts, donations, or contributions from townships, 
counties, corporations, associations, individuals, or 
other agencies, for purposes within the powers and 
duties of the Department of Forests and Water:s. 

Section 2. Any gifts, donations, or contributions 
received under the provisions of this act, shall be em­
ployed for the purpose or purposes specified by the 
donors to whom an accounting shall be made. 

Sect!on 3. If any gift, donation, or contribution of 
money received under the provisions of this act was 
in such amount as the Department of Forests and 
Waters estimated would be necessary to accomplish 
a specific purpose, and it shall subsequently appear 
that such estimated amount was in excess of the ac­
tual amount necessary to accomplish such purpose, 
the excess shall be returned to the donor.
