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of Agriculture under the authority 'of this act, shall 
be subject to a fine or penalty of not more than one 
hundred dollars for each offense, to be collected by 
summary conviction before any mayor, burgess, magis· 
trate, alderman, or justice of the peace, as like fines 
and penalties are now by law collected, and in case of 
non-payment of said fine, to undergo ·an imprisonment 
in the county jail for a period not exceeding five days: 
Provided, That any person so convicted shall have the 
right of appeal, as in other cases of summary convic­
tion. The fines collected under this act shall be paid 
to the Department of Agriculture or its agents, and 
by the Department of Agriculture shall be paid into 
the State Treasury for the use of the Commonwealth.

To further amend section six and to amend section seven of the 
act, approved the seventh day of June, one thousand eight hun­
dred and ninety-five (Pamphlet Laws, one hundred and sixty­
seven), entitled "An act to provide for the better protection of 
life and health by diminishing th·e danger from infectious and 
contagious diseases through the creation of a State Board of 
Undertakers in the cities of the first, second, and third classes, 
with systematic examinations, registration and licenses for all 
entering the business of burying the dead, and penalties for vio­
lation of the provisions thereof," as amended, by requiring un­
dertakers' assistants to register and licensed undertakers to 
register annually with the State Board of Undertakers. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section six of 
the act, approved the seventh day of June, one thou­
sand eight hundred and ninety-five (Pamphlet Laws, 
one hundred and sixty-seven), entitled "An act to pro­
vide for the better protection of life and health by 
diminishing the danger from infectious and conta-

. gious diseases through the creation of a State Board 
of Undertakers in cities of the first, second and third 
classes, with systematic examinations, registration 
and licenses for all entering the business of burying 
the dead, and penalties for violation of the provisions 
t4ereof," which was amended by section two of the 
act, approved the twenty-fourth day of April, one 
thousand nine hundred and five (Pamphlet Laws, 
two hundred and ninety-nine), entitled "An act to 
amend sections five and six of an act, entitled 'An 
act to provide for the better protection of life and 
health by diminishing the danger from infectious and 
contagious diseases, through the creation of a State 
Board of Undertakers in cities of the first, second, 
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and third classes, with systemati¢ examinations, regis­
tration, and licenses for all entering the business of 
burying the dead, and penalties for violation of the 
provisions thereof,' approved the seventh day of June, 
Anno Domini one thousand eight hundred and nine­
ty-five, by extending the provisions of the said act 
throughout this Commonwealth1 and providing for 
the payment of the expenses thereof," is hereby fur­
ther amended to read as follows: 

Section 6. Before any person, persons, or corpora­
tion shall hereafter engage in the business of under­
taking, or the care, preparation, disposition, and the 
burial of the bodies of deceased persons, in their own 
name and on their own account, in this Common­
wealth, and before any person, persons, or corpora­
tions, now so engaged in said business, who shall have 
failed to register with said board in accordance with 
section five of this act, shall continue in said business, 
such person or persons, or persoll comprising or rep­
resenting such corporations, shall apply to said board 
for a license to practice the same, and shall accompany 
such application with a fee of ten dollars; whereupon 
tpe applicant, as aforesaid, shall present himself or 
herself before said board, at a time and place to be 
fixed by said board. If the board shall find, upon due 
examination, that the applicant (>r applicants are of 
good moral character, possessed 0£ skill and knowledge 
of the said business of undertaking, and have a reason­
able knowledge of sanitation, preservation of the dead, 
disinfecting the body of deceased persons, the apart­
ment, clothing and bedding in cases of death from in­
fectious or contagious diseases, anrl have had practical 
experience in the business of undertaking, for two 
years continuously, with an undertaker or under­
takers, the board shall issue to said applicant or ap­
plicants, upon payment of a fee of twenty-five dollars, 
a license to practice said business of undertaking, and 
shall register such applicants ol! applicant as duly 
licensed undertakers. 

Said board shall have full power, at any time, to 
revoke any licenses theretofore granted, on proper 
cause and after full pearing of all the parties in in­
terest. 

Such license shall be signed by a majority of the 
board, and attested by its seal. All persons receiving 
such license, who shall register before said board as 
provided in section five of this act, shall also register 
the fact at the office of the board of health at the city, 
or at the office of the board of health nf'arest to the 
place, in which it is proposed to carry on said busi­
ness; and any person, persons, or corporation, .olbtain­
ing a license under this section, shall register that 
fact at the office of the· board of health of the city, 
or at the office of the board of health nearest to the 
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place in which it is proposed to carry on said busi· 
ness; and shall display said license in a conspicuonR 
place in the office of the place of such licensee. 

Every person regist@red as a licensed undertaker 
shall annually hereafter during the month of January 
cause his or her certificate to be recorded in the office 
of the State Board of Undertakers, for which annAtal 
registration the sa,id licensed wndertaker shall pay a 
fee of two dollars or such other fee as may be fixed 
by the iDepartment of Pitblic I nstr.ucffion under au· 
thority of law. The board on or before the first day of 
N overnber of each year shall mail to every person 
rngisttJred as a licensed undertaker a blank applica· 
tion for registration. Upon receipt of such application 
blank each licensed undertaker shall fill in such in­
formation as the board niay deem necessary and for· 
ward the same to the board, together with the afore· 
said fee. 

Every person employed as an underttaker's assistant 
and not reg·istered as a licensed undertaker shall regis· 
ter with the State Board of Undertakers, and sha71 
fiwnish siwh information as the board may deem neces· 
sary, together with a registiration fee of one dollar or 
snch other fee as rw:y b; fixed by the Depcirtment of 
Public Instruction ·u.nder authority of law. Such 
registrafJion shall be valid as long as such person re· 
mains a.n assist<11nt to the undertaker by whorn he was 
employed at the time of registration; should a regis· 
tered iindertaket-'s assistant for any reason leave the 
employ of such undertaker and acoept employment as 
an assist<11nt to any other undertaker he or she shall 
immediately re-register 'With the BoaJrd, and for such 
re-registration shall pay an additional _fee of one dol­
lar or such other sum as may be fixed by the Depart· 
ment of Piiblic Instruction 1.indcr awthority of l,aw.
