AN ACT 

To further amend an act, approved the seventieenth day of May, 
one thousand nine hundred and twenty-one1 (Pamphlet Laws, 
eight hundred ninety-four), entitled "An act to amend an act, 
approved the twenty-fifth day of June, one thousand nine hun­
dred and thirteen (Pamphlet Laws, five hundred and fifty), 
entitled 'An act authorizing the several counties, incorporated 
towns, and boroughs to appropriate annually sums of money 
to each camp of the United Spanish vVar Veterans, and of the 
Army of the Philippines, and to each post of'the Ameri.can Vet­
erans of Foreign Service, in the respective icounties, boroughs, 
and towns, to aid in defraying the expenses of Memorial Day,' 
by authorizing appropriations to ea.ch post of the American 
Legion, Veterans of Foreign Wars, and to each Naval Asso­
ciation, and each post of the Grand Army of the Republic,'' 
by extending the provisions thereof to citles and boroughs ; 
and by authorizing appropriations for Armi$tice Day. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., Tha~ section one of 
an act, approved the seventeenth day of May, one 
thousand nine ;hundred and twenty-one (Pamphlet 
Laws, eight hundred ninety-four), entitled "An act 
to amend an act, approved the twenty-fifth day of 
June, one thousand nine hundred and thirteen (Pam­
phlet Laws, five hundred and fifty), entitled 'An act 
authorizing the several counties, incorporated towns, 
and boroughs to appropriate annually sums of money 
to each camp of the United Spanish Wa;r Veterans, and 
of the Army of the Philippines, and to each post of 
the American Veterans of Foreign Service, in the re­
spective counties, boroughs, and towns, to aid in de­
fraying the expenses of Memorial Day,' by authorizing 
appropriations to each post of the American Legion, 
Veterans of Foreign Wars, and to each Naval Asso­
ciation, and each post of the Grand Army of the Re­
public," as amended by an act, approved the first day 
of May, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-three 
(Pamphlet Laws, one hundred twenty•eight), entitled 
"An act t >amend an act, approved the seventeenth day 
of May, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-one 
(Pamphlet Laws, eight hundred and n:inety-four), en­
titled 'An act to amend an act, approt·ed the twenty. 
fifth day of .June, one thousand nine hundred and 
thirteen (Pamphlet Laws, five hundred and fifty), en­
titled "An act authorizing the several 1counties, incor­
porated towns, and boroughs to appropriate annually 
irnms of :rr.oney to each camp of the United Spanish 
·war Veterans, and of the Army of ~he Philippines, 
and to each post of the American Veterans of Foreign

to each Naval Association, and each post of the 
Grand Army of the Republic,' to include authorization 
of appropriations to each organization of ex-service 
men, incorporated under the act of April twenty-ninth, 
one thousand eight hundred and seventy-four, and the 
supplements thereto," and by an act, approved the 
twenty-ninth day of June, one thousand nine hundred 
and twenty-three (Pamphlet Laws, nine hundred for­
ty), entitled "An act to further amend an act, ap­
proved the twenty-fifth day of June, one thousand nine 
hundred and thirteen (Pamphlet Laws, five hundred 
and fifty), entitled 'An act authorizing the several 
counties, incorporated towns, and boroughs to appro­
priate annually sums of money to each camp of the 
United Spanish War Veterans, and of the Army of the 
Philippines, and to each post of the American Veter­
ans of Foreign Service, in the respective counties, bor­
oughs, and towns, to aid in defraying the expense::; of 
Memorial Day,' by authorizing appropriations to each 
post of the Disabled American Veterans of the World 
War," is hereby further amended to read as follows: 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the respective 
authorities of the several counties, citie~, boroughs, 
and incorporated towns of this Commonwealth are 
hereby authorized to appropriate annually to each 
camp of the United Spanish War Veterans, and to 
each post of the American Legion, and to each post 
of the Veterans of Foreign Wars, and to each Naval 
Association, and to each post of the Grand Army of 
the Republic, and to each post of the Disabled Ameri­
can Veterans of the World War, and to each organi­
zation of ex-service men, incoroorated under the act 
of April twenty-ninth, one thousand eight hundred 
and seventy-four, and the supplements thereto, in the 
respective counties or towns, a sum not to exceed 
[one J two hundred dollars, to aid in defraying the 
expenses of Memorial Day and Armistice Day. Such 
payments shall be made to def ray actual expenses only. 
Before any payment is made the organization receiv­
in,q the same shall submit verified accounts of their 
expenditures.
