Any person who keeps or operates 
a kennel may, in lieu of the license for each dog 
required by this act, apply to the county treasurer 
for a kennel license entitling him to keep or operate 
such kennel. Such license shall be issued by the 
county treasurer, on a form prepared and supplied 
by the Secretary of Agriculture, and shall entitle 
the licensee to keep any number of dogs six months 
old or over, not at any time exceeding a certain num­
ber to be specified in the license. The fee to be paid 
for each kennel license shall be five dollars for ten 
dogs or less, and ten dollars for more than ten dogs, 
permitted to be kept under the kennel licenses. With 
each kennel license, the county treasurer shall issue 
a number of metal tags equal to the number of dogs 
authorized to be kept in the kennel. All such tags 
shall bear the name of the county where it is issued, 
the number of kennel license, and shall be readily 
distinguishable from the individual license tags for 
the sawe year. The applicant shall also pay an ad­
ditional fee of ten cents for the services of the county 
treasu>rer in issuing, recording, and reporting said 
kennel license to the Secretary of Agriculture and 
remitting the license fee to the State Treasurer.
