AN ACT 

To authorize the Superintendent of Public Instruction to fix and 
to collect reasonable fees for certain senices rendered by that 
Department. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the superintend­
ent of Public Instruction may fix and collect reason­
able fees for certain services rendered to rersons or 
agencies other than departments of the State govern­
ment by the Department of Public Instruction in the 
<listribution of lantern slides and films, in furnishing 
certified copies, or photographic or photostat copies, 
in the distribution of printed matter issued by the De­
partment of Public Instruction, in holding examina­
tions for pre-professional certification, and for other 
servic~s rendered by such department, and may alter 
such fees from time to tilJle as may be desirable: Pro­
dded, That the charge for such service;s shall not be 
in excess of the actual cost of such services: And 
provided further, That all fees collected unde.r this 
net shall be paid into the State Treasury as part of 
the general fund.

AN ACT 

To prevent fraudulent procedure in obtaining credentials from 
the Department of Public Instruction or any of the professional 
examining boards within such Department; and providing pen­
alties. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That a.ny person who 
shall (a), for the purpose of misrepresenting his 
qualifications to the Department of1 Public Instruc- · 
tion or any professional ex::..mining board within said 
Department, buy, sell, or fraudulently or illegally 
make or alter, give, issue, or obtain any diploma, cer­
tificate, o:- other instrur .ent purporting to confer any 
literary, scientific, professional, or other degree, or 
to constitute any license, or to certify to the comple­
tion in whole or in part of any course of study in any 
university, college, high school, academy, or other ed­
ucational institution; or (b) personate or attempt 
to offer to personate another person in taking, or at­
tempting, or offering to take any examination held in 
accordance with the rules of the Department of Public 
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
