Instruction or of any of the profeasional Examining 
Eoards within said department; o:r (c) take, or at­
tempt, or offer to take such an e:xam.ination in the 
name of any other person; or ( d) procure any other 
person falsely to take, or attempt, or offer to take any 
such examination in his name; or (e) have in his pos­
session question papers to be used ~n any such exam­
ination when not contained in their sealed wrappers, 
or copies of such papers or question$ at any time prior 
to the dates set for such examinati<>n unless duly au­
thorized by the Department of Public Instruction or 
the agents thereof; or (f) ser or.ofl'er to sell question 
papers or any q~estions prepared for use in any exam­
ination held in accordance with the rules of the De­
partment of Public Instruction or any professional 
examining board within said Department; or (g) use 
in any such examination any questil)n papers or ques­
tions, or secure or prepare the answers to such ques­
tions, prior to the time set for the examination ; or 
(h) transmit to the Department of Public Instruction 
answers to questions used in any Emch examination 
which are prepared or written outmde of the period 
of examination, or alter any such [j.nswer after such 
period is closed; or (i) secure or attempt to secure 
any credential regularly bsued bv the Department 
of Public Instruction or any professional examining 
board within said Department whi¢h is based upon 
such examinations or based upon a course or courses 
of study in any institution of learni:og or educational 
institution approved by the Department of Public 
Instruction which he has not actual~y passed or com­
pleted, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon 
conviction thereof shall be punished for a first offense 
by a fine of not less than fifty dollars, or imprison­
ment for not less than thirty days, or by both such fine 
and imprisonment; and for a second or subsequent 
offense, by a fine of not less than two hundred and 
fifty dollars, or imprisonment for not less than six 
months, or by both such fine and imprisonment.

AN ACT 

Authorizing the Board of Trustees of Farview State Hospital to 
utilize for maintenance certain moneys now in its possession. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the Board of 
Trustees of Farview State Hospital be and hereby is

authorized to expend the moneys in the speciai fund 
now in its possession as hereinabove recited, for the 
p::ivment of the salaries, wages, or other compensation 
of· necessary employes; for the pu!chase of supplies 
and equipment; and for any other expenses necessary 
in connection with the proper maintenance of Farview 
State Hospital: Provided, however, That the purposes 
for which the said moneys shall be expended shall first 
have been approved by the Department of Welfare 
and that the saH.1 .Board of Tru,,;tees of J!'arvjew Stute 
Hospital shall render an accounting to the Auditor 
General of this ConJmonwealth for the mornws in the 
said fund, showing in detail the purposes for which 
they shall have been expended.

AN ACT 

'.L'o further amend clause three, section one of an act, approvetl 
the eighth day of i\iay, one thousand eight hundred and fifty­
four (Pamphlet Laws, six hundred forty-four), entitled "A 
further suvplement to the act, entitled 'An act concerning· 
divorces,' " as amended, by taking away the right of support or 
alimony in certain cases. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That clause three, 
section one of an act, approved the eighth day of May, 
one thousand eight hundred and fifty-four (Pamphlet 
Laws, six hundred forty-four), entitled "A further 
supplement to the act, entitled 'An act concerning 
divorces,' " as amended by the act approved the twen­
ty-fifth day of June, one thousand eight hundred. a11d 
ninety-five (Pamphlet Laws, three hundred eight), en­
titled "An act amending section three of an act, en­
titled 'An act concerning divorces,' approved the eighth 
day of May, one thousand eight hundred and fifty­
four, enlarging the same so as to include indignities 
to the person of the hm:bflnd," is hereby further amend­
ed to read as follows: 

[Section 3] III. Where a wife shall have by cruel 
and barbarous treatment or indignities to his person 
rendered the condition of her husband intolerable: 
or life burdensome. [Prov.ided, That in case of di­
vorce under this act, if the application shall be made 
on the part of the husband, the court granting such 
divorce may allow such support or alimony to the 
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
