LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA, 

No. 103. 

A SUPPLEMENT 

To an act approved the eleventh day of July, one thousand nine 
hundred and twenty-three (Pampilrlet Laws, nine hundred and 
ninety-four), ,entitled "An act to provide for the appointment 
of a commission to suggest revisions and amendments to the 
statutes of the State of Pennsylvania whfob relate to children, 
especially those w.hich relate to dependent, defective, delinquent, 
neglected,' incorrigible, or illegitirna te children ; defining the 
powers and duties of the commission; authorizing the examina­
tion of documents, records, and papers ; and making an appropria­
tion to meet the expenses of the said commission"; continuing 
the commission 'appointed under the provisions of said act for 
the further period of two years ; and making an appropriation. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the commission 
to revise and consolidate the laws relating to children, 
appointed under the provisions .of the act, approved 
the eleventh day of July, one thousand nine hundred 
and twenty-three (Pamphlet Laws, nine hundred and 
ninety-four), entitled "An act to provide for the ap­
pointment of a commission to suggest revisions and 
amendments to the statutes of the State of Pennsyl­
vania which relate to children, especially those which 
relate to the dependent, defective, delinquent, neg­
lected, incorrigible, or illegitimate children; defining 
the powers and duties of the commission; authoriz­
ing the examination of documents records and 
papers; and making an appropriation to meet the 
expenses of said commission," is hereby continued fol' 

a further period of two years; and shall make report 
to the General Assembly at the session of one thou­
sand nine hundred and twenty-seven, recommending 
such changes in the existing law as may to such com­
mission seem desirable. 

Section 2. To carry oJt the purpose of this act, the 
sum of fifteen thousand dollars ($15,000), or.so much 
thereof as may be necessary, is hereby specifically ap­
propriated to the use of the commission. Payment 
of the money shall be on the order of the chairman of 
the commission, and on warrant of the Auditor 
General.
