To amend gections three and four of the act, approved the eleventh
day of May, one thousand nine hundred twenty -three (Pamphlet
laws, one ninety-nine), entitled “An act providing for the ex-
amination of the Locust Mountain Memoprial Hospital of Shen-
andoah, Pennsylvania, providing for the transfer thereof to the
Commonwealth and for its management “thereafter and making
an appropuatlon

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section three of

the act, approved the eleventh day of May, one thou: p

sand nine hundred twenty-three (Pamphlet Laws, one
ninety-nine), entitled “An act providing for the exam-
ination of the Locust Mountain Memorial Hospital of
Shenandoah, Pennsylvania; providing for the transfer
thereof to the Commonwealth, and for its management
thereafter; and making an appropriation,” is hereby
amended to read as follows:

Section 3. The Governor shall immediately appoint
a Board of Trustees of [seven citizens] nine members
to manage the affairs of said hospital. Said Trustees
shall be appointed for the following terms: [one, for
one year,] three, for two years, [two] three for four
yvears, and [two] three for six years. Thereafter, as the
respective terms expire, trustees shall be appointed for
six-year terms. [or until their successors are duly ap-
pointed.] Vacancies shall be filled by the Governor
for [the] unexpired [term] terms. Said board of
trustees shall be known as Board of Trustees of Lo-
cust Mountain State Hospital, and shall be a depart-
mental administrative board within the Department of
Welfare. The Secretary of Welfare shall be ex officio
o member of the board.

Section 2. Section four of the gaid act is hereby
amended to read as follows:

Section 4. Said board of trustees shall have full
charge and supervision of the said hospital and its
affairs, and shall appoint a superinterdent and such
physicians, nurses, clerks, and employes as may be nec-
essary, and fix their compensation i conformity with
the standards established by the Erecutive Board of
this Commonwealth. The Board, subject to the approv-
al of the [Commissioner of Public] Secretary of Wel-
fare, shall adopt and amend such rules and regulations
for the government of the hospital anf the admission of
patients as it may deem necessary. [The board shall
make a biennial report to the Governor.] The board
shall be subject in all respects to the laws of this Com-
monwealth limiting the powers of departmental admin-

istrative boards with regard to the empenditure of
money and prescribing the duties of departmentel ad-
ministrative boards with reference to the making of
financial reports, the furnishing of Anoncial and bud-
getary information to the department with which it is
connected, and the making of biennial reports.

AN ACT

Authorizing the Governor to appoint 8 Commission to complete
the printing of the report prepared by the Old Age Assistance
Commission; and making an appropriation.

Section 1. Be i. enacted, &c., That the Governor
appoint a commission of three to wind up the affairs
of the Old Age Assistance Commission, to complete
the printing of the report of its findings, and to so ar-
range its data as to make it available for public dis-
tribution.

Section 2. An appropriation of two thousand dol-
lars ($2,000), or so ~.ach *" ereof as may be necessary,
is hereby specifically made to the commission thus
appointed by the Governor, for the purpose of paying
for the printing and cleiical and other expenses nec-
essary to do the work provided for in section one
of this act.
