That when the average 
daily attendance for any month in any 1course of study 
falls below [fifteen] ten pupils, the hoard of school 
directors may close the class in such cowrse of sttidy 
in such evening school for the remainder of the term: 
Provided further, That nothing herein shall be con­
strued a.s prohibiting the attendance at said evening 
school of compulsory part-time pupils: Provided fur­
ther, That attendance (tt said evening school shall not 
be accevted in lieu of any compulsory attendance re­
quired of such pupils.

AN ACT 

To further amend section three of the act, approved the nine­
teenth day of March, one thous!l;lld nine hundred and fifteen 
(Pamphlet Laws, five), entitled "A further supplement to an 
act, entitled 'An act to estwblish a county court for the county 
of Allegheny, and prescribing its po\vers and duties ; regulat­
ing the procedure therein, and providing for the expenses there­
of,' approved the fifth day of May, one thousand nine hundred 
and eleven (Pamphlet Laws, one hundred ninety-eight) ; con­
stituting the said court the juvenile court of said county, and 
prescribing its organization, jurisdiction, and powers therein 
and otherwise,'' as amended, by requiring the salary board 
to fix the ·salaries of all employes of such juvenile court. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section three 
of the act, approved the nineteenth day of March, one 
thousand nine hundred and fifteen (Pal,Illphlet Laws, 
five), entitled "A further supplement to an act, en­
titled 'An act to establish a county court for the 
county of Allegheny, and prescribing its powers and 
duties; regulating the procedure therein, and provid­
ing for the expenses thereof,' approved the fifth day 
of May, one thousand nine hundred and eleven (Pam­
phlet Laws, one hundred ninety-eight); constituting 
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the said court the juvenile court of said county, and 
pr·escribing its organization, jurisdict~on, and powers 
therein and otherwise," which was amended by section 
one of the act, approved the thirtieth day of March, 
one thousand nine hundred and seventeen (Pamphlet 
Laws, nineteen), entitled "An act to amend section 
three of an act, entitled 'A further supplement to an 
act, entitled "An act to establish a county court for 
the county of Allegheny, and prescribing its powers 
and duties; regulating the procedure therein, and pro­
viding for the expenses thereof," apProved the fifth 
day of May, one thousand nine hundred and eleven ; 
(Pamphlet Laws, one hundred· ninety-eight); consti­
tuting the said court the juvenile com•t of said county, 
and prescribing its organization, jurisdiction, and 
powers therein and otherwise,' approv¢d the nineteenth 
day of March, Anno Domini one thausand nine hun­
dred and fifteen," is hereby further amended to read 
as follows: 

Section 3. 'fhe presiding judge 1shall appoint a 
chief probation officer [whose salary shall not exceed 
three thousand dollars per year,] and such ndditional 
probation officers as the majority of. the judges may 
determine. [at snlaries not exceeding fifteen hundred 
dollars per year whose] The compensation of alZ em­
ploy/!8 of 8aid juvenile court shall be fixed by the 
salary board. The presiding judge of the said court 
shall ronfl.titute a memher of the sailary board when 
snch salaries are to be fixed. The po"ters and duties of 
the probation officers, as herein appointed, shall be 
similar to those heretofore exercised by probation 
officers appointed by the court of q11arter sessions of 
the peace of said county. In addition to such com­
pensation, the probation officers shall receive such ex­
penses as may be necessary and shall have been ap­
proved by the judge of the juvenile rourt. Said com­
pensation and expenses shall be paid monthly, out of 
the treasury of Allegheny County, in the manner in 
which other county expenses are paid by law.
