To amend rule seventy-nine, section six of article eleven of an
act, approved the ninth day of June, ong thousand nine hun-
dred and eleven (Pamphlet Laws, seven fifty-six), entitled “An
act to provide for the health and safety of persons employed in
and about the bituminous coal-mines of Pennsylvania, and for
the protection and preservation of property wonnected therewith.”

Section 1. RBe it enacted, &c., That rule seventy-
nine, section six of article eleven of an act, approved
the ninth day of June, one thousand nine hundred
and eleven (Pamphlet Laws, seven {ifty-six), entitled
“An act to provide for the health and safety of per-
sons employed in and about the bituminous coal-mines
of Penngylvania, and for the protection and preser-
vation of property connected theré¢with,” is hereby
amended to read as follows: v

Storage Battery System:
