of not less than three years' piracticat experience as 
miners or mining engineers or men of general work 
inside of the bituminous mines of Pennsylvania. Ap­
plicants for certificates of qualification as fire bosses 
[shall be citizens of the United States,. of good moral 
character and of known temperate babits, at least 
twenty-three ye.ars of age, and shall ha1Ve had at least 
five years' practical experience, after s!ixteen years of 
age, as miners or men of general work, and] shall also 
have had experience in bituminous mines in Pennsyl­
vania that generate explosive gas.

AN ACT 

'l'o amend paragraph two, section nine, article four; paragraph 
three, section fourteen, article four; and sections· one and three 
of article ten of an act, approved the ninth day of .Tune, one 
thousand nine hundred and eleven (Pamphl!jt Laws, seven hun­
dred and fifty-six), entitled "An act to provide for the health 
and safety of persons employed irn aud about the bituminous 
coal-mines of Pennsylvania, and for the pr()tection and preser­
vation of property connected therewith." 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., 'rhat paragraph two, 
section nine, article four of an act, approved the ninth 
day of June, one thousand nine hundred and eleven 
(Pamphlet Laws, seven hundred and fitfty-six), entitled 
"An act to provide for the health and safety of persons 
employed in and about the bituminous coal-mines of 
Pennsylvania, and for the protection an~ preservation 
of property connected therewith," is hereby amended 
to read as follows: 

In such portions of a dry and dusty mine, where 
explosive gas is being generated in quantities sufficient 
to· be detected by an approved safety lamp, the mine 
foreman shall direct and see that the rooms and entries 
are moistened by water or other eJ;llcient means as 
often as necessary to keep the dust in; damp condition, 
and he shall direct and see that the dust is loaded and 
take:i uut of the mine as often as necessary: Provided, 
however, That the above provisions shall not proh·ibit 
the substitution for water of any other substanoe ·

which will render coal dust on the sides, botto1n, a11(l 
timbers inert to explosibility. 

Section 2. 'l'hat panlgraph three, section fourteen, 
article four of said act is hereby amended to read as 
follows: 

No shot-firer or any other person shall fire a shot 
in any working place [or] in any mine if his safety 
lamp can detect explosive gas at the roof. In gaseous, 
dusty mines in which approved locked safety lamps are 
used, he shall fire no holes unless the entries and 
rooms which are dry and dusty are so thoroughly 
wetted as to prevent the existence of any dry dust 
for a distance of not less than eighty feet from the 
hole to be fired, 11,nless the dust is rendered inert to 
emplosibility by some other nu?ans: Provided, however, 
'fhat in all mines wherein the coal is being blasted 
from the solid, the mine foreman shall direct and sec 
that the provisions of this section are fully complied 
with. 

Section 3. That section one of article ten of said 
act is hereby amended to.read as follows: 
A.pproved Electric Lamps, Locked Safety Lamps and 

Open Lights; Defining When They fEither or 
Both] Can Be Used. 

Section 1. The use of open lights is prohibited in 
any enfry, airway, trm'eling way, room, or any other 
working place where explosive gas is be:ng generated 
in such quantity as can be detected by an approvPd 
safety lamp, also in pillar workings where a sudden 
inflow of explosfre gm; is likely to he encountered, and 
all such placPs shall lw worke>d exclusively with locked 
safety lamps. This rloes not prohibit the nse of np­
proved electric lamps: Provided, That the mine fore­
man, the a88i8fant mine foreman, the fire bosses, ma-
ch,ine rivimer.~, 8hot-firer8, pumpers, m1d al,l other per­
sons required by the rnine forem(///L shall in addition 
thereto nse npproved flame safety lfi.mps for detectinr1

ProvidNl. however, 1'.l'hat jf the inspector is of the opin­
ion that any mine, or any porton of any mine, should 
be operated by the use of locked safety lamps exclu-
sively, he shall ha,·e the right to petition thP Chief 
of the Department of ~fine,;, in writing, sett:ng forth 
such opinion and his rpasons therefol'. ·wherenpon 
the said chief shall forthwith instrnct two or more 
other inspectors to accompany the inspector of the. 
district to make a further thorough examination into 
the matter in dispute and of all workings of said mine, 
whether in active operation or not. The said com­
mittee of inspectors shall, within seven days of their 
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nppointment, ma.kc a. report in wl'iting to the ChiPf 
of the Department of Mines, and to the superintend­
ent, general manage1·, operator or owner of said mine, 
giving the conclusions arrived at, 'with their reasons 
therefor ; and the decision of said <Committee shall be 
final and conclusive, unless the superintendent, general 
manager, operntor, or owner, shall, within seven dayR 
of the receipt thereof, appeal from Ruch deciRion to 
the court of quarter sessions of the county in wh 'ch 
the mine is located. Whereupon the court, or a judge 
of said court in chambers, shall forthwith appoint four 
practicable, reputable and competent persons, two of 
whom shall be recommended by the superintendent, 
general ·manager, operator, ·Or owner, and the other 
two by the Chief of the Department of )fines, and the 
four persons thus recommended shall name a fifth 
person, who also must be practical, reputable and 
equally competent; and the five l)<;rsons so named, 
none of whom shall be in the employ of the operator, 
operating company, or any of itR 1officers, or of the 
State Department of M1nes, shall constitute a. com­
mission to investigate and report on the matter in 
dispute: Provided, however, In caRe any or all of said 
four persons arc not recommended, 'by a writing filed 
in said court within seven days after the appeal is 
filed, that then the said court shall fill the vacancy 
or vacancies by the appointment of a practical, repu­
table and competent person, or peri;ons: and in case 
the fonr persons thns chosen shall 1~ot :1g-ree, in writ­
in~. upon the fifth person of this c(immisi;;ion, within 
five days after they have received itot' cP of their· ap­
pointment, tl1en the said court shall appoint the said 
fifth 'person on this commission. 'II'he duty of said 
commission of 11\'e persons shall be, nnder the instruc­
tion of the court, to forthwith cxanfne said mine, or 
portion thereof, aud report under oath, within ten days 
after their appointment, the facts as they exist and 
the conditions pertaining thereto, an<!l b::tsed upon such 
conditions and facts the decision of fl majority on the 
matter in dispute; and their report :)nd decision shall 
be final and conclusive, unless exceptions thereto shall 
be filed by the superintendent, gener11l manager, oper­
ator, or owner, or the Chief of the Department of 
Mines, within seven days of the filin~ of said commis­
sion's report. If exceptions are filed, the court shall 
at once hear, and, upon testimony t11ken thereon, de­
termine them, and enter a decree in' accordance with 
such determination: Provided, 'l'hat the superintend­
ent, general manager, operator, owrer, or Chief of 
the Department of Mines, shall thereafter have the 
right to have the record and proceedings removed to 
the supreme court for review, by appeal or writ of 
eITor. 
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Section 4. That section three of article ten of lilMd 
act is hereby amended to read as follows: 

Section 3. The use of open lights is strictly pro­
hibited in the return air current of any portion of a 
mine that is ventilated by the same continuous air 
current that ventilates any other portion of said mine 
in which locked safety lamps or electric lamps are 
used, as provided for in section one) airticle ten of this 
act. The provisions of this section shall not apply to 
any mine wherein explosive gas is generated only at 
the face of active entries.

AN ACT 

To amend section five of article two of an act, approved the ninth 
day of .June, one thousand nine hundred and eleven (Pamphlet 
Laws, seven hundred and fifty-six), entitled "An act to provide 
f01 the health 'and safety of persons employed in and about 
the bituminous coal mines of Pennsylvania, and for the pro­
tection and preservation of property connected therewith." 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section five of 
article two of an act, approved the ninth day of June, 
one thousand nine hundred and eleven (Pamphlet 
Laws, seven fifty-six), entitled "An act to provide for 
the health and safety of persons employed in and about 
the bituminous coal mines of Pennsylvania, and for 
the protection and preservation of property connected 
therewith," is hereby amended to read as follows: 

Section 5. The operator or the superintendent of 
every mine shall furnish the inspector of the district 
with a true and correct copy of the aforesaid original 
map of said mine, on tracing cloth, and at the end of 
every six months thereafter the inspector shall return 
said copy to the operator or the superintendent, who 
shall place or cause to be placed thereon all the ex­
tensions made, and all portions of the mine worked 
out or rubandoned, during the preceding six months, as 
provided for in section four of this article, and shall 
forward the map to the inspector within thirty days 
from the time of receiving it: Provided, That in lieu 
of the map on tracing cloth as aforesaid, the operator 
or the superintendent shall have the privilege of fur­
nishing every six months a blue print showing the com­
plete workings of the mine to date. When more than 
one seam of coal is being worked in any mine, the in· 
spector shall be provided with a separate copy of the 
original map on tracing cloth or a blue print of the 
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
