AN ACT

Providing that borough records may be typewritten, and validat-

ing records lheretofore typewritten.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That all borough
records required to be recorded or transcribed shall be
deemed valid if typewritten, and all records heretofore
recorded or transcribed by typewriter are validated.
