AN ACT 

Authorizing local boards of health of cities of the third class, 
boroughs, and first-class townships of the Commonwealth to 
organize county health associations; providing for the repre­
sentation of such county associations in a State Association to 
be formed by representatives from such connlty health nssocin­
tions; and providing for the payment of the flxpenses of county 
and State associations. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the several local 
boards of health of cities of the third qlass, boroughs, 
and first-class townships of the Commonwealth now 
or hereafter incorporated are hereby authorized and 
empowered to organize county health associations for 
the purpose of holding meetings at $Uch times and 
places within the county as such coupty association 
may designate, for the purpose of adtancing the va­
rious health interests of said third-cllass cities, bor­
oughs, and first-class townships, prc)mote remedial 
legislation; and discuss any and all totpics relating to 
the health and conduct of their respective municipali­
ties; and providing for the enforcement and economi­
cal method of administering health legislation. 

Section 2. Cities of the third-classi boroughs, and 
first-class townships' boards of health may hy resolu­
tion designate one delegate to attend such meetings 
of the county health association. The said boards of 
health of the several counties jQining said county 
health association shall pay as dues to such county 
health associatioDi a sum not exceeding five dollars 
($5.00) per annum. The actual expenees of such dele­
gate attending meetings of said county health associa­
tion, including traveling expenses and hotel bills ac­
tually paid, shall be paid by the vairious boards of 
health of the said third-class cities, bo:('oughs, and first­
class townships, by orders drawn upon their respective 
treasuries. · 

Section 3. Each county health as$ociation is here­
by authorized to elect one delegate tlo attend the an­
nual meeting of the P:ennsylvania Public Health As­
sociation to be held at such time and place within the 
Commonwealth as said Pennsylvanip, Public Jiealth 
Association may designate. ·

AN ACT 

To further amend section eleven of article six, and section fifteen 
of article seven of an act, upproved the twenty-seventh day of 
June, one thousand nine hundred and thirteen (Pamphlet 
Laws, five hundred and sixty-eight), entitled "An act provid­
ing for the incorporation, regulation, and government of cities 
of the third class; regulating nomination and election of mu­
nicipal officers therein ; and repealing, consolidating, ancl ex­
tending existing laws in relation th et eta," by changing the 
salaries of councilmen and mayors. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., Tha:t section eleven 
of article six of an act, approved the twenty-seventh 
day of June, one thousand nine hundred and thirteen 
(Pamphlet Laws, five hundred and sixty-eight), en­
titled "An act providing for the incorporation, regu­
lation, and government of t:ities of the third class; 
regulating nomination and election of municipal of­
ficers therein; and repealing. consolidating, and ex· 
tending existing laws in relation thereto," as amended 
by section twenty-one of the act, approved the twenty­
!'leYenth day of l\fay, one thousand nine hundred and 
nineteen (Pamphlet I-'aws, three hundred and ten), 
entitled "An act to amend and revise an act, entitled 
'An act providing for the incorporation, regulation, 
and government of cities of the third class; regula.ting 
nomination and election of municipal officers therein; 
and repealing, consolidating, and extending existing 
laws in relation thereto,' approved the twenty-seventh 
day of Jnne, Anno Domini one thousand nine hundred 
:rnd thirteen. enlarging, ·changing, modifying, and de­
fining cntain of the powers of cities of the third 
class," is hereby further amended to read as follows1

: 

Section ll. The councilmen in cities of the third 
class shall receive for their services during their term 
of service annual salaries, to be fixed. by ordinance, 
payable> in monthly instalments. Councils may, by 
tl1e ordinanre fixing said salaries, provide for the as· 
Ressment and rrtention therefrom of reasonable fines 
for absence from regular or special meetings of 
council or conncilmanic committees. The salary paid 
to any councilman shall not be less than two hundred 
and fifty dollars per year, nor more than [three] four 
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
