AN ACT 

Validating certain consolidations, mergers, purchases. sales, or 
acquisitions of capital stock, bonds, securities, or evidence of 
indebtedness, corporate property rights, and credits of telephone 
companies, and the p1•oceedings of such companies effecting or 
purporting or intended to effect such mergers or consolidations, 
pur.chases, sales, or acquisitions. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That in any case 
where any telephone corporation, organfaed under the 
laws of this Commonwealth and now or hereafter au­
thorized by law to engage only in the business of 
furnishing telephone sen-ice has, prior to January 
first, one thonsand nine hundred fourteen, bought the 
capital stock or shares of the capital stock or any 
bonds, securities, or evidences of indebtedness of any 
other telephone corporation; or where proceedings 
haYe been had effecting or purporting or intended to 
effect the ·consolidation of two or more telephone cor­
poratiom; (a) by merger and consolidation agreement 
by and between any such companies filed in the office 
of the Secretary of the Commonwealth, apprm-ed by 
the Governor, and upon which letters patent have been 
issued by the Governor; or (h) by proceedings in ac­
cordance with the method prescribed by the act of the 
General ARscmbly of the Commonwealih of Pennsyl­
vania, approved .Tune fourteen, one thommll(] nine hun­
dred one (Pamphlet T1aws, five hundred sixty-six), for 
the purchase of the capital stock of such corporation 
:rn<l tht' acquisition of the fr:rnchises, corporate prop­
l'rt.v rights, and credits of the vendor corporatior: or 
otherwise howsocye:r, such proceedings, consolidating, 
or pnrporting, or intendf'd to so consolidate and merge

AN AC'r 

l'o prevent deception in, and to regulate tM sale of, paint, putty, 
naval stores (turpentine and rosin), or .any substitutes there­
for; providing penalties for the violation thereof; providing 
for the enforcement of this act, and repenling an act approved 
the first day of June, one thonsand nin¢ hundred and fifteen, 
entitled "An act to prevent deception ln the sale of Jlaint, 
putty, turpentine, or any substitutes tl:\erefor, and providing 
penalties for the violation thereof." 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That no person, firm, 
or corporation shall sell or expose for sale, or offer 
for sale within this Commonwealth, any paint, putty, 
naval stores (turpentine or rosin), as hereinafter de­
fined, or any substitutes therefor "1hich is labeled or 
marked in any manner so as to tand to deceive the 
purchaser thereof as to its nature <J>r composition, or 
which is not labeled as hereinafter provided. 

Secti<•n 2. The term "paint," as used in this act, 
shall include oxide of zinc, red lead, and white lead 
(basic carbonate or basic sulphate1), dry or in any 
kind of oil, or any compound intended for the same 
use, colors ground in oil, paste or semi-paste paint, 
and liquid or mixed paint ready for use; and all 
similar materials used as protective coatings, or for 
painting purposes. 

Section 3. 1The term "naval stores," as used in this 
act, shall be defined as follows: 

(a) "Naval Rtores" means spirits of turpentine and 
rosin. 

(b) "Spirits of turpentine" includes gum spirits 
of turpentine, and wood turpentine. 

( c) "Gum spirits of turpentine'1 means spirits of 
turpentine made from gum ( oleoresin) from a living 
tree. 

( d) "Wood turpentine" includel'l steam distilled 
wood turpentine and destructively distilled wood tur­
pentine. 

( e) "Steam distilled wood turpel(tine" means wood 
turpentine distilled with steam fuom the oleoresin 
within or extracted from the wood. 
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
