AN ACT 

To amend sections four, five, eight, aml fifteen of the uct, ariproye!l 
the seyentceuth day of May, one thousand nine hundred nm! 
seventeen ( Pnm11hlct Laws, two hundred and eight), entitle\] 
"An net to regulate the prnctice of phnrmacy and sale of poisons 
and drugs, and providing pennlties for the violation thereof: 
defining the words 'drug' and 'poison,' and providing for the ap­
pointment of a board which shall hm·e in charge the enforce­
ment of said law, and the pC>wer to make rules and regul::tion, 
for the enforcement of said law, and 1iro,·iding for the purchasP 
of samples of drugs for determining their qnalitr. strc11gth, an1l 
purity," as amended. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., 'fha t sectiou four of 
the act approvt"d the seventeen th day of May, one 
thousand nine hundred and seventeen (Pamphlet 
J,aws, two hundred and eight), entitled "An act to 
regulatt" the practice of pharruacy and Rale of poisons 
and drugs, and providing penalties for the violation 
thereof; defining the words 'drug' and 'poison'; and 
providing for the appointment of a board which shall 
have in ,charge the enforcement of said law, and the 
power to make rules and regulations for the enforce­
ment of said law; and providing for the purchase of 
samples of drugs for determining their quality, 
strength, and purity," as amended by the act, ap­
proved the fourth day of June, one thousand nim~ 
hundred and nineteen (Pamphlet Laws, three hundred 
and ninety-one), entitled "An act to amend section 
four of an act, approved the seventeenth day of May, 
one thousand nine hundred and seventeen (Pamphlet 
Laws, two hundred and eight), entitled 'Au act to 
regulate tlie practice of pharma,cy and sale of poisons

Section 4. That every person nppl~·iug to the Penn­
sy~vania Board of Pharmacy for examination and reg­
is1ration as a pharmacist shall be not less than twen­
ty-one years of age and of good moral character; ar:d 
n11rnt produce satisfactory evidence of having had sub­
seq 11enf to his or her sfa:teenth bidl11J.av not less than 
[four] three years' practical experience in a phar­
macy, under the personal supervision of a pharmacist, 
at least [two] one year of which experience must have 
been acquired within the United States, in the busi­
ness of retailing, compounding, ot dispensing of 
drugs, chemicals, and poisons, and of compounding 
of physicians' prescriptions; or, in tlle case of an ap­
plicant having acquired experience in the drug dis­
pensary of a regular public ho~pita;l, which dispen­
sary was conducted under the con~tant supervision of 
a registered pharmacist, two years ,i€ snch experience 
shall be allowed in lieu of two ye tts required in a 
pharmacy; and of being a graduate o:f some reputable 
and properly chartered college of pharmacy, so recog­
nized by the Pennsylvania Board of rliarmacy. And

Section 2. That section five of the said act of !\lay 
sc\·entcenth, one th·ousand nine hun<l.re1l and seven­
teen, is hereby nmended to read aro ~ollows: 

Rection '1. Each :..pplicant for e~aminntion and 
registrntion as a pharmacist shall pay to the Penn­
sylvania Ronrd of Pharmacy an examination fpe of 
five dollars 1$5.00). 1f 'li(l said apl)licant passes a 
satisfactory exn ndna tion and compli.c$ with the rules 
and regulations, nnd wifo tlie te.rms nnd conditions of 
t~.is act of Assembly, then the said hii>ard shall grnni 
thP applicant registration, :rnd a cc1 1tificate of com­
petcnc~· aud qyalitiea1;i011 :.i.s a, pharmacist, upon the

payment of a fee of [twelve] twenty dollars [$12.00] 
($20.00), or such other sum as shall be fixed by the 
Department of Public Instruction under authority of 
law j provided said fee shall be paid to the said board 
within thirty days of the time that the said applicant 
is notified that a satisfactory examination has been 
passed. · 

Each applicant for examination and registration as 
assistant pharmacist must pay a fee of [three] five 
dollarn [$3.00] ($5.00), or such other sum as shall 
be fixed by the Department of Public Instruction wn­
der authority of law, to the Pennsylvania Board of 
Pharmacy; and if the said applicant passes a satis­
factory examination, and complies with the rules and 
regulation of the Pennsylvania Board of Pharmacy 
for the enforcement of this act of Assembly, and with 
the terms and conditions of this act of Assembly, the 
said board shall grant thP said applicant registration 
and a certificate of comretency and qualification as 
an assistant pharmacist, upon payment of a fee of 
[five] ten dollars [$5.00] ($10.00), or such other sum 
as shall be fimed by the Department of Public In­
struction 'Under Mtthority of law j provided that said 
fee shall be paid to the said board within thirty (30) 
days of the time when the said applicant is notified 
that a satisfactory examination has been passed. 

S'ection 3. That section eight of the said a.ct is 
hereby amended to rea<l as follows: 

Section 8. That all [certificates] certificate as 
[pharmacists] p·harmacist or assistant [pharmacists] 
pharmacist, all certificates as pharmacist or assist­
ant pharmacist, and permits to cond1,ct a pharmacy, 
issued under the authority of the Commonwealth of 
Pennsylvania, shall at all times be conspicuously ex­
hibited in the place of business where the pharmacist 
or assistant pharmacist is employed. Any [pharma­
cist] person violating this section of this act of As­
sembly, as to the display of his permit or his own or 
his employes' certificates, shall, upon conviction, be 
sentenced to pay a fine of ten dollars ($10.00) and 
the costs of prosecution. 

Section 4. That section fifteen of the said act is 
hereby amended to read as follows: 

Section 15. That it shall be unlawful for any per­
son, firm .. or corporation to use the title: "pharma­
cist," "assistant pharmacist," "druggist,'' or "apothe­
cary," except as authorized [under] by this act of As­
sembly, [It shall further be nnlawf-ul to use the title] 
or hereafter to cond11ct 01· transact business under a 
name ichich contains as part thereof, with or u;ithout 
qiwlifying words, syllabTes,, prefixes, 01· suffixes, the 
words: "drug store," [or] "pharmacy," "medicine 
store;',, «mEHtioi.nc 8hov/' or •'drug .~hop/' or any 
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[title] term having [the same] a similar meaning, 
[for a place where drugs are sold at retail except by 
persons registered as pharmacists under the provi­
sions of this act: Provided, howev¢r, it shall not be 
unlawful for the owner of a pharmacy, who is not 
registered under this act as a pharmacist, to employ 
such titles when his pharmacy is conducted by a 
pharmacist duly registered under this act] or in any 
manner by advertisement, circular, poster, sign. · .~ym­
bol, insignia, or otherwise, describe or refer to the 
plwce of business coniLiwted. or cmrried on by such 
person,·· firm, or corporation, by the terms ··drug 
store,'~ "pharmacy,'' or any other term having a sim­
ilar meaning unless . the place of brusiness is a drug 
store or pharmacy duly registered q,nd authorized by 
the State Board of Pharmacy. Any prrson, firm, or 
corporation violating this section <>f this act of As­
sembly slrnll be guilty of a misdel)leanor, and upon 
conviction shall be sentenced to pay a fine of not less 
than fifty dollars ($50.00) and the1 costs of prose.cu· 
tion.

A SUPPLEMENT1 

To an act, approved the seventeenth day ~f May, one thousand 
nine hundred seventeen (Pamphlet Laws, two hundred and 
eight), entitled "An act to regulate the ·practice of pharmacy 
and sale of poisons and drugs, and provilling penalties for the 
violation thereof; defining the words 'drtug' and 'poison,' and 
providing for the appointment of a board which shall have in 
charge the enforcement of said law, arnl the power •to make 
rules and regulations for the enforcement of said law, and pro­
viding for the purchase of samples of drugs for determining 
their quality, strength, and purity," prQviding for the regis­
tration of apprentices in pharmacy, requiJ:ijng employers of such 
apprentices to see that they are registered, and imposing penal­
ties. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That on and after 
the approval of this act every per$on who shall en­
ter a pharmacy or drug store witl\ the intention of 
becoming a pharmacist or assistant pharmacist shall 
make application to the State Board of Pharmacy 
on a form furnished by it for regisiration and certif­
icate as registered apprentice. The1 fee for such reg­
istration and certificate shall be two dollars ($2.00), 
or such other sum as may be fixed qy the Department 
of Public Instruction, under authodty of law. 

Section 2. Tt shall be the duty of any registered 
plrnrmacist or other employer who takes into his or 
its employ an apprentice for the purpose of becoming 
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
