A SUPPLEMENT

To an act, approved the seventeenth day ¢f May, one thousand
nine hundred seventeen (Pamphlet Laws, two hundred and
eight), entitled “An act to regulate the practice of pharmacy
and sale of poisons and drugs, and provifling penalties for the
violation thereof; defining the words ‘drmug’ and ‘poison,” and
providing for the appointment of a board which shall have in
charge the enforcement of said law, and the power to make
rules and regulations for the enforcement of said law, and pro-
viding for the purchase of samples of drugs for determining
their quality, strength, and purity,” prgviding for the regis-
tration of apprentices in pharmacy, requig‘ing employers of such
apprentices to see that they are registered, and imposing penal-
ties.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That on and after
the approval of this act every person who shall en-
ter a pharmacy or drug store with the intention of
becoming a pharmacist or assistant pharmacist shall
make application to the State Board of Pharmacy
on a form furnished by it for registration and certif-
icate as registered apprentice. The fee for such reg-
istration and certificate shall be two dollars ($2.00),
or such other sum as may be fixed hy the Department
of Public Instruction, under authority of law.

Section 2. Tt ghall be the duty of any registered
pharmacist or other employer who 'takes into his or
its employ an apprentice for the purpose of becoming

a pharmacist or assistant pharmacist, to require such
person to apply to the State Board of Pharmacy for
registration as apprentice; and for failure to see that
every apprentice employed by him or it is registered
such registered pharmacist or other employer shall be
liable as for a violation of this act.

To amend section one of an act, approved the twelfth day of
May, one thousand eight hundred and eighty-seven (Pamphlet
Laws, ninety-six), entitled “A supplement to an act, entitled
