AN ACT

To amend section three hundred eighty-one of the act, approved
the fourteenth day of July, one thousand nine hundred .and
seventeen (Pamphlet Laws, eight bundred forty), entitled “An
act_concerning townships; and revising, amending, and consgoli-
dating the law relating thereto,” by providing for the establish-
ment of lights along village streets in townships of the first
class, and authorizing the levy of a special tax therefor.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section three
hundred eighty-one of the act, approved the fourteenth
day of July, one thousand nine hundred and seventeen
(Pamphlet Laws, eight hundred forty), entitled “An
act concerning townships, and revising, amending, and
consolidating the law relating thereto,” is hereby
amended by adding thereto the following clause:

XXIV. On the petition of the owners of a majority
of the lineal feet frontage along any highway, or por-
tion thereof, in any village within the township, to
enter into contract with eleciric, gas, or other lighting
companies to light and illuminate the streets, high-
ways, and other public places in said village with elec-
tric light, gas light, or other illuminant.

The township commissioners may levy for the main-
tenance of said lights an eannual tax upon all the prop-
erty, including factories and places of business, abui-
ting upon said highways, based upon the assessment
for county purposes. Such tax shall be collected in
the same manner as other taxes. The township treas-
urer shall receive the same commission as on other
township tawes. No such tax shall be levied ageinst
any farm land. The township treasurer shall keep all
such taxes collected for lighting the highways in @
separate account and pay out the same only upon
orders signed by the chairman of the township com-
missioners, attested by the secretary. The treasurer
shall make a report to the auditors of the township
annually.
