AN ACT 

To amend section three of an act, approved the fourteenth <lay 
of .June, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-three (Pam­
phlet Laws, sernn hundred ninety-five), entitled "An act to 
amend sections ten, eleven, tweh-e, and fourteen of. and to 
add sections elernn (a) and eleven (b) to, an act, entitled 'An 
act to regulate the ·practice of osteopathy in the State of Penn­
sylvania; to provide for the establishment of a Strute Board 
of Osteopathic Examiners; to define the powers and duties of 
said Board of Osteopathic Examiners ; to provide for the ex­
amining and licensing of osteopaths in this State; and to pro­
vide penalties for the yiolation of this act; approYed the nine­
teenth day of March, one thousand nine hundred and nine 
(Pamphlet Laws, forty-six) ; changing the preliminary ·education­
al requirements; creating a board to examine and license 
osteopathic physicians to practice operatiYe surgery; providing 
for such examination and licensing; regulating the practice of 
the same, and requiring additional qualifications >therefor; de­
fining osteopathy; and providing for the effect of reports and 
certificates made by osteopathic physicians; and granting ad­
ditional powers to the Board of Osteopathic Examiners to re­
voke licenses." 

s·ection 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section three of 
an act, approved the fourteenth day of June, one 
thousand nine hundred and twenty-three (Pamphlet 
Laws, seven hundred ninety-five), entitled "An act 
to amend sections ten, eleven, twelve, and fourteen 
of, and to add sections eleven (a) and eleven (b) 
to, an act, entitled 'An act to regulate the practice 
of osteopathy in the State of Pennsylvania; to pro­
vide for the establishment of a State Board of Os­
teopathic Examiners; to de.fine the powers and dutfos 
of said Board of Osteopathic Examiners; to provide for 
the examining and licensing of osteopaths in this State; 
and to provide penalties for the violation of this act,' 
approved the nineteenth day ·of M·arch, one thousand 
nine hundred and nine (Pamphlet Laws, forty-six); 
changing the preliminary educational requirements; 
creating a board to examine and license osteopathic 
physicians to practice operative surgery; providing 
for such examination and licensing; regulating the 
practice of the same, and requiring additional quali­
fications therefor; defining osteopathy; and providing 
for the effect of reports and certificates made by os­
teopathic physicians; and granting additional powers 
to the Board of Osteopathic Examiners to revoke 
licenses," is hereby amended to rea<l as follows: 

Section 3. Said act is hereby amended by adding 
thereto the following sections, to be sections eleven 
(a) and eleven (b): 

Seetion 11. (a) For the purpose of lieensing osteo­
pathic physicians to ·practice operative surgery [until 
other 1Jrovisions are made by the General Assembly,] 
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there is hereby created in the Department of Public 
I nstruction a special examining board to be known 
as the Osteopathic Surgeons' Examining Board. Such 
Board sliall consist of the [director of the Pre-Profes­
sional and Professional Credentialf3 Bureau of the 
Department] Superintendent of Public Instruction, 
who will be a member ex officio an(/, chairman of the 
Board, and four other members, Who shall be ap­
pointed by the Governor. Two of slich members shall 
be. appointed from four persons nominated by the 
[Bureau] State Board of Medical Education and 
Ucensure of the Department of Public Instruction 
who, at the time of their appointn:tent, are licensed 
aud qualified to practice medicine iand surgery, and 
hare practiced the same in this Commonwealth for a 
period of not less than ten years immediately prior 
to their appointment; and two from four persons 
nominated by the State Board of Osteopathic Exam­
iners and who, at the time of their appointment, are 
licensed and qualified to practice osteopathy, and 
have practiced the same in this Commonwealth for 
a period of not less than ten yea1!s, and who have 
practiced surgery for a period of not less than [five] 
seven years, immediately prior to their appointment. 
The members of the board shall recel re fifteen dollars 
each for eacli day of actual service, .and railroad and 
hotel expenses. All clerical work of the board shall 
be furnished by the Department of Public Instruction. 
Three members of the board shall constitute a 
qiwru rn. 

All fees for the examination and llicensing of osteo­
pathic surgeons shall be paid to the [Director of the 
Pre-professional and Professional Credentials Bu­
reau] Superintendent of Public Instruction, and by 
him to be paid into the State Treasu"ry. All expenses 
of the Osteopath::c Surgeons' Examining Board shall 
he paid out of appropriations made to the Depart­
ment of Public Instruction. 

Section 11. (b) Any person licensed to practice 
osteopathy in this State, and desiriog to enter upon 
the practice of operative surgery as taught and prac­
ticed in the legally incorporated, reputable colleges 
of osteopathy, may deliver to the [Director of the 
Pre-professional and Professional Credentials Bureau 
of the Department of Public Instruction] Snperin­
tendent of Public Instructfon, upon the payment of 
a fee of twenty-five dollars, or svch fee as shall be 
fixed by the 8 uperintcndent of PwbZ:c I nstrnction, 
a written application for license, together with satis· 
factory proof, in such form as may lJe required by 
the Osteopathic Surgeons' Examining Board, that the 
applicant has sencd for a period of 11ot less tlian two 
years as an intPrne or assistant surgeon in an approv­
ed osteopathk hospital, which shall have at 11mst too

beds per interne devoted to the treatment of diseases, 
shall maintain a thoroughly equipped modern patho­
logical and clinical laboratory proportiona~e to the 
necessities of the hospital, and shall maintain a de­
partment of [anaesthesia] anaesthetists consisting of 
one or more anaesthetists, who shall have supervision 
over all the anaesthesia given in the institution, and 
whose duty it shall be to instruct all int0rnes in the 
administration' of anaesthetics. The Osteopa-thic 
Surgeons' Examindng Board shall examine and fix 
the rating of all osteopathic colleg0s and hospitals 
for graduate students, and provide interne positions 
as hereinhefore provided for this fospection and rat­
ing, as it relates to surgery only. The same standard 
for graduateR in medicine shall be used for examina­
tion by the Osteopathic Sur,qeons' Examining Board 
in the examination of the osteopathic graduates for 
licenses to practice surgery: Provided, That any per­
son duly licensed as an osteopath, who has had at 
least [three] five years of actual practice as a sur­
geon, may be examined by the board without being 
required to prove that he has had two :rears' experi­
ence as an interne or assistant surgeon in a hospital 
as hereinbefore pr·ovided. 

Thereupon the Osteopathic Surgeons' Examining 
Board, if satisfied with said proof, shall admit said 
applirant to examination as to his or her qualifications 
for the practice of operative surgery as taught and 
practiced in the legally incorporated, reputable col­
leges of osteopathy. Such examination shall include 
the subjects of surgical diagnosis and operative 
surgery, and such other subjects as the said board 
may deem necessary to test the qualifications of the 
annlicants. The Osteopathic Surgeons' Examining 
Board shall can.~e the Department of Public Insfrurc­
tion to issue forthwith to each applicant who shall 
have obtained a general average of not less than 
seventy-five pier centum, and who shall have !been 
adjudged by the said hoard of examiners to be duly 
qualified for the practfre of operative surgery as 
taught anrl practiecd in the legaIJtv incor'porated, 
reputable colleges of osteopathy, a license to practice 
such operative surgery in the State of Pennsylvania. 
Snch license shall be iflsned and reeorded in the same 
manner as licenses to practice osteopathy rire now 
issued ~)y the State Board of Osteopathic 'Examiners 
undrr the provisions of this act: Provided, however, 
That no such license shall be issned if any objection 
thereto is filed by thP State Board of Osteopathic 
ExaminerR. 

Each person to whom a license is issned to prrictire 
opcrritiYe surgery by the Osteopathic Surg<'ons' Ex­
amining Board shall likewise register i.n the office of 
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the prothonotary of the court of comm<m pleas of 
the county or counties in which M or she desires to 
practice, by exhibiting to the pro:thonotary of said 
county or .counties a license duly granted to him or 
her as hereinbefore provided, whereupon he or she 
slrnll be entitled, upon the paymqnt of one dollar, 
to be duly registered in the office of the prothonotary 
of the court of common pleas of said county or coun­
ties as an osteopathic surgeon. 

Every license issued by said board to practice sur­
gery shall authorize the holder thereof to practice 
major or operati,·e surgery as tau;ght and practiced 
in the legally incorporated, reputable colleges of 
osteopathy; and the use of anaes1Jhetics, antiseptics, 
narcotics, and germicides. ·when nsed for the pur­
poses, in the manner, and to the extent, only as taught 
and practiced under surgical procedure in the legally 
incorporated, reputaJble colleges of osteopathy, shall 
not be considered the practice of medicine, or in vio­
lation of any of the laws relating to the practice of 
medicine or regulating rublic healtl\.. 

Any osteopathic physician who h,as been practicing 
operative surgery for a period of n:ot less than [five] 
seven years, prior to the passage of this act, shall 
not be required to fake the examinations required 
by this section, and shall be eligi'l)le to appointment 
as a member of the Osteopathic Surgeons' Examin-
ing Board. ·

AN ACT 

Rrlating to the destruction of cancelled or tmust>d bonds or other 
evidences of indebtedness of this dommnr,,,·,.alth. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the Governor, 
the Auditor General, and the State Treasurer are 
hereby authorized and directed from time to time to 
destroy any bonds or other evidences of indebtedness 
of this Commonwealth which shall have been cancelled 
by the Sinking Fund' Commissioners or by the Board 
of Finance and Revenue or by any other agency of 
this Commonwealth which may ncpw or hereafter be 
authorizerl by Jaw to cancel bonds, or other evidences 
of indebtedness of this Commonweailth. 

Section 2. The Governor, the Auditor General, and 
the State Treasurer are also authc>rized and directed 
from time to tin~e to destroy any bonds or other evi-
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
