dences of indebtedness of this Commonwealth which
shall have been printed and shall remain vnused, prior
to the maturity dates thereof.

Section 3. The destruction of bonds or other evi-
dences of indebtedness, as authorized and directed by
this act, shall be accomplished as promptly as possible
after the cancellation of bonds or other evidences of
indebtedness or after the maturity dates of any unused
bonds, or other evidences of indebtedness, shall have
been passed, as the case may be.

To repeal an act, approved the eleventh day of Juue, Anno Domini

Be it enacted, &ec., That an act, approved
the eleventh day of June, Anno Domini one thousand
eight hundred and seventy-nine (Pamphlet Laws, one
h.und_red sixty-two), entitled “An act to prevent the
burning of the woods in any of the counties of this
Commonwealth,” is hereby repealed.

AN ACT

Relating to raising forest tree seedlings and transplants by in-
mates of penal and correctional institutions of the Common-
wealth, and authorizing their purchase by the Department of
Forests and Waters.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the Department
of Welfare of the Commonwealth shall have the power
to employ inmates of the Eastern Penitentiary, the
Western Penitentiary, the Pennsylvania Industrial Re-
formatory at Huntingdon, and such other penal and
corre®ional institutions of this Commonwealth as it
may deem proper, for the purpose of raising forest tree
seedlings and transplants on the grounds of the said
institutions or grounds adjacent thereto. Such in-
mates so employed shall be physically eapable of such
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
