LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA,

No. 188,
AN ACT

Authorizing and providing for the aecquiring by agreement and
operating by boroughs of water systems owned by corporations
furnishing water within the acquiring borough and in adjacent
townships or nearby boroughs; authorizing the placing of liens
upon and the issuing of obligations secured by the property ac-
quired for the payment thereof; and providing that the obliga-
tions shall be exempt from taxatian for any purpose.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That where the price
and terms are agreed upon a borough may become
the owner of and operate any water system owned
and operated by a corporation furnishing water
within the acquiring borough and in adjacent town-
ships or nearby boroughs, and may pay therefor by ob-
ligations secured by liems on the property acquired
and which shall be secured solely-by such waterworks
systems and property and the revenues thereof and
without any other liability on the part of such bor-
ough, which obligations shall be exempt from taxation
for any purpose: Provided, That this act shall not
apply where a duly organized water company is au-
thorized to furnish and is furnishing service in the
adjacent townships or nearby boroughs where the
water company whose system is purchased under the
provisions of this act had been furnishing service.

To provide for the conduct of business in orphans’ ecourts in cases
of vacancies in the office of orphans’ court judge.
