a license or permit for, the erecti<)n and making there­
of, and cause the fact of the i$sue of such license 
or permit to be recorded in his office, in a book to 
be kept by him for that pul'lpose, and such license or 
permit shall not be unreasonably withheld: Provided, 
That necessary repairs, costing t>ne hundred dollars 
or less and not affecting the stability or strength of 
the stru<.'ture, may be made without first procuring 
a license or permit. 

Whenever any person or persons shall desire to con­
struct, extend, alter, improve or repair any structure 
fo he erected, or already erected, pn ground supported 
iby 1bulkheads, and to be used, or !llready used, for the 
purpose of loading or unloading passengers or freight 
on or from vessels; or any structure to be physically 
connected, or already physically connected, or to be 
used or already used, as appurtenant to any wharf or 
structure hereinbefore described, situate within any 
city of the first class,-and for such purpose he or 
they shall have applied for a permit from the Bureau 
of Building Inspection in said city, the said Bureau 
of Building Inspection shall noticy the director of the 
Department of Wharves, Docks ltnd Ferries, of such 
aipplication, and shall thereafter grant the permit ap­
plied for, only when the application shall have re­
ceived the approval of the said director, which he 
is hereby empowered to grant. 

The cities of the first class mai}', by ordinance, reg­
ulate and determine the license fees for the license 
and approval required by the pl!Ovisions of this act.

AN ACT 

To amend clause forty-four of section h)'o of article one of chap­
ter five of an act, app.roved the .fourteenth day of May, one 
thousand nine hundred and fifteen (Pltniphlet Law;s, three hun­
dred and twelve), entitled "An act peoviding u system of gov­
ernment for boroughs, and revising, an).ending, und consolidating 
the law relating to boroughs." · 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &cu That clause forty­
four, chapter five, article one, section two of an act, 
approved the fourteenth day of May, one thousand 
nine hundred and fifteen (Pampll.let Laiws, three hun­
dred and twelve), entitled "An a¢t providing a system 
of government for boroughs, and revising, amending, 
and consolidating the law relating to boroughs," which 
was added to said act by the act, approved the four-

teenth day of April, one thousand nine hundred and 
twenty-one (Pamphlet I.aws, one hundred and forty­
seven), entitled "An act to amend section two of arti­
cle one of chapter five of an act, approved the four­
teenth day of May, one thousand nine hundred and 
fifteen (Pamphlet Laws, three hundred and twelve), 
entitled 'An act providing a system of government for 
boroughs, and revising, amending, and consolidating 
the law relating to iboroughs,'" is hereby amended 
to read as follo,ws: 

XLIV. To make contracts or purchases in connec­
tion with proper legal requirements of the borough: 
Provided, That all contracts or purchases, other than 
purchases for water, electric light, and other public 
works of the borough, or for improvement made by its 
employes, or where the State or county is a part1J with 
the borough to a street improvement made by any 
borough involving an expenditure of over five hundred 
dollars ( $500) shall be in writing, and shall not be 
made except with and from the lowest responsible 
bidder, after due public notice by the secretary, pub­
lished once a week for three weeks, at intervals of 
seven days, in one newspaper published in such bor­
ough, and, if no newspaper is published therein, then 
by publication in one newspaper of the county, and 
such bids shall be received, opened, and read in open 
meeting of council at a time fixed by such notice and 
not earlier than twenty-one days after the first publi 
cation thereof. 

In case of an emergency, so declared by the affirma­
tive vote of two-thirds of all the members of said 
council, or a majority of council plus one when the 
number composing such council is less than nine, the 
notice shall be published at least one week prior to 
the time fixed therein for opening bids. 

The acceptance of bids shall only be made by public 
announcement, at the meeting at which bids are re­
ceived, or at a subsequent meeting the time and place 
of which shall be publicly announced when bids are 
received. If for any reason one or iboth of the above 
meetings shall not be held, the same business may be 
transacted at subsequent meetings, provided that one 
week's notice thereof shall be published in the news­
paper aforesaid.
