Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section six hun­
dred and two of an act, approved the eighteenth day 
of May, one thousand nine hundred and eleven (Pam­
phlet Laws, three hundred and nine), entitled "An 
act to establish a public school system in the Common­
wealth of Pennsylvania, together with the provisions by 
which it shall be administered, and prescribing pen­
alties for the violation thereof; providing revenue to 
establish and maintain the same, and the method of 
collecting such revenue; and repealing all laws, general, 
special or local, or any parts thereof, that are or may 
be inconsistent therewith," as amended by an act, ap­
proved the twentieth day of May, one thousand nine 
huudred and twenty-one (Pamphlet Laws, nine hun­
dred and seventy), entitled "An act to amend section 
six hundred two of an act, approved the eighteenth

Yeniently located for nsc, the board of school direct­
ors are authorized, f ff the convenieuce of attending 
pupils, to acquire, by purchase, lease, or condemnation, 
any such school building or any real estate in such 
other district for the erection thereon of school build­
ings, and to sell, convey, transfer, or abandon the 
same, or any part thereof. Any real estate acquired 
in any other district by any such school district shall 
be exempt from taxation for any pur'pose whatsoever. 
Whenever any such real estate is condemned by a 
hoard of school directors, the proceedings for such 
condemnation and for the appointme~1t of viewers and 
for the assessment of damages and 'benefits in connec­
tion tlierewith shall be as provide<ll in sections six 
hundred five to six hundred fourteen, inclusive, of 
the act to which this is an amendment.

To amend an act, approved the fourteenth day of May, nineteen 
hundred and fifteen (Pamphlet Laws, three hundred and twelve), 
entitled "An act providing for a system of g-overnment for bor­
oug-hs, and revising, amending, and consolidating- the laws re­
lating to boroughs," by adding an additional section to article 
seventeen, chapter six thereof, providing an additional method 
for meeting the cost of the construction of new water mains 
in connection with municinally owned water supply systems in 
boroughs by empowering boroug-hs to assess all or a part of 
the cost of such construction against the properties abutting 
thereon by the front foot rule and collect the same as municipal 
claims are now by law collected. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the act, ap­
proved the fourteenth day of May, one thousand nine 
hundred and fifteen (Pamphlet Laws, three hundred 
and twelve), entitled "An act providing a system of 
government for boroughs, and revising, amending, and 
consolidating the laws relating to boroughs," be 
amended by adding an additional section to article 
seventeen of chapter six of the said act, which shall 
read as follows: 

(c) ASSESSMENT FOR WATER MAINS 

Section 51. That boroughs -tn th1'.s Commonwealth 
shrrll have power to assess the whole cost or any part 
of the cost of construction of new 1ua.ter main.'! built 
in connection with the establishment or extension of 
a municipally owned icater supply system and serv­
ing the properties ab1.ttting thereon against tlte prop­
erties abutting along the line thereof by the front foot 
rule, and to collect such assessments as otheir munic­
iJml claims are now by law collectible: Provided) That 
the assessment shall be rebated to the owner of the 
property assessed out of rates charged for water con-
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
