'l.~o amend chapter seven, ar,ticle one, section three hundred and 
eighty-one, clause twenty-three of an act, approved the four­
teenth day of July, one thousand nine hundred and seventeen 
(Pamphlet Laws, eight hundred forty), entitled "An act con­
cerning ·townships ; and revising, amending, and consolidating 
the law relating therpto," R;S amended. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That chapter seven, 
article one, section three hundred and eighty-one, 
clause twenty-three of an act, approved the fourteenth 
day of July, one thousand nine hundred and seventeen 
(Pamphlet Laws, eight hundred forty), entitled "An 
ad cm1cPr11i11g townships; and revising, amending, 
and collsolidating the law relating thereto," which was 
added by the act, approved the seventh day of June, 
one thousand nine hundred and nineteen (Pamphlet 
Laws, fonr hundred twenty-four), entitled "An act to 
amend an act, approved the fourteenth day of July, 
one thousand nine. hundred and seventeen (Pamphlet 
Laws, eight hundred forty), entitled 'An act concern­
ing townships: and revising, amending, and consolidat­
ing the law relating thereto,'" is hereby amended to

XXI]I. To make regulations for the construction

fy the mode of construction of such different classes of 
buildings; and to require thcit before any use or occu­
pancy be changed froni any classification to a different 
olassification as to which more strin,qent regulations 
are prescribed wnder the provisions of any ordinanoe 
rrJlating thereto, municipal approval of the plans and 
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spocifi·cations theref 01' be sec1tred~· and to provide for 
the inspection of such construction., alteration, and 
repair, including the appointment of one or more 
building inspectors; to prescribe litnits whe.rein none 
bnt lmildings of non-combustible material and fire­
proof roofs shall ibe erected or substantially recon­
structed or removed thereinto, and, to provide penal­
tios for the violation of such regulations. Any build­
ing erected, alter·ed, reconstructed, or removed, con· 
trary to the provisions of any ordinance passed for 
any of the purposes specified in thia clause, is declar­
ed to be a public nuisance and abrttruble as such.
