No. 226.
AN ACT

To further amend section one thousand four hundred and two
in article fourteen of an act, approved the eighteenth day of
May, one thousand nine hundred and eleven (Pamphlet Laws,
three hundred and nine), entitled “An act to establish a pub-
lic school system in_ the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, to-
gether with the provisions by which it shall be administered,
and preseribing penalties for the violation thereof; prov1d1ng
revenue to establish and maintain the same, and the method
of collecting such revenue; and repealing all laws, general,
specml or loecal, or any parts thereof that are or may be in-
consistent therew1th so as to insure equal school privileges
to certain dependent children of the Commonwealth.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section one
thousand four hundred and two of article fourteen
of the act, approved the eighteenth day of May, one
thousand nine hundred and eleven (Pamphlet Laws,
three hundred and nine), entitled “An act to establish
a public school system in the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania, together with the provisions by which it
shall be administered, and prescribing penalties for
the violation thereof; providing revenue to establish
and maintain the same, and the method of collecting
such revenue; and repealing all laws, general, special
or local, or any parts thereof, that are or may be in-
consistent therewith,” which was amended by the act,
approved the twentieth day of May, one thousand nine
hundred and twenty-one (Pamphlet Laws, one thou-
sand thirty-two), entitled “An act to amend section
one thousand four hundred and two of an act, ap-
proved the eighteenth day of May, one thousand nine
hundred and eleven, entitled ‘An act to establish a
public school system in the Commonwealth of Pennsyl-
vania, together with the provisions by which it shall
be administered. and prescribing penalties for the
violation thereof: providing revenue to establish and
maintain the same, and the method of collecting such
revenue; and repealing all laws, general, special, or
local, or any parts thereof, that are or may be incon-
sistent therewith,’ so far as to insure school privi-
leges to certain dependent children of the Common-
wealth,” is hereby further amended to read as follows:

Section 1402. A child shall be considered a resi-
dent of the school district in which his parents or the
guardian of his person resides. When a resident of
any school district keeps in his home a child of school
age, not his own, supporting the child gratis ag if
it were his own, such child shall be entitled to all
free sclool privileges accorded to resident school
children of the district, including the right to altend
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the public high school maintained in such district
or in other districts in the same manner as though
such child were in fact a residend school child of
the district, and shall be subject to all the require-
ments placed upon resident school children of the
district: Provided, That before accepting such child
as a pupil, the board of school dir¢ctors of the dis-
triet may require such resident to file with the secre-
tary of the board a sworn statement that he is a

resident of the district, that he is supporting the child 3,

gratis, that he will assume all personal obligations
for the child relative to school requirements, and that
he intends to so keep and support the child contin-
uously and not merely through the school term.

‘When a non-resident child is placed in the home
of a resident of any school district by order of court
or by arrangement with an association, agency, or
institution having the care of neglected and depend-
ent children, such resident being .compensated for
keeping the child, any child of sch¢ol age so placed
shall be [permitted to attend the public school of the
district in which he is placed;] entitled to all free
school privileges accorded to resident school children
of the district, including the right tp atiend the pub-
lic high school mainiained in such district or in olher
districts in the same manner as though such child
were in fact a resident school child of the district;
and the State shall reimburse the district for the ed-
ucation of such child to an amount not exceeding
the actual average cost of tu1t10n, text-books, and
supplies for the district’s children ‘of similar grade
or for other pupils pursuing similar studies for the
same length of time; such reimbursément to be made
out of the money appropriated by the General As-
sembly for the maintenance and support of the pub-
lic schools of this Commonwealth: Provided, That
the school district may not be required to accept
such children in its schools when their acceptance
would involve additional provision for transportation
by the district, or would require the district to pro-
vide addmonal teachers or rooms, at an expense
greater than the amount of relmbursement paid to
the district by the State.

Any resident of any school district, before accept-

ing custody of a non-resident child of school age for «

compensation by order of court or by arrangement
with an association, agency, or institution having the
care of dependent or neglected children, must secure,
from the supermtendent of schools, supervising prin-
c1pa1 or school board in that dlst:mct a statement
in writing that the child can be accommodated in the
schools of the districet or that the child cannot be so
accommodated and the reasons therefor. If such
statement be not furnished within two weeks after a

retary, the supervising principal, or the superintend-
ent of schools, the board’s assent shall be assumed,
and the child shall be admitted to the schools of the
district as a pupil. If such statement sets forth con-
ditions such as to exempt the district under this
section from accepting the child as a pupil, and if
such exemption be not disapproved on appeal by the
Superintendent of Public Instruction, and if other
arrangement for the child’s schooling satisfactory to
the county or district superintendent be not made,
the child may not be placed in the district.

Appeal from the claim of any school district for
exemption, as provided in this section, may be taken to
the Superintendent of Public Instruction, and his de-
cision thereon after investigation shall be final.
