AN J. CT 

To further arneud sections two thousand six hundred and three 
and two thousnnd six hundred nnd twenty-three of the net. 
approved the eighteenth day of May. one thousand nine hun­
dred and eleven (Pamphlet Laws, three hundred and nine), 
entitled "An act to establish a public school ~Ystem in. the 
Commonwenlth of Pennsylvania, together with the provision8 
by which it shall be administered, and prescribing penalth'" 
for the violation thereof: providing revenue to establish an cl 
maintain the same. and the method of collecting such revenue; 
ftnd repealing all laws, general, special or local, or any parts 
thereof. thnt are or may be inconsistent therewith;" authorizing 
school "districts of the ~econd class to employ certified public 
accountants in certain cases, and providing for their compen.­
sation. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section two 
thousand six hnndred and three of the act, approved 
the eighteenth day of May, one thousand nine hundred 
and eleven (Pamphlet I.aws, three hundred and nine), 
entitled "An act to establish a public school system 
in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, together with 
the provisions by whkh it shall be administered, and 
prrscribing penalties for the violation thereof; pro­
viiling revenue to establish and maintain the same, 
and the mrthod of collectin!! such revenue; and re­
pealing all laws, general, special or local, or any parts 
thereof, that are or may be inconsistent therewith," 
which was amended by section one of the act, ap­
proved the twenty-ninth day of June, one thousand 
nine hundred and twenty-three (Pamphlet I,aws. nine 
hundred and forty-nine), entitled "An act to amend 
sections two thousand six hundred and three and two 
thousand six hundred and' twenty, and section two 
thousand six hundred and twenty-three as amendrd. 
and to reppal section two thousand six hundr<>d an<l 
nineteen, of an act, approved the eighteenth day of 
May. one thousand nine hundred and elevPn (Pnm­
phlet T1aws. three hundred and nine), entitled 'An 
act to establish a public school s:vstem fo the Com­
monwralth of Penns:vlvania. togPther with the provi­
sions h:v which it shall he administPrPd, and nrescrib­
ing penaltiPs for the violation therPof; providin!!' rev­
pn11e to <>stablish and maintain the same, and thP 
method of collecting such revenue; and repealing all 
laws, general, special, or local, or an:v parts thereof, 
that are or may he inconsistent therewith,' by pro­
viding for the audit of accounts of second and third 
class school districts b:v the city. borough, or town­
ship controller or audHor; and fixing their compen­
sation," is hereby further amended to read as follows:

Section 2603. In all school districts of the second 
and third class, by the proper city, borough, or town­
ship controller or auditors therein. When in any 
school district of the second cl;ass the annual expend­
itwres, exclusive of moneys received from the sale of 
bonds, shall exceed the stim of five 'fiundred thousand 
dollars, such district may employ ri certified public 
accoitntant within sixty days frorn the close of the 
fiscal year. 

Section 2. That section two thousand sb:: hundred 
and twenty-three of said act, as last amended by 
section four of the said act, approved June twenty­
ninth, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-three 
(Pamphlet Laws, nine hundred aud forty-nine), is 
hereby further amended to read as follows: 

Section 2623. The compensation for auditors, in 
school districts of the second and third class, shall 
be five dollars ($5.00) per day for each day neces­
sarily spent by each auditor; and the total expense 
of such auditing, including the cost ot filing the report, 
advertising, and other necessary costs, shall be paid 
by the school district. The compens[Ltion of any cer­
tified public accountants employed bf! any school dis­
trict of the second class shall be fixed, by the directors 
of wch district and paid by the district.
