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AN ACT 

To further amend section two thousand Qne hundred and eight 
of au act, nppro,·cd the eighteenth rlny nf l\Iay, 0111~ thous.ind 
nine hundred and eleven (Pamphlet J,aws, three hundred nnd 
nine). entitled "An act to establish a public school system in 
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, together with the provi­
sions by which it shall be administered, :and prescribing penal­
ties for the violation thereof ; providing reyenrue to establish 
and maintain the same, and the method of collecting such 
revenue; and repealing all laws, general, special or local, or 
any parts thereof, that are or may be inconsistent therewith." 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section two 
thousand one hundred and eight ot an act, approved 
the eighteenth day of .May, one thousand nine hundred 
and eleven (Pamphlet J,aws, three hundred nine), en­
titled ''An act to establish a puhli¢ school system in 
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvaniai together with the 
provisions by which it shall be admtinistered, and pre­
scribing penalties for the violation thereof; providing 
revenue to esta;blish and maintain the same, and the 
method of collecting such revenue; and repealing all 
laws, general, special or local, or any parts thereof, 
that are or may be inconsistent therewith," as amend­
ed by an act, approved the eighteenth day of April, 
one. thousand nine hundred and nineteen (Pamphlet 
Laws, fifty-seYen), entitled "An act to amend section 
two thousand one hundred and ei~ht of an act, ap­
rroved the eighteenth day of May, one thousand nine 
hundred and eleven (Pamphlet Laws, three hundred 
nine), entitled 'An act to establish a school system in 
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, together with the 
provisions 'by which it shall be adm[nistered, and pre­
scribing penaltieR for the violation thereof; providing 
revenue to establish and maintain the same, and the 
method of collecting such revenue; and repealing all 
laws, general, special, or local, or any parts thereof, 
that are or may be inconsistent therewith,'" is here­
by further amended to read as follows: 

Section 2108. All boards of schoQl directors in this 
Commonwealth are authorized and required to pay 
from the district funds, to the teachers employed in the 
public schools of the several distri¢ts who are 'in at­
ten<lance at the institnte held under the authority of 
the stipcrintendent of schools of the county, in addi­
tion to the compensation provided for in their con­
tracts, four dollars per day for each day's actual at­
tendance upon the sessions of [the] such annual coun­
ty teachers' institute.
