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roads which lie within their respective counties or 
municipalities.

(b) Executors or administrators shall have powel', 
either alone or jointly with other plaintiffs, to com­
mence and prosecute all actions for mesne profits or 
for trespass to real property, and all personal actions 
which the decedent whom they represent might have 
commenced and prosecuted, except actions for sland0r 
and fm· libels; and theiy shall be liable to be sneci, 
either alone or jointly with other defendants, in any 
such action, except as aforesaid, which might have 
been maintained against such decedent if he had livPCl. 

All such rights of action which were not barred by 
the statutes of limitation at the time of the death 
of decedent may be brought against his executors or 
administrators ctt any time within one year after the 
death of the decedent, notwithstanding the provisions 
of any statutes of limitations ichereby they ·1co1.tld 
have been sooner barred.
