LAWS OF PJDNNSYLV ANIA, 

No. 2<iG. 

AN ACT 

To provide for the equalization of educational opportunity and 
the encouragement of the study of citizenship by recognition 
of extension education, for boJ·s and girls who are employed 
and for adults, as a function of the public schools of this 
Commonwealth; and to facilitate the proper organization and 
administration of such extension education. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the following 
words and phrases, as used in this act, shall, unless 
a different meaning is plainly required by the con­
text, have the following meaning: 

"Extension education" shall designate any instruc­
tion provided and administered by the board of direc­
tors of any school district which is organized primarily 
for boys and girls who are employed and for adults 
whose earlier educational opportunity has been re­
stricted, but shall not include the school work of con­
tinuation and other vocational schools. 

"Curricular course of study" shall designate any 
subject of stnd;r included in the programs of study 
of tbe regular elementary and secondary public day 
schools of the district. 

"Extra-curricular course of study" shall designate 
any elementary or secondary course of study not so 
included. 

Section 2. Tliat the board of school directors of 
any school district may and upon written application, 
signed l!y twenty or more residents of such district 
above the age of sixteen years who are not in attend­
ance at any public or private day school, shall pro­
vide free extension education for the instruction of 
said applicants in any curricular course of study so 
requested, or in English and citizenship for immi­
grants and native illiterates, or in citizenship for 
adults and in such other extra-curricular courses of 
study as said ·board may deem advisable: Provided, 
That any such board of school directors may refuse 
to provide or continue such extension education when­
ever less than twenty of its said applicants are un­
fitted to pursue with reasonable profit the course of 
study requested. 

Section 3. Extension education shall be provided 
in school buildings at any time not in conflict with 
regulae day-school activities as requested by such ap­
plicants, and elsewhere at any hour dnring any day 
except Sunday or legal holidays which the board may 
deem advisable: Provided, That the hoard shall not be 
required to adrnit to said <::>xtension schools a person 
who is in actual full-time attendance at any public 
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or private school during the day: Provided further, 
'!'hat attendance at such classes by part-time pupils 
shall not be accepted in lieu of the compulsory part­
time attendance required of such pupils: Provided 
further, That said board of directors may close any 
dass of said extension schools whert the average at­
tendance for any month falls 'below ten. 

Section 4. Any board of school directors may re· 
quire a deposit fee of a sum not to e:icceed five dollars 
l$5.00) from each person enrolling itn such extension 
schools or classes, and may require farther that such 
deposit fees accompany said written applications for 
tSuch extension instruction. Such deposit fee shall 
be returned at the close of each tenm of instruction 
to all persons so enrolled who have attended seventy­
five (75) per cent. or more of the claS)'; sessions of said 
term: Provided, That nothing herE;1in shall be con· 
strued as prohibiting the return of sa:id deposit fee be­
cause of death, sickness, or for any other cause which 
the iboard may deem justifiable. 

Section 5. All school credits derived from any cur­
ricular course of study in the extension classes of 
any district shall 'be accepted by the school author­
ities of that dis1trict toward fulfillment of the require­
ments for graduation from any curri¢ulum of any day 
school of corresponding grade in that district. Upon 
the satisfactory completion in extension classes of 
the curricular courses of study required for gradua­
tion from any curriculum of any srhool district by 
any person, sruch person shall be awnrded the appro­
priate school certificate or diploma at the close of the 

. then current school term. 
Section 6. Schools and classes for extension ed­

ucation shall be a part of the puiblic schools of the 
Commonwealth and of the district in which they are 
organized, and shall be under the supervision of the su­
perintendent of the county or of the district, as are 
other public schools of that district. 't'he State Council 
of Education shall ad·opt standards for the qualifica­
tions and certification of extension teachers and all 
other matters pertaining to extension education not in­
consistent with this act or other acts pertainin~ to the 
public schools of the Commonwealth. 

Section 7. This act shall become effective imme­
diately, and other ac-t." or portions of other acts incon­
sisten': herewith are hereby declarel!l null and void.
