Be it enacted, &ec., That it shall be
lawful for any city, borough, or township of the Com-
monwealth of Pennsylvania to expend out of the pub-
lic funds of said municipality such amount as may
be necessary to secure insurance or compensation for
volunteer firemen killed or injured while going to, re-
turning from, or attending fires in said municipality
or territory adjacent thereto.

Pixing the fee to be charged for the issuing of marriage licenses. -

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That hereafter the
fee to be charged by the clerks of the orphans’ courts
in the varions counties of the Commonwealth for the
issuing of marriage licenses shall be two dollars and
fifty cents, two dollars of which shall be for the use
of the clerk of the orphans’ court of the county where-
in such license is issued, and fifty cents for the use
of the State; and all moneys collected by the said
clerk for the use of the State shall at the end of
each month be transmitted to the State Treasurer to
be placed in the general fund for the use of the Com-
monwealth.
