AN ACT 

'l'o amend section one of the net, appraved the thirty-first day 
of March, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-one (Pam­
phlet Laws, eighty-nine), entitled "iAu act making it a mis­
clemeanon for persons to unlawfully u$e or wear the insignia 
or button of the American Legion or the official decorations of 
sa_id organiza:tion," by extending the ptovisions of said act tu 
the Veterans of Foreign ·wars. 

RPction l. Be it c>nacted, &c., That section one of the 
act, approved the thirty-first day of March, one thou­
sand nine hundred and twenty-one (Pamphlet Laws, 
Pighty-nine), c>ntitled "An act making it a misdemean­
or for persons to nnlawfnlly use or wear the insig;nia 
or button of the American r~egion or the official deco­
rations of said organization," is hereby amended to read 
as follows: 

Section 1. ne it enacted, &c., That any person who 
shall wilfully wear the insignia or button of the Amer­
ican Legion or the Veterans of Foreign Wars or the 
official decorations of said [ orga:nization] org'Ol!Viza-­
tions or use the same to obtain aid or assistance within 
this State, unless he or she shall be entitled to use or 
wear the same under the constitution and by-laws, 
rnleis, and regulations of such [ ot·ganfaation] organ-­
iza,tions, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and, upon 
conviction, shall be fined not to exceed one hundred 
dollars, and, in default of piayment, committed to jail 
for a period not to exceed sixty days.
