ing thereto,” which was amended by section one of the
act, approved the sixteenth day of May, one thousand
nine hundred and twenty-one (Pamphlet Laws, five
hundred and seventy-five), entitled “An act to amend
sections three hundred and ninety-seven, four hun-
dred and twenty-one, and one thousand two hundred
and twenty-one, of an act, approved the fourteenth
day of July, one thousand nine hundred and seven-
teen (Pamphlet Laws, eight hundred and forty), en-~
titled ‘An act concerning townships; and revising,
amending, and consolidating the law relating thereto,” ”
is hereby further amended to read as follows:
